By attached teletype, Atlanta advises that
the body of Joseph Bell was discovered on
4/19/81 in the South River in DeKalb County.

The body of Michael McIntosh was discovered
on 4/20/81 in the Chattahochee River in Atlanta.
McIntosh, a 23 year old black male, had not
been reported missing, but due to the circum-
stances surrounding his death and discovery of
his body, he was added to the list of missing
and murdered children.

On 4/22/81, Roy Innis, a member and possible
official of the Congress of Racial Equality
(CORE), arrived ir Atlanta with a "secret
witness" who claimed to know the ATKID killer.
Innis gave authorities 72 hours to apprehend
his suspect or threatened his group would
apprehend the suspect.

On 4/27/81, Atlanta will institute
surveillances of 14 selected bridges which
could be possible dumping sites over the

Chattahochee River.

| lbkeve murderer night be using a decompression chamber
not unlike the ones uses awrane societies to destroy homeless
animals. | admit this at first night sound like a strange ioea,
but consider the available evidence:

1! All the victims died sphyxiation, butfew  or none
of the bodies showed any sign ofa  struggle, and rake been
strangled.

2! Al of the victims were either children or \sightly-
built adults.

3L Al the victims were what we would  consider to be rather
naive individuals, either due to their youth or  to their mental
slowness or retardation. In addition, being pecath) would
probably tené tojump atthe chanceof making quick money.

The murderer  probably at onetime was able to either buy -
or steal darge-sized decompression chamber froma dogpound or
humane society. These large-sized units are made to lable to
hold large breeds of dogs, like German Shepards  or St. Bernards,
soone would be of sufficient size to hold a child or small adult,
but probably not aormal adult. It would be  aimple matter to
alter the appearance of the machine, by painting it or obscurring
parts of it, SO asto makeit lokd, say,a washing machine
or a&ement mixer to untrained eyes. The murderer might meet the
child at a street corner, ask ifhe wantsto make twenty dollars
for five minutes work, and thus induce him toget inthe car with

The Federal Bdireau Investigation FBI! was
authorized and requested by former  Attorney General Btnjamin
Civiletti, on November 6,980, to initiate an immediate
preliminary investigation to determine whether&#39;the missing

\oblation the Federal Kidnaping Law, Title 18, United States
Code USC!, Sextion On November 11”80, the Atlanta
Office the FBI commenced avajor Case investigation into the
murdered/missing children.

One recent investigative technique utilized by the
Atlanta Office of the FBI has been iastituting surveillance
of various lwikigas cross both the Chattahoochee River and
the  South River. As a rebult these surveillances, on
Nay 1981, an individual was observed crossing over the
Chattahoochee River a:52 a.m. At  the time this vehicle was
crossing the bridge, a loud splash was heard in the river by
the bridge surveillance teams.
