As a result, since 1952, searching th-
quiries have beéen made into the antecededis
and associntes of all those occupying or apply-
ing for positions in the Foreion Office in-

*The purpose of these inguiries is to
ensure that no one is appuinted to or con-
tinues to cceupy any such post unless he or
she is fit to be entrusted with the secrets
to which the post gives access.”
