Department
when they drive their cars anywhere and are constantly stopped by
the deputies for no apparent reason or for minor traffic offenses
which are tenuous at best. Tmeon members are then required to
show identification-and answer questions. The police also sit in
their cars outside the wunion offices during meetings and ather
occasions.

5. After cork one day a car load of union members was following a bus
full  of workers to talk to then about joining the union after the
bus stepped. After  following for a short distance the police got
one car in front of the union members and one car behind them and
then pulled them over. The police Chen requested all the union

7. A Deputy went into the fields, obtained-some grapes and came back
to the picket line and ate them telling the pickets how good they
tasted, virtually taunting the pickets. Although this act is of

course not itself iilegal is very symbolic in this dispute and
becomes quite meaningful in the context of the other acts.
8. A Deputy went to some pickets on country dirt road and told them
they had to walk twenty feet apart. When e picket responded that the
law provided only that they not obstruct traffic, the deputy replied &#39; J
that the twenty foot rule was his "law" and if they&#39;wanteal get
along with him they should obey his "law."

Since the harvest  willbe  completed within dew weeksit is
important that  the action ofthe Sheriff&#39;s Departmdmvestigated
as qucikly as sossible. r

We feel thatthe aleseibed iasidents well as others clearly
establish that  the Sheriff&#398epartment has not acted with neutrality in
this dispute and has in fact been partial tothe  growers. Moreover the
conduct when  viewed in its entirety establishes a clear pattern of har-
assment and intimidation of farm workers  who are attempting to exercise
their constitutional rights of  freedom of speech and freedom of speech
and freedom of assembly. There are  also racial overtones since  virtually
allthe  farm workers are Hexicah merican. Of course, another undesirable
effect of  the conduct Hhfe Sheriff&#39;s Departmeist tandermine  respect
for the normal processes of government and to destroy any belief that
people of all races, whetherrich  or poor, infact receive equal justice Iwal L35-
under law in this country.
