Reference is made to your request as to whether the
Division had a record and photograph of Pat°Reilly alias PatORiley,
vho is the all—round handy man for BHarryifSawyer, the well-known
St. Paul gangster. A search of the files!reflects that Pat
Reilly's name had not come vp prior to the developments in the
Dillinger case at St. Paul, Minnesota about two weeks ago. The
reports received do not reflect a description, criminal record
or police number, nor has a photograph been received from the St.
Paul Office!l

With your consent, I called Mr. Clegg at St. Paul today -
for informatlon concerning this, and he stated the St. Paul Police
Department did not have a record of arrest of Pat Reilly end that
no photograph of him had been located; that Reilly was a former
mascot of the St. Paul American Association League Baseball Teanm.

I suggested |[to Mr. Clegg that possibly a photograph of the baseball
team could be obtained, in which there fﬂﬁj;gige?at Reilly. However,
Mr. Clege stated that such a photograph located b would
probably be [of little velue, inasmuch as it was several years ago,
when Reilly wag a kid, that he acted as mascot. I suggested to Mr.

Geraghty and Donegan plcked up the car of Hubert at the father's h: use amt and
passing the house on the second trip they had proceeded down the road and they
went into Mooresville [to check up on his activity there and picked up Fred
Hancock and Hubert in|the car and at this time the car with the Indiana license
which was purchased as later shown in Indianapolis on Saturday was proceeding
ehead of the other car and returned in the direction of the home of the father
John W, DlJ.linger, end thereafter Ahey followdéd him out the road leacding to
Springfield but could not locate his car. At this time they noticed the Ford
which wes brougt here lon Saturday as was later shown standing along the road
with three'girls in the car and efter proceeding éown the road they again picked
up Hubert's c ar and a party in it who later proved apparently to be Normen
and in following them [to z cert:in turn they turned to the right and the Agents
turned to the left ac |apparently Hubert had made them follewing him and at
this time Rubert who was driving nsticed them apparently through the mirror,
and NermanNiancock placed his hands to his face and ducked down into the car,
apperently: Vo avoid belng seen. It was ppisr shown through an interview with
Butert Dillinger, Norman Hancock and Mexmmm . Hancock that apparently the four
cers proceed out of the plzce, Hubert and Norman in the first caryaich belongcd
to Hubert,proceeced down to the gate and picked them up,apparently the Ford V8
Secsan whlch was standlng on the road was the next car out of the place which was
followed then by the car occupied the Ardry cock,the mother of Fred Hancock
and the sister of ﬁnhnxt John Dillinger . The last car to o= leave the place
was the car exxof Fred Hancock and the Agents taking the car which apparently
contained the best p0551bilit1es took the car of Hubert Dillinger which eluded
then in the vicinity of the home there on the back roads.This car was subse-
quently checked up through the license numbers on the car and wes found to have
been sold on Saturday'and the license had not yet been registered having been
issued by the Hoosier'Auto Club here which was closed at the time and the
reglsteratlon had not yet reached the state Bureau.

The balance of tne Agents were disgabuted on various activities, Barber and
Smith arrrved in lete (that day had also proceeded to Mooresville to accist in
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the activities there and later they picked up the car of Hubert Dillinger in
front of 516 Luett Street,which was immediately thereafter raided but no one

zs there except Jary|Kinder and her Mother. Hirsh(?)was here covering the act-
iv1tles at' the airport and Johnson was at the Hotel inorder to place the warious
men as they arrived 1n the city.

at one of these places should he arrive there.We also have our informanth
located in' the home of Hubert Dillinger who will repnrt to us any ectivitles he
learns at any time.

The information is as I have previous}y advised over the ‘telephone that
Hubert Dllllnger was driv1ng the car &t the time it was wrecked at Noblesville
Ind., and for that reason he is growing apprehensive as to the pos¢ ibilities
of prosecution of hlmself a8 well as that of his Mother and Father,and for that
reacon he has agreed very definitely to furnish us with ln‘ormation end if he
does'nt live up to it we will get the same informetion from the informant whom
we heve placed in Hubert's home. Hubert has taken his wife to live with her
Granqmother at Bloomlngton, Ind., because apparently he was aprehensive that
somethingh would happen to her, in fact the night that he took her to Bloom-
ington was the night that the Police,Station in Warsaw, Ind.,was robbedén the

following morning at about 1:15 AM. ™
Mr. Connelley stated that in view of the fact that Dillinger had been

seen up at\Sault Saint| Marie on Tuesday it is possible that he might be showing
up most any time.in the vicinity of {ndi& :apolis and therefore he felt that more
Agents woulé be nesded| to adequately cover te the various places now under

surveillance.

Last night, April 25, 1934, I called the Chicago Office
and talked with Acting Special Agent in Charge Billings, in order
to obtain a photograph of "Ba son, Illinois
State Penitentiary #5437, to be used on an Identification Order,
which was being prepared.

or the Illinois State Penitentiary, a glossy finished photograph
of Nelson,| and that it be forwarded to the Division not later
than last night, by air meil, specisl delivery. I also reguested
him to obtain from the Illinois State Penitentiary, a list of all
relatives of Nelson, i1f avallable. MNr. Billings was informed thst
the Division desired this photograph to be used on an Identification
Order. He| advised that this would be attended to.

This morning I noted a telegram from the Chicego Office,
recelived late last night, signed by Speciel Agent in Charge Purvis,
in which it was stated that that office had been unable as yet to -

obtain a 1ist of the relatives of Nelson and thet the Division would

be advieed}further today. Inasmuch as the telegram did not refer
to the photograph of Nelson, I emlled Special Agent in Charge Purvis
on the telephoue for information as to whether the photograph had
been fornarded.

Harj.e
himself no .such request. had been made of him by Mr. Olander or any member
of his force and t.hat he knew of no such request being made of any of the
Agents from the Chicago office. He stated further that it was reesonably J g
certain that no such [request was made in that the information concerning R
Dillinger came from the Sheriff's office at Sicux Ste. Marie and that his men
proceeded there imediateZLv without contacting any officers outside of the .

Mr. Larson and Olander were on friendly terms. In connection with the matter
of the Attorney General issuing a statement to the effect that the Division
did not call upon local authorities for assistance because of the insufficient
time and the necessitw for immediate action he was inclined to recommend
against such a statement on the grounds »

an endless amtrorversey and might pot .
He stated, however, that in conneciitn with Semator Ropelsnd's statement to

the ei‘fect that a decided ck o operetion had existed between Federal,

State and local agencies he thought it would be advisable for the Attorney
General to issue a statemt to the effect that the Division of Imvestigation

had received wonderful cooperation from local authorities throughout .the

middle west in this case, that though the statement of Senator Copelsnd may

have been aimed at the Division the local authorities throughout the middle

west had interpreted|it as a criticism of them and had been gquite concerned.

Mr, Clegg stated that the accusations aimed at the Division in the newspaper
article which was read to him in part did not concern him but that the

Copeland statement did in thet local authorities were interpreting it as a
criticism of them. In connection with the statement indicating the lack of
judgment on the part|of Agents Newman and Baum Mr. Clegg stated that he thought
it useless to endeavor to determine the source of this information in that it
would probably be impossible and, further, that there were other matters wh.ic.h
he considered more important which should be given immediete attention.

I then contacted Mr. Larson, of the Detroit office, concerning the
purported statement made by Commissioner Olander. Mr. Larson advised that he
had just had a conversation with Lieutenant Donald Leonard, of the Michigan
State Troopers, who adnsed that he had heard from Lansing t.hat when the
Agents arrived at Sioux Ste. Marie and were in conference with the Sheriff
& Lieutenant of the Michigan State Troopers offered to cooperate with the
Division end &eriff]in causing Dillinger'!s apprehension and was curtly
advised by a Division Agent, name unknown, that when the Division wanted the
essistence of the Michigen State Troopers it would so advise them.

I then endeavored to contact Mr. Purvis, who was out of the office,
and talked to Mr. Waters who advised that Agents Reinecke, Lockerman, Brown,
Rice and Faulkner proceeded to Sioux Ste. Marie in connection with this matter
and consulted Sheriff Welch and his Chief Deputy, McKee; that he now under-
stands from Agent Inckeman that there was a Lieutenant of the Michigan State
Troopers at the &xeriff'e office at the time but he was not in the conference
and that some etaterme:nt may have been made to him concerning the proposed
raid but he would hmre to determine the statement and the source of same. He
was requested to do 8o and immediately advise the Division.

I told Mr.|Lerson to ‘wait until he heard further from the Division
before contacting Mr. Olander and that in the meantime I would contact Mr.
Purvis to determine the exact facts. After the facts have been obtained from
Mr. Purvis or Mr. Waters I will so advise Mr. Larson and request that he con-
tact Mr. Olander and advise him that the incident at Sioux Ste. Marie was
regrettable and the result of an over-zealous Agent and did not reflect the
attitude of the Division.
