the whereabouts of Floyd, but he  believes possibly that he  cmddrtain

that information within  aeasonable time. He made no definite promises

that he dealt the whereabouts of Floyd, but said thathe  believed he
could, and that it was not his desire to tell us that he could do something
thathe  would be unable to do. Heated thathe hasmade andsold liquor for
awumber  of years, and that  this has beenthe extent of his criminal activi-
ties, and that this is generally Kmown the enforcement agencies in hie
community. This, too, is born out by Marlow.

This infonnant is different thanthe  average "jeilbird whois de-
sirous of furnishing the office wdth information in that not onetime did he
beseech is touse ourinfluence toget himout ofjail, and he was not
expressive of awhole lotof bitterness, but did say thathe thoughthis sen-
tence was not comensurats with the offense he had comitted for the reason
thathe was found possession of only one  gallon of whiskey.

The informant told ubat he realized that this was alangerous
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that it would, of course, be necessary for himto be released from Jail,

and that  he believes that within 60to 90days, probablyless time, he

vberld able to know whether  he could  funish any valuable in onmation
concerning Floyd. He stated  that he isnot  asking for garole or conu-
tation of sentence, but that should any arrangement be made whereby his
release for dgemporary period could be effected, and he should be
instrumental in furnishing the Division with infonmation concerning Floyd,
he would beglad for the Governmentto  give consideration tothe  commuta-
tion of his sentence. He stated  that should he be instrumental in "putting
the finger" on Floyd, that would ask  that the Government pay  him .
$500.00, hut thatnot onecent would have tobe paid until after Floyd&#39;s
apprehension. He stated that under no  circumstances would he want his name
mentioned, or would he  ver want it to be known thathe hadany participa-
tion in such anatter or that he had even discussed it with officers.

Marlow, the  Undersheriff at Chickasha,is anen 62years old. He
was for mmy years &pecial Agent of  the Rock Island Railroad, and has
been geace officer practically all of  his life. He has the utmost confi-
dence in  this informant and stated that if the State officer, as heretofore
mentioned, had not become  intoxicated at the time he took himto thein-
fonnant&#39;s house, Floyd&#39;s.apprehension would have been effected long since.

| realize and so will the officials of the Division when they  have
read this latter that the informant isnow inJail andthat perhapsthey will
feel that this is Just another "Jailbird&#39; trying to talk himself out of a
Jail sentence. | have talked to many prisoners in jalil who have told me
what they  aiuld forlaw  enforcement agencies ithey wereonly onthe out-
side, and | realize that in most cases, sud: stories can be discounted. This
informant did notso  impress me. Not one  time during our conversation did he
make gositive statement or declaration that he could accomplish results in
this undertaking, but stated that he could ascertain in dittle while whether
his efforts would he  productive of results. Frankly, Iwas impressed with his
stetaneata and with his candor and  the lack of any assurance on  his part of
what he could do.

I made no promises  to the informant, and lem makingno recommenda-
tions at this time to the  Division, hut am submitting this infonnstion for
your consideration and for saatfon asyou feelit warrants. Under separam
