is alleged to be kmown to at least one deputy shériff and a camp gas station
operator located about eighteen miles out of Shamrock toward McLain; that
his, King'e informant is alleged to have stayed eight daye at the camp in
question in May of this year, and on two occasioms obgerved Subdject Floyd
accompanied by two male companions in a Nash Coupe at the gas station in
queation; that Subject FLOYD appeared to be acquainted with the gas station

ingness of Floyd surrender continue to come inj that they are not
peying a lot of attention to them but one specific one came in this
—~morning about an hour befgre he called along the same lines; that a
person by the name of Bey/Butler, who is connected with the Oklahoma

Gas and Power Company, & fairly reliable person, ¢laims to have in-
directly the old proposal of Floyd that he wlll surrender to the
Government provided he is hot turned over to the Statg of Ohio., Mr,
Nathan stated that the VMivision's attitude has been that the Division
can promise is that he will be taken to Leavenworth and that he won't be
killed, : .

Mr. Nathen said he hed in mind the followings that while driving
up to St. Louis, he went over this matier with Captain Shepherd of the
Missouri State Highway Police and he told him that they have a very fine
gllt-edge case against Floyd in Missouri and that they can "burn® him
there for murder of some kind of & police officer or police officers at
Columbia, Missouri; that they seem to faink up there that Floyd does not
realize how wonderful a case they have againgt him. Mr., Nathan stated
that the Division has a case against Floyd, of course, for obstructing
Justice; that as he understands it you feel that, if the Division had
Floyd in custody and the State authorities with & real cepital charge
against him put in a request for him, the Division would not de in a
position probably to deny it. Mr. Nathan said he wondered if considera-
tion could be given to the possibility of telling Mr. Butler that the
Division would not turn him over to the State of Ohio and have in mind
the desirability, if the Division does not prosecute him Federally on
a rather minor charge, of turning bim over to the State of Missouri on
the theory that if they don't have a particular good case, the State of
Missouri could then, if they so deeired, turn him over to the State of
Ohio and the Division's agfeement would be okay.

I sdvised Mr, Nathan that I didn't think
validly make any agreements about what will be done with him at all; in
other words, 1f thelPivision puts him in Leavenworth any one who ﬁles a
detainer or claim for him there gets him. Mr, Na said Albre Would -
be more than one detainer and the Division could bably hold him with

-f;__,., . geveral States filing capital charges but the Division could exerclae
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some discretion as to whom the Division turned him over. I stated that I
did not think the Division should make any agreement that it would or would
not do anything with him after the Division got him to Leavenworth. Mr.
Nathan said that the Division had not, of course, but that that was the
thought that occurred to him which you might want to take under considera-
tion.

Mr. Rathan advised that it is not}‘%e&x through; that he was
going to write; that they seem to be in a hurry for some decision; that
8o far as they know the Pivision 18 not going to do anything about it.

I advised him that this was the best attitude to leave them in, MNr.
Nathan agreed with me on this and I advised that I would take the matter
up with you., Mr. Nathan paid that Floyd is afraid of Ohlio; that he is not
afrald of anything else. We both agreed that the Division would tell him

/ okay, that if he surrenders to the Division he won't be turned over o

Ohio by the Division; end that we will turn him over to somebody else first.

\ Mr. Nathan stated that it might not go through tut that he might be turned
' over to Ohio by somebody else. I told Mr, Nathan that the Division could

take a proposal of that kind and Mr, Nathan stated that is what he had in

,mind; that the Missourl State Captain told him what a wonderful case they

/ have on Floyd in Missouri; that the Division can not hold him on a minor

v

. charge when major capital charges are against him; that the Pivision could

use some discretion as to which of the two or more states he could be turned
over to; that if Missouri finds they haven't a good cage, they can turn him
over to Chio.

. I told Mr. Nathan t© go ahead and take an affirmative attitude
in regard to this proposal because the Division hae nothing to do with

turning him over to anybody.

On August 14, 19354, late in the aftermoon, !r. hierls 4.
Gill, forensic ballisticlaen, Kansas City, Missourl, advised this office
that Meyer/Berman and Phillip Ty Lascuolo were believed to be presently
at the residence of Lascuoclo's sister, QOreen or Latreean Curry (possibly
Perry), 66193 Main Street, lLos Angeles, California. In comnection with
these men, attention is directed to Division letter dated July 31, 1934,
addressed to the XKansas City Office.

For the information of the intereated offices receimying eopies
of this letter, Meyer Berman, Phillip T. Lascuolo, and JamegfCivella,
alias Jmera, are alleged to have participated in the murder and
robbery on February 27, 1934, of ong,Xemner, a messenger for the Commerce
Trust Company ofglansas City, liissourl. Subsequently, on July 10, 1934,
J‘ohnﬁ.azia, Italian political leader at Kensas City, Missourl, was killed
in a spot murder, his assassins using a Thompson Sudb-ljachine Gun., It
may be noted that a machine gun was not used in the Kemmer murder, but
rather a Luger pistol being used a% that time. - -

The XKansas City, Missouri, Police Department heas indicated its
theory that, in view of the fact John Lazia gave the tip to them that
Berman, Civella, and Lascuolo were the participants in the Kemner murder,
these three individuals may bhave participated in the spot murder of lazia

for revenge. Through an examination by the Diviair?_g latoratory of bgdlistic
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Director -8 - dugust 15, 1934

evidence in the John Lazia killing end the instant massacre case, the
Divislon has advised that the same Thompson Sub-Machine Gun was used
in both the Lazle killing and the massacre. The above circumstances
give rise to the possibility that Berman, Civella, and Lascuolo may
possibly have participated in the Kansas City Messacre or might have
posseasion of the gun which was used in the massacre, and hence would
be in e position to furnish valuable information relative to the
participants in the EKensas City Massacre,

Upon receiving the above information from Mr. Gill, telephoniec
.coumunication was had with Mr. R. BE. Noewby of the Division on dugust
15, 1934, and he instructed this office to get in touch with the Ios
Angeles Office, requesting that office to endeavor to locate and appre-
hend Meyer Berman snd Lascuoclo in order that they might be questioned
relative to the massacre case. Lir, Newby informed that no information
relative to the possible location of these individuals should be fur=
nished to police departments or others, including the Kansas City,
Missouri, Police Department. It may be noted that Mr. Gill, at the time
of furnishing the information to the Kanses City Office, specifically
requested that the same be not furnished to the Kansas City, Missouri,
Police Department. Mr. Newby further advised that in the event of the
apprehenaion of these individuals at Los Angeles, the Division wowld
give further instructions as to whether Special Agent H. E. Andersen
and any other employees of this office should go to los Angeles, CQM-
fornia, to interview these individuals,

This information was furnished by telephone to Mr. B. E.
Backett, Acting Speciml Agent in Charge of the Loz Angeles Office, on
August 15, at which time his atiention was called to the July (1934)
issue of the American Bankers' Association Protective Bulletin, in
view of the fect that on pasge 4 photographs appear of Berman, Civella,
and Lascuolo, as well as descriptive data in connection with their
alleged participation in the murder of the employee of the Commerce
Trust Company, mentioned above,

Tarough telephonic commnication with Special Agent in Charge
R. E. Vetterli at St. Louls, Missouri, Mr. Vetterli, after examining .
the photographs of Berman, Civella, and Lascuolo, as they appsar in the
above-mentioned American Bankers' Assoclation Protective Bulletin, ad-
vised that he was positive that neither Perman nor Civella were identical
with the individuel partieipating in the massacre whom he had seen; Kr.
Vetterli further stating that it was his opinion that Lascuolo was llkewise

not identical with the participant in the massacre whieh he saw, although
he stated there was a very slight resemblance between Lascuolo and the
pariicipant seen by him, but that he ecould not {dentify Lascuolo as a
participant in the massacre, ) .

Through telegraphiec commnication with the San Antonio Office,
it wes ascertained that arter Special Agent F. J. lLackey had erxamined
these same photographs of these three individuals in the above-mentioned
Bulletin, Azent Lackey was uneble to identify any of the three individuslse

. a8 baving participated in the massacre. It wlll be noted by previocus

communications fn this file that Special Azent lackey positively iden-
tified e photograph of Georga?%iegler, alia otz, as that of the
individual whom he witnessed participating the maasacre.
Subssquentiy, on August 15, Mr. Sackett telephoned from l1os
Angeles, advising that there was no such address as 66104 Main Street,
Los Angeles, Califoraie, but that further inveatigation was being made
in an endeavor to locate the alleged relatives of Lascuclo named hereine
above. At thils time Mr, Sackett was sdvised that neither Special Agent
in Charge Vetterli or Special Agent Lackey could pesitively identify any
of the three individuals named above mas having been witnessed by them
as participating in the massacre; however, it was stated thet it was
vory desirable that these individuals be interviewed reletive to any
Jnowledge they might have of the massacre and {its participants.

At the time of the dictation of this letter, a reply has not
been received from a telegream dispatched to the Oklehoma City Office,
reguesting Special Acent Prank Smith to view the photographes of Berman,
Civella, and Lascuolo, for purposes of identification.

The Kensas City Office has not as yet displayed the photogzraphs
of these suspected individuals to witneases of the masasacre at Eansas
City. However, same i3 to be done in an effort to secure the opinions of
various witnesses who hsve previously stated that they believed they might
be able to identify photographs of the participants, were they to be shown
to tham. An effort was made today to locate eeveral of these witnesses,
but the only one that could be found on this date was Mrs. Lottiefliest,
who pleinly saw all of the participante, and she stiated very positively,
when viewinz the photogrephs, that none of them in eny way resembled the
participants whom she saw,

4 further contact was had with Merle i, Gill in order to sscure
any additional information relative to the address in loa Angeles. He
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Director _ -4 - August 15, 1954

stated that the nene of the woman, Oreexa or Laureen#é;rry, he {8 quite
sure, is ocorrect. Ho stated that the source of the information relative
to the address of the Curry woman is through en individual whose neme

he declined %o mention, but who has been in contact with Deputy Sheriff
John Kellv of Kansas City, liissouri, and who was a witness in the recent
trial of one of the other parties accused in the killing of lir. Kemmer.
On August 16, 1934, further contact will be had dy Agents of this office
with LIr. G111l and lir, Kelly, At that time it is hoped that sdditional
infomation may be obtained, Gill furnishes the information at this time
that his reason for believing that Bsrmen, Civella, and Phillip T. Las~
cuolo may be at the addreas in question in Los Angeles is the faet that
Joe Lascuolo, brother of Phillip T. Lascuoclo, is delieved to be at the
IMain Street address in Los Angsles, He atated that the Curry woman,
according to his information, is the former wife of Joe Lascuclo. The
women of Joe Lascuolo, who resides in Kanses City, IMissouri, at present
geems to have "cut out® the Curry woman, and has been living with Joe
Lascuoclo here until about the time that John lazie was murdered. Joe
Lascuolo left at that time and has not returned since, It is evident
that the information which is reaching Mr. Gill may come from the wife or
paramour of Joe Lascuclo, who resides in Fanmas City. Mr. Gill apparently

.Goes not have this information firat hand, and an effort will be made on

Aduzust 18 to thorouzhly develop all of the facts regarding his fnformation.
He believes that Curry is the malden nere of the woman formerly the wife

of Joe lascuolo, now said to be residing in Los Angeles, FHe stated that

he understands che has two sisters who are probably married, and whose

names he would probably mot kmow, and residing in Pasedena, California.

He advised that it is his informaticn thet Joe lLascuolo end the Curry

woman were married in Kensas City, Missouri, the date not being known to
him. There will be a possibility of determining the address of her rela-
tives through en inspection of the marrisze records at Kansas City, Missourti,
and same will be done.

For the information of the Los Angeles Office, there is being
transmitted herewith wanted circular issued by the Kansas Qity, Miseouri,
Police Department for each of the three above-mentioned individuals, Ber~
man, Civella, and Lascuolo.
