JOHNSON from the Mexico City International Airport to Los
Pinos, home of President GUSTAVO DIAZ ORDAZ of Mexico:

In front of the Benito Juaresz hemicycle, Mexico,
DF, about 200 students from UNAM shouted, "Johnson out of
Mexico, " "Johnson - liurderer," and "Yaonkees out of Vietnhm.'
These students were dispersed by agents of the Judicial Police
in Mexico, DF, and by agenis of Special Services, Metropolitan
Police Department.

When the Presidential retinue passed the corner of
Insurgentes and Paseo de 1z Reforma, another group of stu-
dents from the National Polytechnic Institute (IPN) shouted
Similar parases, These students were guickly dispersed by
grenadiers and by sgents of Upecial Services of the Metropolitan

Police Depariment. g

Just before the Presideg#iZl retinue passed in
front of the United 5tgies EmhgeSy, 2 group of students from
UNAM, headed by MANUEBLXAGUIL MORA, leacer of Trotskyite
groups at UHAM, attedpted to diStriblite propaganda proiesting
the visit of Presideat JOHNSON to Mexico. MANUEL AGUILAR
MORA was detained momentarily mut released by agents of
Special Services of the Hetropolitan Police Depariment, and
his followers were quickly dispersed, but not before a number
of the agitators were struck by police officers,

T-1l advised that the propaganda which MANUEL AGUILAR
MORA attempted to disitribute consisted of "“flyers" containing
(I} the letterhead of POR.

Many Cuban exiles lined the streets carrying signs
and flags of their country. The signs protesied the "communisi
meddling" in their country.

“ Students of UNAM and IPN, mentioned above, were
identified by these sources zs students who were organized by
the Juventud Comunista de Hexico (JCM - Communist Youth of
Mexico) and the dtudent Committee Pro-Vietnam at UNAM. These
sources provided substantially the same datz as T2 and T-3
concerning the incidents which occurred along the route
traveled by President JOISON and his paxrty.

On April 18, 1960, 2 group of communist students
attenmpted to approach the parlk where the stvatue of Lincoln
was being unveiled but were intercepted and dispersed by
police officials.

L group of JCM members met at azout 8 p.m. on
Lpril 14, 1988, to form brigades of young women Lo distribute
about 2,000 "flyers" preparved by the Federzl Distwici Com-
nittee of the Partido Comunista IHexicano (PCM - Communist
Party of Hezico) and which contained pictures of '"Lincola"
and “Juarez,.' They then joined other students of the
weudent Committee Pro-Vietnam to shout insults at President

On the evening of April 14, 1268, o group of com-
munist students from the School of Rconomics and the School
of Political Science, UNAMN, appeared at the UNAM radio station,
They requested time to announce the end of a student strike
and tae resumption of classes at UNAM, Instead of followiang
their announced plan, however, they launched attacks against
President LYNDCH B. JOINSOH concerning the invasion of the
Dominican Republic and Vietnam. The office of tae rector
of UNAM has ordered an investigation of this incident.,

The UNAM was unable to stage any activity as
scheduled because of the close surveillance of polics of-

ficials,

The roast beef and spareribs utilized for the reception
were brought to Mexico from the LBJ Ranch and were prepared
according to Mrs, Johnson's own recipes. They made a very
favorable impression upon the guests.

The principal item of entertainment during the
reception was an exhibition by four members of the United States
Olympic swimming team and included ballet swimming and diving
specialists, This exhibition had a very favorable impact upon
the Mexican guests.

While Mrs. Johnson and Mrs. Diaz Ordaz spent most of
the evening inside the residence except for the time when the
diving and swimming exhibitions were put on at the outdoor
swimming pool, Secretary of State Rusk spent the entire evening
'"holding court" in one side of the garden,

Former Senator Barry Goldwater, who was in Mexico for
a vacation and who had made a well-publicized speech before the
American Chamber of Commerce three days before, was also invited
to the reception and attended there approximately one hour.
His presence created somewhat of a surprise among many of the
Mexican guests and he was very warmly greeted by most of the
Anerican guests.

Just prior to the departure of Mrs. Johnson and
Secretary Rusk from Mexico on Saturday afternoon, April 16,
the Secretary held an especially called press conference at
the airport given for "foreign correspondents," which meant
