MEMORANDUM FOR THE DIRECTOR

Reference is made to your memorandum dated November 22, 1933
relative to a telephone call from Colonel Gates for a very short and brief
article relative to accomplishments in the field of law enforcement during
the last six months. ’

In accordance with instructions I called at Colonel Gates' office
and he was sbsent. I conferred with bis secretary to enquire if she knew
of anything of the details and purposes of the memorandum or concerning the
length and scope so that it could be prepared consistent with his ideas.
She claimed that she d4id not know of the request concerning such article
but would suggest that I subsequently communicate with Colonel Gates.
Following Colorel Gatss relurn from luncheon I enquired with him televhon-
jeally as to his desires ani referred specifically to his telephonic request
to the Director for such information and he stated that he already had every~
thing that was needed, I esked what he had and he stated that the article
was entitled "A determined Priumvirate in the War Against Crime.” I in-
formed Colonel Gates that +hat article was one which had been prepared for
use in the’Yearst Newspapers and he stated he understood that, that that
was what he had telerhoned Mr. Hoover sbout and that the article was now
on his desk and that satisfied all his requirements for information of this
type.

THE DIVISION OF INVESTIGATION

The Division of Investigation has the responsibility of
investigating offenses against the laws of the United States and
collecting evidence in cases in which the United States is or may
be a party, and possesses primary investigative jurisdiction of
those offenses against the laws of the United States not specifi-
cally assigned by Congressional enactmernt to other Govermmental
agencies for investigation.

This Division does not investigate violations of the
Narcotic Laws, Smuggl;ng, Counterfeiting, Immigration Laws, and
certain other miscellaneous stetutes.

Among the most generally known viclations investigated
by the Division of Investigation are the following:

* Bankruptcy Act; Antitrust Laws; National Bank and

Federal Reserve Acte; Crimes on the High Seas and

on Indian and Covermment Reservations; Frauds Against

the Government: Impersonation; Peonage; Theft of

Government Property; Bribery of Government Officers;

Espionage; Escaped Federal Prisoners; ¥Xilling or

Assaulting Federal Officers; Robbery of National Banks
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or Member RBanks of the Federal Reserve System; Crimes
in connection with Federal, Penal and Correctional In-
stitutions; Neutrality Laws; Perjury; Pardor, Parole
and Probation Matters; and certain violations involving
interstate or foreign transpertation, including the
National Xotor Vehicle Theft Act, lmown as the Dyer Act;
White Slave Traffic Act, known as the Mann Act; Kidnap-
ing; Extortion; The Matioral Stolen Property Act; Flight
to Avoid Prosecution or Testifying in Certain Cascs;
Fedcral Anti-Racketeering Statute; and Thefts from In-
terstate Shipments., In addition to the above criminal
statutes the Division is called upon to investigate a
large number of civil matters including the defense of
War Risk Insurancz Suits.

Orr~anization

It requircs a comprehensive organization to investigate
such a large number of important Federal crimes throughout the
United States, Hcwaii, and Alaska, In order to perform its work
most expeditiously cnd economically, the Division hes offices in
thirty citics located throughcut the United States. Its investi-
gative activities are not limited by Stete botndary lines. 4

Special Agent in Charge aas charge of eack of its respective
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offices which covers a definite gsographic area. As occasion re-
quires, the number of employees assigned to each office varies
with the emount of work to be performed. For instence, if the
number of cases in the territorv covered by the Jacksonville,
Florida, Office is comparatively few, while the number of cases
covered by the MNew York Office is unusualiy large, emrloyecs may
be shiftecd from Jacksonville to the .lew York Office, or from
Portlend to Philadelphia, or from lew Orleans to San Francisco,
as the occasion demarnds.

That is, of course, a Gistinct advantage,'and permits
thorough and prompt attention to bc given every case referred to
the Division for investizetive action to the cnd that sll pertinceat
evidence and facts maybbe collected and prescnted to the appropriate
United States Attorney in proper form for his opinion as to prosecu-
tion,

The Division gives most careful consideration to the
selection and appointment of 21l its emxployees. Only duly quali-
fied gradustes of recognized law schools, who are’usually members
of the bar, or expart Accountents with practical experience, are
appointed as Special Agents. Applicants for appointment to in-

vestigative positions must be betwcen 85 and 35 years of age. Uron
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their appointment, Special Agents are given intensive training
courses at Washington, where they are required to master- all

phases of their work, including practical instruction in the use

of all types of firearms. Special Agerts in Charge of the field
offices of the Division are in turn selected fram those cmployees
who havce proven themselves to be possessocd of investigative, ad-
ministrative, end cxccutive ability of the highest order. All
employees are required to render appropriate assistance to law
enforcerent officials at all times and to strictly observe the
rights of all persons with whom they come in contacf. The Division
as a result of the high standard maiﬁtained by its employees, is
enabled to attract to its ranks jndividuals of integrity and ability.

Accomplishments

Statistics at best are rather dry, but offer the most
concise method of outlinirg the achieverents of the Division. Con=-
victions were secured in 93,81% of all cases investigated by the
Division which were brought to trial during the fiscal year 1934.

During the sanme fisecsl year 3,531 convictions - that is,
an average of almost 10 convictions for each day in the year - were
obtained in cases investigated by tke Divieion.

The sentences imposed in thesec cases included 11 life
sentences and totaled over 5,073 years, exclusive of probationary
sentences, totaling 2,501Ayears, and suspended sentences of 1,012

years. The fines imposed during the same year totaled $772,938.73.
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The total value of recoverics effocted in cascs wherein
employees of the Division performed investigative work amounted to
$1,116,619,28, In addition to these recoveries the sum of $261,672.26
was saved the Government ir Court of Claims cases in which investi-
gatioﬁs were conducted by the Division.

In 1,659 War Risk Insurauce cases investigated by the Di-
vision during the fiscal yoar 1934, e itotal savings of $17,890,768.13
to the United States was effected.

During the same fiscal year 923 Féderal fugitives from
justice were located - én averazc of between 2 and 3 Fedoral fugi-
tives located per day. in addition, the Identification Unit of
the Divisiop assisted various law-enforcement officials throughout
the Urited States in iﬁentifyiné 4,356 fugitives during the same
year. Stolen motor vehicles numbering 2,302 and valued at $910,024.23
were recovercd in cases in which the Division performed investigative
work for the fiscal year 1934, Since the enactment of the National
Motor Vehicle Theft Act, or to give its cormonly accepted name, the
Dyer Act, in October, 1219, until June 30, 1934, 36,695 stolen
motor vehicles valued at $23,827,167.75 have been recovered in cases
in which the Division performed investigative work.

Idontification Unit

The Identification Unit of the Division of Invostigation

is maintained at Washington, D. C., and was established on July 1,
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1924, to operate as a national clearing housc of identification
data, At the date of its inception, it began with approximately
800,000 fingerprint records which had comprised the collections of
the bureau meintained at the United States Penitentiary, Leavenworth,
Kansas, and of the Hational Bureau of Criminal Identification,, Wash-
ington, D. C., which had been operated by the International Associe
ation of Chiefs of Police.

Since its establishment in 1924, the Identification Unit
of the Division of Investigation has had a phenomenal growth. Dur-
ing the fiscal year of 1934 alone, it received 558,241 criminal
fingerprint cards in addition to applicant and eivil records.

On July 1, 1934, there were 4,372,61¢ fingerprint records
on file, representing ‘the largest and most complete collection of
criminal fingerprint records of current value existing anywhere in
the world. This Unit now receives criminal identification dete from
6,774 contributors in the Urited States and foreign countrieé, and
receives more than 2,200 fingerprint cards each day, replying to
éach of these cards within 36 hours.

The subjects of over 46% of all the prints received ere
jdentified s having prior eriminal records. By means of posting
notices of wanted persons in this Unit, the Division at present

identifics an average of 363 fugitives each month, immediately
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notifying the proper officials sc that these fugitives may te taken
into custody. This entire service is furnished free of cost and is

maintained solely for tbe convenience and use of regularly consti-

tuted law-enforcement officials and agencies. These data are not.
made availsble for private purposes. At the present time the
Identification Unit of the Livision exchanges fingerprint records
with 60 foreign countries to help ccpe with the operatiens of inter-
T netional confidence men, swindlers and éangsters.

"Fugitives Wanied by Police" Bulletins

As an aid to law enforcement agencies in their war upon
crime and criminals, the Division publishes a "Fugitives Wanted by
Police" Rulletin monthly, in which are listed the names, alisases,
descriptions, and fingerprint classifications of wanted fugltives,
( A together with the names andi addresses of law-enforcement officials

and agencies %tc be notified when the fugitives are located. These
bulletins are distributed each month by the Division to the 6,774
law-enforcement officials and agencies who forward fingerprints

for the Division's files.

Crime Statisties
:) By Act of Congress, approved June 11, 1930, the Division
of Investigation was authorized to collect and compile criminal
statisties. During the calendar year 1933, reports wers received

from 1658 police departments throughout the United States, repre-
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senting a population area of 62,357,262 persons. 4 bulletin con-
taeining 8 digest of figures on crime statistics throughout the
entire country is issued gquarterly by the Division.

Single Fingerprint Files

As an adjunct to its main fingerprint files, wherein im-
pressions are classified through the usez of all fingers considerad
as a unit, the Division conducts a single fingerprint file wherein
individual impressions of known gangsters, bank roQ%;s, kidnepers
and extortionists are classified ard filed separately, to be sus-
ceptible of ready comparison with latent prints found at the scenes
of crimes. In this manncr the fiagerprints of over 6,06€ of such
criminals have been so segregated in this special file. A detailed
description of each of these criminals is also maintained, cross
indexed on cards operated by a sorting machinc system. Individual
photographs further supplezent this voluable adjunct to the Identi-
fication Unit.

Laboratory for the study of qusstionecd documents involving analyses
of handwriting, typewriting, erasures, paper texture, 2t cetleru,
as well as matters arising within tho sciences of ballistics,

microphotography, and forensic chemistry. Teo this laboratory is
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forwarded evidence found during investigations, which requires
examination by experts and through their reports many ngw leads

are furnished the investigating agents in the field. When necessary
the scientific findings of the experts are presented to the courts
at which time detailed charts and enlarged phctographs are prepared

substantiating the conclusion reeched.

Colléctions of standard specimens of typewriting from
various models of machires; blue prints of the designs of tire

Laws,

As has been true during the past two years, the mumber of individuals
T arrested who were 19 years of agc was greater than the number for any other
single age group.

In €1,347 (35.%5) cases the individuals involved already had fingerprint
records on file in the Identification Unit of the Division of Investigation.
Six of each ten charged with violation of tine narcotic drug laws had previous
fingerprint cards on file and four of cach ten charged with robbery, cmbezzlcment,

fraud, forgery or counterfeiting had similar prior rccords.

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In addition to the 61,347 instances in which the individuals represented
had previous fingerprint cards in the files of the DiviSion, there were 3,899
2asos in which the current records bore notations indicating previous eriminal
histories of the persons concerncd, making a total of 65,246 instances in
which there werc data rogarding previous eriminal activities‘of the individucls
represcntcd, In 44,329 of these cascs (67.,9%) thc rocords showed prcyious

It will be observed that the 27,265 previous convictions for major offenses
constitute 61.5% of the total prior convictions disclosed by the records,
Further study of the ériminal histories of the individuals involved
disclosed that in 1,611 cases the individuals were on parclc at the time they
were currently arrested. In addition, there were 3,933 cases in which although
there was no affirmetive showing that the individuals had been paroled, the cur-~
rent arrests were made within the period of prior unexpired sentcences, This
makes a total of 5,544 instances im which the current arrests were made while
the individuals were on parole or for some reason were at liberty prior to tae
exviration of previous sentences; and this number constitutes 12.5% of the
44,329 previous convictions disclosed by the rocords. The compilation shows
further that in the majority of the 5,544 instances the individuals werc pree-
viously convicted of tejor offenscs and werc currently charged with serious

crimese

The compiln=~
tion showing thc proportion of cmech of the cbovs throcc racc groups cherged
with individual offsnsec discloses that for homicide, assault and carrying
concealed weapons the number of foreign~born individuals exceeds the number
of native whites, whereas the number of Negroos exceeds both classes of whites
by a lerge margin, .

The tabulation of data from fingerprint records obviously docs not include
all persons arresicd, since tacre arc individuals taken into cusvody for shom
no fingerprint cards arc forwarded to Washington. Furthcrmore, deta portain-
ing to pcrsons arrcstcd should not be troated es infermeticn rogording the
numbcr of offenscs committcd, sinec two oT mor¢ pCTrsons may be involved in the
joint commission of a singlc oiffcnsc, and on the other hand, onc person may be
orroested and ehorged with the commission of several separate offenses. At the
end of June there were 4,375,619 fingerprint records and 5,501,084 index cards

containing names or aliases of individuals with records on file in the Divie
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sion of Investigation at Washington. Of each 100 fingerprint cards received

during the first six months of 1934, nore than 46 were identified with data

.in the files of the Division, During the same period, 2,164 fugitives from
justice were identified through fingerprint records and information as to
the whoreabouts of those fugitives was immediatoly transmitted to the law
enforccmeﬁt officcrs or agencies desiring to apprchond theme
The number of police departments, pcacs officcrs and law cnforccment
