= She rs a daughter about nine years o0ld, who is
the illegitimete child of a person by the neme of Dale. This child

was born during the time Lou was married to Williem Poole.
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After considerable persuasion, Lou indicated that
she had worked for Edith Barry as & prostitute fram December 25,
1933 to April 9, 1935, at her place of business, 524 Southard
Street, Toledo, Ohio. At such latter date she went to Detroit,
Michigan, because at that time she knew conclusively the identi-
ties of Harry Cempbell and Alvin Kerpise, who had been harbored at
the house of Edith Barry.

During the summer of 1934 Karpis, whom she identi-
fied from his picture, together with two other individuals whom she
could not identify although the general descriptions as given by her
anaswered those of Charles J.0Fitzgerald and Williem J & Harrison,
came to Edith Barry's place to avail themselves of the prostitutes
located there. Lou advised very definitely that Edith Barry would
not have allowed these individuals to come into her place unless
they were definitely identified end vouched for by scme other indi-
vidual. Apperently, Edith readily accepted these individuals at
her place of business. :

According to Lou, Karpis remained at the house and

the other two individuals "bought"™ herself and another prostitute

by the neme of Zay for the afternoon. She, Kay, and these two men
then proceeded to the Little Casino Club, operated by Ted and Bert
Angus, to spend the afternoon in drinking. At the time these persons
entered Edith Berry's house she was in her room upstairs, it being
the usual practice for Edith to ring a bell for the girls as needed,
For this reason she does not know what conversation took place at
the time of their entrance, however, all three were drunk.

=TT Several months later, three or four men of this seme

"crowd™ came again to visit the place. Among them was Karpis.
These individunls aveiled themselves Qf the services of the pros-
titutes there and then left. The NE€Xl time she saw any of them
was some time in March, 1935, when they epparently had returned to
the house and were located in the front room upstairs on the left:
hand side as you enter, Edith's bedroam being on the right hand side
front, as you enter. At this time the person whom she identified
as Karpis and his friend, to whom she referred as "Buff" (an alias
of Harry{Campbell) were occupying this room, which is the spare
room in the house, She did not know when they arrived, but stated
that they remained ten days this time and avajled themselves of
the services of herself and another prostitute known as "Peaches".
Her relations were only with the person to whom she referred as
"Buff"., She was unable to identify the picture of Harry Campbell,
elthough her description otherwise would indicate that he was the
person who accompanied Karpis at that time.
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During the ten days these two individuals were at the ;
house-they remeined in their room at all times., She first believed -
them to be gamblers who were hiding out temporarily. The girls did
not make a hadbit of going into their room except when they were
called in for service and the other business at the house was carried
on more or less in a normmel menner, as it was possible to close the
door and nobody would know of the fact that they were in the house.

She never sew any guns of any kind while these two individuals were
at the house, and only knew of their deperture by reason of the fact
that the roam wes later empty.

Within a period of three weeks after their departure
she noticed a detective magazine in the house in which appeared
the pictures of Alvin Karpis end Harry Campbell in comnection with
the Bremer kidnaping cese and she, becoming frightened, decided to
leave and go to Detroit, Michigen, which she did. This was some
time about April 10, 1935. At this time "Peaches™ also left as
she, too, had become aware of the fact that these persons were
Karpis and Cempbell, although Lou does not recall discussing with
"Peaches™ or Fdith Barry either the pictures in the megazine or
the possibvle identities of the persons who had been there. During
the time these {ndividuals were at the house she was not allowed
to leave the place to go home, although previously she had worked
only fram 7 p.m. to 4 a.m. each night.

Lou advised that:she applied for a divorce from her
husband, which waes granted on July 19, 1935 at Toledo, Ohio, and
when she returned to Toledo she became again an inmate of the house
of EOItH Barry, starting on July 20, 1935 and continuing until some
time around December 2, 1935. At this time sk again left for
Detroit, subsequently returning to Toledo, where she re-married
her former husband, with whom she is now living.

About the middle of August, 1935, Karpis alone appeared
again at the house of Edith Barry and occupied the same room for about
two or three days. Lou had no idea as to how he ceme to the place
or how he left, she having seen him while he was occupying the room
end knew of his departure when the room was again avajilable.

Lou was asked as to any scars that she noticed, parti-

cula.rlyhon the face of Alvin Kerpis, and she advised that the only .

thing she could recall in the way of a scar was an indentation in
his chin, which looked as if 1t had been pushed in.
