Jean Bennett turther statod that lh' i3 acquainted with
htsy Kelly, and severasl years ago she was on very friendly terms with
her, but in recent years she has had very little to do with her, ia-
view of the fact they have had a "falling out®™; that she 4id not see
Patsy Kelly either at the party at Fhillys crur:ord'l spartment or when
they bad the party at the Casino Club in May, 1934.. Jean Bennett stated
that none of the men she met at Phillys Crawford's uparﬁnont or at the
Casino Club had ever been at her apartaents

Jean Bomut further stated that she 4id not see the ponoc
officer ealled "Archie® or his partner at the Casino Club on the night
they hed the acoident with the Ford ooupe of *Jimmie®" Wilson near 1e-
Grango and Huron Stroots, Toledo, Ohio; that they might have been at
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at the Cesino Club bdefore she, Phillys and Jimuie left there in
Jimmie's Ford ecoupe and she did not see them there.

Inasmuch as Jean Bennett stated that she had worked as a
prostitute in a house of prostitution operated by Peggy Johmson in
Toledo, Ohio, fram 1929 to 1931, she was questioned in regard to . .

ago, as a Uniform Police Officer; that he served two years as such,
thanwas transferred to the Detective Bureau of the Toledo Police De-

partment, and he has been in that bureau since; that he and his part-
ner, Detective Ray Sheets, are assigned to the burglary detail,

Detective Owen Green stated that during the summer of 1934,
the latter part he bglieves, he and his partner Ray Sheets, received
a cell fram Mr. Vom‘Rowyor, a golf pro, at the View Golf Course,
Point Place, Ohlo, which 18 near the location df'the ol Casiic
Club; that he end Sheets went t0 see Rowyer and Rowyer infoarmed him
there were some suspicious people who were preparing to purchase a
gas boat at the Bay View doeks, end this boat was being outfitied
and prepared for service by a boataman who lived in that vioinity; .

Detective Green stated that the mext that he and his partner,
Ray Sheets, had to 4o with conductinginvestigations of the Karpie-
Barksr gang wes in the latter part of January 1935, when they and
several other Toledo Police officers, a$ the request of Sheriff James
O'Reilly's office, assisted by the sheriff and several deputy sheriffs
in conducting a reid in Point Place, Ohio. Sheriff O'Reilly informed
the police department a oouple of deays after the escape of Alvin
Earpis and Harry Campbell fram the police at Atlantic City, New

- Jersey, and after an automobile they had stolen was found near Monroe,

Michigan, that he, O'Reilly, had received information to effest that
Karpis and Campbell were located in a house in Foint Place, Ohio
near Toledo and after assisting in making the raid on this place .
and finding they were not there, they, Green, Sheets end the other
police officers, returned to their duties at the Police Department
in Toledo. Green stated that Sheriff O'Reilly 4id not state where
he received his informetion that Kerpis and Campbell were in Point
Place, and O'Reilly did not participate in the raid, but seversl of
his deputies 41d; that this was shortly after O'Reilly assumed the
office of sheriff of Lucas County and his deputies who aided on the
reid were exceedingly green men end lmew little or nothing about:
conducting & raid, and on the way out to Point Place, Captain of
Detectives William Ry'man saw this condition and essumed charge of
the reid, and instructed the various members of the raiding perty

Green stated he has never served on the Hoodlum and Vice Squads,
although he has had the opportunity to be assigned to such squads
but has avoided such assignment for the reason that it is generally
delieved that all members of these squads accept graft; that he has .
hies future to look out for as he is still a young men and it is his
belief that the men on these squads who have been taking graft will
in time get "caught up with", ' ‘ g T

" Detective Green further stated that from what he hears it is
his belief that the "Payoff"™ on vice and gambling in Toledo goes
directly to members of the Vice and Gembling Squads instead of to
the "higher-ups", although Green could not furrish any information
$0 substantiete his belief. He stated that up until City Manager
Edy took office in the early part of 1936, the City of Toledo was
*wide open” and prior to the investigation now being conducted by
agents of this Bureau it was not a hard matter for the various
officers to learn just who the *fix" was and who was getting the
®dough¥; that during probibition it was generslly lmown that Ted Angus
was the "fixer® on everything fllegal., He stated that George Timiney
was very close to Ted Angus and is the “hook-up" to the Angus
brothers. Also, Art langendorf is a very oloses friend to the Angus
brothers as well as Joe Roscoe, and Langendorf has spent many days
at Middle Island fishing.  Green stated that he is not personally
scquainted with Joe Hoscoe and has never been to lliddlo\jslo.nd.

Detective Green stated that Chief of Folice Eay Allen is
an honest officer but a very weak executive and depends upon and is
‘easily controlled by his subordinate officers. He stated that im
his opinion Captain of Detectives Clarence Fauble, in charge of
the Vice and Gembling Squed is en honest man but as he has not been

very active since he has assumed charge of the Vice and Gambling
Squad, 1t appears that likely some one higher up has hampered
Fauble's activities. Detective Green could not and would not give

Reference is ndo to the report of Special Agent R, C. Suren,
Cleveland, Ohio, dated August 22, 1986, page 26, wherein Captain
of Detectives Williem Rydman, Toledo Police Department, stated that he
had been told by Deteotive Owen Green that in the summer of 1938
e Uniformed FPoliceman hed started to give e parking ticket to a gang-
ster whaa he, Rydman, thought Green had told him was a member of the
Karpis-Barker gang; that the gangster had talked the patrolman out
of giving him the ticket, With reference to this, Detective Greem
stated that he recalled that incident well; that the petrolman, whose
name Green 414 not mention, started to give "Vaciano™ who was a mem=
ber of the Licovoll gang, a ticket for a traffic violation; that
Vaciano talked the patrolmen out of giving this ticket and that
later he talked to this patrolman and t0ld him that Vaciano was
wanted for murder; that this patrolman i{nformed numerous persons that
this man Vaciano was wanted by the Toledo Police for mugder, which
resulted in this man leaving town, but was later causht and sentenced

Detective Owen Green nppoarod to be willing to oooperate

Memorandum for Inspector E, J. Connelley:

On August 20, 1936 Miss Bobbie Robbletto, 439 Arcadia, Toledo,
Ohio was brought to the temporary Bureau Office in Toledo, and interviewed
in detall concerning her experiences and association with Sam Coker. It
will be recalled that Miss Robbletto furnished the information which brought
about the location and apprehension of Harry Campbell and Sam Cokere.

Miss Robbletto advised agent V. E., Criss and the writer that about
two weeks after the arrest of Harry Campbell and Sam Coker by Bureau Agents
at Toledo, Ohio, two Post Office Inspectors, one of whom she believes was
Cordray from Lima, Ohio, came to her home and asked her if she kmew another
men who went by the name of Sam, and who was an associate of Campbell and
Coker, and who was supposed to have teken Coker's place in the robbery at
Garrettsville, Ohio. She informed them that she kmew of no such person. They
also asked her whether she knew anyone else connected with the gang, and she
replied that the only one she could think of was a taxi driver known as
"Greenie". ‘

¥iss Robbletto advised thet it was her observations that the Post
Office Inspectors were very angry with the Department of Justice agents;
thet they informed her that they were in the hospital at the same time the
agents were there, and that they had given them the name used by Sam Coker
while confined in the hospital; that the Department of Justice agents had
gone ahead with this information and apprehended Campbell without calling
them in on the arrest.

Miss Robbletto advised that the Post Office Inspectors indicated
to her that the Department of Justice was very cheap; thaet had she given the
information to them they would have given her $2500 as reward. They further
informed her that should she recall any additional information which might
be of value to their investigation, she should contact the Post Office In=
spector located at Toledo, Ohio, and furnish this information to him. Miss
Robbletto stated that she did mot bother making a note of the name mentioned
by these men, and thet she now has forgotten it.

In oconclusion Miss Robbletto advised that the Post Office Inspect-
ors are very bitter towards the agents of this Bureau, and before leaving she
asked agents not to repeat this information to the Post Office Inspectors,
as she did not want to become involved in eny controversy which she observed
apparently existed at the time she was interviewed by the Post Office Inspect-
orse.

She also advised that shortly after the apprehension of Harry .
Campbell she wrote a letter to Director J. Edgar Hoover, in which she re-

COPIFS TRSTROYED
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quested that he make a statement to the press advising that she had nothing
to do with arrest of either Harry Campbell or Sam Coker. She advised that
she wrote this letter for the reason that someone had given the press the
address of her home as the place where Sam Coker was arrested, as a result
of which the newspaper reporters came to her house, and thereafter the
neighbors circulated a petition to have her and her family ousted from the
neighborhood. She advised that she never received a response to this let-
ter.
