\'Machine Gun No. 950

This machine gun was formerly in the possession of Alvin Karpis Q,, A
and was turned over to Special Agent in Charge Chepmon Fletcher by Grace f o >
Goldstein subsequent to the apprehension of Karpis, and forwerded to the \‘\
Bureau under dete of June 6, 1936. To date, the information concerning ~
the scurce of this gun is somewhat copflicting. It eppears that on or AN
about Jume 15, 1921, the United States Customs officials of the port of
New Yorx seized from the S. S, Eastside at Pier No. 2, Hoboken, New Jersey, i
435 Thompson submachine guns, as it was believed the S. S, Eastside was .
destined for Ireland. The Department files contein the information that NN
on or about January 15, 1921, one Frank]Williems, whose real name is o
believed to be Lawrence\Delacey or Pierce, came to Washington, D. C., and ~—
contacted George Gordol Rorke, requesting Rorke to purchase for him 100 -
Thompson submachine guns and offering Rorke & commission for putting the
deal through. Rorke enlisted thg services of Ochsenreiter who was
acquainted with Frank J\Merklin'g, Secretary-Treasurer of the Auto-Ordnance
Corporation.

Ochsenreiter endeavored to purchase 100 Thampson submachine guns
through the Auto-Ordnance Corporation, but this offer was first rejected
because the ultimate destination of the guns was not revealed, It appears

" that early in February, 1921, Merkling informed Ochsenreiter that the order

would be enterteined, and Rorke turned over the initial peyment to
Ochsenreiter, who paid i1t to the Corporation which made the contract.
Rorke obtained the money from Willians, who delivered it in cash in large
anounts, Later the order for the Thompson submachine guns was enlarged by
Rorke to cover 600 guns, and a large number of duplicate perts.
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Ochsenreiter made a formal assignment for the guns to Rorke before any
deliveries were made.

In april, 1921, the first of the Thompson submachine guns wers
delivered to Prank wWilliams uncer written direction of Rorke addressed
to the jputo-Crdnance Corporation. Dpeliveries of the guns continued to
Williems under the foregoing arrangement during May, 1921, and by
June 7, 1921, 540 of the Thompson submachine guns had been delivered., It
appesrs that Frenk Wwilliems emrloyed & man nemed John {Culhane, who
operated an autotruck, to take the guns to Culhane's house in Hoboken,
New Jersey, and store them there. On June S5, 1921, williems went to Culhane‘'s
house with severel other men, names unknown, and removed 500 guns then on
band from the packing cases, wrapping tbem in burlaps and newspapers. 4
few nights leter Willisms and some men returned. They loaded the arms in
Culhanets truck and took them to Hoboken, New Jersey, and on or about June
12, 1921, the arms wers placed aboard the S. S, Rastside. The date the guns
were taken from the steamer does not appear to be definite, as the Depart-
ment files an¢ the Bureecu files refer to the date in question as being on
verious dates between June 12 and June 15, 1921.

The serial numbers on all except 100 of the guns apparently were
reroved. The remesining numbers, according to a statement conteined in
the Depertment files, indicate that the 100 guns were a part of the 540 guns
which had been delivered to williams, After the United States Customs
officisls seized the 495 guns they were placed in the strong room on the
dock at Pier No. 2, Hoboken, New Jersey, and later as they were being
removed to the Customhouse, a detachment of Hoboken police appeared on the
scene with a search warrant issued by Recorder Carstin on en affidavit
by Frenk Williems, alleging that the guns had been stolen from him in
Hoboken, New Jersey. The guns were taken to police headquarters but the
Customs officials remained with them to meke certain that none of the guns
disappeared. Later under a warrant obtained from ynited States pistrict
Judge Lynch at Newark, New Jersey, the Customs officials took the guns
eway from the Hoboken police and stored them in the Customs warehouse then
located at 444 west 25th Street, New York, New Yorke.

An undated letter is contained {n the Burcau files addressed to
the Secretery of the Treasury, United States Treasury pepartment, by w. C.
Herron, Depertment of Justice gttorney, bearing the pepertment stamp dated
June 23, 1921, advising that the guns were being held by the Customs
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authorities in New York City. A copy of another letter is contained in

the files addressed to Mr. Isaac Gross, Assistant United Stetes pttorney,
Newark, New Jersey, by He. C. Stewart, Special Deputy Collector, United
stetes Customs Sesrvice, Treasury Department, New York City, in whieh
receipt was acknowledged by Mr. Stewart of Mr. Gross's letter dated June
20, 1921, which latter letter instructed that the breechblocks of the 495
Thompson submachine guns be separated fram the guns and stored in separate
places. Mr. Stewart in his acknowledgment of this letter advised Mr. Gross
that the instructions had been corplied with, and that a list of the guns
was to be prepared of such seriesl numbers as had not been removed from the

guns.

It later developed tkrough admissions made by Frank J. Merkling
of the puto-Ordnance Corporation that the remaining 60 guns of the 600
guns ordered were delivered on or about June 25, 1921, to Rorke and pred
williems, the brother of Frank Williems. ©On September 29, 1921, the
Federal Grand Jury for the pistrict of New Jersey voted an indictment
charginz a conspiracy to set on foot a military enterprise sgainst the
territcry of the King of Greest Briteip, on the part of Frank williams alias
Lawrence Delacey, Fred\willigms, Jonnlo'Brien, Joun|Gallegher, George Gordon
Ror<e, J. LA Fawsitt, Andrew ‘pempsey, Charles E.\uicﬁaud, Jemes J\ Dineen,
Patrick F.\Hushes, J’amea\corley alias J.\I—:i:_;gens, Janes A.\McCabe, Frank
J. Merkling, welter DAMorgen, Marcellus HJ\Thompson and the guto-Ordneance

" Corporation. Tne indictment against tLe ebove nemed individuals was sub-

sequently diesmissed. On June 17, 1925, the libel which had previ ously been
£il by thb vernment against the guns was dismissed and the court
instructed the weapons be returned to the owmer. —,. .- ., . -

The report of Special aAgent Joseph G. Tucker, New York City, dated
November 9, 1925, submitted in the case entitled "A™TEPTED SHIPMENT OF
ARMS AND AMSUNITION ABOARD THE S. S. EASTSIDE," New York File 62-307 (old
number R-339-H), contains information concerning the disposition made of
these guns. Peter F. Bradley, Acting Deputy Collector of Customs, Seizure
Roon, Army Base, Brooklyn, New York, advised that on September 17, 1921,
he shipped three of the seized guns to the United States pttorney General,
Weshington, D. Ce. (toese guns bore numbers 758, 800 and 833. They were
returned to the New York field division, and under date of November 19,
1925, special pgent Joseph G. Tucker turned three guns over to Joseph
McGarrity as the agent of Frank williams). Bradley steted that on pugust
4, 1924, pursuant to an order from the pDeputy Collector, H. C. Stewart, he
had sent six of the Thompson machine guns to the Custorns Marine Patrol,
and later on pugust 18, 1924, he sent six more of the guns to the patrol
to be used in enforcing the prohibition laws in the New York Hurbor and
ed jacent waters. Or Merch 10, 1925, the Marine Patrol returned eleven of
the guns and explained ome of the guns had been lost overooard.
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| Q____Eﬁﬂmbex;lﬁ‘.lﬁg§l Bradley turned over 48 packages containing 490

Thompson submachine guns to Joseph McGarrity as the agent of Frank '1lliama,
and ugﬁarritlJmnde no claim for the two guns which were missing. It appears
hat one gun, as previously stated, was lost by the Marine Patrol and the
other was shipped to the United States Attorney at Trenton, New Jersey,
but according to the files, this latter gun was returned to McGarrity by
the United States gttorney. Under date of June 5, 1934, the New york field
division advised the Bureau by letter submitted in connection with the case
entitled "MACHINE GUNS; MISCELLANEOUS INFORMATION CONCERNING DISTRIBUTION,
SHIPMZNT AND I'PORTATION" that & list of all guns involved in the seized
shipment aboard the 8, S. Restside had been obtained from Mr. walter J.
Ryan of the juto-Ordnance Corporation. A photostetic copy of this list
was furnished to the Bureau, and it is noted that there are listed the
serial numbers of 500 guns on invoice No. 2085 and that under date of June
7, 1921, 40 Thompson submachine guns comprising a pert of the 500 guns on
invoice No 2085 were apparently so0ld or delivered. Machine gun No. 950
is emong those listed. The Pittsburgh field division recently obtained
information fram the Federel Laboratories, Incorporated, pittsburgh,
Pennsylvania, that machine gun No. 950 was one of 500 shipped to Gordon G.
Rorke, Munsey Building, washington, D C. On June 27, 1921, end confiscated
by the United States Secret Service the same month at washingtom, D. C.

The New York field division was requested to conduct further
investigation at the Auto-Ordnance Company to ascertein whether gun No. 950
w:s actually shipped to Rorke. The report of Special Agent H. C. Leslie,
New York City, deted August 19, 1936, submitted in the ERFKID caese contains
the information that walter B. Ryan, Jr., Auto=Ordnance Corporation, 31
Neassau Street, sdvised ggent Leslie the records of the Corporation disclosed
machine gun No. 950 was shipped to Rorke at Washington, D. C. on June 27,
1921, end wes one of 500 guns ordered on April 6, 1921. The letter from
the New York field division dated June 5, 1934, submitting the list of
guns involved in the 8. S. Eastside affair indicates the guns in question
were 8014 under three invoices, Invoice No. 2051, totel guns 100; Invoice
No. 2082, totel guns 2, and as previously atated, Invoice 2085, total guns
6500. 495 of these 602 guns apparently were placed aboard the 8. S. Rastside.
The apparent date of the first delivery or order under Invoice FNo. 2051
is april 18, 1921, TUnder Invoice No. 2082 the first delivery or order is
dated May 2, 1921, and under Invoice No. 2085 the date appears as May 18,
1921.

It is further noted from the information previously related that
by June 7, 1921, 540 of the 600 guns ordered by Ochsenreiter had been
delivered to Frank williams, on instructions from Rorke, eand the remaining
60 guns ordered were delivered to Rorke and Pred Williams on June 25, 1921.
From the information contained in the list of guns furnished by the puto-
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Ordnence Corporation it _gpoears possible thet machine gun No. 950

qould haye been aboard the S. S, Eestside and emong the 495 guns seized
by tre United States Custams officials, or it could have been one of
the 60 guns delivered to Rorke and Fred Williams under date of June 25,
1921. The investigation is being continued to trece this gun.

The serial pumber on mechine gun 950 had not been altered at the
tire of its recovery by the Buresu.

( Machine Gun 7609

This machine gun likewise wes formerly in the possession of
Alvin Karpis and was recovered subsequent to his apprehension, It was
forwarded to the Bureau by the Little Rock field division under date of
June 6, 1936, after it had been obtained fram GracelGoldsteir by Speciel
hgent in Charge Chapmon Fletcher., The Technical Laboratory restored the
serial number on this gun. Information furnished by the Federal laboratories
Incorporated, Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania, was to the effect the was
through Kr., P Von\?rantzius, 609 Diversey Parkway, Chicago, Illinois, on
October 13, 1928 to Frank Thompson, Deputy Sheriff, Dekalb County, Kirkland,
Tllinois. Investigetion by the Chicago field division disclosed thet Frank
Thompson wes not in fact & deputy sheriff, but was an individusl with under-
world connections in Chicago.

Von Frantzius presently operates a sporting goods store at 2850
North Clark Street, Chicego, Illinois, and resides at 1432 V¥West Lunt Avenue,
Chicego, Illinois. Von Frantzius has advised he does not have his records
concerning the sales of machine guns but that the same were teken by the
Cook County Corcrer in 1929 when the Chicagco Police Department waes conducting
an investigetion concerning the St, Valentine's Day massacre, but he recalled
that he did, in fact, sell certein guns to Frank Thompson.

An examination of the records in the Coroner's office disclosed theat
Von Frantzius sold other machine guns to Frank Thompson., It further appears
thet Frank Thompson was arrested by the Chicago Police Department during
investigation of the St. Valentine's Day Massacre, and testified before the
Coroner's jury in connection with thet case. The Chicago field division has
been, howsver, unsuccessful in loceting the testimony of Thampson. The
exa:ination of the records available concerning the Corcner's inquest dis-
closed that Von Frantzius sold machine gun No., 7580 to Frank Thompson, which
gun was used in the St. Valentine's Day massacre.

It will be recalled thet Fre&\Goetz, a Karpis-Barker mobster, has dbcen
rether definitely linked with other members of the so celled Al Capone syndicate
ir the murder of seven nmembers of the "Bugs" Moran mob in Chicego, Illinois,
February 14, 1929,

The Chicego field division hes been instructed to continue the
investipation in copaection with this matter, but to date Thompson hes not
veen interviewed as to what disposition he made of machine gun No. 7609.

This pistol was found by Bureau Agents om lMay 1, 1936, in
the drawer of the Bureau jn the bedroom of the apartment occupied by
Fred Hunter New Orleans, Louisiana, The serial number was restored
by the Technical Laboratory, and test shots fired, but no identification
was made of the bullets with those on file in the laborstory.

Investigation has disclosed that this pistol was shipped on
November 7, 1534, by the Colt Patent Firearms Manufecturing Compeny,
Hartford, Comnecticut, to the Belknap Hardware Manufacturing Compeny,
louisville, Kentucky., The letter corpany sold the seme on March 9, 1935
to the Galax Hardwere Campany, Gelax, Virgirnie, The Galax Hardware
Carpeny on March 11, 1935, sold the gun to JimfNickatos, local restaurant
proprietor, et Gelax, Virginie, but the same was returned by Nickatos
to the Gelax Fardware Compeny April 23, 1935, The Gelex Hardware Campany
in turn returned the pun to the Belknap Hardwasre Manufacturing Campeny
at Louisville, Kentucky. On June 8, 1935 the pistol was resold by the
Belknap Eardwars Campeny to R. V. Bardon, pawnbroker, Tulsa, Oklahoua.

Bardon sold the pistol to Herx-;l Goldstein, another pawnbroker
=t Tulse, Oklehore, on August 17, 1935, Goldsteir cleims he sold the
gun to one Ray Eckles, Tulsa, Oklshoma, August 17, 1935, Eckles has denied
the purchase. t is noted, however, thet R_gig;xlg_ngg*g parole super-
isor Sherrill, who was paroled from the Oklahama State
Penitentiary the latter pert of the year 1935, and Sherrill was a close
friend and associete of Harry Cempbell's sister, Edith Cempbell,

Further informetion hes been obtained from J’ohn\Brock, presently
in custody of the United States karshal, Cleveland, Ohio, pending triel
for participation in the robbery of the mail train at Garrettsville,

Ohio on November 7, 1935, that during August, 1935, Harry Campbell and

Alviu iarpis were in Tulsa, Oklehome, endeavoring to secure guns, and in
this connection they contacted George "Burrhead" Kaady, and it appears
ossib at Ke secured for Kar

.45 Colt Autometid Pistol No, C-177278

This pistol was found 4ip the brief cese located in the Terrevlepe
Coupe which Alvin Kerpis hed in New Orleans, Louisiara, prior to his
eprrehension, Investigation disclosed that this pistol was shipped by
the Colt I'atent Fireerns Manufacturing Campeny, Hartford, Comnecticut, to
Messrs. Wolf and Kler, Fort Worth, Texas, July 29, 1935, and was shipped
by Wolf and Klar on August 1§, 1925, to Earry Goldstein, 108 East First
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Street, Tulsa, Oklshoma, & pawnbroker., According to Harry Goldstein's
records, this pistol was sold August 21, 1935, to Jemes Brown, Jenks,
Oklehoma, Investization by the Oklahome City field division failed to
locate an individual by that name at Jenks, Oklahoma, After the
informetion was obtained that the pistol wes sold by Goldstein, it was
learned he did not comply with the city ordinence requiring the teking
of the fingerprints of all individuals buying firearms. The matter was
reported to the Tulsa Police Depertment and officers of that Department
filed & compleint ezaninst Goldstein for failing to comply with the city
ordinance. The Bureau has not been advised of the disposition of this
case against Goldstein. Attention is egein invited to the information
obtained from Brocr that Karpis and Campbell were in Tulsa during
Aucust, 1335 endeavoring to purchese guns, and it appears that "Burrhead”
Eeady mey have secured this gun for thewm, Further investigation in this
rezard is being conducted. '

The serial pumber on the gun was restored by the Technical
Laboretory end the appropriate examination made of test bullets fired
thereframa without identification being mede,

According to the records of Farwell, Ozmun, Kirk end Company the
pistol was sold June 30, 1932, to C. Aj'venck, Cold 3pring, Ninnesota,
an operator of a beer parlor-in that town. The pistol was returned to
Farwell, Ozzun, Kirk and Compeny by Wenck on July 15, 1932, as the records
indicate he was given credit for it on that date. There was no further
record of this gun available,

The 3t. Peul field division hes edvised that the Parwell, Ozmun,
Kirk and Company is & hardware concern enjoying a good reputation.

Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania, & firm which is now out of business, but was
succeeded by the J. AJd Williams Company, 115 7th Street, Pittsburgh,
Pennsylvenia. Leroy\¥illiams, President of the above Company, has
furnished the information that all the records of the Fukill Hunter
Company have been destroyed, and therefore no information can be ob-
teined as 10 the sunsequent sale of the gun in question. No
identification was made by the Technical Laboratory of the test shots
fired from this gun.

Connelley instructed thet particuler exphesis should de made i{n con-
ducting the interview with EDNA MURRAY to learn doﬂnitoueonvorutiou
which she overheard or took part in with TED' » PERT ANGUS, and
other persons involved in the harboring cese presently under investie
getion in the Ohio district; that all possible information should be
obteained from EINA MURRAY concerning the associstion of TED ANGUS,
BERT ANGUS, their swesthearts, and other persons at Toledo, Ohio,
involved in $his sase with members of the Barker-Karpis gang, espe-
oislly ALVINJKLHPIS and 'DOC'/:BARK.ER, during 1934; that all possidle
information concerning social/visits on the part of the above-nemed
perescons with the members of the gang and any acts done by them for
members of the Barker-Xearpis gang, especially ALVIN KARPIS and ARTHUR
R. "DOC®™ BARKER, sbhould be obtained, for the purpose of showing that
such association was not the result of any business relationship dut
was & result of close and friendly relations existing between meambders
of the gang and those persons at Toledo, Ohio, who are presently under
investigation,

At Jefferson City, Missouri.

On Decesber 4 and 6, 1936, KDNA MURRAY was interviewed
t the Missouri Stete Penitentiary, Jefferson City, Missouri. At
that time EINA MURRAY stated that she has been quite unwell for the
past two or three months and spends practiedly all or her time at the
hospital, .

/ She stated, in referring to the vuit that lho. mcm

BURDETTE, end WILLIAM J ISON made to Toledo, Ohio, §n the latter

part of January, 1934, that on the evening they left Chicago, Illinois,
for Toledo she 4id mot perscvally see FRED BARKER, but WILLYE HARRISON
told her that FRED BARKER had requested him to go to Toledo, Obio, and
heve ®COOLIE® obtain & set of license plates for him; that FRED BARKER
geve to WILLIE HARRISON title papsrs or registration cards for an auto-
mobile which she, EDNA MURRAY, believed to have besn registered under



the name ofOBIAGKNBN ; that she knew at thet time that FRED BARKER
had @ Buick Sedan but she is not absolutely certain that the papers

in HARRISON'S possession st that time were for this autamobdile, EINA
MURRAY here related the {information set out iz her testimony begimning
on Page 38 of the summary report of Special Agent X. J. Wynn, Cleve-
land, Obhio, dated October 25, 1936, concerning the trip to Toledo,
Ohio,

EDRA MURRAY stated that on arriving at the Casino Clubd,
Toledo, Ohio, about 8;00 or 8:30 the following morning,after their
deperture from Chicego, Illincis, ®COOLIE® and CHARLIE!BECKKR. *THE
SKIPPER,® were introduced to WYNONA BURIETTE and herse)lf by WILLIE
HARRISOK, who introduced them under the micknames of "RABEIT® and *THE
8QUAV™; that she, WYNONA BURDETTE, end WILLIE HARRISON went into a
beck room, which contained a bed; thet all three dbeing intoxiceted and
tired from lack of sleep, they lay down on the bed and went to sleep,
WILLIE HARRISON resting at the bottom of the bed; that about 10:30
thet morring she awoke and aroused WILLIE HAKRISON and WYNONA BURDETTE;
that sll three went into the Casino Club proper and CHARLIE BECKER then
went into the kitchen and made ooffee for them; that WILLIE HARRISON
then told *COOLIR® to go downtown and get license plates for him and
*CO0LIE® asked WILLIE HARRISON if he had the papers on the eer; that
WILLIE HARRISON replied thet he hed and extended an eavelope to "COOLIE,*
saying that the papers to the car were in the envelope, EINA MURRAY
further stated thet HARRISOK never asked ®COOLIE®™ if he had an address
to give in obtaining the license pletes, and *COOLIE" answered that he would
fix that wp and WILLI® gave ®COOLIE® money to purchase the license
Plates, .

ZINA MURRAY further stated that she cannot recall whether
BERT ANGUS was in the Casino Club when she, WYNONA, and WILLIEX awoke
that morning, but she recalls that he was there before they left; that
BZRT suggested that WILLIE take the two girls out to his home where they
oould get some sleep, WILLIE having told BERT ANGUS that they had been
driving a1l night and hed come from Chicago, Illinois; that WILLIE
HARRISON telked privately with BERT ANGUS for some time, and that she,
EDWNA, @14 not overhear this conversation. EDNA further stated that
WILLIE EARRISON refused EXRT ANGUS' invitation and stated thet he would
teke the two girls to a hotel; that before leaving the car which they
used, which was an 0ld Dodge Coupe, wes parked in front of the Casino
Club; that they took a ead to the Algeo Hotel, where WILLIE HARRISN
registered for himself, EDNA, end WYNQNA, and then told the two women
that he had registered them as his sisters,

EINA MORRAY further stated that sometime during the
afterncon she heard a commotion {n the room next door which WILLIE
; ocoupied, but she did not see or hear him leave the hotel; that abdbout
; . S:00 or 4:00 P,M, HARRISON telephoned snd stated that he wes coming
é 3 up; that on arriving at the hotel he, WILLIE HARRISON, told her of
B ! his arrest. The informetion concerning the arrest of WILLIE BRARRISON
is contained in the testimony of EDNA MURRAY in reference report,
She stated that after WILLIE arrived at the hotel, he, EDNA, and
WYNONA slept for a few hours, had dinner, and adout 7:;30 or 8:00 P.M,
proceeded to the Casino Club; thet as she recalls *COOLIE® was the
only person there; thet WILLIE asked ®COOLIE™ about the license
Pletes and ®COOLIE" said thet he bad gotten tham and thereupon pro-
duced them from behind the bar of the Casino Clud; that these plates
were contained in a large manile envelope, ®*COOLIE" likewise giving
back to WILLIE the envelope conteining the papers to the car; that she
recells that WILLIE HARRISON asked for a pint of whiskey but found
after receiving it thet he, EDNA, and WYNONA 4id not have enough mon-
oy to pey for it, ®COOLIE" mentioned that he would have to see BERT
ANGUS before he could give them credit for the whiskey, snd {nasmuch
as they were in a hurry to return to Chicago, Illinois, they 4id mot
wait for the return of BERT ANGUS but drove downtown at the sugges-
tion of WILLIE BARRISON to ®*NIG'S"™ place, which EINA MJRRAY understood
was & bookmeking esteblishment, EDNA MJRRAY stated that she cannot
recall whet this plece looked like but remembered that it was in the
downtown distriet; that she gave WILLIE HARRISON a diemond ring and
be went {nside and pawned it, returning with $20,00; that neither she
nor WYNORA BURDETTE went into the place with WILLIE HARRISON and they
414 not see anyone at NIG'S plece; that thereafter they returned di-

rectly to Chicago,

Further information was obtained from EINA MURRAY that
ebout two days after BREMFR was relessed VOLNEY DAVIS came to the
epertment; that on the following morning she and VOLNEY)DAVIS drove
to Toledo, Ohio, and visited the Cesinoc Club, ths location eof which
she, EINA MURRAY, recalled; that they arrived at the Casimo Clud about
1:00 or 2:00 P,M, and she resalls that ®CO0LIE™ wes in the bedroom with
some fat girl, who was introduced to EDNA and VOLNEY DAVIS but whose
pame EDNA cannot now recall; that she recalls that CHARLIE BECKER, who
was known to her ss ®THE SKIPPER", was also there; jthet she introduced
VOLNEY DAVIS to "COOLIE™ under the name of * DAVIS; that ®COOLIEw,
his girl friend, ®THE SKXIPPER,®" VOLNEY DAVIS, and herself had something




to eat in the kitchen and VOLNEY esked ®COOLIE" to go downtowa end
get some plates for his autamodile; that ®COOLIE™ agreed smd VOLREY
g2ve him the pepers to the cer, which was a 1933 Ford Coupe, regis-
tered doth in the states of Minnesota and Illinois, under the name
of E, V. DAVIS; that VOLREY gave ®"COOLIE® sufficient money to pay
for the license pletes and "COOLIE"™ left elmost {mmediately, smd
stated that he had an eddress to give whan buying the license plates.
EINA stated that ®"COOLIE™ returned a short while later and stated
that he had besn unsble to get the license pletes, and that to the
best of her recollection he mentioned samething about a sworn state-
ment of ownership being required besfore license plates could de odb-
teined and thet the men at the license bureau im Toledo whom he saw
was scquainted with him; that for this reason he oould not get the
license plates but would try again the next morning when some other
men with whom ®"COOLIE™ was not ecquainted might de on duty. XEINA
stated thet YOLNEY DAVIS thereupon mentioned that he would get the
license plates himself; thet she and VOLNEY DAVIS registered at the
Algeo Hotel that night, either under the names of MR. and MRS, E, V,
DAVIS or MR. and MRS, HANSENe On the following morning she and VOLNEY
DAVIS procesded to the license bureau, which she recalls was located
across the street from a perk on the eorner of an intersection, where
VOLNEY DAVIS odbteined a set of license plates,

Previous investigation has @isclosed that on February
10, 1{93&. 1934 Ohio license plates number CO~18348 were imsued $0
E. V,“DAVIS, 1209 Summit Street, Toledo, Obio, for a 1934 Ford Coupe,
molor number 18-328420, This information is containsd undpr the tes-
timony of G, IRWIN ER, of the Buresu of Motor VYehicles, Columbus,
Ohio, and wes odbtained as a result of the review of the Chicage Die
vision file in this case, S8pecific reference is made to letter of
the Chicago Field Division to the Cleveland Field Division, dated
Novemdber 10, 1936, trenanitting the above testimony, :

EDNA MORRAY steted, in eonnection with the purchase of
these 1icense plates, that VOLNEY DAVIS st one time pointed out to
her an old houselocated somewhere on Summit Street as an address he
gave at the time he purchased these license plates, This undoudtedly
referred to the address 1209 Sunmit Street, the eddress given for
the plates obtained by E. V, DAVIS as previously mentioned,

: Mo further information, other than that contained in the
testimony of EDNA MJRRAY, was obtained from ber concerning her
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activities and association with members of the Berker-Karpis gang
snd persons located at Toledo, Ohio, up until approximately ey 9,
1934

EDNA MURRAY here releted her arrival st Toledo, Ohio,
on May 8, 1934, as has been previously set out under her testimony,
and she stated that on the following day she end JIMMIE WILSON
looked for an apertment; that et that time *DOC* BARKER and VOLNEY
DAVIS were recoverfng from the results of the operations performed
on their fingertips and on *DOC* BARKER'S fece by DR, JOSKEPH P,
MORAN; theat both of theaxn were practically helpless and for this

reason were uneble to aid in the search for an apertment; that she
and JIME WILSON were unsble to find a suitable plece, and thet

about 3:00 P,M, that sams afternoon they went to the Casimo Clud and
JIMIE WILSON went inside, leaving ber, EDRA, outside in the eautomo=
bile; that JDMTE WILSON returnsd shortly thereafter and stated that
BZRT hed telephoned his landledy and asked her if she had a vacancy
and wes advised that she did; that BERT ANGUS stated that he would
send soms peocple down to look it over; that on this oceasion she,
EDNA, 414 not enter the Casino Club, mor did she talk with BERT
ANGUS. XDNA MURRAY stated thet she and JIMMIE WILSON went to the
home of the waman who eitber owned or eoperated the apartment house
located at Collingwood and Cherry Streets; that she recalls that this
woman lived in & large white house locsted adbout a dlock or two to the
rear of the above-mentioned apartment building; that JIMTE WILSON
told this woman in her presence that MR, ANGUS had sent them down and
she replied that MR. ANGUS had lived in one of her apartments for same
time; that she gave them the key to an apartment, which they examined,
and finding it satisfactory they paid some money down on it; that
this epartment was rented either under the name of J. H. MORLEY or

H. J. MORLEY, an alias used by "DOC® BARKER; that this wes done for
the reason that he end VOLNEY DAVIS were using the automobile of *DOC®
BARKER, which was registered under the neme of either J, H, or H, J,
MORLEY; that this was the usual custom of the members of the gang to
rent apartments in the same name as the name used in registering the
automobiles which they possessed at that time; that "DOC" BARKER told
her tret he hed purchased this car at Toledo, Ohio, but she 4id not
Xnow the details of how he purchased sams, nor did she advise any in-
formetion as to BERT or TED ANGUS' eidinc ir its purchase,

EDNA MURRAY further stated that on the day following the
rentel of the ebove apartment she, "DOC*® BARKER, eand VOLNEY DAVIS
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moved in; that she recalls thet this apartment was located on the
second floor ecross from a doctorts office; that because of the con-
dition of she fingertips of *"DOC" BARKER and VOLNEY DAVIS they were
leid up for two or three weeks, during which time they very seldm
left the spartment. EINA MURRAY bere stated that on two or three
occasions during this time she and MYRTLE RATON visited the Casino
Clud dbut remained only a short while; that shs eannot recall eny
other mambders of the Barker~-Karpis geng she saw at the Cesino Clud
during this time, nor eean she recall whether she sew EERT ANGUS or
TED ANGUS there,

EDNA MURRAY was closely questicned, and she stated that
as soon es the hands of "DOC™ BAREER and VOLNEY DAVIS had healed
sufficiently she went with tham slmost nightly to the Casino Clud,
end she sgain told of all the members of the gang who visited this
place and their activities, which information is contained in her
testimcny in the refsrence summery report., EDNA MURRAY here stated
trat she recalled thet members of the geng earried guns practically
all of the time wher they visited the Casino Club; that they ordie
narily carried these guns under their shir ts beneath their belts; that
she can recall putting VOINEY DAVIS' gun on his person when his fin-
gers were still 8o sensitive that he could sCarcely hendle a gun,
EINA MURRAY stated that she reealls that one evening she wes at the
Casimo Club with some members of the gang; that she definitely reecalls
thet *DOC" BARKER was there, and that either in stooping over or moving
sbout his autamatic dropped on the floor; that BERT ANGUS was standing
pearby and when he saw the gun fall on the floor he leughsd but said
mothing; that ®DOC® BARKER reached over, picked the gun up, amd again
pleced it under his belt, XINA MJRRAY further stated that she recalls
another night when EERT ANGUS wes bebind the bar; that she camnot
recall shat members of the gang were there but she distinctly rememders
that some one member of the gang said to BERT ANGUS that bs wuld take
that thing now, and that BERT ANGUS thereupon took an sutomatic from
behind the bar and handed it ever to this msmber of the geng, whose
identity EDNA MURRAY eannot now recall,

EINA MOFRAY here stated that about May 20, 1934, she was
at the Casino Club on one occasion with VOLNEY DAVIS; that BERT ANGUS
was there, and that VOLNEY told BERT that he wanted a new Ford end
BERT ANGUS said thet he would get it} that V old BERT to purchase
tre ear either under the nems of X, J. or J, E, POWELL; that she, EINA,
did not see any money passed, but on the way home VOINEY told her



that he had given the money for the purchese of the ear to EBER?T
ANGUS; thet she thereafter found out from VOLNEY and from JIMMIE
WILSON that BERT ANGUS bad gotten JIMMIE WILSON to buy the ear for
him; that she recells thet YOLNEY DAVIS receiv ed the new Ford Sedan
@ day or two later.

EINA MURRAY stated that she never visited the apartment
of FRED BARKER and PAULA HARMOR, but recalls that it was located en
S8ummit Street some distence out from the Casino Club, on the second
floor of an apartment building loceted at the corner of & interseo-
tion; thet she did visit the hame of HARRY CAMPETIL on 131st Street
and Point Place on several oceasions; that on one ocecasion as she was
lesaving EARRY CAMPRTLL'S house MADELINE ANGUS and RENE HOLST drove
up and weited for her to pull out of the driveway in order that they
might pull im; that she saw RUTH ANGUS visiting at HARRY CAMPBELL'S
house on at leest two ocoesions, once when WYNONA wes the only one
in the house and on enother ocoesion when RUTH ANGUS called while
BINA wes visiting the house; that HARRY CAMPBELL was there on that
occasion and was lying on the divan; that at that time his hands were
all wrapped up as & result of the operation performed on his finger-
tips, EINA stated that she never liked RUTH ANGUS and left shartly
efter RUTH ANGUS oalled; that on both of these occasions from the eon-
versations she overheard between WYN(NA BURIETTE end RUTH ANGUS, it
appeared that RUTH ANGUS' visits were purely social, although she
sannot recall definitely what was said.

EDNA MURRAY was questioned thoroughly concerning her
knowledge of the association of GEORGE TIMINEY with membders ef the
Berker-Karpis gang, and referring to the incident as set out opy Page 48
of reference report sherein TIMINEY on one oceasion asked RENE fHOLST
for s dence, she stated that to her present recollectioa she ip cear-
tain thet she saw TIMIREY at the Casino Club with membders of the gang
on two separate ocoasions; that one night she and VOLNEY DAVIS visited
the Cesino Club and when they got there they moticed two tables pulled
together in the fromt of the club; thatf these tabd were occupied
by GEORGE TIMINEY, *DOC" BARKER, "NIG®/COUSINS, YOUNKERS and his
wife, and snother middle-aged waman w EDNA MURRAY does not kmow,
and CHARLES J{/¥? ITZGERALD, and that it was possible that "DOC™ MORAN
was also there; that all these persons were drinking together and were
talking end laughing in a free and open manner; that she and VOINEY
DAVIS sat at & amall table; that shortly thereafter RUTH ANGUS and
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XTHEL, who wes known to her as "NIG'S®™ wife, ceme {n and sat together
at a smell table; that she recalls that *DOC"™ BARKER and others
sitting at the two tables that were pulled together were talking and
laughing and spparently having a good time, and that TIMINZY and
*DOC" BARKER were Jjoining in the conversation and laughter, EDNA
MURRAY stated that she remembers that FITZGERALD was quite intoxicated
and was swvinging his cane about and banged it on the table; that en
the invitation of FIT2GERALD she went over to his teble and lmd &
drink but 4id not sit down; that she recalled that both BERT ANGUS
and TED ANGUS were in the Casino Club but were not sitting et any of
the tables., She stated that she and VOLNEY left shortly thsreafter;
thet neither of them talked with GRORGE TIMINEY; thet she, EIRl., can-
not recell definitely eny conversations she overheard at that time
between TIMINEY and the others, but only recalls that it eppeeared to
bs a very Madlygethering; thet VOLNEY DAVIS left that night because
he disepproved of the idea of "DOC® BARKER sitting at the ssme table
and conversing with CAPTAIN GEORGE TIMINEY, inammuch as he, VOLNEY,
did not like the ides of associating with a police officev,

EDRA MURRAY stated that on another evening *DOC*® BARKER,
®NIG® COUSINS, and FITZGERALD sat et a table with GEORGE TIMINEY;
that all four were drinking and apparently heving a good time; that
she and VOLNEY DAVIS were there sitting at a separate table; that she
recalls that JIMMIE WILSON and R GIBSON sat in a booth talking
to two strange girls; that when V DAVIS went over with them she,
EINA, joined RENE HOLST and MADELINR/ANGUS in one of the booths; thet
it was on this occasion that TIMI came over to the booth and asked
RENE for a dance and when RENE refused TIMINEY walked away; that she,
EDKA, resarked, "What the hell does that w-e-v-—e want?" whereupon
RENE laughbed snd szid, *0Oh, he's all right; you have mothing to worry
about®; that FITZGERALD asked her and VOLNEY over to their table for
e 4drink but VOLNEY refused bdecause he did not desire to associate with
TIMINEY; that shortly thereafter FITZCERALD and *NIG® COUSINS came
over to the table of VOLNEY DAVIS end EDNA MIRRAY and hed a drink
with them; that as she recaslls *DOC* BARKER remajined at the table with
CAPTAIN TIMINEY; thet *DOC® and CAPTAIN TIMIKEY were drinking and con-
versing together, epparently in a very soociable fashion.



EDNA MJURRAY provided further i{nformetion as follows:
Thet during the time that she was living at Sunnyside Beach, mear
8andusky, Ohio, she had sn argument with VOLNEY DAVIS and she &rove
slone to the Casino Clud one afternoon; that BERT ANGUS was there
alone, and he told ber at that time that MELVIN PURVIS was in town and
that she should tell the "boys,® referring to members of the gang,
to stay amay as he thought the place was "hot®; that a couple of
strange men who were working over at the docks had been coming into
the Casino Clud to drink beer and he thought that they were *G men.®

EDNA MURRAY further infarmed that ALVIN XARPIS 4id not
frequent the Casino Club quite as much es other mambers of the gang,
but thet she recalls on several occasions he talked with EERT and
TED ANGUS, end that at that time both the hands and face of KARPIS
were bandaged as he hed not yet entirely recovered from the operations
performed on bhim by DOC MORAN; thet during these conversations XARPIS
appeared to be quite friendly with botbh BERT and TED ANGUS; that she
elso recalls that "DOC™ BARKER appeared to bes quite friendly with
both BERT end TED ANGUS, eand that she bad seen *DOC®™ BARKER talking at
a tadle alone with TED ANGUS in a friendly fashion,

TED ANGUS, BERT ANGUS, or other persons residing at Toledo, Ohio,
nor could she receall any of these persons visiting her residence or the
residences of any other mandbers of the gang.

It mey be mentioned that EINA MURRAY states that she aid
not take up her residence et Toledo, Ohio, until May 8, 1934; that
therefore her association with persons residing in that city degan
with that date, which was subsequent to the return of the warrant is-
sued for ALVIN KARPIS and subsequent to the fssuance of the warrant
against ARTHUR R, "DOC® BARKER on May 4, 1934, It might also be mea-
sioned that EDNA MURRAY still maintains a friendly attitude and ex-
pects to be called as & witness in the harboring case at Toledo,Ohio,
and is willing to testify either befors the grand jury or at any trial
to be had in this case,

JDMIE SON and several others were pulling bank robberies and varicus
erimes in Tulea, and vicinity, end thet she knew of CAMPEELL'S activities;
that for some reeson unkrown to her CAMPEELL suddenly left Tulsa and went
to Joplin, Miesouri; tbat she visited the residence of one of her sisters
at Arondele, Oklahome and about two weeks later GLEN WRIGHT celled amd told
her where CAVMPBELL was living in Joplin; that she thereupcm proceeded by
bus to & farm operated by a eouple known as DUTCH and SHORTY, outside of
Joplin, where CAMPBELL wes staying; that they stayed at this place for ab-
out six weeks and PEELL during this time was bedriddep with rheumatism.
She stated that theJRobinson Chevrolet Company at Joplin' was robbed about
this tire, and shorily thereafter she and CAMPEELL went to Hot Springs,
Arkansas where CAMPBELL took a series g baths for his rhesummtism; that they
rented & room under the name of : that to her kmowledge CAMP-
BELL wee not aequainted with anyoms in Hot Sprimgs; that they left Hot !

BLANCHE and CHARLEY; that she recalls that a waman named RUTH was there,
who wes the sweetheart of “SPEEDY"; tkat JEWEL and GENE JOHNSON alsc wers
there, and all these personp mentioned resided at that place for several
months; that JEWEL and GENBJ JOENSON and GLEN WRIGET left, and shortly
thereafter were "Jjumped up® by & Police Officer and GENE JOHNSON wes kill-
od; that she and CAMPEELL hkerd of this over the radio and shortly there-
after they left without even packing their baggages

She was somewhat confused as to the exact dates of her travels
and association with CAMPBELL but stated that she recalled that she and
CAMPBELL spent Christmas, 1932, at Casper, Wyoming; that some time, pro-
bebly durin: 1932, she and CAMPBELL visited a farm near Mannford, Okla,
which was operated by an 0ld man named “the bachelor™; that on the follow-
ing night after their arrival she drove to the home of Harry Campbell's
parents at Tulsa end delivered a personal message from CALPBELL, and re-
ceived from ther a letter signed "SHORTY" waich was from Fred and Doc
Barkere The letter stated thet they would meet CAMPBELL at some address
in Harmond,Indiena, &She stated that she delivered the letter to CAMPBELL
end that on the following day they both drove to Wichita Falls, Texas and
visited a sister of CAMPEEIL who wes living in a amsll town just outside
of Wichita Fulls; that CAMPBELL remacined for about one and ome half weeks
then proceeding to Hermond,Indiana; that about one month later he sent her

She stated thal some time around this period while BREM:IR wags
being held WILLIE HARRISON came to the apartment one evening and suggested
to her tomat he, EDNA, and herself g to Toledo,0hio as she understood for
an automobile ride; that they left that might and drove to Toledo,Ohio
corsuming & considerable amount of liquor on the way, and they arrived
the following morning at the Casino Club at Toledo; that a men memed
*COOLEY" was there and she and EINA were introduced to him as "the Squaw”
and "Rabbits™ ; that she,EINA end WILLIE HARRISON went to sleep e back
room which eonteined a bed, and thereafter they checked into the|Algee
Hotels &She wes questioned thoroughly but eould not recall the dpte of this
visit to Toledo, stating that on that occasion she was intoxicated practi-
cally all of the time, but 41d recall that later that evening they agsinm
visited the Casino where they met BE:T ANGUS and may have met TED ANGUS,
and that shortly thereafter they returned to Chicege,Illinoise &he re-
called thet whem they first arrived at the Casino Club, CHARLIE BECKER
who is known to her as "the Skipper™ and BERT ANGUS were there, ia addi-
tion $0 OOOLEY; that HAFRISON talked to either COOLEY or BERT spart from
tLe others and WILLIE HARRISON gave COOLEY a smmall envelope; that she did
a0t know what this envelope ocontained;that when they returned to the Casino
late that same evening HA:RISON talked with CCOOLEY who gave WILLIEe long
brown envelope which wILLIE put in the side pocket of the car which was
perked outsides WYNONA recalled that EINA MURRAY had lost her purse on the
waey from Chicego to Toledo and they did not have envugh money to buy a bot-
tle of liquor; that before leaving town she, WILLIE and EDNA went to the
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downtown section of Toledo and WILLIE went into a store or place of busi-
ness and pawned EDNA'S ring; thet she did not know who owned or operated

this place; that shereafter they proceeded to Chicago,Illinoisand she recalls
that when they left the car WILLIE took from the side pocket the envelope

he had placed there, and on reaching the apartment, tore the envelope open
ard found therein a set of license plates; that this was the only definite
information she had indicating that HARRISON had ootained a set of license
plates at Toledo,Ohio, - .

WYNONA BURDETT further stated that a day or two after this she,
PAULA HARION and EINA MURRAY destroyed several 0ld license plates which they
had in the apartment; that she recalled reading the stories in the peper
about BREZER'S release, and that to her best recollection CAMPBELL and VOL-
NZY DAVIS ceme to the apertment the same evening, and about a day later ghe,
WILLIE HARRISON and HARRY CAMPEELL proceeded to Toledo and registered at the
Algeo Hotel under nemes which ghe cannot recall; that they remained a couple
of nightsand thereafter rented an apartment at the Jarvis epartments, under
the name of WINFIELD; that she does not know of any person Or persons re-
ferring them to thisepartment, but it was found merely as a result of look-
ing throughout the citye 6Ghe stated that HARRISON did not reside with them
but left almoat immediately after the apartment was rented; that about two
weeks later FRED and DOC BARKER visited the epartment for about am hour;
that during this time CA’PBZLL told her to go to a certain dentist whose
name and address he gave her, and which she recells was located on the se-
eond floor of a clinic building on Adame Street just delow Franklin Aveme;
thet she visited this dentist on several occasions, and on one occasion
saw MADELINE ANGUS there, althoug: at that time she did mot recognize her
inaamuch as she had not previousaly known here

WYNONA stated that during this time ghe and CAMPBELL visited the
Casino on several occasions, and there met BERT, TED, RUTH and MADELINE
ANGUS, and the latter's daughter, they deimg introduced to these parties
under the name of GEORGE WINFIZLD and WYINOR4; that on one occasion EERT
ANGUS, MADELINE ANGUS, TED ANGUS and RUTH ANGUS, visited her at the Jarvis
apartments and accompanied them to the Crescent Club; that during this time
WILIIE HARRISON also visited the apartment on different occasions for on-
ly a short while; that CAMPBELL during this time always went by the name of
GEORGE,and that she frequently inadvertently called him HARRY im the presence
of TED, BERT, MADELINE and RUTH ARGUS,

She further advised that to her dest recollection she and
CAMPBELL remained at the Jarvis apartments for about five weeks; that oa
one occasion HARRY CAMPBELL asked her whether she would like to have her
own furniture, and she agreed, and he spoke of trying to get & house; that
he did not mention the name of TED or BERT ANGUS in the rental of the house
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but returned one day and stated he had rented one at Point Place, Ohio;

that she had no information indicating thet TED and BERT ANGUS wers instru~
mental in the rentel of this place, and she did not accanpany CAMPRELL when

WEAVER, and asked WYNONA 4f that was "RAY", referring to ALVIN KARPIS; that
ahe stated "No", whereupon Msdeline merely smiled, WYNONA stated that she
believed that this magazine story related to same bank robbery, although she

She mentioned that RENE HOLST and RUTH ANGUS were present, and
all sew the magazine when MADELINE handed it to her, and apparently saw the
photographs thereiss

She further stated that on one oecasion TED ANGUS and RUTH ANGUS
accompanied her and EARRY CAMPBELIL to the Dutch Village, & nigint cludb in
Toledo; that althouzgh TzD ANGUS, BERT ANGUS end their women were alweys quite
friendly with the geng, she cannot recall at this time definite conversations
which they had with members of the gang; that she i8 convinced £n her own
mind that they knew the true identity of members of the gang from both their
actions end their generel attitude,



She was questioned comcerning GEORGE TIMINEY, and stated that
apparently members of the geng did not fear him, although they did not en-
tirely trust him; that she recalled that TIMINEY visited the Casino frequent-
ly with members of his squad, and that he would stand at the bar and drink;
that after he would leave HAFRY CAMPBELL and DOC BARKER and VOLNEY DAVIS
would telk eabout him end mention would bs made of the fact that they @id not
entirely trust him; that both BERT eand TED ANGUS at such times would assure
the gang that TIMINEY was all right, and would sey that they did nmot have to
worry as long as they stayed there, referring either $o the ¢ity of Toledo
or the Casino Club,

She stated in referring to the above mentioned incident of the
exhidition of the photographs of KARPIS, FRED BARKER and another member to her
by MADELINE ANGUS, that to her best recollection this took plece after the
Casino was remodeled (about May 1, 1934), and that thereafter shs saw ALVIN
KARPIS end FRED BARKER at the ¢lub on several ocoasions at which time RUTH and
MADELINE ANGUS and RENE HOLST were presenty that om one occasion RUTH ANGUS
told her that she would die if anything happened to any of them, referring es-
pecieally to the women members of the gang; that she and HARRY CANMPEELL visit-
ed TED ANGUS' house on three or four occasions and omr one ococezsion she and
HARRY had dinner with TED and RUTH; that on one occasion JAMES WILSON, RUTH
ANGUS, RENE HOLST, EDNA MURRAY and herself wvisited the Luna Pier Pavilione

WYNONA BURDFIT was questioned concerning the automobile whieh
BARRY CAYPBELL purchased, and stated that she was mot acquainted with the de-
tails of this trensection; that CALPBELL left one moraning and upon his retura
in the evening had a new Ford car which she believes, mlthough is not certain,
was in the name of WINFIELD; that she has no information indicating that TED
or BERT ANGUS had anything to do with the purchase of this oar, ,

She further stated that on one occasion she heard BERT ANGUS
tell WILLIE HARRISON that he thought that the telephone was tapped; that she
ocannot recall any other deteils of this conversation, or the reason why BERT
ANGUS mede this statemente

When questioned as to whether she ever saw GEORGR TIMINEY sitting
at the same teble with menbers of the geng, or appearing friendly with them,she
steated thet she eculd only recall one occasion when she saw TININEY seated
at a table with DOC BARIER and NARRY CAMPBELL; that all three were drinking
and laughing and apparently having a good times; that both HARRY CAMPEELL and
DOC BARKER were oarrying guns underneath their belts at that time; that all
members of the gang carried guns when they visited the Casino, which they wore
beneath their shirts under their belts; that CAVFBEIL carried & 45 automatic
end tkat these guns made a bulge which would be apperent to anyone who had
any knowledge of the shape and size of a pistol er revolver; thet very fre-
quently members of the gang did rot wear coats sc that the presence of these
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guns would be evident to & police officer; that DOC and HARRY CAMPBEIL
would frequently leave their guns with BERT ANGUS who would place them be-
hind the bar,and would obtain them from HERT ANGUS when they were ready to

Miller, 201 Ocean Front, Ocean Park, Celifornie, telephone Sante
"onice 84466, revesled that Streuss hed been coming to the Williem
Penn FEotel periodicelly for the past yeer and one-half, and
originelly registered as coming from lLes Vegas, Nevadsa.

He registered on November 16, 1936, and stayed a few
deys, with a blonde Jevish woman, approximately thirty years of
age. During this time, he was driving & Chrysler Air-flow Sedan
1935 molel, bearinz either Oregon or Stete of Washington license
pletes. Streuss left with the woman, and returned & few days
leter slone, and without his sutomobile.

Miller believes that Strauss is a gasmbler, and thet he
frecuents XMike Lyxean's Cefe in los angeles nightly. He advised
th=t Strauss received little mail, although he recells thst he re-
ceived & number of telegrems. Willer hed no inforastion relative
to the identity of the "MAC" referred to in the letter of reference.

Obtaining the description of L. M. Streuss from iller,
seerch was mede of the Los Angeles Police Depertment records, and
severel photogrephs obteined were e:hibited to Miller, who identi-
fied the photogreph of 1OUIS I’ATEEL STRAUSS, L.A.P.D. No. 26048M2
as being identical with the L. LM, Strauss staying et the William
Penn Hotel.

Newberry. Bolton has adaitted thut he purchased the Cacillac tour-
ing cur used by the murderers in the perpetration of the massacre.

He stated thet the car was purchased by him from a Cedillac Compeny
located on Michigan Avenue in Chicago, Illinois, &nc he believes

that be used the pmame of James Martin in purchasing this car. Be
stuted that Louis Lipschults gave him the money to purchase this

ear, and was taken to the place of purchzse by Lipschults. Boltom
stated that this was sosetime before the St. Valentine's Day massacre,
