Although more than 200 shots
were exchanged, the only one in-
jured was Dolores Delaney, one of
two women the gunmen left be-
hind.

Federal agents believe they fled
either south to Washington and Bal-
timore, west to Chicago, or north to
New York and Boston.

In a summary of the dealings in the
latter part of August through 1934,
Reilly said Hauptmann, using
accounts, held $50,000 to $60,000 worth
of stocks each month.
