Government men who had been
hunting Vivian Chase in connec-
tion with the 1933 kidnaping of the
Alton, Ill, capitalist, August Luer,
regarded her as the No. 1 menace
among women; but the woman
from whom she took the title by
descent was far more danzerous
than she.

That was “Ma” Barker who bore
four sons, three of whom grew to
be public enemies. “Ma” herself,
lacking any vestige of the glamor
that is associated with “gun molls,”
died with a machine gun cradled
in her arms. That was last Janu-
ary when a dozen officers sur-
rounded her Florida home and
poured hundreds of bullets into fit.
With her died one of her sons,
“Red” Barker,

‘“Ma,” who was mneither pretty
nor young, is conceded now to have
been one of the few shrewd brains
among all the forces of outlawry
born in the Middle West. The Ed-
ward Bremer kidnaping in St. Paul,
many officers think, was surely

plotted and planned; the Barker
boys, “Red” and “Doc,” with their
gang, executed.

Here i8 another vitally important
tip: Try to -engage your guards in
conversation. The long hows of
sentinel duty will pass as dully for
them as for you, and they may wel-
come talk, Later on you may be
able to identify them by their voices.
A vastly important bit of advice is
this: Leave your fingerprints every
where possible in the place of in-
carceration, on the smooth surfaces
of chairs and tables, on dishm wa-
ter-glasses and mirrors.
