Assistant Chief M. B, PIERCE (National Academy),
Jackson, Mississippi, Police Department, advised on July 22,
1964, that the victims made a complaint on that date to the
Jackson Police Department that two unidentified white men
assaulted them with night sticks while victims were walking
on the sidewalk at approximately 4:00 PM, July 22, 1964, near
Gallitan and Amite Streets, Jackson.

Victims, both white males, are volunteer workers
with the Council of Federated Organizations (COFO), Jackson,
and were walking with an unidentified Negro male who ran from
the scene when the incident occurred and was not struck. One
unknown subject struck at Victim SAVIO but did not land a blow.
The other unknown subject struck Victim OSMAN on the wrist and

arm.

Victims believe that the unknown subjects were driving
a gray Chevrolet, possibly a 1957 model, bearing a blue tag with
white numerals 50~1611. 1964 Mississippi license tags are white

with red numerals.

The victims declined the offer by the Police Department
of transportation to the hospital after the interview and returned

to the COFO Office, Jackson.

Assistant Chief PIERCE advised that the Police Depart-
ment is conducting investigation to attempt to identify and locate

the unknown subjects.
