It was organized by BOBBY G. SEALE,
BPP Chairman, and HUEY P, NEWTON, Mlnister of Defense, BPP.

- regularly states that the BPP advocates the use of guns and
guerrilla tactics in its revolutionary program to end oppression
of the black people. Residents of the black community are
urged to arm themselves against the police who are consistently

- referred to as "pigs" who should be killed.

The newspaper, in its issue of September 7, 1968,
had an article by the then Minister of Education, GEORGE
MURRAY. This article ended with the following:

"Black men. Black people, colored persons of
America, revolt everywherel! Arm yourselves. The only
culture worth keeping is revolutionary culture.

He
said that existing leaders in the Jewish community in the
United States have not done a proper job in protecting Jews
from Anti-Semetism, teaching Jewish youthsfacts of their heritage
or instilling in them a sense of Jewish pride. One of his
points was that Jews should not be involved in establishing
Jewish hospitals and that such money could be put to better
use in protecting Jews from Anti~Semetic violence. Kahane
appealed to those present to join JDL and as a conseguence
approximately thirty persons signed up for membership. Many
of those who joined paid the $1§.oo membership fee at the
time. Kahane stated that checks should be made payable to
J. 0. Y., which source understands is the Jewish Organization
for Youth. Kahane advised those in attendance that such mem-
bership fees are tax deductible. :

League (JDL) was formed September, 1968, by Rebbi Meir Kahane,
a writer for the newspaper "Jewish Press", an Anglo-Jewish
weekly published in Brooklyn,; New- York,

According to the source, JDL is a militant organization
dedicated to the struggle for democracy, freedom and Jewish rights.

" This militant attitude is reflected in the firearms and karate

training afforded many of its members. The League regards its _
readiness to use force in certain situations as one of -its virtues.

Public statements by Rabbi Kahane proclaim that the
purpose of the League is to combat anti-Semitism wherever it
exists in the world. '

Another source advised on November 10, 1970 that the
JDL is composed primarily of young Jewish militents who consider
themselves through their militant involvement as the primary
defender of "Jewish rights in the United States”.

In an effort to dramatize and bring public attention
to the plight of the Jewisn community in Russia, JDL has engaged
in many demonstrations, vigils and pickets against Soviet official
establishments and personnel in New York, Washington and other
cities of the United States. Several of these demonstrations have
resulted in physical harm and property damage to Russian personnel
and property and JDL members have been arrested and charged with
this destruction. '

Similar demonstrations have been conducted by the JDL
against Arab official establishments, primarily in New York City
and vicinity to dramatize what the League feels as Arab antagonism
and injustice against the State of Israel. Several of these
demonstrations have resulted in physical harm and propertiy damage
resulting in asrrests of JDL members who were charged with this
destruction, - .

WASHINGTON (UPI) —More
than 500 Jews were arrested in
downtown Washington Sunday
when they staged a massive sit-
in near the Soviet Embassy as
a protest to the treatment of
Raussian Jews. . - )

The sit-in, which tied up the
intersection’ of .16th and K
streets for nearly two hours,
climaxed a protest sponsored
by the militant Jewish Defense
League against the condition of
Soviet Jews.

The protest began with a
rally on the Elipse, a park
behind the White House, where
JDL leader Rabbi Meir Kahane
lold the crowd of about 2,000
they had come to Washington
“io give the world a king-sized
headache.”

Kahane said that Jews were
finally being allowed permission

to leave Russia “becausef:

American Jews are prepared fo
charge the barricades and get
arrested and do all the things
we should have been doing for
50 years.”

Kahane led the noisy but
disciplined crowd from the
Ellipse past the White House
through Lafayette Square and
down 16th Street.

About a dozen police blocked
the intersection of 16th and K,
a block and a half from the
Soviet Embassy. Federal law
prohibits demonstrations within
500 feet of any foreign legation.

Kahane marched straight to

Region, yesterday condemned the visit to Toronto by the sub-
ject. The article stated that the subject spoke to students
at the University of Toronto and York University, where he
was invited to speak by the Action Committee for Soviet Jewry.

Madvised that approximately 800 or 900 persons
attended s speech, three-quarters of whom w nts
a ickd HANE was introduced bwarofesso‘};ﬂ

artment of Psychologyia kinson
College. According to KAHANE arrived late for his en-
gagement and addressed the group from 8:30 to 9:30 PM, and then
answered questions for approximately 30 minutes.

Hadvised KAHANE began his lecture by tracing the
plight of e Jews during World War II, pointing out that Presi-
dent ROOSEVELT was petitioned by Jewish leaders to bomb the rail-
, way facilities leading to and supplying Auschwitz Concentration
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Camp, but turned a deaf ear and as a result, one million Jews
died at that concentration camp and six million died throughout
Europe.

KAHANE stated the black people, having been oppressed
in this country for a number of years, responded some 25 years
later and went to the streets. Once in the streets, they got
results. KAHANE questioned as to why the Rabbis were not in
‘Washington, D, C, during World War II or why a hundred thousand
Jews were not protesting in the streets of New York during that
period. He stated the reason for this was due to the fact that
Jevws have a hang-up called, "Respectability." = -

- KAHANE stated it was time that the plight of the Jews
in the Soviet Union was taken off Page 40, where it has been
put by the Jewish establishment and put on Page 1 where it
belongs. He advised that the Jewish Defense League is a "ra-
dical organization" and they have made the news media put the
question of the Soviet Jews on Page 1 for the past two months.

During his speech, KAHANE cited scriptures and Jew=-
ish teaching, saying that it was recorded that Moses once ob-
served an Egyptian slaying an Israelite and Moses took up a
weapon and slew the Egyptian. He therefore concluded from this
Jewish teaching that violence was sometimes necessary, and when
the lifeof a Jew was threatened, murder also be demanded.

KAHANE stated the problem of the Jews in Russia is
a very real one, and that prior to the actions of the JDL,
President NIXON was not losing any sleep over the problems of
the Jews. KAHANE stated, "in order to get the President of the
United States to do anything about the Joviet Jewish problem,
it was necessary to mke their problem his problem." He pointed
out harassing of Soviets in the United States has done this, and
a continued program of disrupting Soviet life in the United
States may eventually bring results.

KAHANE pointed out "President NIXON, as well as past
president," has been building bridges to the Soviet Union over
the bodies of Jews." He advised perhaps the actions of the JDL

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will stop this deplorable practices- He also advised that he
does not want an all out war with Russiaj; but if the JDL con-
tinues to harass Soviets and to make their life uncomfortable,
perhaps the Russians willsay, "the Goddam Jews aren't worth
the aggravation," and release a couple thousand -Jews.

KAHANE stated the aim of the JDL was to attempt to
disrupt the Strategic Arms Limitations Talks (SALT), by
suspending them temporarily with emphasis on temporary sus-
pension. He further advised that perhaps ‘the JDL ¢o6uld upset
the cultural -ex¢hange program also. - He pointed out that be-
cause both these programs are vital to the Soviets in their
maintaining contact with the United States, a disruption of
those would be disagreeable to both the United States and
Russia. The actions of the JDL could not p0551bly make the
oppression of the Jews in Russia any worse,

Padvised that during the question and answer \

period following KAHANE's speech, KAHANE pointed out he .
planned to move from the United States to Israel, where he
would set up an International Office of the JDL, He pointed
out he would make this move in the very near future, taking
his wife and children with him, but stated, however, he would
frequently be in the United States on speaking engagements.
He further advised the JDL has had numerous inquiries about
its movement from concerned Jews all over the world and that
this was the reason for opening an International Office. ' l
