SAS LEO H. FRUTKIN and JOEN W. LEWIS tht during the summer of 1946 he
saw onc RUSHILL JNC RNUTT for the first time when MC NUTT visited the
G and R Company, 300 East 2nd Street, New York City and spoke to JULIUS
ROSENBERG. «C N'TT discussed a proposition with ROSEMBERG and DAVID GREENGLASS
whereby kU NITT would be their contact for cxporting machinery to South
American countries., st that time, WC NUTT had a partner" with him who
was a little shorter than MC RUTT. This "partner® was a dark man who
had gon: to school with $#C NITT and had been born in Tampa, Florida of
Spanisii ancestry. JULIUS RUSENBERG told DAVID GREENGIASS bhat sC NUTT and
MC NUTT'S "partner! were okay, meaning Communists. DAVID GRErHGLASS was
of the opinion that ¥C NUTT had gone to school with ROSENBERG.

KC MUTT and his "partner' visited the G and R Engincering Company
a mumber.of times while the export proposition was being planned. The
"partner" trrough his knowledge of Spanish was to make the necessary business
contacts in South Amcriea. The. "partner" was to be paid by MC NUTT one

half or om third of RC RUTT'S salary until the export business got going.

For rcasens unknown to DAVID GREENGLASS, the export proposition
nevoer went into operation. DAVID GREENCLASS was of the opinion that

. According to DAVID GR..:NGLASS, RUSSELL ‘MC NUTT is marricd to a
woman whose maiden name was DIAMOND, Sometime after MC NUTT had left the
United States, iC NUTT'S brother-in-law, SIGMUND DIAMOND, told ROSENBERG
and GRELNGLASS that MC NUTT was coming back to the United States for a visit.
This occurrcd about the summer of 1948 or 19L49.

) idccording to GREENGLASS, MC NUTT had been a principal in a land
development proposition at Yorktown Heights in Westchester County, New York.
MC NUIT sold shares in this development to ROSENBERG and DIAMOKD. GREENGLASS
believes thit JULIUS ROSiN3ERG invested about $5,000.00 in this development.
GREENGLASS recalls thzt he once went to an architect's office near Columbus
Circle and 59th Street in New York to make a payment of about $1,000,00 on
the snares in the land development proposition on behalf of ROSENBERG.
GREENGLASS stated that this money was loaned to ROSERSBERG by Mrs. REGINA
FeIT (LAVID GHEENGLASS' aunt). '

. DAVID GREenGIASS expréssed the opinion that RUSSELL MC NUTT may
be or miy have been an espionyge contact of JULIUS RUSENRER::.

It is to be noted /that DAVID GREE«GLASo was indicted by the
Federal Grand Jury, Santa E&, New Mexico, on July 6, 1950, This indictment
cherges him with a violation of Subsection (4), Section 32, Title 50,
United Statues Code.

It is to be further noted that JULIUS ROSENDERG is presently
confinced at the Federal House of Dctention, New York City under $100,000.00
bord charged with violation umder Title 50, United States Code, Section
34, which constitutes a conspiracy to violate Title 50, United States Code,
Section 32, Subsection (4).
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It will be noted that MICHAEL SIDOROVICH, subject of an espionage
case in the Cleveland Office, advised agents at Cleveland that he is an
acquaintance of WALTER XC MUTT, having known him since he was in the Young
Communist League prior to joining the Abraham Lincoln Brigade. MICHATL
{ SIDOROVICH adviscd that he has visited "WALDO MU NJTT on several occasions
in conncction with the property he (¥C NUTT) owns at Frenchtown, New
Jersey. SIUDROVICH also advised that about the time he sold his property
at Chappaqua, New York, he recalled JULIUS RGSEBERG and WALDO NC NUTT
driving through Chaopaqua in WALTER'S 1940 or 1941 Ford Coach on their way
i to visit wiLDO'S father ERNZST me LUTT who resides in Haadam, Connecticut.
