This review ia being conducted in connection
with the current Congressional inquiry into security matters at Fort
Monmouth, New Jersey.

2. During World War II a list of equipments was compiled in-
cluding all equipments which had been approved by JCS agencies for
release to the U.S.S.R. under the lend-lease program. Under the then
existing policy, approved items could be released only after a specific
request therefor by the U.S.S.R. The intent of the policy was to
insure that only those items were released to the U.S.S.R. which had
been approved for release and which were actually required by the U.S.S.R.
in the prosecution of the common war ageinst Germany. For this reason,
there was in existence at that time a prohibition against divulging to
the U.S.S.R: (1) the existence of the list; (2) the fact that a
particular item had been approved by the JCS agencies for release; or
(3) the existence of equipment even though not considered for inclusion
on the approved list.

3. The above mentioned review has disclosed indications that the
U.S.S.R. had learned of the existence of the 1ist; and of specific
items even before they had been placed on the approved list. The files
indicate that the U.S.S.R. obtained information of this type through a
Captain Oleg Peter Petroff, 0923089, U.S.S.R. Section, International
Division, ASF, (See Incl 1).

You will conclude at the end of this, Bection B., that material now being
publisbed by McCarthy, vas procured in 1951, a8 & result of sworn testimony referring
to as far baeck as 194L. Raemes of subversives not generally known in this section
will be introduced by McCarthy in the near future. I will first give a brief bit
of information, and then, pinpoint individusls end campanies by using testimony
given by Greenglass. All questions are being directed to Greenglass by the
Assistant United Btates Attorney.

On May 23, 1350, Barry Oold was arrested by FBI agents in Philadelphia on
charges of esplonage. Gold counfessed when confronted with the mass of evidence
the Government had accumulated against him.

He confessed that over & period of time, he hed been used by the Boviet
Intelligence Service, ss an intermediary, in important contacts during 194k
and 1945. Gold admitted that he bad met Fuchs at various places in the United
States, and that Puchs had oo these occasions provided him with both written and
orel information. On June 15, 1950 the Department of Justice announced the
arrest of Alfred Dean Slack on espionage charges. Slack adnitted turning over
to Harry Gold samples of highly classified information regarding the processes
exployed in manufacturing certain explosives.

Gold confessed that he turned this information over to Bemon M. Semenov, en

employee of the Amtorg Trading Corp. Gold, upon Bemenov's instructions, discontinued

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On June 16, 1950, Da "3 Creenglass, was arrested in B~ York City on espionage
charges. During the sumner of 1945, Greenglamss had boen attached to the Beeond
Divisional :?;’ Unit at Banta Ye, Bew Mexico. The records at Los Almmos reflect
that Greenglass, while stationed there, worked on highly confidential material
in connection with stamic epergy reseerch.

Rarry Gold, in his confession, stated that he had gone to Alugquerque, K.NM.,
during the summer of 1945, and there received highly classified materiel fram David
Oreenglass. Gold stated that he had turned this meterial over to Anatole A.
Yakovlev. The subsequent investigation by the FBI disclosed that Greenglass had
been recruited for his espionsge duties Ly his brother-in-law Julius Roeenberg,
vho was srrested July 17, 1950 in Mew York City om charges of conspiracy to camit
esplonsge.

The investigation disclosed that it was at the instigation of Rosenberg that
Greenglass made secret stamic data availsdble to both Roeenberg and Harry Gold.
Further, in addition to bringing Greenglass and Gold together, Rosenberg had given
Greenglass specific instructions as to vhat type of informetion wes areired by 4
UBER.

On August 18, 1950, Morton Bobel wans arrested at Laredo, Texass. Bobel, who
had fled to Mexico after the arrest of Greenglass was deported by Mexican authorities.
Sobel was charged with conspiring with Julius Rosenberg snd others in sending national
defense information to Boviet Russis. An electrical engineer, Bobel was employed on
highly confidential work, dealing with radar research for the United Btates Ravy at
the Genersl Klectric Co. plant st Bchenectady, ¥.Y. during the period from 1942-1947.

Previously fram 1939 to 194l,-he had been amployed at the Bureau of Ordinance,
United Btates Navy, Washington, D. C.

Prior to his disappearance, Pontecorvo made three visits to American atamic
installations.
