In each instance, of course, the same fate s meted
out to unwanted non-Jewish Communist leaders.

In the eatellites, as distinguished from the Soviet
state, the Jews are more necessary as scapegosts not
only for the classic reason that general discontent must
somehow be diverted, but also—and this is perhaps im-
mediately more important—to place in power “native
sons.” They are more reliable in that they are Joss

native population, and may be less finicky about work-

a machinist with no scientific education, who said he drew up a sketch
of the atom bomb by "overhearing” conversations?

Groenglass, who admitted he stole secrets from the government, recsived
a fifteen year sontence after he implicated the Rosenbergs. His wife, also
a confossed spy, was never even indicted and is free today.

e Why did Prosecutor Saypol falsely announce to the press that another
"spy”* would support Greenglass's testimony?

After sonsational headlines in the newspapers this “spy" was never produced.
The U.S. Court of Appeals called Saypol's conduct "wholly reprehensible®
and one “that cannot be too severely condemned.” They said that Saypol’s
action should have caused a misirial.

Persons versed in the
law have pointed out what they regard as impropricties in the proceedings. But
we shall waive all this, Let us concede that Julius and Ethel Rosenberg did com-
mit the crime with which they are charged.

.. + no breach of justice, Still, is it compatible with the finest in the American spirit

It is argued thut, through the betrayal of atomic secrels by the Rosenbergs,

' Russia gauined o military advantage. That tho act alleged of the Rosenbergs im-

parted to Russia any military sdvanlage bas, by no means, been proved. But
granted that such advantage for Russia might have ensued, others convicted of the

* ijdentical erime—Fuchs, Creenglass, Gold, Sobell, Slack, Simons, May, Brothman

—have not been sentenced to die; they have been sentenced 1o terms of imprison-
ment. If the death penally was, in those other cases, not requisite for our national
defense, why should it be so regarded in the case of the Rosenbergs?
