NEW YORK, March 4--Mrs. Morton Sobell today stated the followinz:

"It is with heartfelt thanksgiving that I learn that our work and
prayers have been answered and that my husband, Yorton Sobell, is no
longer in Alcatraz prison. According to a letter that I have received
from him; he is being transferred to the federal penitentiary -t
Atlanta. To those who are not familiar with the irhumenity of
dlcatraz, it may seem a small victory. But to know that now, ~fter
more than five years, our family may touch our loved one's hand and
spead to him face to face is a great joy. To no longer be for.ed tg
make a 6000 mile trip each time we visit is a blessing. I hope that
the time will come when these minimum privileges will be accoroed tc
all those unfortunates in Alcatraz, but meanwhile we are grateial that
our cwn situation is improved.

"My husband's mother, Rose Sobell, who is now in a New Yoin
nospital undergoing surgery on her eyes, has asked me also to vipress
her gratitude.

"Horton's mother and I have the responsibility of knowing that he

A report of the National Sobell Conference to Plan Next Steps

New York City, November 30, December 1.

On November 30 and December 1 delegates representing the many
thousanas of Americans who are fighting the Sobell case with devetion
and determination met at a National Conference to rlan the next stps.
This meeting represented a turning point in the Rosenberg-Sobell cnse.

On the one hand, despite strong new evidence nevar refuted bv the
‘prosecution, the U.S. Supreme Court had just refused to review Morton
Sobell's apveals. The Courtf®s decision came in an atmosphere of new
hysteria fanned by the Justice Department through such methods as ‘he
special report on the case in Look Magazine, the fantastic and un-
scrupulous attack on Helen Sobell in the Abel trial, and the atteuyt
by a former prosecutor in the trial to blame the Russian Sputniks on
the Rosenbergs.

Cn the other hand, history was crumbling the myth that domin:ned
the Rosenberg-Sobell trial--the myth that the "secret" of the atow hLomb
was stolen from our country. Important newspapers were writing
editorials questioning the credibility of the prosecution witnesses.
New support was being veoiced for Morton Sobellts freedom or a new uwrial.
Never before had the opportunities been so great for bringing the ifruth
of thig case to the American people, and demonstrating how vital ~.his
fight is te civil liberties, our democracy, our morality.

IMPLEMENTATION

Petitions for executive Action--The circulation of petitions on g i
scale throughout the country will be a focal point for our elfrru
to secure action by a million people. The goal will be to keep
building support for the filing of a formal request for pardon or
commutation., We will continue circulating the appeal that alrendy
has been signed by s¢ many eminent Americans. The conflerence =180
called for the printing of a simplified petition to the Wnite lcuse
that will be convenient for circulation in the streets, canvassiag,
mailings, and general use. At the direction of the conference. a
sub-committee met and drew up the new petition. It will te cn a
single sheest of paper with space for 10 signatures. The longer
appeal and the names of the eminent signers will glsco bSe made
available., Stress was placed on the widest possible circulation

of the petitions--among friends, neighbors, leaders of the community,
in the trads unions, in organizgticns--everywhere possible.

Launching the Petition Drive--The sub-committee has drawn up a navic..
schedule for the petition campaign. Our firsttarget date ic beivgs
proposed for the month of April, Between now and then we muet , wher ar
impressive number of signatures, to be compiled, and brought to
Weshington as the kick-off of our snowballing effort to free Screll
through executive action. We are proposing dinners during the wonth
of 4pril in all of the major cities. Admission to the dinner, .n
addition teo the financial cost, would be a given number of signatures
egither collected by the person attending, or a group of people hom
he or she represents.

For example, a large city such as Los Angeles might seek a dinner of
500 persons, each bringing 100 signatures. Cther cities could - ale
themselves according to what is possible--but we urge the goals ho be
as high as is humanly possible. In smaller areas, the focal poine
could be meetings and house gathorings.
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Financially, it is extremely practical to aim for a goal of
cellecting a dellar for every signature. Scme people who sir:.
won't be &ble tec ontril.te anything. Some may give a dollar.
Others may give more., But a good goal is to plan fund-raising
activity so that there will be at least a dollar matched for ¢ach
signature turned in. We stress the importance of making the
collection of funds a major part of the signature campaign, bacause
as you will see from the section of this report discussing the
budget, expenses must be met to carry out our broad plans.

In planning your major affairs in April, we urge you to be ir touch
with the main committees in your region of the country as to Liming.
For example, committees in the Horthwest should be in touch with
San Francisco, the Southwest with Los Angeles, the Mid-West with
Chicago, and the Dast with llew York., What we hope to do is have
the dinners and meetings in the West take place at the early part
of April, with all the signatures collected brought by western
delegates to Chicago, and then from Chicago they will be added
those of the Mid-West and brought by western and mid-western
delegates to New Yorlk, where the launching dinner will be held at
the end of April. Then the delegation representing all parts of
the country will take the signatures to Washington, present thaena,
and inform their senators and representatives of this action.

Literature--The Conference stressed the need for printed materiszli that
would rmeet the needs and notentialities of the day. Many tyres of
literature were suggested, and a sub-committee meeting at the
direction of the conference drew up plans for the following

immediate pieces of material:

1. The petition,

2. A new tabloid newspaper that would place the case in the
perspective needed te gain the support of large numbere
of people. The tableid is to include latest develcpnonts
in the case and points refuting the Look Magaz ne ariicle.

3. A piece of literature that would underscore the new L ght
on the cese shed by recent scientific developments al © the
statements by sclentists end leading publications that
there never was an atomic secret to steal.

4. The sup-cormittee also decided to explore the cossibility
o a new pamphlet on the case and of reprinting the trial
record, which is now out of stock, :

Public Tnguiry--The widespread public interest in the case, the new
evidence, cthe doubts that have been raised, and the report by the
Justice Derartment that appeared in Look Magazire obviously cail for
objective inquiries into the facts by interested citizens. The
conference urged the maximum encouragsment to such inquiries.  Some
areas suggested that in additicn to any nationzl efforts made,
peoples in their own cities should encourage groups of citizens o
study the case. Local newspapers should be approached and askod
Lo study the case,
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leral Research and Investigation--Funds were designated in the bMudgsd
for tne carrving out of legal research and investigation to wnccewor
new evidence for further court action. A legal report cited varich’
aspects of the case which provide a basis for continuing to prevail
upon the courts to grant a new trial.

Budret--The Conference voted to raise a minimum national budget cf
$I00,000 for 1958, It was stressed that this was to be considered
oply the barest kind of minimum budget for the work that must be
dene, and dces net include funds for such srecial projects such as
TV broadcasts, newspaper: ads etc. Also, the conference cited the
reed to raise a gcod part of the budget within the next few montns
te zuarantze the means of launching our program. It is at this
time that literature must be paid for and steps taken to initiate

our work. 4 budget will be drasm up and sent to committee chalrmen
with suzgestions for quotas end methods of meeling them. But is is

urgent that fund-raisingz be stepped up without delay.

Gtaffe-The Conference reccenized the inadequacy of the present staff
to meet the task that has been decided upon. sggesticng ware
rade that the appronriate additions be made. Suggestions 111 be
arprociatad if vou know of competent persens who are availeonie,
it has been sugsested that there be a Sobkell representative in
Yashinzton to keep the case bhefore members cf the Senate and
Congress, and to take up the Scbell appeal with the major natlicnal
orgarizations whcese headouartess are in Vashington. The necd Ior
a naticnal fund-raziser was cited, as well as someone wio cculd
travel throughout tae country.

It is because we share your deep concern for the spiritual
health of our natien end for the principles of justice upon which
it is founded that we address ourselves to you concerning the case

of Morton Sobell.

Horton Sobell, now in his eighth year of imprisonment and
confined in Alcatraz, is seeking a new trial to reverse his 30~

year sentence or a charge of “conspir

acy to commit esplonage.”

Both he and his defenders maintain that he is innocent. Moreover,
the trial record shows that the judge in passing sentence stated:
"The evyidence in the case did not point to any activity on your
(Morton Sobellts) part in connection with the atomic bomb project.”

We do not press upen you, Mr. Prosident, the guestion of
Morton Sobellts innocence or guilt--for we ourselves are not of
one mind on that issue. Our faith in our democratic system of
justice assures us that the truth will ultimately be established.

We believe it is vitel that our nation safeguard its security,
but it is important that we do not permit this concern to lead us
agtray from our traditions of justice and humanity. In this Yight,
we further believe that Morton Sobell's continued imprisonment does
not serve our nationts interest or security.

Therefore, most respectfully and earnestly, Mr. President, we
look to you to exercise your executive authority either by asking
the Attorney General to consent to a new trial for Morton Sobell or
by the granting of Executive Parden or Commutation. Ve take the
liberty of urging your personal attenticn to this matter,

MORTON SOBELL NO LONGER IN ALCATHAZ

NEW YORK, March 4--Mrs. Morton Sobell today stated the following:

"Tt is ﬁith heartielt thankegiving that I learn that our work and
prayers have been answered and that my husband, Morton Sobell, is no
longer in Alcatraz prison. According to a letter that I have received
from him, he is being transferred to the federal penitentiary at
Atlanta. To those who are not familiar with the irnhumanity of
Alcatraz, it may seem a small victory. But to know that now, after
more than five years, our family may touch our loved one's hana and
speak to him face to face is a great joy. To no longer be forced to
make a 60CO mile trip each time we visit is a blessing. I hove that
the time will come when these minimum privileges will be accorded to
all those unfertunates in Alcatraz, but meanwhile we are gratef:.lL that
our own situation is improved.

"My husband's mother, Rose Sobell, who is noew in a MNew Yores
hospital undergoing surgery on her eyes, has asked me alsc to cypress
her gratitude, The removal of my husband from Alcatraz offers asw
hope that she will realize her one desire in life--to see her only son
free.

"Mortonts mother and I have the responsibility of knowing that he
18 ar innocent man, wrongly convicted in a trial that teok placsz during

a time of mational hysteria. Throughout our country and the worid many




voices have been raised for my husband's fresdom., Many have f:l%
that his being sent to Alcatraz was an extreme sexample of the
pressures and vindictiveness of the period in which he was trind.
His transfer from Alcatraz is an indication that we are moving into
a more rational time. It is our hope and belief that this act.on
is the prelude to his freedom, for he does not belong in any prison.
"Je thank with all our hearts those who have helped us in the
past, and those who will continue to help cbtain my husband's
release and prove his innocence. We hope and pray that he will be
able to come home to us soon. 1t is already eight years that ;e has
been in prison, more than five of them in Alcatraz, and now he musti
still endure the rigors of Atlanta. Nelther justice ncr humanity
can be served by his continued imprisonment. We will continue our
efforts for Morton®s freedom with greater energy and lighter hearts
because one part of the burden of injustice has been lifted fiom

our shoulders.”
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TEXT OF LETTER FROM MCRTON SOBELL TO HIS WIFE AND HIS SO
ON HIS TRANSFER FROM ALCATRAZ:

February 23, 1958

Most dearest, dearest beloved,

Tonight I write in a bare cell, stripped of all my possessiors.
One doesn't have the opportunity to write a letter under the:e
conditions very frequenty. This is my last night in Alcatraus. Do
you hear me?

TIn the early hours of the morning I leave this lonely island,
for a long, a very long,journey, to Atlante, I was told, It will
be long noft so rmmch in space as in time, with many stopovers and
delays. I don't know how long it will take, dear love, and ..'m
afrzid we will become a little separated while I'm en route, what
with the difficulties of correspondence. (I think that if you
address your next letters to Leavenworth, where I will in ali
proba?ility be a "holdover®", I will stand a chance of intercepting
them,

About three or four weeks ago, I had an indication that I might
be leaving. But one is hesitant about accepting such signs, what
with having been mistaken before. Finally, on Friday, T was vold ir
rost direct terms, but I still couldn®t bring myself around o belie
it, really. It was only this morning, when I was told to remain an
my cell, that I knew I could believe it without danger of bteling
disappointed. Thus it hasn't been too many hcurs that Itve bheen
aloft, high up in the clouds.

It will be a long journey, and tiring, but d welcome cae, both
in itself, and for what it means in terms of progress. Imagine--
being able to see the length and breadth of the land aifter ctich
a period of close confinement. 7o see the people, at work, it play,
the engines, the rivers, the fields, the houses. In a word
everything- or almecst everything (if only you were at my sidr so
we could talk about all we saw and felt),

How prophetic, your Wednesday letter from Vashington, or did
vou really know? You spoke of now as the time when good things
were slowly going to begin to happen to us (about time)}, I shall
henceforth call thee prophet Helen, or shall it be prophetens?

0dd, but right at this pericd I have really begun te road in
all seriousness; much more than in any previcus period.
