STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- people. 1I’'d really do
that. I'd come out just for you. But, the whole thing
is I can‘t -- what it comes down to is --

DEK: But you don’t like me enough to do
that, right?

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Dek, you know that --

DEK: To let your --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- letter, that first
letter?

DEK: Yes.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: That is what my life
revolves around these days. There’s a God that I
honestly do fear, that he’s going to bring about -- do
-- what did you think about that last part about Waco?

DEK: Ah --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: It said I've got the --
I've got a letter, a copy of it. It says you’re not
rejecting a man but -- no, excuse me. Wrong side.
Here it is. It says here, learn from David my seals
©r, as you have said, bear the consequences. I
forewarn you. The, the Lake Waco area of old Mount
Carmel will be terribly shaken. Talking about an
earthquake. I heard that yesterday there was a minor
one in Austin.

DEK: O©Oh, well, I checked it --
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STEVE SCHNEIDER: Is that true or not?

DEK: Steve, no, it’s not true.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Okay.

DEK: It wasn't in Austin. And --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Where was it?

DEK: In -- somebody said San Antonio, and I
checked there, and it was about 100 and some miles
south of San Antonio.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Oh, it was. Okay. I don't
know. I mean, I --

DEK: And it wasn’'t even felt in San Antonio
in -- or Austin. And, you know, Lake Waco, of course,
the Army Corps of Engineers, you know, built that and
they were aware of the substructure, I believe, the
geological substructure when they built that.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: They were? Okay. I don't
know much --

DEK: Yeah. Yeah.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- about it, personally.

DEK: But, I mean, that’s not to say it won't
happen. But I’'m not going to worry about it, Steve.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: No, but -- I mean, if a guy
can tell you ahead and he says the waters --

DEK: 1If I get con--

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- of the lake will be --

DEK: =-- if it -- if I'm standing down there
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fishing below the spillway and the dam gives way and
washed me away --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Yeah, but what about the
rest?

DEK: -- and I drown, so what?

STEVE SCHNEIDER: What about those that
are --

DEK: Life’s going to go on.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Yeah. This guy doesn’t --
Dave has never, never been the type that gives
anything, unless it’s clear and so and it happens.

DEK: Yeah.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I could give you a number
of instances when I first met him -- because anyone
that claims to have divine inspiration -- I mean,

there’s a lot of tests in the Bible to check him out,

and I’'ve never met a human being that even has made the
first test. So, when I ran into him, I thought I was
going to nail him to the wall like I had all the other
so-called professed prophets or gurus or Christs or
whatever else they might think they are. But when a
person can consistently go back and show clearly what
the information is, which he’s done --

DEK: Yeah.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: But, anyway, I mean, that's

why right now I'm still waiting myself. I have -- I
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believe it’'s being formulated and shown as to what'‘s
going on and -- I mean, it could happen any day. I'm
talking about coming out. It could be -- I mean, who
even said it’s got to be, you know, after the Passover?
We never said that. I never even said that --

DEK: I think your attorneys probably got
that from you guys.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: No, Dek. But they did--

DEK: I wasn’t privy to it, but I -- you
know, that’'s --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: They asked us about it, you
see, but we --

DEK: Yeah.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- never, we never have --

DEK: I know. But never --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- relayed it --

DEK: I tell you one --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- the time element.

DEK: -- thing. In the long number of days
that I’'ve been here, we have never gotten a commitment
from you guys --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: That's true.

DEK: -- as to when you all are coming out.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: This is true, because --

DEK: And --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Like even I told you --
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remember, Dek, I told you, I told you the truth, that
they did a-- honestly ask David a little -- almost 10
days ago when they were both there on that Thursday, a
week ago from this last Thursday, I do remember them
sitting there and they asked about a commitment of
time. And that’'s when Davigd says -- they says could
you ask your God for us? And he says I will. And he
was not kidding. He was serious. Aand he did, and he
called me in. He said he asked a couple times- and the
answer was: wait. Or, like the -- huh?

DEK: Yeah. Yeah. 1I've heard all that.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I mean, I, I know, I know.
But, see, it’'s been like that long before this incident
ever happened February 28th. I’ve been with the guy
now for six-and-a-half years.

DEK: Well --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: But, anyway, I just wanted
to check in with you. I was going to call to see if
you got the letter.

DEK: Well, the phone seems -- or it sounds
-= You sound louder than ever before, really. You have
a --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I do? Good.

DEK: -- very good connection.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I don’'t know if that's good

or bad.
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DEK: There’'s no static or whatever it is
that was -- you know, it was like breaking off --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Well, what we did --

DEK: -- the other day when we thought --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- was we actually -- we
put that line -- like tacked it as much as possible
against the wall. So, it’s real straight, solid, and,
you know, it’s not moving or anything like that. And
looked it over about two or three more times. Ang,
hopefully, there won’t be any more problems.

DEK: Good. Good.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I, I must -- it was kind of
a strange thing to get up and pick up the phone that’s
deader than a doornail.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Here I thought we were
doing real well. Here I'm talking to you. The next
thing I know, they all called me and told me, Steve, I
think you’re supposed to go out there. They’'re revving
their motors. They’ve been sitting there for a long
time.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: No, no. He -- what he said
was -- I brought it up because yesterday, before he
went out there with the distraction grenade thing, what
had happened was a guy dressed in black that was in the
Bradley closest to the building laying the wire, there
was a couple of young girls looking out.

DEK: With Wisconsin cheese on it, no doubt?

DEK: We‘ve got an application. We’ll have,
we’ll have an application out here --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Maybe I could be a --

DEK: -- at the end, at the --
STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- negotiator.
DEK: -- end of the road out there.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Maybe I could help you out,
Dek.

DEK: 1I'll tell you, you’ve got --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I don‘t know.

DEK: -- you've got the gift of gab, there’'s
no doubt about that. Because --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Well, if nothing else, to
put someone to sleep.

DEK: 1I've been listening to you for --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Or irritate a person, I
know.

DEK: -- for many days and many nights, for
quite awhile now.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Yeah, I know.

DEK: (Indiscernible) --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I feel s-- I do feel for

you. I really do.
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DEK: Well, you should have one of these
small churches around here, out in California or
Hawaii, and --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: They have a what?

DEK: I said you should have one of these
small churches out in Hawaii or California of your
own --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Do they have any in jail?

DEK: Oh. Well, I'm sure they’ve got
chaplains.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I mean, I -- tell you the
truth, I, I don’'t know what's going to happen.

DEK: Or a radio program.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I mean, I'm coming, I'm
coming out to go through the system. I have hopes, but
who know. Whoever knows.

DEK: One of these, you know, radio
preachers. You could have done that very well. And I
know they’ve got ministries in, you know, in these --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Well --

DEK: I hate to see (Indiscernible) --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- my answers go way beyond
that. I, I don‘t believe there’s that kind of time
left. In honesty, I really don‘'t. But --

DEK: Oh, Steve, come on. You got to get

away from that doomsday --
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STEVE SCHNEIDER: What --
DEK: -- stuff.
STEVE SCHNEIDER: No, no, no. I mean, you
don’t know what I know. I mean, it -- I can understand

from your perspective. I'd be saying the same exact
thing. But until you’ve walked in my shoes, until you
have had opportunity to see the same things, you have
nothing to judge by --

DEK: No, but you can't --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- other than by what your
religiocus ex--

DEK: -- judge me because what I’'ve
experienced --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Other than what your
religious experience is and what you’ve observed in
your life, which I would agree with you. The way
religion is nowadays, I'll be honest with you, if this
isn’'t it for me, I'm not in anything. 1I’'m not going to
worry about absolutely anything. 1’11 just do the best
I can and get what I can out of this crazy world, and
that’s it. But as far as religion, I‘ve studied them
all. There’s always new groups coming up here and
there. There was a church years ago out in California
called the Church of the Volleyball.

DEK: Church of the Volleyball?

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Sure. You know, tax
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exemption.
DEK: Yeah. Well, you’ve heard of --
STEVE SCHNEIDER: But --
DEK: -- Robert Shuller. He’s got a --
STEVE SCHNEIDER: Sure I’'ve heard of Robert
Shuller,

DEK: -- in Garden Grove. He’s got a prison
ministry, I believe.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: A prison ministry?

DEK: Yeah.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Is he going to help me out?

DEK: Yeah.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I wonder if he could help
me with the seven seals right now.

DEK: Well, I don‘t know. Let's --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I kind of -~ I --

DEK: -- let’s not get into the seven seals.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: No, no. But I‘ve got my
doubts, don’'t you? I wonder if he can show me where
the second, third, and fourth ones are located in his
Bible?

DEK: Yeah.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I mean, it‘s not a hard
thing to do, mind you. 1I mean, that’s an easy task. I
can show you. 1It’s been shown to me. But can anybody

else in the world? That's the test. In the final
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days. You and I are here finally. 6,000 years.
That’s long enough to do it man’s way, don‘t you think?

DEK: Yeah.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Dek, don‘t you want to go
on to better things other than having to sleep and have
stomach aches and not knowing what’s going to happen to
your -- do you have children?

DEK: Certainly. VYes.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Well, that’‘s what I mean.
Who knows what‘s going to happen to them? They’1ll get
AIDS. Maybe they’ll get involved in this or that car
accident. Maybe they will turn into homosexuals. I
mean, wow. Who knows anything for sure anymore?

DEK: Who knows. Yeah, you, you, you do the
best you can as --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: An uncertain place, this
world. One thing is --

DEK: You do the best you can as a parent
and -~-

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Well, sure you do the best
you can. But if there’s a truth being offered to you
and it may -- and it’'s sensible, look at it. Weigh it
over.

DEK: Yeah.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: This isn‘t going to -- you

-- I can’t imagine you think this is going to go on
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forever. Man’s destroying his own environment.

DEK: Yeah.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Population explosion. Even
with man’s planned genocide and all the rest --

DEK: Well, I think man‘s -- I think we’re
becoming more and more, you know, aware of the fragile
environment. I think a lot of steps are being taken in
the corre-- in the right direction.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I think it’s past. I think
it’'s beyond man’s correction.

DEK: Steve -~--

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I think we’'ve de--

DEK: =-- 100 years from now we’ll -- they'll
be, they’ll be still, you know, cranking out petroleum
and so on and so forth and --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Well, that'’s true. I
believe they will be cranking it out, and the Earth is
going to become more and more polluted. But -- well,
anyway, I’'ve got -- I see a plan that I believe is
going to work. It’s a way out of all of this, before
it comes to it’s final end.

DEK: Yeah. Your -- do you think --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Don‘t you believe that some
day it will, though?

DEK: Certainly the world’'s going to end, but

I'm not worried about it.
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STEVE SCHNEIDER: Well, no, but what if, what
if you found out facts? What if you and I were in a
chalet in Switzerland and somebody comes up and says
you‘re going to be buried by an avalanche. Wouldn’t
You want to know about it and get out of the chalet?

DEK: Maybe, maybe not. Who knows? You
know --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Well, then you’'re --

DEK: =-- I, I wouldn’t worry about --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -~ telling me life isn’'t
that great big of a deal to you. It is to me.

DEK: Certainly it is. But I don‘t, I don’'t
sit here worrying about when it‘s going to end.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Well, if it’'s told to you
when it’'s going to end, and it, it’'s based by a weight
of evidence, don‘t you think it takes and demands time
and a verdict?

DEK: I -- Steve, I just don’t accept your
doomsday philosophy and --

STEVE SCENEIDER: Well, you haven't really
heard it, because --

DEK: 1I've --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- we've jumped around and
talked about it. But if you ever gave yourself an
honest opportunity, you might be surprised. I‘m still

waiting -- oh, by the way, he’'s back.
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DEK: Oh, okay. Thanks.

STEVE TO UNKNOWN PERSON: Okay. What have
you got?

UNKNOWN PERSON TO STEVE: (Indiscernible)
want to know exactly where the (indiscernible).

STEVE SCHNEIDER: He said they’'re -- he -~--
they, they know -- need to know -- they checked all
over and there’'s no such thing. The only thing is,
there is some underwear hanging in the window.

DEK: Oh-oh. Underwear, huh?

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Could it be that?

DEK: Where -- do you -- can you tell me
where it is?

STEVE TO UNKNOWN PERSON: Where is it?

UNKNOWN PERSON TO STEVE: On the --

{indiscernible) over the door, the door --

STEVE TO UNKNOWN PERSON: 1Is it on the second

floor?

STEVE SCHNEIDER: It’s on the second floor

and he thinks it’s over the front door. Could that be

possible?

DEK: Second floor, front door?

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Over the front door.

DEK: Okay. 1I’ll -- what I'm going to have
to do, Steve, is find out exactly where --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Yeah, do so, because, you
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know, it could make --
DEK: -- from this end --
STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- it a lot easier.
Because I know kids will color like pictures from a
coloring book and send -- even long before this. You

know, they do things like that, and paste them in the
window and all that kind of thing.

DEK: Well, someone just handed me a note and
said it’'s up in the tower.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: In the tower?

DEK: VYes.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: On the -- what, on the top
floor, the top windows?
