FROM DECISION OF THE REGIONAL LOYALTY
BOARD.

Introduction

This is an appeal in the case of William W. Remingfon
from the decision of the Loyvally Board, Fourihh United
States Civil Service Region, dated September 22, 1948, that,
on all the evidence, reasonable grounds exist for belief that
Remington is disloyal {o the Government of the United

b States. " The Regional Board notified Remingfon, by letler
dated Sepiember 22, that it had cancelled his application
for the position of Director, Export Program Staff, Depart-
ment of Commerce, and had barred him from ecivil service
exanunations for three vears from September 20. In g let-
ter to the Scerctary of Commerce, the Seceretary was in-
structed by the Regional Doard to separate Remington
from the service and {o continue bis suspension from duty, '

1n
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but stated that actual separation should he postponed in the
event of, and pending the dispesition of, an appeal. On
September 27 Remington appealed to this Board and asked
that Miss Bentley be called for cross-examination. Aliss
Peutley at first agreed and subsequently refused to present
herself for eross-esamination. _

Reminglon had been serving in the eapacity muentioned,
with a salary of $10,000 a year. As a resuit of the action
appealed from, he has heen stripped of bis position, his
galary, and his personal and professional reputafion. ~

Though the grounds on which the Regional Board hased
its decision are not diselosed in the written conimunicaiions
mentioned, and have not ofherwise heen communicated to
Bemington, we assume that it was found that Remington
had associated with Miss Elizabeth T. Bentley, knewing her
to be a spy, or had made intentional unauthorized dizclo-
sures 1o her of documentis or information of a confidential
or non-public character obfained by him as a vesult of his
cmplovment by the Government under circumstances which
may indicate disloralty to the United States, or both. In
any cvent, these are the issues which we shall meet on this
appeal.

Remington has not at any time had access to FBI and
other reports or statements, or the right to examine inform-
ants or witneszes concerning such matters, which were
before the Regional Board, and which may have been con-
sisdered by it, contrary, we think, to his right guaranteed hy
the Fifth Amendment nol to be deprived of liberty or prep-
erty without due proeess of law.®  Qur treatiment of the case

“We shall demonstrate that there are no reasonable
grounds for belief that Reminglon is disloyal bhut that, on
the contrary, he is passionafely and irrevocably devoted o
the Government of the United States, that hie is not guilty
of knowingly associating with spies or disclosing elassified
information, and that, indeed, he is the victim of attempts
1o exploit a confessed Communist, Elizabeth T. Bentley.

Reealling the language of the preamble of the President’s

Sinee this Board must review ““all {he evidence”?, we have
deemed it our duty as connsel fairly to state the wmiaterial
facts in orderly elivonologieal form. This we have dong, as

Background

William W. Remington was born in New York City on
QOctober 23, 1917 (K. 5)' and was moved to Ridrewood,
New Jersey, at the age of 3 weeks (8. 67). He was educafied
in the public sehools of Ridgewood, graduating {rom the
Ridgewood High School in 1934 at the age of 16 (R. 3).
Remington’s parents were deseribed by a Ridwewood at- -
forney. who had practised inthe Cify for over 40 yvears and
who had lived across the street from them for several years

The high school principal from Ridgewood wrote as fol-
lows:

“Mr. Remington was a brilliant student who gradn-
ated from hizh school at the age of sixteen. e was in-
“terested in a great many things and read very widely.
Any schoolmaster knows that a boy of this {ype, while
he has wide knowledge of books and theories, is very
likelv to be rather maive, unworldly, and unrealistic
abont the actual work-a-day world. T ean, therefore,
understand and helieve that he eounld have been made
the *dupe’ of Communist operafors,

1 Leliove {haf he is truthful aud loyal to his country,
and that wlhat mistakes hie has made were made with no
intention on his part to be digloyal.”

The widow of the Reetor of the Remington family Church,
St. Elizabeth’s Episcopal Chureh in Ridgewood, wrole as
follows:

"
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“We first knew Bill when he was a young school hoy.
We followed his progress over the vears with the great-
est admiration. . . . Ilis code of ethies and woral
values exceeded far above and bevond the averace to
the very loftiest plane. Loyalty, dependability amd ju-
tearity of the highest ealibre are such an interral part of
Bill, that it is inconceivable to conneet him with dis-
loyalty in even the most minute forn. The word of
William W, Remington is sufficient for all who know
him and I deew it a privilege as well as a duty to'try
to help clear his name™ (affidavit of Mrs. Charles S,
Armstrong).

The eloquence of these four affidavits hespenk Reming-
ton’s integrity and youthful promise far bevond our own
powers of statement.

College Career (Age 16-21)

Remington entered Dartmonth College at Hanover, New
Hampshire, in September, 1934, at the age of 16, and re-
mained there unti] Juno, 1936 (R.5). 1n 19306 he left eollege
to =pend a year as a messenger for the Temnnessee Valiey
Authority, hoth for finaneial reasons and beeause he wanted
to ‘oot knocked ahoot a little” and “wanted {o work for
some project that involved city plauning, vegional planning,
and developed econamie policies heeanse T had heen studying
that in Dartmounth™ (R, 27}, He vefurned to Davtmonth in
September of 1937 and remained there until his graduation
inJune, 1939 at the age of 21 (R. G).

Remington seems to have been one of the most active per-
sons, if not the most active, on the Dartmonth eampus
fhiroughout his college eareer. He worked for at east a part
of his Bving (R, 6), was active in organizations of all sorfis
and deseriplions (R. 18-26), supervised an eating coopeva-
five (affidavit of Professor Russell R. Larmon), and ended
up the outstanding student in his elass (see aflidavifs
pp. 9-11, tnfra.)




During Remington’s first {wo years at Dartmonth he
‘was active it commitiees raising money for Spain, China,
and the Vermont Marble Workers (R. 18-24). 1le also was
engaged in some of the activitics of the American Student
Union, but ii is not clear whether he was a member (R. 19-21)
~or what the organization stood for at the time (affidavit of
Charles Livermore). One active member of the organiza-
tion, after stating that he dislikes “‘anything that resembles
or smells like a Communist’™ went on to say that ““Bill
Remington was a big man on campus and he did not have
much {ime for the A. 8. U. which peeved other upper class
“guiding spirits of the organization. Beeaunse Bill Reming-
ton was a B. M. O. C. the olhers were content to merely as-
cociafe Bill’s name with the organization™ (affidavit of D. -
Clark Norris).

In the snmer of 1936 Remingion went to the Tennessee
Valley Authori{y as a messenger (R. 27). Remington had
hardly the fomperament for a messenger (R. 28) and lis
unusual industiy earried him info all the activities of people
of his age of 18 at the Tennessce Valley Authorify, including
the organization of an apprentice training program (R. 28),
nnion affairs (R. 30), workers’ education (R. 31), and asso-
ciation with a munher of young people, rome of whom bave
since heen chareed with being Communuists or symnpathizers,
but none of whom were so veearded generally or by Reming-
ton at the time (1. 33). The Tennessee Valley Authovity
personnel office has written as follows:

“WWe have reviewed vour personal hisfory record
whicli contains all material incident to your employment
with the Tennessee Valley Authority and find no refer-
ence which in any way would imply that you were in
svupathy with or were a member of the Communist
Party® (afiidavit of L. .J. Van Mol, Assistant fo the
Director of Personnel, Tennessee Valley Authority).

Returning to Dartmouth in 1937, Remingfon quickly es-
{ablished himself as one of the outstanding sindents, if not
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the outstanding student, ou the eampus.? **1lis Scnior year
e was awarded one of the highest honors fhe college bestows
o1 undergraduates, a Senior Fellowship, giving complete
fhecdom for independent work on some scholarly project.
Seven of these were awarded iw a elass of between four and
five hundred men. Various subordinate but distinclive
honors likewise became his pro merifo. Finally he was
nominated by Dartmouth College as ifs nominece for a
Rhodes Scholarship and ranked hizh in the competition be-
fore {he New Lngland Committee to make the final selee-
fions”’ (affidavit of Frnest AMartin Hopkins, former Presi-
dent, Dartmouth Colleze). In addition Remnueton was one
of the two student members appointed by the College Ad-
ministration to serve on the Council on Student Organiza-
tions (R. 22) and served as Chairman of the Intereollegiate
Conference called ¢« Alakine Democracy Work!"' {affidavit of

The mere recitation of these honors at a college of Dart-
mouth’s standing would be suflicient to show that Reming-
ton was far from a Communist or a radical of any sort at

Mr. Remington at first
associated limself with the vadieal left group bat grad-
ually swung away from this until by Junior year his
thinking and his atlitude had reversed ilzell at wmany
points . . . the earlier this infeetion {akes plaee the
sooner and the more eompletely it is over. In eorre.
spondence with me and other mutual friends sinee his
graduation, voluntary and with no pessible ulleriar
wofive, Mr. Remingfon lins spoken of his absorption in
his work, though without details, and of his soliciinde
that his confribution should be sueh as to enhance the
uleals for wineh this country stands, My own judgment
is that Mr. Remington is mentally and morally incapa-
hle of the machinations and hypoerisies aseribed to lam,
He may have heen indisereet in his matvimouial asso-

ing {theoretical study. N

‘T have not the slightest donbt that William Reming-
fon is infellectunlly honest. 1 helieve thaf he is intellec-
tnally incapable of aecepting the principles of Com-
munism or the doctrines of the Communist Party. 1
believe that be is temperamentally incapable of engag- .
ing in subversive aetivity in sapport of a eause in which
he daees not believe whole-heariedly or to sustain a pose
contrary to his convictions,

Affidavits from other professors (Russell R. Larmon, Mal-
calm Keir, Robert K. ("arr) and from students (Thomas W.

"Remington married Ann Moos Imandt in June of 1939
(R. 6} * and in October of 1939 entered Columbia University
from which he obtained a Master’s Degree in Economics in
June, 1940 (R. 7).

3 Reminglon's association with his mother-in-law, Mrs. Elizabeth Mons,
thiring this period is diseussed later, as is his separation from his wile
on ideological and other prounds.
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Remington was quesiioued at the hearing ahout iwo men
who took clagses with him at Columbia whom he knew *‘to
say ‘helle’ to™ (R. 42), but no suggestion was made as fo
any possille wrongdeing in this respeet. During this same
period Remington did some research for the American
Younth Congress on questions of unemployment {R.45). In
February 1940, he visited a meeting of the American
Youth Conuress {R. 4G), but never bad any contact
with the organization afier recognizing its isolationis{ char-
acter al this meeting which failed to condemn Soviet Russia
for invading Finland (R. 43). Remington slated many
times that he vigorously condemmed this invasion (R. 43,
115, 121, 234).

The late, grent Professor Wesley C. Mitehell of Columbia
University wrote the Regional Loyalty Board {hat he
“thonght of him (Remington) then, and thinks of him now,
as a fine type of American citizen. . . . My dealings with
Wi were those of an elderly teacher with a student of high
promise, good hackevound, and agreeable personality. 1
«hould no ware have thouzht of inquiring into his lovalty to
the Unifed States than I should think of questioning the
lovalty of dny man on your Board' (Letter of Wesley C.
Mitehell—Mr. Mitchel passed away before it was possible
to wet hint {o notavize his letier).

Professor Robert M. Haig of Columbia, onc of the most
praminent publie finance consultants in the United States,
after stating that Remington *‘stood at the top of our large
and alle graup of students’’, went on to say that ¢ the favor-
able impression made on us was due not merely to qualities
of mind hut to qualities of character as well. Remington,

_at this stage was a serious and mafure person, industrions,
capathle of sustained applieation, reasonable in his judg-
ments, sensitive o injustice, highly idenlistic and so honest
Ml he eaned backward® o L . though theve were many

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opportunities in the student-{eacher velationship for him fo
reveal any leaning toward commanistic doetring, during the
pfrind T knew him well, T noted nothing of significance from
this point of view. On one peint I ean speak very stropgly
indeed. In my epinion Reminglon ix 2 man of complete
houesty, a person incapable of lving ™ {aflidavit of Robert M.
Haig).

Professor Frederieck €. Mills of Columbia, past presi-
dent of the Ameriean Eeonomic Associntion among ofher
bigh posts, stated as follows: ‘

“During the period of his residence at Cohambia
Remington was one of the hest mud wast highly ve-
spected of onr mraduate students in cconomies. 1 wenn

- this statement to apply not only to his scholarship hut
to his general qualities as a man—his charaeter, his
infegrity, hisx serionsness of purpose, and lis seneral
sense of values. 1e had the regard of his teachors and
was respected hy his Tellow students,  His ¢losest,
associates were, <o far as T conld judge, the more seri-
ons and the more eapable of the sfwdents then enrojled,
There was nothing, {0 my knowledge, in his behavior,
his behiefs, or his associnitons at that time that would
have led any of us to question his honesty or his com-
plete Joyalty to American institutions” (affidavit of
Fredeviek (' Mills),

Professor Avthar W, Macmabon, Eaton Professor of
Public Administration at Columibia University, whose long
and distinguished record of public service is well known to
this Board in view of lis miembership theveon, wrote as
follows;

“Puring the teaching termr at Columbia University
from September 1939 to February 1040, T had Willinm
W. Remington as a student, I also talked with him

“outside of elaxs on a nmmber of occasions, not anly
about {he subject-amntfer of my conrse on prdhe adwin-
siration and his disserbition, bt also about current

publie questions.  } remember discussions which touched
upou the Stalin-1titler Pact and the Russian invasion
of Finland, These issuex afforded fairly clear indices
of pro-Communist thinking. Mr. Remington did not
show any tendeney to follow the pro-Communist Tine
of apolozy, I¥ be had shown auy such tendeuney, I
shonld not have recommended bim as T did in lelters
which 1 wrofe on his hehalf in early 1940 to friends in
the public service' (affidavit of Avthur W, Maemahon).

These testimonials to Remington’s character and loyalty
cover the period of the Nazi-Soviet Pact.! This was the
period when Connmunists and “follow-travelers’ who had
heen posing as liherals showed their true colors by support-
ingz the Nazi-Soviet Paet and the Russian mmvasion of Fin-
land and opposing aid to Greal Britain. The testimony
and affidavits make clear Remington’s complete loyalty'dur-
ing his graduate studies at Columbin. Ti is interesting to
injoet at this point the faet that it was at the Calmnhiz
agradnate school that Miss Tilizahoth F. Bentley had, five
vears earlier, joined the Communist Party and hecome &
part of Unit I, a hranch of the Communisi Party at Colum-
bia University (8. 4-3),

National Resources Planning Board (Age 22-23)

From May, 1940, unfil July, 1041, Remington was As-
cistant to the Assistant Director of the National Hesourees
Planning Board (R. 7-9). Remington obtained this posi-
tion as a result of a letter of introduetion from Pro-
fossor Arthur W. Maemahon of Columbia University lo Mr.
Thomas Blaisdell, then Assistant Direcior of the Board

4 Rendngton studied at Colnmbia from the fall of 1939 until April of
1M1 (R, 7-9). From May 1040 until April 141 he was also working
for the National Hesonrees Planming Board in Whashinston, and com-
muting between Washington and New York 1o take eotrses for s doe-
{orafe in cconamics (R. 7-0). Ile completed bis examinations for the
doctorate in April, 1941, hut not his thesis (R. 8).
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and now Assis{ant ASvcrct:u-y of Commeree (R. 1263, Al
Blaisdell testified {hay Professor Macmabon  hud com-
hended Remington to him in the hig

hest terms poxsible, qaud
this faet plus discussions with HY

mington and a review of
some of the work that he had written at Columbia cansed
hini to conpiay Remiugton (R, 127).  Mr. Blajsdel) {estifiod
that lie stood on the statement he had previously made

fo
the 'BI that ¢4 any question were rivised as to My,

Rew-
Ington's loyalty it would he not only my duty, il would
be-my pleasure to testify " (R. 141). Ye siafed that
Remington was ahnost ““too imdependent’ and he con-
sidered this ““an exeellent indication of integrity of wind’’
(R. 136-137).

During a large pmrt of the period that Remingfon
worked for the National Resources Planning Board he was

also working for his ductorate in cconomics at Columbin

and commnting hetween Washinzton and New York (R.
7-9). Naturally, very little tine was available for outside
aclivities. Iowever, during the swumer of 1844, Mrs,
Remington, throneh an acquaintance of hers, hecmme inter-
esled tn the Lmergeney Peace Mebilization aud actod s the
Seceretary of that oreanization (R. 48). Remington testi-
fied that he had helped her in her activitios (R. 49) and
that the reason for their interest i this organization during
the early sunmner of 1940 was that they believed ““{liut
Aweriea could defeat Germany without goine to war if we
supplied material aid to Great Britain' (R. 48). By Sep-
tember, when the Anmeriean Peace Mobilization was formed
and took over from the Energeney Peace Mobilization, the
isolationist nature of the organizalion was perfeetiy clear
and Remington ceased havine anything to do with it (IR.
48-55: 8. 170-171).  His wife was repilitced as Seevotary
Remington testified that “it has heen hy personad under-

standing that my wife also ecased to lave anvthing (o do
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~ with the Peace Mabilizalion at that time"' (R, 55).° Rem-
jngton’s festimony, insofar as his own views on Aid to
IBritain and the Peace Mobilization group were concerned,
was pointedly confirmed by My. Blaisdell. He testified
that lie was talking to Remington af that fime about the
Peace Mobilization pickets in front of the White Touse and
Remington teld him that he and his wife had once
boen associnfed with the organization, but “iad become
entirely unhappy with the ling it was taking’’ and **had got-
ten out of this organization beeause they were unhappy with
i’ (R. 138).

Mrs. Jane Herndon Smith wrole that she was Mr. Blais-
dell's seeretary during the time that Remineton worked at
{he National Resourees Planning Board, and that she and
Remington together éfmsiitutod Blaisdell's personal oflice
staff. Of Romington’s views during this period, she wrote:

1 reenll elearly the concern for Great Briiain felt
throuzhout the office during that year. We were in-
tensely interested in the progress of the Pattle of
Britain, admiringly sympathetic with Britain’s heroic
efforts, and wholcheartedly in favor of the United
States miving all possible aid (aflidavit of Mrs. Jane
Herndon Smith).

Mys. Horace Risher, wife of a State Departnent Person-
nel Oficer, wrote as follows:

5 Mrs, Remington was also a member of the Bookshop, bat had never

attended any meelings (R, 54). The exauuiner also siggesicd that she
was a membor of the National Foderation for Constilntional Liberties

{R. 53), but Remington knew nothing about this (1. 54).

Remington hias heen separatel from his wife for some fime {R. 115-118),
Ile testifird that her pro-Russian attitnde was “one of the factors that
age to continne™ {R. 116). Ars. Reming-
addopied this pro-Russian attitude
antil the last Tew veays, althongh he has always been “a very complicated
persanality” (1. 116).  Whether this pro-Rassian attitmile is a revulsion
against Remington and a refury {o her own wother is a question bheyond

makes it impossihle for our mavri
ton daes nol appear, however, to have

the purview of this buief (IR, 116).
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““I recall one conversation near the time when Presi-
dent Roosevelt proposed that 50 old destroyers be
dransferrved to the British to aid in the war against the
“Axis. William Remington expressed his support for
this proposal®® (afliduvit of Mre. Horace Risher).

Office of Price Administration (Age 23.24) -

During the summer of 1M1, a former professor of Rem-
inglons at Columbia University offered him a ‘position at
the Office of Price Administration al a very considerable
salary increase above what hie was reeciving at the National
Resources Planning Board (R.42). Remington aceepled the
offer and held the position of Associnte Economist at ihe
Oflice of Price Adminisiration from July, 1941 uniil Iel-
ruary, 342 (R, 9). A fellow-cconomist there refers to Rem-
mgton’s “intelligence, sincerity and thdrough-going loy-
alty™ during this period (affidavit of Bdward J. Fox);
there is nothing in the record remotely to the contrary.

War Production Board (Age 24-26)

In Februavy of 1942, Romineton was cemploved as an
Feounmist by the War Production Board (R. 9) on Mr.
Blaisdell's reeommendation (R. 181), He was a member
of the stafl of the Planning Committee of the War Produc-
tiom Board from Febroary, 1942 until May, 1942, and from
the latier date until April, 1944 hie was the Assistant to the
BDircetor of the Qvders and Regulafions Bureau of the War
Production Board (R. 128-199).

Theve is abundant testimony in the record as to Reming-
fon’s loyaly during the period of his work at WPB. Nr.
Blaisdell, who was a member of the Planming Committee and
subscquently the Director of the WPB Orders and Regu-

lations Burean, was Remington’s more or less direet super-

vicor during this entive period (R, 128-129). Mr. Blanjs-
deli testified that “fone thing I know is that his (Heming-
fon's) mimd was never sel in any one dircetion exeept whai

“loyal. Tthink he had the respeet of the entive staff. . . .
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1 vegarded as a thoroughly American point of view’ (R.
138).
Mr. Edward Dickinson, formerly Reseavch Asvistant to

the Chairman of the Board of the United States Sieel Cor-

poration (R. 181) and presently Direclor of Program Co-

ordination Division, Economie Cooperation Adininistration -

{R. 180), was Direcior of the staif of the Planning Com-
mitice of the War Production Board from Mareh, 1942 until
he went into the Marine Corps in 1943 (R. 181-182). M.,
Dickinson testified that he ““saw nothing that would give
me an impression that Mr. Remington was anyibing but
(R. 182).

Mr. Rufus Burr Smith, Chief of the Reparations and
Property Brancl of the Division of Econowmie Property Mol
iev in the State Depavtment (I 175) and a member of the
staff of the Planning Commitice during 1M42-1943 (R, 173}
textified that e and another stafl member and Remingfon
lind shared an ofice af WI'I for some 10 mouths or more
(R.175). My, Smith testified that he “‘saw as mueh of My,
Remiugton and his associates as any of us’’ and that ““dur-
ing that time 1 had in my own contacts and experiences
with him, no reazon to question his honesty ov lavally in
any wav. Ile appeared to me to he as all members of the
s{afl were, infelligent, bard-Litting voung people trring to
got a joh done™ (R.177).

Mr. Panl T. Homan, a staff member of the Council of
Economic Advisers and, during 1943, a member of the Pro-
gram Burean of the War Production Board, {estified that his
work overlapped with that of Remington during that period.
Mr. Homan referred ““to the very high regard in which he

~ {Ilemingion) was held hy all of his professional associates

on the grounds of both personal character and hehavior and
on the grounds of professional competeney™ (1, 155).
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Mr. Hobert J. Francis, a carcer employee of the State
Department, stated that he had been in a ear pool with
lemington during this period and that he had “‘a distinet
mpression that Mr. Remington’s views in general were
" what might be defined as ‘moderate’ or ‘middle-of-the-
road? ?’ (affidavit of Robert J. Franeis).
Awnother member of the car pool, Mr. Irving I. Axelrad,
a Department of Justice attorney, also referred fo Reming-
ton's political views as “‘middic™ among the various people
in {he car pool. Mr. Axelrad went on to state that he be-
licved Remington “‘rather iniensely patriotic, more so
than the nverage citizen® (aflidavit of Irving 1. Axelrad).
\ir. Vincent M. Barnett, Jr., Chaivman, Department of
Politieal Science, Willituus College, Willamstown, Massa-
chusetts, stafed that he had *“almost daily contael” with
Remington for a substantial period of time in the War Pro-
duetion Doard, and that “*based on that assoeration and that
extended period of ohxervation, I wish to state with all the
foree af my eommand {hat, inmy firm opinion, Willizon Rem-
inefon is ncither a Communist nor a Communist sympa-
thizer. T ean reeall no incident nor statement nor atiitude
of his wlich would lead me fo suppose for a moment. that
he had anvihing bat the Qeepest and most heartfelt loyaly
io thre Tinited States of America and to tlic cause for which
we were all working” (affidavit of Vineent M. Barnett,
Jr.). '
My, Willard Helburn, an industrialist and dollar-a-year
man at WPB, stated that he had the next desk to Reming-
fon for nearly a year at the War Production Board. He
staied that he considered Reminglon “eoal and amhilious,
woll satisfied with {he nature of the world in which he found
Wimself and confident of making hix way rapidly in il: excel-
Jent malerial for the business world, for which so many xo-
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ctalists and ecommumists are handieapped hy  some quirk,
erudee, o inferiovity” (affidavit of Willard Helburn),

Mr. Bertrand Fox, Dirvector of the Military Division of
the War Produclion Board and Assistant Director of the
Program Bureay, stafed that he had had elose eontaet with
temington at the WPB. ““We hoth held the same basie-
phitlosophy,'” he stated, and “I alwavs regarded his posi-
tion as that of a clear thinking liberal witls respecet for all
of the freedoms that have made this countiry strong.’” M.
Fox furthier stated that despite the faet that he had in his
possession the most seeret materials on military produciion
and stocks, “‘at no time did Remington ask to see any of
these reports or documents. . . . There isn'{ a <hived of
doubt i my mind that the charges agninst him are false™’
(afidavit of Berirand Fox).

These were William Reminglon’s assoeinfes during his
two vears at the War Production Board and they bear wit-
ness to his work and to Lix loyalty. It is against the back-
ground of this testimony that we come te the epizode with
Miss Bentley. It should he noled here that Miss Dentley’s
testimony stands alone as to Remington’s dislovalty; net
a singie‘C(n'rohm‘ﬂii\'e word has been ntfered agninst him
and against {he testimony and affidavits just reeifed. Tt
should be noted Liere, nlso, that Miss Bentley did not suggest

that Remington had any conueetion with any communis{ or ‘.?.-;‘ﬁséh E
suhversive group tn Washington or that he had any sneh R
associates and it is guite clear that hie did not.  Accordingly,
Miss Bentley’s testimony wounld be extremely difficult of
helief even if it were far loss vague and contradictory than

we shall show it {o be.

The story of Miss Bealley, ingofar as Remington is cou-

cerned, raes haek to the June day in 1939 when Reminoton
marrvied-his now estranged wife, Ann Moos Timandt (R. 6).
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During the year 1939-1940 Remington and his wife would
gpend week-ends at the Croton-on-the-ITudson home of his

j\vifc’s mother, Mrs. Elizaheth Moos (R. 114-113). At the

Moos home, associntion with Communists was unavoidable,
thougzh Remingfon “disagreed with them virorously in long
discuscions on many politieal and economic questions in-
cluding the Ruxsian invasion of Findand*? (R. 115). Reming-
ton testified that he went to his mother-in-law’s hiouse on
these week-ends heeause his wife was defermined o 0, he-
cause he enjoyed the heantiful place in Croton, and “would
see the Communists perhaps 3, 4, 3, or 6 hours out of g
beautiful weekend in the conntry™ (R. 115). One of the
people whom he met at his mother-in-law’s house in the fall
of 1939 was Joc North, an editor of the ““New Masses™, a
Conumunist publication {12, 120).

After Remingten and his wife moved fo Washington
in the summer of 140, the regular week-end trips 1o Croton
were, of course, a thing of the past. However, sometime
shortly after Pearl Harbor, possibly af the Christinas vaca-
tion in 1941, the Reminctons made a short visit to Mrs,
Moos® home at Croton (8. 209). Mr. North was there aud
asked Remington many questions about war production
and whether the men in charge of the war production cifort
i Washington were more interested in making money {han
in making war amplements (8. 207).  Remingion told
Mr. North that ““husiness as usnal wax on its way oul** and
tried fo convinee North “that this Government was not an
appeasement government, but was going to fight the war and
win against Hitler™ (8. 207-208).  North then said {hat he
would like to have lunch with Remiugton in New York and
introduce him {o a friend of his whom he wanted to have Lear
the things that Remington had been telling him (S, 208).
They met for a **quiek luneh™ and Mr. North brought Mr.
Golos with him as the friend about whom he had spoken
(8. 208). Mr. North had previously introduced Remington
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to non-Communists, including n Republican politician in
Westcltester County (S, 91) so that Remington fook Golos
at his word when he said he was a free Janee writer, working
on n book and some magazine arlicles and was inf{erested
in {he war production program (S. 186). It was arranged
at this laneh that Remington would Lave dinmer with Mr.
Golos two or three days later (S. 209). Both Mr. and Mrs.
TRemington had dinner with Mr. Golos and he brought along
Aliss Benfley whom he introduced as Ielen Jobnson (An-
swer {o Inlerrozatory, p. 5, R. 107). Remingion talked {o
Golos and Mrs. Remington talked to “1ielen” (8. 29). Miss
Bentley festified she didn’t «know too much of what Mr. Go-
los said™* (8. 29). Mr. Golos hid liis conueetions, politics and
policies, and suecceded in convineing Rentington that hie was
a {reclance writor as he said (S. 197). Mr. Golos said thiat
“Ilelen goes down to Washingion a lot, and T wounld appre-
cinte it if vou could chat with her. She belps nie get inforu-
tion for the thinzs which T write. She also helps other writ-
ers’ (8. 187). Golos then asked Remington if he knew
«[Kenmeth] Crawford and [I. F.] Stone over at At and
Remington ““thonght that he meant she did research for
Crawford and Stone” (R. 109).°

Thig one lunch and this one dinner were the only weelings
hotween Remington and Golos (5. 187). 1t should be noted
that others of Miss Bentley’s alleged contacts had meetings

& Jemington's belicf that Miss Bentley was doing research work for PM
as well as for Golos was subsequently strenpthened by her showing him
copics of 1'M in which he thought he identified points he had made (o her
(. 100 8. 239). The followine are examples: PAL 77942 {Stone: Favor-
ahie enmment em Batt}; M 4/23742 (Stone: eritical magerials wsed m
radios the previeus year}; P 2/14/43 (Stone: how ta break boftle-
necksy: PM 6/12/42 (Crawfanl: expanding eopper production) ra
5/13/42 {Crawlord: Banxite Trom South Amerien).  As a matter of Tact,
it was eommon practiee in Washington at that time for people sevking
information on varions suhjeets from rovernment agencies to claim & eon-
neetinn with PM as a means of ohtaining such information when in fart
they haed no such compection™ {afidavit of Keaneth G. Ceawlord, forwerly

Washington Burean Mawager for PPM).
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with Golos from time to time (M. 719-720, 780). The only
witness at the ‘“‘quick luneh®’ introduction was Joe North,
.whp is not available. There ave no witnesses to the
difiner discussion, since Miss Beuntley testified that she
talked to Mrs. Remingion and therefore did not hear the
conversation between Golos and Remington (S, 29). Rem-
ington iestified that Golos was smart enough in these two
meetings to hide the Communist affiliations which have now

come out (8. 197) and there is no evideuce or suggestion
to the contrary.

It must be remembered that these two conversations were
beld early in 1942 at a time when the Communists were sap-
porting the war effort as completely as the most ardent
patriot. They had forsaken their spurious isolationism and
their eharges of “‘imperialist war’’; they favored all meas-
ures necessary to obtain maximum production of war mate-
rials. General discussions of the war effort, therefore,
would not be calculated to evoke any statements from a
Communist which would {hrow suspicion on lim.

Abeout a month or two (8. 28) after the dinner meeting
in New York—the exact date has not heen set by either Miss
Bentley or Remington—DMiss Bentley arrived in Washing-
ton and located Remingion by calling his bome (Answer to
_ Interrogatory, p. 6): Placing ihis date al approximately
March or April of 1942, Remington saw Miss Bentley at in-
tervals during the next 21 months until about December of
1943 or January of 1944 (8. 254). Remington has testified
be saw her from 6 to 10 times (S. 182} and Miss Beniley has
festified 1hat ““it might have been 10 or 15 or 20°* (S. 31)
(emphasis supplied). Assuming 10 to be the correct figure,
the Board’s attention is inviled 1o the fact that this would
constifute a meeting for lunch or a soda or at some other
place onee in every fwo monihs or loneer. This shonld he
compared with Miss Bentley's statement that she eame to
Washinglon approximately every two weeks (H. 523).
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Miss Bentley did not testify {hat she ever discussed Com-
munism with Remington or that he ever stated to her that
he was a'Communist or sympathetic in any way (8. 1-47).
1ler basis for Lelieving that e was a Communist was her
stulement that “*Mr. Golos told me that he was a Communist
beforeever Imet him?? (8. 30). On her own testimony, no

living person, including Remington, had ever so told her.

Miss Bentley furiber testified that she and Remington
had ““never discussed” the hidden purpose of her getting
informalion from Remington (8. 31). She said that she
believed “*that in eommon with almoest everyone else, he
was told that this was for Browder’ (8. 31); presumably
he was told by Mr, Golos. Again on the question of the
information desired, Miss Bentley testified that she did
not tell Remington what she wanted since ‘‘be was
atready advised . . . by Mr. Golos” (8. 32; compare
1. 691 where Miss Bentley testified she told others exactly
what she wanted). Remington’s explanation of his actions
—that he thought Mr. Golos was a free-lance writer and Miss
Bentley a vescarch assistant for him and Tor others—Is
certainly far more plausible than Miss Bentley’s own testi-
mony that a man long since dead, at a dinner discussion
“which she did not hear, made all the arrangements for her
to obtain information on the war effort. .

Miss Bentley also testified that Remington had paid her
Communisi dues on his own belialf and en behalf of his wife

7 Miss Bentley has testified as to her own indueclion into the Communist
Party (H. 504} hut she has failed to provide any similar details as to how,
when, where, or by whom Remington is supposed o have been similarly
inducted into the Party.  Is it to be assumed that it occurred at Dartmouth
Coliere where be was the outstanding man in his class? Is it {o be as-
sumed that it ovcurred at Columbia where his loyalty and anti-communist
views have heen vouehed for by men of national reputation and stature?
1s it te be assumed that it ocenrred in Washington where Remington was
nol even acquainted with any of the subversive groups that Rliss Bentley
has cited publiely?  Or is it to be assuwed, as we helieve the facts make
certain, that Miss Beotiex’s rerollection of her conversation with Golos
iz cither a fantasy or worse?
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(S. 30). She could not recolleet how mueh the paviuients
were (S. 30). Remington testified that he gave her money
fors the Joint Anii-Fascist Refugee Committee, ahou{
which Mr. Golos had spoken fo him (S, 204). Remington’s
statomment as to his contribnfions to this Committee ave
backed up by his income tax returns for 3942 and 1943, the
originals of which are available to the Board through the
Internal Revenue Bureau. Miss Bentley has not challenged
Reminglon’s statement thai the sum total of those contri-
butions were approximately $30.00 (S. 1-4%). And, althougch
Miss Bentley was unable to state how much Communist dues
were (H. 531-532), Mr. Whitaker Chambers, anolher Cow-
munist couricr, suggested at the hearing before the ITouse
Committee that dues constifute 10% of a man’s income
(1. 571). Assuming, and Miss Bentley did not challenge
{his, that Remington’s “payments”’ were approximately
© £30.00, this would constitnte a good deal less than one-half
of 1%.of his income for the period.?

We come now to ihe question of what infommation
Remington actually gave Miss Bentley. She stated that
the information was of “several natures. Que was informa-
tion on internal policies within the WPDB, as to what WPD
was going to allocale to Russia, and information on ranking
people, like Willinm Batt, who were in a position {o help
Russia get more than she was getting, and information on
aireraft production” {S. 31).. She also testified that lie
brought her ““a formula that he had found information on
for making svnihetic rubber from garbage” (8. 32). She
stressed aireraft figures as his primary confribution {S. 29,

When pressed by Senator Ferguson for fur-
ther details, she conld not give them (S. 34).

In other words, according to Miss Bentley’s own testi-
mony, Remington gave ber information on four things:

on ranking people, information on a specific formula, and
information on aircraft production. Before analyzing
Remington’s testimony on what he gave Miss Bentley, a few
comments on Miss Bentley’s own vague testimony are war-
ranted. Reminglon was not in a position to obtain infor-
mation on Russian allocations (R. 182, 249; affidavit of
Robert R. Nathan). ““Information on ranking peeple”
could hardly he confidential or secret. Tbat the specific
formula was a “erackpot’ once that had long hefore heen
exposed has not heen challenged.  But what is most con-
teadictory of all is the fact thal Miss Bentley should have
stressed aiveraft production as Remington’s mijor con-
{ribution when lier own testimony hefore the louse Com-
mitiee listed ““sources’ mueh closer fo her than Reming-
ton, at Jeast two of whom admitied access {o aiveraft pro-
duction data. Mr. George Silverman, who Miss Bentley
festified gave her *“prolific information™ (1L 517), Lestified
that from Mareh 1042 to Augnst 1945 he was *‘econonnce
adviser anid Chief of Analysis and Plans, Assistant Chief
of Air Staff, Materiel and Serviees, Air Fovees™ (H. 835).
Mr. Silverman furiher testified that he had aceess fo classi-
ied malerial in the War Department and that his immediate
guperior there was Major General Bennett Meyvers (IL
§36), top atrplane procurement officer. Mr. William Ludwig
Tlhnan, another close contact according to Mixs Bentley
(11. 500, 523}, testified that he “was stationed at the head-

vision'* (IX. 763). If Miss Beniley is telling the Lruth about

internal policies such as allocalions {o Russia, information

’ Remingion has testified at great Jength hefore the Senate 3
Commitiee and the Lovalty Board that he gave Miss Bentley R
no classifed information.  Miss Bentley did wot testify that -:*

i\ she kuew any of the information Remington zave her was 1,;_
secrel ; lier training in Romance Languages and poetry (8.2) R
hardly fitted her for evaluating or even comprehending war E-
production information. Al she said was that “frowm what ..
he (Remington) said, that information was certainly seeret’’ 1"
(8. 32). Miss Bentley does not cuggest thal any of the -
papers that Remington gave her were marked “seeret’” or i
seonfidential’? in any way, 1t should be noted that with
respeet to materials from other of her “‘contacts’™ Miss -';

Mixs Bentloy’s testimony as to what information Rem- ’ o

ingion gave her was vagne and econtradictory, and this
despite Senafor Ferguson’s promptings. The Senator
asked Miss Bentley whether she had given the Conmmiltee
“all of the information concerning the material you ob-
{ained from Remington®* (8. 34). ‘1 think T have pretty
wneh covered it7, answered Miss Bentley (8. 34).
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Tn contradistinction, Remingion has deseribed elealy and
concisely what information hie gave her, as foliows:

1. Names of WIB officials and personality sketches,
hackeround information on thetr business afliligtions,
and {heir placesin the WPB.

2. Production data, but only data wlhich was avail-
able in published sourees (some refatively unknown to
the publie: sueh as the Kiplinger newsletter and the
various rade magazines).

3. WPDB forms and press releases to give her hack-
sround information on procedures, organizatien aud
Progress.

4. Copies of certain of my own memoranda to il
histrate eerfain points I tried to educate her on—par-
fienlarly why the Tolan Committee staff was wrong
wilh respeet to materials distvibution controls, . . .

5. Two fornmlas from erackpot inventors: one for
svathetie rubber and oue for high-octane gasoline from
warbage o iflustrafe how our time was sometinies used
up in exploration of apparently speefacular but erack-
pol sehremes. I gave her a general deseription of these
farmulas affer they were proved (o be neusense {o illus-
trate their nafare.

6. Airplane performance data from news releases
issued prior to Pear! Harbor”” (Answer {o Inferroga-
tory, p. 6).

Miss Bentley stated that Remington zave her informa-
{ion an ranking people at WIPB (8. 31). This is couceded in
itemn 1 and is certainly not elnssified mformation.

Miss Bentley testified that Remington gave her informa-
fion on aireraft prodaction (8. 31). This is conceded in
item 2, il Wewington tosdifiod that all cueh materinl was
from public sonrees and has pnd a number of the aeiual
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rourees nzed info the record® Certainly Miss Bentley, if she
was telling the Tlouse Commitice the truth, had infinitely
helter saurees for secret aiveraft production data than
Ttemington (see pp. 26-27, supra),
Miss Bentley disl not mention ttan 3, which is self-exphim-
afory. -
Miss Bentley did not mention ifem 4 cither, had il should
he noted for ofher reasons. Mr. Fdward Dickinson, Diree-
tor of the Staff of the Planning Commitice and one of
Remington's superiors, fesfified that Temington’s principal
confribution was with respeet fo the Controlled Materials
Plan (R. 181182 see also R. 176, 8, 248). Temingion’s
contribution fo the Controlled Materials Plan ix deseribied
in detail by Charles J. Hitel, now Chief Teovomist for
the Rand Corparation, who supervized the developiment
of the plan at WPB (afiidavit of Charles JJ. Hiteh).
Reminrton showed Miss Bentley a memorvandum (vow in the
Lovalty Board’s files) an the workings of this plan, which
was not seeref, in an cffor{ “fo sell CALP (R, 45). It
should be noted that the Communist Party line during this
perind wax violently oppased fo the controlied materials
plan (New Masses, Dee, 8, 1042, pawe 73 New Masses, Dee,
29, 1942, page 10).  Reminglon’s vigorous defense of the
plan under attack was hardly the action of the uxual well-
disciptined © Communixt ™.

Miss Bentloy testifivd that Reminglon hrought her a for-
mula on making svathetic vabber from garbage. This is
canceded in item 3, but there was nothing confidential ahoud
the formmula emee its erackpot nature liad heen exposed.

Mixs Bentley did not mention ifem 6. Remingion’s
siatement as to the publie nature of the information he gave

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her is corroborated by a specific newspaper article in the
record (Washingion Times-Jlerald 6/25/41). '

Remingion’s action in falking to Miss Bentley, who he
believed was engaged in newspaper and magazine vescarch,
must be judged in the light of the common praectice in the
Government, and particularly the War Produetion Board,
of talking fo newspapermen imformally. The evidence on
this point is overwhelniing.

Rohert R, Nathan, Chairman of the Planning Commitltee
of the WDPB, for which Reminzton worked, stated as follows:

“AL WPB and ofher places, T have alwavs heen wil-
ling (o (alk with reporters and colnnists. Others assae-
ciated with e tended to do likewise. T tried to use dis-
cretion in andiing material so as to bhenefit the ageney
andd the government and the country. I never objeeted to
my associates oy subordinates talkingwith reporters and
we of{en disenssed the value of gefting accurafe unelas-
gified material into the hands of the press, always stress-
ing the use of intelligent disereiton,  Many people on
the Planning Committee stafl had exeellent press con-
tacts and used them to the benefit of WEPB and the na-
tional inferest. T saw the press representatives in and
out of the office. Many were and are socinl aequaint-
aneces and friends?” (aflidavi{ of Rebert R, Nathan).

My, Blaisdell, o member of (he WPB Planuning Connnit-
tee and subsequently Diveetor of the WEPB Orders and Beg-
ulations Burean, testified that he knew that ““various mem-
bers of the Committee and various stafl members talked
with their friends in the press whom they knew . N |
anm 'sure {hat this was our poliecy . . . I am sure that it
was the poliey to give the impression that we were doing
a good joh' (R, 142-143).

Mv. Paul T. Homan, presenily with the Couneil of Feo-
nomie Advisers and formerly consulant fo the Progran
Bureau and Requirements Commiflee on sleel alloeations
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in the WIR, stafed that “*there was a great deal of freedom
for different groups® on giving out information, and “rela-
tions hetween WPB and the press were never focused and
centralized throngh the Public Information Office . . .7
(R. 158). _

Mr. Rufus Burr Smith, Chief of the Reparations and
Property Branel, State Department, and formerly. in the
Planning Commitice of the WP, tesfified that e ““feli
it proper {o give them (newspapernen) an tterpretation
of known elassified information® (k. 179). *“The contact
hotween menthers (of WPB), and newspapermen was ex-
coedingly informal o . .7 (R, 180},

Mrs. Doreen Dallam Smith, who worked diveetly with
Remington at WIPR in 1943 stated that she cauld *eertainly
bear out the statement made hy My, Remington . . . that
although we weren't responsible in a formal way for rela-
tions with the press, we always endeavered to spread eorrect
inferpretations to the public whenever possible™ {(affidavit
of Doreen Dallam Smith).

Two other men of fop rank in the Government hore wit-
ness 1o this same practice. My, Richard Bisscll, Assistant
Deputy Administralor of the Feonomie Cooperation Admin-
istratton, stated that there are severnl members of the pross
with whom he has intimafe social contaets awd dizenssions
on current issnes. e went on to indicafe that lie had lunch
with members of the press “far the express purpose of giv-
ing them sonmie hackground fill-in or information™ (R. 223).

Mr. Authony Hyde, Divector of Tuformation and Reports
for three diveetors of the Office of War Mobilization and
Reconversion, Fred M, Vinson, John W, Snyder and Jlohn
R. Steelman, siated as follows:

“Beenuse 1 had the diveel responsthility of preparing
government reports and releasing information to the
public, 1 had many occasions {0 ohserve Mr. Heming-
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ton's ability to talk with newspapermen. As a matter
of Taet, most newspapermen prefer {o ialk to experts
direetly, rather than through a third party.” This is
particularly true of well informed newspapermen or
women working in the field of business economics,

1t was therefore my poliey, wherever possible, {o
arrange for newspapermen to falk to our ceonomists,
and on many oceasions, I arranged for My, Remingfon
{o talk {o the press,

Somefimes we were not in a position {o make a full :
diselosure of facls, not for any reasons of sceurity,
heeause {he wnr was over. There were reasens of pol-
iev, however, which made it necessary for us {o with-
hold eevipin maiters which were under disenssion, and
on which poliey had not heen decided.

On the other hand, in a demoeraey it is important to
give as much information to the press as possible. The
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:
importanee of this perhaps is illusirated by the fact that I*.';

Remington's actions in sceing Miss Beatley must be
viewed in the Hght of this general informal practice of
WPB and other Government officials baving lnnch and other
social relations with representatives of the press. It must
alko be viewed in the light of the desive of a 24 or Z)-vear
old, highly energefic government official to make a contri-
hution hy hielping to ““seil’” the work of the agency at which
e was emplayed.” Tt did not secem unnsual to Remington,
af the time that when Mias Bentley ealled him shie suggesied
lunch and io meet half-way (8. 209); nor did if seem
strauge that she sphsequently snggested meeting forr a
milk shake (1. 103) or even in the Mellon Art Gallery
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(S. 253) or in a park (8. 100), hoth near to his place of -
work.  Remington festified {hat he “‘did ask her {o my
office a couple of times, and she had an excuse to give
why she didn't want {o come and the exeuse seemed plaus-
ihle tome af that time™ (8. 210), The real Faet of the matter
was thal Miss Bentley, in addition to passing herself off.
as a rescarch assistant for a book writer and newspaper-
men, was trving to make a ““social contact™ out of their
relafionship (R. 103). Remington ““‘thought of her as a sort

At the opening of the hearing hefore the Senate Conunit-
tee (8. 1), Miss Bentley festified that she did net reeall ever
having used “any name like Johnson.”  Subsequently she
weakened on this festimony (8. 33) but never guite admitted
the use of that name. Mr. Budenz testified that he knew
Miss Bentley as ““‘Helen Johns® (8. 142), as did Mr. Robert
T. Miller (11, 779). My, Bernard S, Redinont wrote the
Iouse Comuniltee that Miss Bentley ““said her name was
Helen Johnson amd that she did arficles and researveh for

PAM and other publications® (H. 1360).

Miss Benfley testified that if they found Communisis in
“inaclive agencies”’, they would puil strings fo move ““themn
info n more strategic location™ (8. 12}, Subsequendly she
testified 1hat Remington had gotten to a place wheve his in-
formation “*was of absolutely no use to us® (8. 33), but-did
not suggest that anybody ever thought of moving him.

Miss Beutley testified that Remington became *‘unwilling
{o pive her information (8. 46). This hardly squares with
the Communist theory of discipline. ““If is almost hke an
:11'11\_\"or;:':mixntimx,” she festified, ““where yvou lake orders
and vou don't ask questions” (8. 8).

Miss Bentley testified that she hrought receipts back for
the dues whichi she eollected from different peaple (8. 16),
bul never suggested she gave Remington any such reecipts.

Miss Bentley testificd that in the latter pavt of 1944 she
was “foreed?” by thie Russiaus to turn over her contacts and
was “put oniee’ (S.20). A moment later shie {extified she
had wmade it clear to the Rassians that she “didn’t like this
work” and “hiad heen trying to squirm out™ (8. 21).

Miss Bentley did not even know what Remington’s job
was despite her elaim of familiarity. She festified “at first
e was ot in a spot which was of too much help io vs. But
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Jater he gol intoa part of the War Production Board where
he was dealing with aiveraft-production ficures. 1 don’t
know the fitle of that particular division of the WIPB”™
{S. 29). Subscinently Miss Bentley testified that Reming-
ton moved ““into a partion of the WPB, T don't know what
the technienl nome ix, but it was a sort of reviewinz board!".
(S. 34) where Reminzlon’s information was “*of ahsolutely
no use to us’’ (8. 33). The reeord is clear that Remington

made only one <hift in the WIPB and this did not affeet his
access to information.  Miss Bentley wenf on to say ¢4, |,

Actually, what lis job was—when people applied to the

WPB, let's say, for brass or buttons, the allocations eom-

millee—I gness it was—went over it and cither accepted it

or rejected . The rojeefs mizht come back again for :
review,  And hie was on the eommittee, 1 understand, that
reviewed these reappeals for allocations of materials; which
was, of conrse, of no help to ws—{o know whether N got.

tons, yousee’ (5.33). Mr, Blaisdell, Remington s cuperior,
stated eafegorically that Reminglon was not involved in work
of this kind (R. 248.219}.

Misx Bentley, in denving that Remington had given her
confributions for the Joint Anti-Fascist Refueee Commitiee
rather than dues for the Conmupnist Party, testified that she
did not even know what the Joint Anfi-Fascist Refuwee Con-
mitiee was (8, 39). This scems rather odd in view of the fact
that she did not contradiet Congressman Mandt when he
referred to the faet that she had been a member of the Joint
Aunii-TPasecist Refagee Commitiee (11 539). It seems even
stranger when it is reealled that World Tourists, Ine, of

~which Mr. Golos was President (8. 9) handled Gerbardt

Eisler’s {rip to the Soviet Union (New York Times 2/7/47,
page 3). Mr. Eisler’s connection with the Joint Anfi-Faseist
Refugee Comniittee is well-known and Miss Bentley has ad-
witted her most elose association with Mr. Golos (8. 7, 43).

Mizs Bentley failed to give any explanation why Reming-
fon was not & member of any Clommnnist or sobversive
group, or why he didn't have any such associntions. The

closest she eame to an explanation was her statement that

“a Communist-at-large is a person in general who for one
reason or another has {o be o sceret that the party eannot
take the risk of lelting him meel in an open unit meeting
with other Communists, and therefore vou nre responsible
to only one person. . .7 (8.6). Presumably Miss Bentley
meant that Remington was sueh a “*seervet” person. She
later contradicted herself hy stating that if a person was in
“n very secref spot”’, they would have pre-arranged meet-
ing places and otherwise she would eall them at the office or
clsewhere (8.15). Apparvently Miss Bentley was saying that
Remington was in the latter category for coulaetl purposes
and in the former eategory as an explanation why he was not
part of any Communist group. Even more implausible,
however, is the suggesiion that Reminglon had a position so
“seeret”” that he should receive speeial treatinent. People
who Miss Beniley elaimed were infegral parts of her groups
ranged all the way up to Assisxtant Seeretaries and White
Tounse Assistants and Remington had a lowly position with
slight nceess to information

United States Navy (Age 26-27)

Remington was furloughed by the WPB in April, 1944
to enter the U. 8. Navy (R. 9). He attended the Navy
Oriental language schoot at the University of Colorade from
April to November, 1944 (R. 62) oblaining his commission

11 The fact that Remington in his effarts tn obtain a Navy Commission
nsed “sales talk™ about lis former position is {on conunon. an orenrrence
to be given any weight (R, 79).

If he was a Communist,
he didn’t give me any reason {o think so.

His ehoiee of eonversafion {opies was normal.  Ie
cerfainly wasn’t argumentative. e talked some about
economics, but that was his field of study.  And, like as
not, he'd ask some question abouf baseball rules or tae-
fies. We had navy softhall teams. There was intense
rivalry. Bill wanfed fo leave nothing undone in doiny
the most efficient job possible—on the setentifie, methnd-
ical basis, concerning basehall or anvihing else. That’s
the way hewas . . "

It should be nofed that while Remington wag in New
York at the Naval School, be did nol telephone or see Miss
Bentley, altheugh she had testified that when her contacts
came {o New York, they ot in toueh with her (11, 523; 1L
687; S. 254).°

Ile tesiified that Remington favored a higher
lovel of industrial aelivily in Germany, and more {rade
between Germany and her neighhors than the Morgenthau
Plan encompassed {R. 214).
Mr. Theodore Geiger, presenily with the Feonomic Coop-
eration Administraiion, and formerly with the Mission of
Economic Affairs in London, wrote as follows:

“Mr. Remington and 1 became befter acquainted in
October and November of 1HH when we were both with
the U. 8. Mission for Economice Affairs in London. Our

_work brought us logether several times a day and as
we were both in Bngland without our families, we were
accasionally fogether outside of office hours. 1 eansiafe
most emphafieally that in the fall of 1243 in London,
Mr, Remingion scemed to me to be vigorously anti-com-
munist, and frequently expressed himself as opposed
{o the Russian atiempts to communize Kurope and to
the Morgenthan plan for Germany, which he believed
was being supporied by the communists for their own
ends’’ (allidavit of Theodore Geiger).

Office of War Mobilization and Reconversion (Age 28.29)

When Mr. Blaisdell was in Washington in November,
1943, he received word that Remington’s third child had
just been stilborn, and he carried that message back to
Remington in London (R. 132}. Remington obtained leave
from the Navy and the Mission and returned fo Washingion
(12. 133). e subscquently let My, Blaisdell know that the
sifnation in his family had not developed well at all and as
a vesull he felt it would not he wise to return {o Loundon
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(R. 133). DPrevious associnfes at the War Produection
Board offered Remington a position at the Office of War
Mobilizalion and Reconversion and he was assigned by
the Navy to that work (8. 258-259). Remington remained
there from December, 1945 unfil March, 1947 in various
capacities (R, 10; 8. 260).

Mr. Robert C. Turner, Administrative Assistant fo Mr.
Jolin R. Steelmnan, the Assistant to the President (R. 164},
testified that he had worked closely with Remington in the

~ Office of War Mobilization and Reconversion (R. 164).

My. Turner stated that Remington “‘cooperated fully in
carrying out the policies and instructions of the superiors,
and devoted his time and energies to this purpose with
vigor and enthusiasm. -I was never aware of any action or
word which was in any way disloyal to this Government or
which would lead me to suspeet disloyalty. I bave dis-
cussed {his with Mr. Steelman, who was the Director of the
Office of War Mobilization and Reconversion from July 1,
1946 to Jamnary 1, 1947. He has authorized me fo advise

vou that, although his personal experiences with Mr. Rem- '

inzton were limited, his impressions as to Mr. Remington’s
lovalty and devotion te duty coincide with my own . .
Mr. Remingzton was very able and discharged his funetions
very satisfactorilv—his almost tircless, eomplele willing-
ness to put in endless hours of overtime—more than I was®’
(R. 164-1634).

Mr. Richard Bissell, who served as Deputy Director of
the Office of War Mobilization and Reconversion (R. 218},
tesfified that Remington had favored wage controls and
wawe stabilization which are well known to have been op-

posed by all shades of opinion on the left (R. 219). Mr..

Bissell went on fo testify that Remingion had several
fimes expressed bimself {o Mr. Bissell as a personal be-
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liever ‘‘in a private enferprise society’ (R. 220). Mr.
Bissell even went so far as {o discuss with Remington

;ihc possibility of an appointment at M.LT. (R. 220).

Mr. Raobinson Newcomb, a stafl member of the Council of
the Economic Advisers (R. 160) stated that at the Office
of War Mobilization and Reconversion in 1946 Reminglon
sided with him on a rent contro! issue which involved the
question whether the fact that a large pereentage of land-
Jords were losing money was a proper eonsideration in the
determination of rents. Mr. Newcomb testified that Rem-
ington and he worked against the gronp who felf that this
factor was not a proper consideration (R. 161-162).

AMr. Joseph Loftus, Director, Sloan Teaching Foundation,
American University (R, 201), testified that he had shaved
offices with Remington at the Office of - War Mobilization
and Reconversion, and had an intimate acquaintanceship
with him, including luncheon maybe as much as twice a week
(R. 202). Mr. Loftus stated that ‘I would say quite eafe-
gorically over the period of that time I had absolutely no
oceasion fo in any way think there was any question of Mr.
Remington’s loyvalty., Since the guestion has heen raised in
the papers, and looking back over the years, I can think of
no one instance that would lead me to think any action of
his would be disloyal or [of a] questionable nature’ (R.
202).

Mr. Edwin B. George, Assistant to the President of Dun
& Bradstreet, Inc,, who served as consuliant for the House
Seleet Committee on Postwar Feonomie Poliey and Plan-
ning, wrofe that his work had brought him in frequent con-
tact with Reminglon while the latter was at the Office of
War Mobilization and Reconversion. “‘In that contact I
found his poliey and administrative beliefs to be premised
definitely on an early return {o free enterprise” (affidavit
of Edwin B. George).
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Mr. Jolin C. Davis, presently at the Couneil of Feonomic
Advisers and an associate of Reminglon’s at the Office of -
War Mobilization and Reconversion, wrote as follows:

“Mr. Remingfon always impressed me as a sound
economist with tendencies toward being conservative
rathier than )iberal. His belief in the capitalistic sys-
tem was appavent. In fact Mr. Remington at times
strongly expressed his confidence in the strength and
vitality of our system. During my entire association
with Mr. Remington I never heard him express any
thonghts or engage in any acts other than those of a
loyal American citizen” (affidavit of John C. Davis).

Mr. Anthony Hxyde, Deputy Director of the Olfice of War
Mobilization and Reconversion, wrote as follows:

7 feel certain of Mr. Remington’s loyalty. There is
a pecenliarly warped gquality of mind that frequently
identifies the eomnmunist. Mr. Remington’s mind is
objective and thorough in its workings. I never de-
tected any political or communistic bias, and in my
own mind I am quite surc that none cver existed’
{affidavit of Anthony Hyde).

Council of Fconomic Advisers (Age 29-30)

In March, 1947, with the liguidation of the Office of War
Mobilization and Reconversion, Rewmington transferred to
the Council of Economic Advisers (I3, 10). Remington
remained there until Mareh, 1948, but was loaned to the
President’s Committee on Foreign Aid (The Harriman
Committee) for a period of several months during lis
emploviment by the Couneil (R. 150).

In Mareh, 1947, about the time he commenced his work
for the Couneil of Economic Advisers, Remington prepared
a memarandum to Sceretary of Commerce Harrinan in
which he pointed out, while supporting the Greek and Turk-
ish aid programs, that these were not suflicient to “‘prevent
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Russian domination of Europe and the near East.’' He
outlined a miuch more extensive program as ““the hest guar-
Jautee against USSR expansionism.”” The final draft of this
‘memorandum, which is a part of the record of this praceed-
ing, is dated April 3, 147,

Dr. Edwin (i, Noarse, Chatrinan, Council of Eeonanie Ad- -
vicers {R. H8), who was forineriy Viee-President of Brook-
ings Institute and President of the American Feonowiie
Aszocintion, referved to Reminglon’s work as *'=ound con-
gservalive cconomie analysic™ (R, 150).  Dr. Nourse also
testified that it was the task of the Counet] of Economic Ad-
visers to fit the Ewropean Recovery Progyiam info the
domestic eeonomy, and to this end the Conneil cooperated
and worked with the Harriman Commitice. Shortly there-
after Seerctary Harriman requested that Remington he
trausferred to that Committee as he had known of his work
(RR. 150). Dr. Neurse testified that My, Hareiman felt
that Mr. Reminglon’s serviees were mare pressingly
needed there, and while we gave him up reluctantly, we felt
that we had to do so”" (R. 150}, .

 Dr. Joln DL Clack, member of the Couneit of Feonowie
Advirers (R. 151), who was formerly Viee-Prestdent of the
Standard Ol Company of Indiann and Dean of the Nebhraska
Collere of Business Administration, testified as fo bis close
contact with Remingion al the Council (R, 151.152), Dr.
Clark stided: T ean af least sav I have a specinlized knowl-
edge of the cconomies of Cormmumism and Socialisin, and
ant ahle to judge how the views fit into the pattern of
Marxisie and socialist thaught . . . and T will «sayv Mr.
Chademan that T would vale Mye, Rewinglon as o conserva-
tive. 1 wouldn’t even place him very far over on the liberal
side i1 his ceonomie views? (R, 152).
AMe. PPant T. IHoman, a «tafl memher of {lie Counetl of

Feonomie Advisers (R, 134), testified as to hiz inlimate
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relationship with Remingten at the Council (R. 153) and
he went on as follows: “1 ean say with the most ¢learest
memory here that in the general talk arownd there about the
;;\!nrslmll Plan that 1 would have thought that M Rem-
ington showed a deep—ahmost anotional interest in the
promuleation of the plan and getting it vnder way—in many N
of onr eonversations? (R. 186-157). My, Homan testified
that he had falked with Reminglon about the guestion l
whether Remington should go to work with Mr. Bissel],
Txeculive Seeretary of ihe Harriman Committee, and Rew-
inzton was “‘hell bent fo throw himself into this thing”

(R. 157). :

Mr. Bissell testified he had come {o Washington on short
notice tu July, 147 fo act as Excentive Sceretary of the !
Havriman Comnniftee and tmmediately obfained Reming- {

fon’s services as one of his (wo Assistant Tixecutive Secre-
tavies, by borrowing him from the Council of Feonomie
Advisers (R, 221). My Bissell testified that doring the
several months Remington was with him, e ““was a very
strong advoeate iudeed of extensive cconomie assistance to
the Western European eounivies . . . to solidify our tacit
allianee in opposition {o the spread of Communism . . . |
he would put forward the support of this policy in such
unequivoeal and strong and extreme tevms that 1 felt that on

one or two occasions those drafts might have heen unwel-
come to the Conmnittee and might he construed by them as
overstating their own views'” (R, 222),

Mr. Max P Millikan, Rereaveh Associate in Keonomies
at Yale University, who was the ofher Assistant Execative
Secretary of the Havriman Committee along with Reming-
fon, wrote as follows:

«On numerous oceasions when we discussed privately

our reasons for helievine that Ameriean aid {o western
Lurope was essential he expressed the view (hat this
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was necessary to halt the spread of communicm in
Furopean countries, -1 authered that this wns ane of
the reaszons why he was willing to work nights and
weekends assembline material for the menbers of the
Conmifico.

i,

During the first twe or three weeks of our work while
Mr. Bissell was awax on vacation Ar. Remington took
primary vespousibility for mterviewing wembers of 1he
press abaut the work of the Committee. Wo discussed
what aur attitude shoulil be and 1 saf in on several sneh
mferviews with him. e folf that the sncecss of the
Mavshall Plan hiugoed on its seenring wide popular
support throngh the country, nud was therefore anxious
to give the press as much help and information as he
could,

Therve were eertain matters, of conrse, on which the
Conmitice had nof made up its mind finally and cortain
other questions where the Comuittee had aceess fo datp
not reneraliv available to the publie. 1 felt, and 1 am
sure Mr. Bissell did ton, that M. Remiugton shiowed
excellent judement awd diseretion in supplving rvepari--
ers with as mueh material as he conkd withont violating
confidences, eommittine the Commitiee, or releasing any
classified matlerial”? (afhdavit of Max F. Millikan).

My, Fred Warner Neal, now Coordinalor of Public Rela-
tions for the Universify of the State of New York, aml
formerly Washineton correspondent for the Wall Street
Journal and a eonsultant on Russinn Affairs for the Depart-
ment of State, wrote as follows: ‘T is alzo true that in {he
Fall of 1947, in private disenssions with me he {Remington)
expressed views more eritical of the foreizm poliey of {he
Soviet Union than my ewn and defended all policies of the
UL 8. Govermment, especially Including the Greek Aid Pro-
gram and the Marshall P (aflidavit of Fred Warner
Neal). .

Dr. Dwight W, Chapman, Jr, a psyehologist with the
Commitice on Tliman Resourees, Departwment of Nafional
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Dofense, and a friend of Reminglon’s, wrote of him during
this peviod as follows:

“The wost pertinent matter is of course any obser-
vations which bear on his orieantation toward Com-
munism, Russian foreign poliey and allied qguestions.
Mr. Remington'’s views on all sneli wmatters have been:
_ quite independent of, and indeed ditunetrically opposed
¥ “to, Russian and American Communist Parly lines. He
) has been strongly eritical of Russian forcign poliey.
: He strongly supports the Marshall plan and other
1 | American programs {o which the Connnnuists are bit-
terly opposed. He shows keen awareness of the sources
of Commuuist propaganda and ifs nature and is con-
cerned to see it mef with effective counter argument.
Ilis ecentrad interests are in the strengihening of this
! country and others against the threats which Russin
may offer.  His political attitudes are the sober and
niddle-of -the-road kind that would be about as weleome
fo Communists or their sympathizers as would he a ease
of measles to a nursery school” (affidavit of Dwight 1.
Chapuan, Jr.).

Mr. Howard S. Piquet, Senior Specialist International
Feonomics, Lezislative Reference Serviee of the Library
of Congress, wrote that he was Deputy Staff Director of
the Honse Seleetive Committee on Foveign Aud (The Herter
: Committee) and that he had elose eontaet with Reminglon at
; the Havriman Commitice. e stated ““his (Heminglon’s)
1 . enthusiasm for the Turopean Recovery Program was evi-
: dont and the honrs of overtime that he put in to make the
work of the Harriman Committec a success were many’’
- (affidavit of Doward 8. Piquet).

One interes{ing sidelight of Remington’s views during the
period of lis work at the Council of Beonomic Advisers
mighit be ealied to the Board's altention here. My, Maleohn
Keir, Senior Professor of Beomomies ol Dartmondh College
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H1ast winter e (Remingfon) ealled at my home for a social
visH, during which T asked hiny, <., . Bill, as a U. 8. em-
plovee what do vou think of the loyaliy tests?? s answer
as 1 remember it was: ‘They are well set up and earefully
administered. They are necessary. There is a possibility of
war with Russin,  There inust be no emplovees of the United
States Government who are sympathetic to Russia and her
s_v.-«lcm— of roveryment®,™

To the same effeet is the affidavit of Mrs. Millard F. Bill-
ings, the wife of the Direetor of Civilian Personnel, United
States Marine Corps. Mrs. Billings wrote as follows:

““Since the question of his (Reminglon’s) Joyalty has
arisen, [ have fried to veendl conversations or remnvks
or attitudes which might indicate his lovalty or lack of
lovalty., T do remewhber ane conversation when the
Joyalty tnvestizgations were much in the news. As 1
reenll, i was during {the summer of 1947, Mrs. Shep-
“herd, My, Remington, aml I were the only persons pres-
eut. T rewarked that lovalty investigations should he
conducted anly hy highly trained and mature persons,
‘Beeause if they are not’, T snid i effeet, “siany innocent
persons may suffer,’

“Myr. Remington remarked thaf even thongh innoeent
people might s<uffer, it was worlh it to get the Com.
nmnists ond of our gcovermuent. Tle said {hat if a dozen
tnocent persons were unjustly necused, bul one Cow-
mmist were diseovered, it was werth it*? {affidavit of
Mrs, Miltard F. Billings).

Department of Commerce (Age 30)

In Mavrch, 148, Remington was appointed Director of the
Export Program Staff, Office of International Trade, De.-
partment of Commerce (R, 10). e obiaincd this posifion
throngh the reconmmendation of a friend in the Conumeree
Pepartment, and the concurrence of varions persons includ-
ing Mr. Francis Melntyre, Assistant Director, Office of In-
fernational Trade, and Mr. Blaisdell, Assistant Seerctary
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of Commeree (R. 135, 196). This position he held until the
present Joyalty procecding wis comenced in July, 1148,
Toven in ihis short space of a fow months Remington’s posi-
fiou in favor of extremely tight export controls on shipments
1o Russia and the saicllite couniries beeame abundantly
clear.

Mr. Blaisdell testified that Remington was designated
chairman of an ad hoe inter-departmental commitice with
the responsibility partientarly of reviewing exports to Rus-
sin and the satellite conutries (R, 3133). Reminglon, he said,
«“worked day, and he worked night. This job was directed
almost xpeeifieally at the probiem of trying {o control our
exports {o Rassia, and whatl way we might weaken the war
potentials of the Soviet Union. . . having been placed in
a job of unusnal importance, it was ea vvied out with a great
viwor and cemplete integrity’” (B. 135-136).

Mr. Melntyre testified that ““the jmigments as to the ap-
propriatencss of approving exportation to eastern Emvope
(Russia and the satellites) which AMr. Remington exercised
were extremely eautions and in fnet, that hits reeommenda-

tions were in favor of less exports and the export of less

erifteal items”” (T, 197).

Mr. Edwin Martin, Deputy Divector, Office of Inierna-
fiona) Trade Poliey, State Deparfment (R. 167), testified
that be served as the State Department’s representative on
the ad hoe committee dealing with exports (R. 169). A
Martin testified as follows: *“I think that in most cascs, 1
don’t want to sav all, hut it comes close to that, that M.
Remington felt that the hasis of the U. 8. poliey on which we
were working eould be best served by a more stringent and
a maore striet control of our exports to {he varions castern
Furopean counfries than the State Department thought was
desirable at that time™ (1L 170},
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Mr. Norris Kenney, Adviser on Trade Policy, National
Military Establishinent, who represented the Armed Serv-
1qc'~ on the ad hoc committee (I}, 188}, testified that 1
mn,}or issne involving national security was advanced by
Mr, Remington while T was a member of that Committee
during my assoctatton with him which would lead me to
believe that he didu’t have the natienal seccurity interests
as mnch at heart as T did” (R, 189).

Mr. C. R. Lee, Chief of the Connerce Review Section,
Atomic Energy Commission, who represented the Connnis-
sion on the ad hoe eommitice (R. 190), fesiified that there
were no issues ou which Remington took a position contrary
-to Mr. Lee’s (R. 101}, and in fact, there were others on the
Committee who took a more liberal poliey with respeet to
exports to Russia than did Remington (R, 193).

Finally, Mr. David Bruee, now Chief of the Special Mis-
sion to Franee, Economic Cooperation Administration, who
was Assistant Seceretary of Commerce during most of the
period when Reminglon was in the Department, has written
as follows:

HFrom some thme in Mareh 18 until May 15, 1948
I had oceaston frequently to observe the work of Mr,
Remington in eonneetion with the Ameriean policy of
control of exports {o Russia and the satellite countries
of Eastern Furope. Mr. Remington was during that
period an active memher of the Interdepartmental Ad
ITae Suhcomnmittee and was Chairman of the Xconomic
Working Gronp. Both of these committees concerned
themsclves with the problem whieli 1 have mentioned
above. Im addition, he appeared on several oceasions
hefore the Interdepartmental Advisory Commiftec of
whieh I myself was Chairman.,

““In the course of Mr. Remington's operaiionsin these
comuniftees, T derived the distinet impression that he
was strongly anti-coninumst in his sympathies and in
bis viewpoints. lle was in favor of a teugher policy

e e -
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regarding the shutting off of exporis from the U. 8. o
Russia and the satellite countries than were some other
of his colleagues. In fact my recollection is that at times
his bins was so strongly azainst shipments to these
destinations 1hat 1 questioned the reasonablencss of his
judgments in {his regard on more than one oceasion.
Had he been a conumunist sympathizer it is incredibie to
me that he would have so counsisiently made recom-
mondations which were so adverse fo communist in-
terests and principles’’ {affidavit of David Bruce).

Argument

In a very real sense, the chronological statement of faets
just related constitutes the argument on behalf of Willimm
Remington, for the facts themselves demoustrate that no
reasonable gronnds’ could possibly exist for beliet that
Remington is disloyat to the Government of the United
States. On the contrary, this chronological statement of
faels demonstrates berond peradventure of daubt that
Remiugton is passionately and unreservedly devoted to the
Governmoent of the United States. Because we believe that
the facts speak for theniselves to such a lnrge extent, the
argument will not be lengthy.

1

The President’s Executive Order states that ““the stand-
ard for the refusal of employment or the removal from
crployment fn an exceutive department or agency on
erounds relafing to loyalty shall be that, on all the evidenee,
reasonable grounds exist for belief that the person involved
is disloval to the Government of the United States.”
“Luynl{-y” and ““disloyalty’ are not casily definable con-
cepts; they have as vet no preeise meanng to gmde the
Bonrd or comnsel before it. We have therefore taken three

separide appraaches fo the concopts of “loyalty” and *“dis-
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whatever—primary, sccondary, or to the remotest degree—-

to Russia or to the Conmmnist Party,

A Not a single person, including Miss Bentley, has suggested

} that he or she ever heard Remington say one thing sympa-
thetic 10 Russia or to the Communist Party or make oue
statement that followed the Conpuunist *‘partydine.”” It -
shonld be nofed again that Miss Bentley did not tes{ify that
Remingion ever saud a favorable word {o her about Russia
or the Communist Party, or that he made auv statement
to her indienting sympathy with Russia or the Connmunist
Party. Al Miss Bentley festified was that Golos had fold
her hefore she ever met Remington that the latter was a
Communist. Miss Bentley never said she knew this of her
knowledge; she does not even c¢laim that it was {old to her
by any hving person. Evervthing is attribuied to a dead
man. “*The narration of conversations correetly is the most
diffiewlt feat of memory and of expression, and of all

evidenee the narraiion of a witness of his conversation with
a dead person is esteemed in Justice the weakest.”” Piffet’s
Succession, 37 La. Ann. 871, 873. ““Courts of justice lend
a very unwilling ear to statements of what dead men had
satd.”! Lea v. Polk County Copper Co., 21 1low. 493, H04
(U. 8.). .

The record is wholly devoid of any evidence that Reming-
fon hadl or has any degree of sympathy for Russia, the Com-
nunist Party, or “party-line'* principles. The veeord is
replete with the exaet epposite.

Mr. Leo Cherne, Executive Secretary, Researveh Institufe
of Ameriea, in his article “How to Spot a Conununist’? in
Look Magazine, March 4, 1947, lists as the first {wo tests of
a Communist or a fellow-traveler the following :

(1) The belief that the war waged by Greaf Britain
and her allies doarving fhe period from Angnst 1939 to
June 141 (the period of the war before Russia was in-
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vaded), was an ‘imperialistic’ war and a game of power
polities. '

“{2) The support of a foreign policy whiclt agrees
always with fhat followed by Soviet Russia, and which
changes as the USSR policy ehanges,”’

With this definition in mind, we now Iist the posifions
taken by Remington on public issues wholly confrary to the
“party-line”"* Euch position is correborated in the record
ax is clear from the chironalogical statement of faets:

(1) In 19341941, Remingion opposed {he Nazi-Soviel
Pact, strongly supporied by the ““party-line.”

(2) In 3939-1940, Remington supported Finland agaiust
Russia, when the “party-line” was to eall Finland the ag-
gressor,

(3) In 1930-1941, Remington supporied Aid-to-Britain,
when the “‘parly-Jine” was to call the war an imperialist
struggle and oppose any aid to the Allies.

(4) In 1942, Remington was one of the originators, de-
velopers and supporters of the Controlled Materials Plan,
strongly denounced by the *“party-line.”’

. (5) In 1145, Remington opposed the Morgenthan Plan,
strongly supported by the ““party-line.”

(G) In 1946, Remington suppovled wage conirols as a
correlative of price controls; all wage conirols were
strongly opposed by the ““party-line.”?

(7) In 1947, Remington supporied the Greek-Turkish
aid program, violently denounced by the *“party-line.”

H W do do not mean to snggest or imply in any way that evervone
wha held these “party-lipe” views is a Commmist or a feRow-traveler.
We do say thal anyane who eonsistordly opposed these views is eertainly
in opposition {0 the Commmnist Parly and the “party-fine.”
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(8) In 1947, Remington supported the Marshall Plan,
violenily denounced hy the “party-line,*?

(.‘% In 1947, Remington supported the Loyalty Program,
viciously atlacked by the “party-line.”

(10) In 1948, Remingfon supported curtailment of ex-
ports to Russia amd {he satellite countries, strongly de-
nounced by the “party-line,”

These were not idle views expressed by Reminglon in
some philesophical or social context.  These were the views
on which e acted as a Government employee.  As a junior
employee at the National Resources Plannuning Board (duy-
ing the period of the Nazi-Soviet Paet), he not onty sup-
ported Aid-fo-Britain, but worked tirelesslv to build a na-
tional roster of scientific and specialized personnel to meel
wartime needs”™ As a voung War Production Board
cconamist he helped formulate and develop the (fontrolled
Materials Plan.  As a member of the Mission for Economie
Affairs in London, he worked actively agninst the Mor-
genthau Plan and for a higher level of German industry.
A a member of the Office of War Mobilization and Recon-
version, he supparted wage controls. As an emplovee of
the Counell of Econmuie Advisers and the arriman Com-
miftee, he helped develop the Marshall Plan,  Finally, at
the Departmient of Commeree, he worked to curtail ex-
poris to Russia and the safellite countiries. Duving all of
Remington’s working life, his actions as well as his views
have heen wholly apposed to the ““party-line’ position on
all major issues. We-doubt that any Government employec
of comparable rank eould make a stronger showing than
this of consisient and vizorous opposition, by word and deed,
to the positions and interest of Russia and the Communist
“party-line.”

¥ Bee aflidavit of Jane Hermdoy SI!I“].L
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The Execentive Order in Part V, Scetion 2, sels forth a
number of activities-and associafions which may be con-
sidered in ecouncetion with the determination of loyalty.
We set out below the language of each subparagraph of
Secction 2 and then its application, if any, {o this pro-
ceeding : '

(n) ““Babolage, espionage, or atlempls or prepara-
tions therefor, or knowingly aszociating with spies or
sahoteurs;*’

Remington knew Miss Bentley as a newspaper rescarch
woman. His association with her cannot, therefore, he eon-
sidered as “knowingly’” associating with a spy.

(h) “*Treason or sedition or advocacy thercof;”

No suggestion has been made of any such activity or
advocacy, and all the evidenee in the record is to ilie con-
irary.

{c) **Advocacy of revolution or force or vielence to

alter the consfitutional form of govermment of the
United States;”’

No suggestion has been made of any sueh advoecacy and
all the evidence in the record is to the contrary.

(d) ““Intentional, unauthorized disclosure to any
person under circumstances which may indicate dis-
levalty to the United States, of documents or informa-
fion of a confidential or non-public character obiained
by the person making ihe disclosure as a result of his
employment by the Government of the United States;™”

The only infermation Remington disclosed to Miss
Bentley was of a public character of the type regularly dis-
closed by War Produetion Board officials to newspapermen
and given her i 1he belief that she was a newspaper woman
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engaged in research work. Miss Bentley has not sugrested
that she could fell from any of the information that Rem-
ingfon gave her that it was classified; she has not sng-
gested that any of it was stamped ““geerct’’ or ““confiden-
tinl.” Her only reason for even assuming it was “seeret ™’
was her hare statement that Remington had told her go; her
words were: “From what he said, that information was
certainly sceret” (8. 32). Niss Bentley’s testimony on {he
information she received from Remington is particularly
vague and incoensistent (see pp. 25-30, supra).

(¢) “Performing or attempling to perform his du-
{ics, or otherwise aeting, so as {o serve the inferests
of another government in preference to the interests
of the United States;”’

Rewmington’s  superiors  thvoughont his  Governmeoent
career have tesfified to his lovalty, capability and devofion
in the performance of his duties.

{f) *“Membership in, affiliation with or sympathetic
association with any forcizn or domestie organization,
association, movement, eroup or combinafion of per-
sons, designafed by {he Attornev General as totali-
{avian, fascist, communist, or subversive, or as having
adopted a policy of advocating or approving the con-
mission of acls of force or violenee 1o deny other per-
sons their rights under the Constitution of the Unifed
States, or as secking to alter the form of government
of the United States by unconstitutiona) means.”?

The question here again is whether Miss Bentley’s asser-
tion that Remington was a “‘Communist’’ is to be helieved.'
As pointed out earlier, she made this assertion not of her
own knowledge but only as what a dead man had told her.

1% Remington's short-lived activities in connection with the Ameriean
Youth Congress and the Euergeaey Penee Nobilization more than cight
Years ava have been dizenssed eadior (see ppo 12 and 1316, supra) and
could hardly be considered within the porview of this subsection.
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Miss Bentley also stated that Remingion gave her Com-
wanist dues.  Remington has textified that the money lic
vave her was for the Joint Anti-Fascist Refugee Conmittee
amd his income tax refurns support this festimony.  Miss
Bentley hias admitied that she did not know how much Rem-
ington paid or should have paid her. Can-anyone veason-
ably conclude that Miss Bentley's testimony should be ac-
cepted in preference to Remington’s in view of the over-
whelming evidence of Remington’s views and actions con-
trary to the Communist sparty-line”t In order to believe
Miss Bentley, one would have to assume that Remingfon
was given some sort of special dispensation not only to
speak against, but actually to work against, the positions
and intorests of the Communist Party throughout lis entire
government career. Miss Bentley’s assertion is “‘streteh-
ing credality beyond its breaking point.” Ramapa Co. ¥.
A. Gastun & Co., 278 Fed. 557, 558 (L. Hand, D.J.).

I cannot he emphasized too strongly that the case against
Remington—weak as it is—has heen made np without ob-

sorving {he essential safegna rds which due process requires
for heavings of even the mast trivial of offenses—the ve-
quirement of confrontation by the accusers and the right
of cross-oxaminationt™ Whether or not these time-tested
proteetions against injustice are to be applied in fhis pro-
coeding, the Board must in any cvent nof ignore other basic

17 Wigmnre has characterized the Anglo-American  right of eross-
exmination as heing “hevond doubl the greatest legal engine ever invenied
for he diseovery of truth”  Wigmore, Evidenee, {34 Fd.} § 1367. Chief
Justice Stephens of the United Siates Court of Appeals for the Distriet
of Columbia Cirenit has foveefully aveaed that in the absence nf the oppor-
funity tn cross-exiamine witnosses (here is in fact no hearing, amd that in
wneh @ situation the fribonal is unahle to jndge “Ifrmm demeanor and by
cross-examination the opportunity of the witness to know what is claimed
to bhe known, and his eapaeity for ohsprvation, memory, and statement.”

Administrative Tribunals and the Rules of Evidence, pp. 52, 95-96.
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Jessons of our jurisprudence exposing the dangers inherent
in the “evidenee”” in this record. If must not be overlooked
hat the eharge here invelved is akin to treason, about which
Chiof Justice Marshall warned:

¢ As there is na erime which ean more excife and agi-
fate the passions of men than treason, no charge
domands more from the tribunal hefore which it is made,
a deliberate and {emperate inquiry. Whether this
inquiry be directed to the fact or fo the law, noue can
he more solemn, none more important to fhe cifizen or
{0 the government; none can more affect the safety of
both.' Faz parfe Bollman, 4 Cranch 75, 125.
This admonition was repeated by the Supreme Court in
1945 in the midst of the World War in Cramer v. Uniled
States, 325 U. S. 1, 47, 48.  Mr, Justice Jack=on eanfioned
that

“Time lias not.made the acensation of treachery Jess
poisonons, nor the task of jndging one charged with
hetraying the country, including his tricers, less suscep-
tible to the influence of suspicion and raucor.”’

The determination made by the Regional Loyaliy Board
rests npon a record so ileficient and void of evedible evidenee
that it wonld fail to sustain a charge of an olfense nmeh
lexs grave than the one here involved. The entive case
aeainst Heminglon is bottomed upou the testimony of =n
farmer Communist spy and paid agent of a foreign power,
who never appeared before the triers of the facts and wlo
has never been subjected to the test of cross-examination.
The courts have cantioned us that ““spies are always neces-
sarily drawn from the unwholesome and untrustworthy
classes and that “a right-minded man refuses such a job."”
Anderson, C. 3., Colyer v. Skefiingfon, 265 Fed. 17, 6 (D.
Mass, 1920). Furthermore, Miss Bentley is, of course, a
confessed accomplice in everything she charges apainst
Remingion; she has never been called to account for her
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crimes and has apparently received immuniiy for them.
Our Jaw has always recognized that the festimony of a con-
fosserd accomplice must be reccived with the greatest of
cauntion. Lord Abinger long ago observed in Regina v, Far-
Ier, & Car. & P. 106, 108 (1837): . .
+The danger is that when a man is fixed, and knows
that his own guilt is detected, he purchases immunity
by falsely accusing others.”

Our own Supreme Court has heen no less critical of the
uncarrvoborated testimony of a confessed accomplice. In
Crawfard v. United States, 212 U. 8. 183, 204, the Court said:
¢ Phe evidence of such a witness {a confessed accom-

plice] ought to be roccived with suspicion, and with fhe
very greatest care aud cauntion, and onght not to be

passed upon by the jury ander the same rules govern-
ing other and apparently credible witnesses.”

AMiss Bentlev’s story is, of course, supported hy no ohjec-
tive evidence, is corroborafed by no other witnesses and has
not a shred of writing fo support it. 1t is not surprising
that it should have as its principal prop the nnverifiable
_statement of what another foreign agent, now dead, 1S sup-

posed to have fold her.
1n our courts of law, such a case would not even eall for

an answer et nlone support the imposition of a penalty
whieh would deprive & man of his reputation, livelihood,
and peace of mind, Whatever may e the rules of procedure
ander this Exceuntive Ovder, we are satisfied that this Board
cannot countenance a finding which ignores every notion
involved in our conception of ‘‘due process of law.”

11

The test which the Loyalty Review Board applies under
e Prosident’s Execentive Order is whether reasonable
grounds exist for helief {hai Remington is dislogal to the
Govermmnent of the United Siates. Certainly Remington’s
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aections in responsible positious with the Mission for Feo-
nomic Affairs in London, at the Ofiice of War Molilization
and Reconversion, with the Council of Economie Advisers,
with the Harriman Committee, and in the Commerce De-
partment, all demonstraie a 100-pereent loyalty and devo-
ion {0 the Government of the United States. So the ques-
tion before the Board must be whether some past action ol
Remington’s part is of such a nature as fo give the Board
reasonable grounds for the belief that he is now disloyal
despite this splendid record of lovally and devoted service.

Wihere in Remington’s career will oue find evidence to
overcome this record of loyalty and devoted service! From
Remingion’s college days? Whatever youihful aberrvations
Remington may have had in his first years at college—
aud these appear to have been not nnugual or uncomnion—
he forsook them long before his graduation from Dart-
mouth as the outstanding man in his class. Persons whe
have maintained their youthful radicalism far longer than
Remingfon bave made great contributions to our demo-
cratic sarvival and progress. Robert Louis Stevenson,
referring to his own college radiealism, wrote in later years:

"« am no more ashamed at having been a ved-hot
Socialist with a panacea of my own than at having been
a sucking infunt. Douhtless the world is guite ¥ight
in a million ways; but you have 1o be kicked around a
Jittle to convince you of the fact. Andin the meanwhile
vou must do something, be something, believe some-
thing.*? ‘

This quotation brings to mind President Hopkins® state-
ment about Remington already quoted: *‘the earlier this
infection {akes place, the sooner and more completely it
is aover.”’

Thus the ease hoils down to ane point: Were Reming-
ton’s velations with Miss Bentley of such a charneter as to
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throw doubt on his present loyalty? We have narrated the -
facis concerning Remington’s relations with Miss Bentley - i
in detail in the chronological statement of facts; we sum- |
marize them here for emphasis. As a result of his ill-fated )
marriage, long since ended in separation, Remington met
Miss Bentley. He testified he believed her to be'a newspaper
woman engaged in research; her only support for her conten-
tion that Remington knew her true identity was that Golos
liad told her. Remington testified that he gave her no
seeret or classified information and has made a full and com-
plete statement of what he did give her; her sole support for
her assumption that he had given her secret or elassified in-
formation was her belief that he had told her it was “‘se-
eret.” Reminglon testified that he gave Miss Bentley money
for the Joini Anti-Fascist Refugee Committee and his in-
" come tax returns support this testimony; she says he gave
her Communist dues, but she admitted she did not know
how much he gave her or how much his dues were. Is the
Board to aceept second-hand testimony of Miss Bentley, a
confessed ex-Communist agent, who bas refused to testify
before this Board, who has never been crass-cxamined,
and whose earlier testimony we have shown to be vague, in-
conclusive and inconsistent? Or is the Board to believe
Remingion’s straightforward, volumincuslty detailed testi-
mony, backed as it is both by his young lifetime of anti-
Communist positions and actions and by the testimonials
to his Ioyalty of such men as President Ernest Martin Hop-
kins of Dartmouth, Dean Lloyd K. Neidlinger of Dartmouth,
Professors Wesley C. Mitchell, Robert M. Haig, Frederick
C. Mills, and Arthur W. Macmalion of Columbia, Assistant
Secretary of Commerce Thomas Blaisdell, Edward Diekin-
son, Anthony Hyde, Assistant to the President Joln Steel-
man, Richard Bissell, Dr. Edwin G. Nourse, Dr. Joln D.
Clark, Assisiant Scerelary of Commerce David Bruce and
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dozens of otherst We believe this question can have only
one answer.

Many of the men who have written or testificd in Reming-
ton's hehalf are partienlarly well equipped to judge the char-
acter of a man's convictions and loyalty. Many of them
have known Remington intlmately, some of them over o pe-
riod of many vears. They were thoroughly familiar with
Miss Bentley’s public charges against Remington before
they testified or wrote on his behalf, Remington can well
be proud of the support of such men.

A question may now well come to the minds of the
Roard: How could a man of Remington’s high intelligence
and capabilities have been taken in by a Miss Bentley? We
are lawyers, not psychiatrists, and our answer is that the
overwhelming preponderance of the evidence supports
Remington’s case. From all the evidence as to Remington’s
views and activities against the “party-line’’; from all the
tostimony and sworn statements of people whose reputa-
{ions are bevond guestion; from the showing that Miss
Bentley’s testimony was vague, inconclusive and inconsts-

{ent—from all this we know Remington was and is loyal.

But if we are to venture our own opinion as {o how Rem-
ington could have been taken in by Miss Bentley, we wounld
eall attention fo the flattery involved in a 24- or 25-year
old subordinate government employee having a newspaper
woman seek him out, just as other newspaper men and
women were secking out his superiors and colleagues.
We would call attention to Remington’s patriotic desire 1o
hielp t“sell’” the work of his ageney. We would call attention

" to the fact that Miss Bentley tried to make her relationship

with Rémington a personal one for a luncheon or a soda.
And finally, we would call attention to the most likely expla-
nation of all, a suggestion made by Remington's high-school
Fnglish teacher who bas know bim since he was five years
old:
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“Those who do not know William Remington will

ask, ‘If be is so clever why was he so gullible?’ 1 think

1 know why. It may seem ridiculous, but I believe he

4 would bave been no mateh for an unserupulous woman.

There had never been anvthing in his whole life-pat-

{ern to teach him how to cope with duplicity and double-

dealing. I remarked to my family that anyone who

knew him would begin to question the authenticity of

Miss Bentley ’s statements as soon as she used the word

‘furtive’ in connection with him. 1 am positive he

couldn’t even be coached to be, or even to appear fur-
five’ 7’ (affidavit of Mrs. George W. Martin),

The Loyalty Review Board is not concerned in this pro-
ceeding with the gullibilify or unwisdom of Reminglon’s
aclions in secing Miss Bentlev. The sole question is Rem-

- ington’s loralty., We have shown beyond doubt that there
was nothing disloval in any of his actions; that must end
this proceeding. Remington’s gullibility and unwisdom st
the age of 24 and 25 are matters for the consideration of the
Secretary of Commerce. This Board will have exercised
its full autliority when it makes its determination on all the
evidence whether there are reasonable grounds for belief
that Remington is disloyal to the Government of the United
States. The only finding on that question which can pos-

‘ sibly be made on this record is that Remington is a loyal

¢ and devoted American citizen. '

Conclusion

We eall the Board’s attention again to the seven propo-
sitions with which we opened this brief {sece pp. 4.5,
supra). We believe that each and every one of them has
heen fully demonsirated. We believe that a finding that
William Remington is disloyal to the Govermment of the
United States wounld be a travesty of American justice.
Remington has already paid; many times over, the penalty
for his gullibilify. A nation which each day reaffirms its be-
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. lief in the Bill of Rights, a nation which one day placed a
former Confederate Soldier on the highest court of its land,
cannot find 1 William Remington disloyal. On the energies
and capabilities of mi]li?}s of William Remingtons, our
nation has grown great,

Investigations Subcozmittee, concerning William Welter Remington. This
analysis was made in order to detormine whether the information provided:
by Mr. Rogers warraated pdditional investigation. The infommation furnished by
Mr. Rogers was oontained in his letter of February 15, 1950 to Mr. Nicholse. Mr.
Rogors noted that Remington was the subject of an inquiry by the Suboommities
in 1948. ‘

ANALYSIS:

¥r. Rogers States:

"pocording to my informant, Renmington was employed by the TVA in and
around ¥noxville, Tennessee in 1937 and used Posteffice Box 1692 et Enoxville.
This poatoffice box was apparently the box used by the leaders of the Cammnist

Party in that area."

Information in Bureau Files:

Burenu files reveal that Renmington was employed on September 25, 1936,
as a messenger in the Genoral Office of the Tennesses Valley Authority at Enox-
ville, Tennessee. He resigned on April 30, 1937, without notice to socept other
worke (121-5159"50 P 2) .

On Mey 28, 1948, Mr. J. S. Remine adviaoed that he and Mr. W. E. .
O'Connor were appointed Deputy Sheriffs in 1937 to conduct investigations of ’
violations in Knox Counmty, Tennesses, with particular emphasis on subversive
activities. (121-6159-50 p.9) '

The investigation by Remine and 0'Comnor coversd the period of about

May 1937 to August 1937, Their reporis rovealed that Merwin Todd, Head Organizer
of the CIO engaged an apartment at 933 Broadway, Knoxville, Tennesses, and thay
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Horace §Brya.n and William Remington lived with hime Their reports elso revealed
that Todd slso rented Post Office Box 1692 in conjunction with Paul Crouch,
State Secretary of the Communist Party. &Simce Remington 1ivod with Todd it is
possible that he may bave received mail at Fost Office Box 1692, elthough our

files do not directly show that Remington used this mailing address.

In & report dated May 26, 1937, Messrs. R.emina and O'Connor advised .
that Todd, Bryan, Remingtom, and William Marlow had moved to 1013 Oak Avenus, .
Enoxville, Tennessee, in oompany with Henry Hart. (100-36774-3 121-6159-50 p.9)

On April 15, 1947, Remington waz interviewed by the Weshington Field
Office. At this time he confirmed his employment a3 a messenger with TVA,
Enoxville, from September 1935 to April 1937. He gtated he was eoployed with
the Workers Education Committee in Knoxville, Tennessee, from April 1937 teo
Aupust 1937, He adviged that his work consisted of conducting clagses called
"Korkers Education Classes" for labor unions. These clesses were conducted
particularly for the Textile Workers Organizing Committee, {CIO). He also
advised that in this connection he conducted olasses for the “Workers Alliance"
groups. Ho added that the head of one of these organizing groups was Bernard
(Buck) Borah who bhed been an employee of the TVA. Other men who were agsociated
with Remington in this work in Enoxville were lMerwin Todd, an eaxployee of TVA
who may have baen & member of the Workers Fducation Camnittee; and Henry Hart,
whonm Remington atated he knew very woll. Remington denied knowing that Hart
was &t that time e Communisat Party member bud gubsequently learned that he was
a Commmist through the reading of the Lilienthal Hearings in Congresse Thile
in Knoxville, Remingiton 1ived et 933 Broadway with Merwin Todd, Borace EBrysn
(who was in charge of the Forkers Education Comnittee) end Williem Marlow. e
claimed that he lived at this address only three or four woeks.

It is interesting to note that by letter dated Kovember 7, 1949,
the Knoxville Office advised that Mr. Donald T. Appell, Chief Investigator
for the House Cormittee on Un«~Americen Activities, called at the Enoxville
Office on October 10, 1949, He stated that the Comnittee was delvinp into
the Comunist activities of Williem Walter Remington and the related
activities of Merwin Todd, Henry Bart, and Horece Bryan, who were sssoclated
with the Communist Perty in Knoxville, Tennessee, during the period 1939 =
1941. He continued that the investigation beinp conducted by them was prompted
through leads furnished by Paul Crouch at the time of his hearing before the
Canmittes.

It was deternined through conversaticm with Mr. Appell thet he was
developing information concerning the use by Ramington of a Post Office box
located at Knoxville, Tennessee, during 1940, which was registered in the neme
of Horace Bryan snd was "presently registered to Merwin Todd." It wes felt by
him thet this, to some extent, might refute the testimony given by Remingtom
tefore the Loyalty Hearing Board. (121-6159-104)

The Kew York Office advised by leotter dated February 20, 1550, that
Mr. George Crendall, Director of Press Information at the Columbia Broasdcesting
System, New York City, haed telephonicelly edvised the New York Office on Jan-
vary 16, 1950, that on the previous day a representative of the House Corrdttee
on Un-Anerican Activities hsad been in to ses him in connection with Elizabeth
TWinston Todd, who 1s employed as Assistent Director of Network Operatioms at
CBS and has been employed by CBS sinoce June 4, 1942.

Accerding to the HCUA representative, he had been sent to ¥r. Crandall
by Theodore Kirkpetrick of "Counterattacks."

Mr. Crendall advised the New York Office thet the persomnel file on
Mrs. Todd reflected she resided at 264 West 12th Street, New York City, and had
been employed by TVA from 1538 to 1940, which vould indicete she was identicel -
with the person about wham the HCUA hed made inquiries.

Mr. Rogers States:

: "Paul Crouch, & former Communist Party organizer in Knoxville, whe
later turned egainst the perty, testified before the Un~American Activities
Comittee severcl years ago that he succeeded Merwin S. Todd as & Cammmist
Party orgenizer at Knoxville in 1938 and at that time took over the postoffice
box used by Todd as the official party box. It appeers that Postoffice Box

He
related that Remington returnsd to Dartmouth College in the Fall of 1937 to
cauplete his education. He remarked that he had seen Remington once since then
during e brief meeting in 1939,

Hart advised that he (Hart) joined the Corrmunist Party while an
employee of the TVA in the sumner of 1937 at which time Reminzton was no
longer his roommate. FHe advised that he had no doubts concerning the loyaltiy
of Remington to the United States and that he had never received any informssion
oven after joining the Corxmnist Party which would indicete in amy way that
Remington was interested in or connected with any wn-American activities or
groups. : :

RECOMIENDATION «

The facts furnished by lir. Rogers do not contribute materially to the
espionage investigation of Remingtone Therefore no action is being recommendad
in that investigatiom, which is now receiving active attention.

In view of the fact that the House Comnittee on Un-Amsrioan Activities
is delving into the background of Remington and his associates at TVA, it is
recommended that the Loyelty Section roview the loyslty invostigation.on
Remington and the Internal Security Section review the Security Matter - C
investigation on Merwin Todd and his wife, Elizabeth, to determine at this time
whether eny additional investigation is desired. It is not believed that any
investigation conducted by the Loyalty Section or the Internal Security Section waild
Jjeopardize the present Esplonage - R investigetion in any waye :

students of the great cpportunity in liberal leadershin to create a better
vorld. She stated she was fascinated by the statcmenis of Professor LALTD.

Yrs. ZIIIICTCE also advised that in the fall of 1936, she had atiended
a meeting of the Student Union held at \Tas“"r, and rclated that she had sou;it
out this meeting bc.cause of her interest in left ving matters. She further
related that in the winter of 1935 - 1937, she had met VILTOD BANNEIT, a Con-
mnist Party menber at Croton—~on-the~Hudson, Tew York, viiere her mother resided,
and he had interested her in Comrrinism and had taken ner to one or two Party
mectings at Croton. At that tire, her mother, lrs. CELIZADETH 1003, mentioned
hereafter, vms not 2 Party member; however, her mother folloved llrs. RZITIGTON
into the Party shoritly after lirs. AWIINCTON became a member, )

In Fevrmary, 1933, lirs, RZIIGTON, hereafter referred to as AN,
attended a peace neciting held at Dartmouth Collere, vhere she met RIE.INGTOR
for the first time. Thercaftier, they exchanged several letters and in this
correspondence, RIEIIGIO gave her advice and assistance in the organization
of the Student Union at Dennington College. She also saw RILIINGTOY several |
times during 19238 and later in the spring of that year, she and REUTIHECTON at-
tended the Student Union Convention held at Harvard University. AIll stated
that she requested REINGTON to go with her to the Student Union Convention
and they had driven to Cambridge, ilassachusetts in her car, accompanied by one
CHARLES LIVAU/CRL, e Dartmouth student,

At Harvard, she met two of REIJNGTOIN's friends who were Corrmnists.
These fricnds were B0CIE SCHIKLIR, whom she recalls was a biologist, and one
DAVE BRADLEY, whom siie recalls was also a biologist or chemist. Al advised

tua 4nerveafier SIUTEITD and ZRADLTY czme i Zemmingston Collece es "o-'*r Comm
romint leamae erpinizers wnd recriivnes AT Inte ihe Towng LormariIh, Leigue,
along with one ELAIIT xu:h., a Erooklym sophomore, mertioned hereafter. She
stated they werce the nnly twm nersons at Dennincton whon cohe iinew joined the
ST ST renndded Ly s sy cxeenbed gocnuel o applicallon for mesboerohip
in the Yeonp Commmunist Leazue and as she recalls, received a card of membeor-

ship.
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AN related that at the time she met RIUINGTON, he had another year to
po at Dartmouth University and that he had attended there a year after she graduated
from Bennington College. She stated that from RELTHGTON she learned that he had -
been in Inoxville, Tennessee in 19356 and 1937 and had been employed by the Ten-
nessee Valley Authority while in Enoxville. She further related that RENINGTOR
had informed her that he was a member of the Commnist Party and had been re-
cruited vhile in Tennessee by KATIIERIIE BUCKLES SCIIYVER, alias KIT SCIRYVER.
ARl advised that at a later date about 1939, she had become acquainted wita KIT
SCIRYVER vhile in Hew York City. At that time, KIT SCHRYVIR was employed as a
proofreader by Random House, a publishing compary, and was also a member, if
not an official, of UOPWA. Her husband, LEE SCHIYVER, was also working as a
proofreader at Viking Press, according to her best recollection. AN stated
that both KIT and LEE SCIRIVIR were Cormmunist Party members, although LEE was
not so ardent a Communist as KIT SCiRYVER. She stated that KIT SCIRYVER had
sought to aid her in obtaining a position as proofreader; although she was en-
tirely lacking in experience, for the reason that the Parly wanted a Party member
in the position. AI'Y supposed that the position was with Random House or Viking
Press, although she was not clear on this point.

In comnection vith REMIIGTONSs membership in the Communist Party, ANN
indicated that he had an experience iile in Tennessee in which he was beaten
and stated this made a profound and lasting impression on RENINGTON. Alll ad-
vised thai RIIINGTON had been active in the Youny Communist League-at Dartmouth
University and she had attended at least one meeting of the YCL with REUIIGTON
‘at Dartmouth. She estimated that the YCL group there consisted of about ten
members and identified four as DaN SCHWARTZ, CHARLES LIVERMORE, BILL BARTIN,
and one BEWNSTEII, possibly identical with WALTIR BERKSTEIV, all of whom are
mentioned hereafter. She also recalled a young colored man, CIARLES DAVIS,
vhom she stated was well acquainted with REZINGTCN's left wing activities,
although he was not a Corrmnist hinself. She stated that DAVIS had been 2
senior fellow along vith REIINCTON at Dartmouth, and that both had been can-
didates for RIIODES Scholarships, finishing second and third, respectively, in
tests for such scholarshipe .

: . A1 stated that in Wovember, 1938, she and RETILTON were married
secretly at Hew York City and the following year in June, they were re-married
formally at the home of her mother, after vhich they went to Mexico for a honey-
moon. In connection with the wedding trip, ANIN related that she and RIZINGTON
stonped in Knoxville for a day or so on the return to Wew York. They visited
friends of RELINGTON with whom he had associated during the period of TVA em-
ployments Of the persons visited, AIll now recalls four names. They were HEIRY
"JIART, an individual who had once been a member of the Communist Party but had
since defccted; BUCK BORAH, an older man whom REMINGTON admired as a father

and an individual who refused to formally join the Communist Party, although

he was closely associated with the Comunist group in the Knoxville area and

was active in Communist activities; MNURILCL SPEARE BORAI WILLIALIS and MADEL ABERCROMBI:
LANSFIELD. A!N is not certain whether FANSFIELD and #ILLIALS were members

of the Communist Party but she did know that REMINGTCON had been assoclated

vith then in comnection with his Union activities of previous years.
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i AIN recalled that she had attended Columbia University in the fall of
1938 during which time she attended secret Commmunist Party meetings with the
Party Unit-ee-Columbia. She siated that the Columbia group used false names, -
were very secretive and indulged in radical theorctical discussions on a high-
brow level, GShe found them unreasoning and very distasteful which influenced
her then and later to avoid local Party groups and to seeic association only
with Party members on a high level and on an independent basis. Among those
who attended Party meetings at Columbia, she remecmbered HEIRY H. WARE, mentioned
hereafter. Al remembered that one meeting of the Columbia University Unit
was held in a room over a store and one in a building on 125th Street.

As a result of dissatisfaction with this unit and for other reasons,
AlN subsequently joined the Comrunist Party group at Croton, Hew York and at-
tended Party meetings there. . : .

Tn the fall, 193% and spring, 1940, AMK and REINGTON resided at
510 West 123rd Street, New York City. TFor a few months during the winter of
1539, she was employed in the Office of the American Youth Congress undcr JOSEPH
CADDEN and his wife, VIVIAN LIERIAN, who were leaders of the American Youth
Congress. She mentioned that she worked immediately with one lirs. BRIDGET POYL~
SOE, an English girl who used her maiden name vhich AIT could not recall. .
BRIDGET POULSON subsequently went to Detroit and ANl believes that she later
separated from her husband. AIl at first recalled BRIDCET POULSOI as a Gom-
munist Party member but later said she was not absolutely certain of this.

AN stated that during the school year 1940 - L1, both RETINGTON
and she vere students at Columbia University. RIZZIIGTCH was majoring in Dcono-
mics and she mentioncd that they both attended one course together. This was
a course in Industrial Organization conducted by Professor RCGZERT BRADY, a
well lnown liberal firure who was employed by the Federal Govermment for some
time. With relation to REIINGTOMN's choice of subject for his M.A. Degree,
AITY advised that he had given careful consideraticn te pursuing a career in
1aw or economics. In considering a scelection, he visited with [AROLD LASIEY,
well known British socialist who was lecturing at Columbia University at the
time. LASEEY in turn refcrred RENINCTCH ‘o FILIX FRAIIFURTIR, end REILIGTOR
consulted with FRANIFURTER at Harvard University, however, ALl was not sure
as to FRAITFURTIR's advice altliough she presuned he would have favored REEINGTON!s
following law. Alll stated thal RILINGTON also discussed the matler with high
Comrmunist Party members, including AL GERSON and JOSLEPli NORTH. She stated
that the Party higher-ups told RI2INGICH that there was great need for econo-
mists in the Party, and he should take economics and this is the advice which
finally influenced him into majoring in economics. '

AN mentioned that in 1940 RELINGTON was taking courses at Columbia
University in pursuit of his laster's Degree, which work was being done under
a scholarship, the terms of vhich specified that he could engage in no employ-—
ment. After they came to Washington in May, 1940, RENMTIGTON continued to avail
himself of the scholarship opportunity, travelling to Hew York on weekends in-
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order,to make appearances at the University and continue the course, which be-
cause of his employuent with the National Resources Plannin; Board was in viola~
tion of the terms of the scholarship.

rs. REITNGTCI mentioned this 1little incident as an exainle of the
smallness of DEIIGTON1s character. She stated that he had always been Very
devious in his dealings and got satisfaction out of putting something over on
people., She stated that he enjojed conspiracy, and she irplied that for this
reason he had been food material for the Commnist Party. She mentioncd that
while ab Dertmouth Colleze, he had been able to make himself 2 member of the
Student Council which collaborated with the University in the school govern-
ment. She also stated that he had always been able to sell himself to his en~
ployers and to secure salary raises and promotions, much of vhich was, ol course,
due to his ability as he is a very intelligent man. Al also stated that -
THGTON vas penurious and ever reluctant to pay his Cowmunist Party dues. She
stated that in order to avoid the Party requirement of 107 of salary, he care-
fully avoided letting HELEH (ELIZAZETI ZEITIEY } know of salary increascs he re-
ceived. His deviousness was also indicated by his attitude at the time of
their marriage in Kovember, 1938, at vhich time RINIMGION desired secrecy be-
cause of fear his parcnts would object. :

ANl advised that vhile she and REIZTINCTON lived in Mew York, she could
not recall that they attended any Comrmnist Party meetings together. She ad-
vised that they attended a couple of meetings in Harlem but could not recall
that they were Party meetings and thiniks that they may have been neetings of
some fromt orgamization. She advised that they considered themsclves Commnists
and thought and talked 2s Comunists but neither ever had a Commnist Party card
nor formally joined any group in liew Yorlk. '

AN advised that in the spring of 1940, she end REMIUGTCH contributed
£100 from their savings to "Hew llasses," a Corrmnist Party veekly oublication
¥hich at that time was hard pressed for funds. She said REINGTOR addressed
a pice letter to JCE 1iGitH, Editor of "Iew llasscs,” trensaitting their contri-
bution and expressing the spirit of devotion and si.arifice vhich went into the
gift to "lew lasses." The letter algce indicated that they intended to give a
party for the purpose of raising funds for "lew liasses." ANl stated that the
lctter was subsecuently published in "lew liasescs,” but although the letter
was quoted, it did not give their names as signatories. She indicated that
durine the late spring of 1940, she and RENIIGICN did give a party and the
proceeds were turned over to JUE NC2TI and "Mew liasses.!

In Yay, 190, RIZIIHGTOH secured an appointment vith the Kational Re-
sources Planning Doard at Washington, D. C. This position was obtained through
THCLAS BLAISDELL through the assistance of one or more professors at Columbia
Jniversity who referrcd REILIGICH to BLATSDELL. AN stated that DLAISDELL was.
very liberal-minded, although somevhiat naive and that he had always regarded
REIDNGTON"very highly and never suspected his Communist affiliation. ARl stated
that at the time RELIIGTCH received his Goverrment appointment, she had been
planning to accept a job as counselor in a Communist sumaer camp in lew Jerscy
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having. the Indian name Wo-Chi-Ca. She stated that a friend of LILTON BaRIETT,

above, operated this camp and remexmbered that they were annoyed when she failed
to accept the post, as counselor.

AN advised that she accomranied RELVINGTCH to Vashington, D. C. Then,
as now, the Commnist Party theme vas peace and she determined to work in Wash-—
ington in the interest of peace. She was encourared in this by the Ancrican
Youth Congress officials and JOE CADDEI furnished her with the names of a number
of persons to contact in Washington, including ILCRTCI FRIZDNADL and his married
sister, name not recalled; WILLIA: BIVCKIEY and wife, liAG; SIDUEY MATZ, then
connected with the Industrial Union Council. AR could not positively state
that these individuals were Jomminist Party members although they talled and
acted like Comzmanists. She commented that in Weshington, D. C., Party mecmbers
vere mech more discreet than in liew York City. She found an entirely different
atmosphere in Washin;ton and observed that the Cormunists did not talk a great
deal about their activity in the Party or their political beliefs in general.

A3l advised that she was active in helping form the Washington Peace
Nobilization and was made Executive Secretary. She now realizes that the form-
ing of this organization was part of a national effort onthe part of the Con—
mnists to endorse the peace movenment, and that she was used as an out of towm
figure who had no knovn Party record. She szid that in the course of her deal-
ings with these people, she observed that their meetings were cornciucted in the
same manncr as Commnist Party meetings; mombers tallied and cxpressed themselves
in Communist Party style and parlance; and individual members were criticized
“and denounced publicly in the same manner as Commnists throughout the world
discipline recalcitrant members. Shc said their attitudes were opindonated
and dogmatic. The onpositien was always throttled. There could never be a
compromise on cven such minor points as the wording of leaflets. She related
that she resisted efforts on the part of certain members of the Washington
Peace Mobilization to control her decisions in the dircction of the local group
and as a result was eascd out of her position as Executive Secretary. She re-
called that SARATY MNORNTCONTRY, wife of DONALD IOMNTGUIERY, Agriculture Departnent,
had succecded her as Ixecutive Seccretary.

In Washington, as in New Tork, Al advised she ond ZITITIRYG: did not
join a2 local Party group or club and declared that they had never atbended a
Comrmuni st Party mecting in Washington. She stated thzat they naintained contact
sdath JOSER: I'CRTH in visits to her nother at Croton, tlov York, and whenever
HORTH was in Washinpton, he would visit with the RINIIGTOs, HORTH visited
the REIDNGTCLs at least cnce 2 nonth and brought them current issues of "llew
Kasses," "The Communist," "The liarxist Quarterly," and perhaps other Comrunist
publications.

- . In 1941 - L2, after the AWITIGICHs moved to Teuxenont, Virginia, they
had less frequent visits with JOU 1'ORTH. AllD said that she and ITNGTON felt '
the need of'closer contact with the Party and desired a high level contact in
orcer that they might get Party direction and fwrnish confidential information.
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At this time, RE(INGTGH was worldng for the Jiar Production Toard and came into
possession of information and data which he and Al waniecd to scnd to Dussias
She stated that they solicited the meeting which led to the cspionape contact,
and ANl admitted that at a later date she and PEMINGTCH were concerncd thab the

information RE.ITNGTCN furnished night be sidetracked at Corrmnist Party llead-
quarters in Yew York and not reach the desired lioscow destination.

ALY stated that they had broached the subject of a conbact to JGSECH

- VORTH on several occasions and urged him to put then in touch with thec Party
eniscary. NORTH was a bit slow, but after a month or more and in the swmer
or fall of 1942, NORTH finally arranced for a meeting which took place in New
York City, at vhich REILGITON, lrse. REINCTCH, JOE MNCRTH and the new contact
vere present. She stated that she had observed a poor vhotograph of JACOS
GCLOS in llewr York and believed this man to be identical with a man she nel btub
did not know his real nane at that time and thought he was referred to as JCIK
or by some similar name. ALl advised that the first mceting had occurred in
a restaurant, to the best of her recollection, and she did not believe ELIZA-
RETH BELTLEY vwas present although they meyy possibly have mct her later that
eveninz, She recalled that in her first meebing with BEITILY in liew York, the
latter was so quiet and inactive in the conversaticn that she did not have a
clear recollection. '

With reference to COLOS, she recalled that she disliked him very
much, remembering that he was very arbitrary and argumentative and claimed to
possess a great deal of informetion pertzining to WL which rEMIIGTCX knew to
be inaccurate.

AN related that shortly after her first mecting with the individual,
now believed to be JACOB GOLOS, she was introduced to ELIZAEETH DBEITLEY in a
meeting which may have taken place a day or two after the first meeting, ut
certainly not more than a week later. Her recollection is that this meeting
occurred at a Schraffts Restaurant and that probably GOLOS introduced DRITLEY
to REMINGTON and herself. She stated that EEITLEY wes introduced to her as
HELEM, and she never knew TENTLEY's correct nome until the SILVER!ASTER Gase
broke in the newspapers. She advised she had identified a photograph of ELIZA-
BETY TERRILIL BEITIEY as identical with HZLEIL :

1M rolated thai after making the above contacts, she and REIIGTON
were very amxious to get started and contech scemed cuite slow, however, after
approximately two wecis following inbtroduction to HELEL, ALN rcceived a phone
c2l1l at her home from IELIN and arreanged to pick HELE! up dovntovm that after-~
noon. She stated that she drove in her car to the Social Security Building,
vhere she picked up RIEINGTON and thereafter met IELEN in the car near some
building, exact place not recalled, and then drove to some point vhere they
talked. At this time, ALI pave YOLEN 320 from her owm pocketboolr as Corrnnist
party dues for the RENINGTOIls for that month as AlH kept the family budget and
money. At~this meeting, REIIGTON furnished some confidential information from
V{PB.
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Approximately two wecks or longer after this first mecting, Al advised
HELEN sgain called as before and she beliovas she again accompanied REZINGTOR
in meeting HELEN in much the same manner as on the [irst occasion. On four or
five subseguenl occasions, HELEN called A RAWIDOTON who refcrred her to I IHG-
TOl's office, where lIELEl! made her ovn arrangements to meet with REIILGTON.

Al recalled only one occasion whcn she saw the neterial which R~
THGTON furnished FELEL. She recalled that onc of the first bits of information
furnished by RE:INGTCH to HELE! was a top sceret formula for mamufacturing
explosives from garbage and that REIIGTON was very excited sbouv this. She
thinks he may have delivered this to HELIL on her first or second visit to
them in Washington. She stated that althougl: she discontinued sccormanying
RELTIGTCY in meeting with IELE!, she was eware that the relaticnship was con—
timuing and remembered thal RIZINGION was worried about the data furnished and
was very carcful to paraphrasc the material so that it would not be traceable
to him. :

In erphasizing the caution exerciscd, she related that about thic tire
DAUCE iiDTOl, Corrmnist vriter who was Washington representative for "liew Liasses,
had recucsted Al to do some work for him in digging up news bits and iteas
about liberal and left wing grouss in Washington and AEIIGTClL had opposcd this
as did KELEN, as they did not want to focus any attention on the RELTIIGTOUS.

AN recalled that on the occasion of their second neeting with HLILEN
in Washington shortly before Chrisimas, 1942 when HELD! gave the REINGTCHs each
a woolen scarf, She displayved her gift to the Agents, vhich she still uses as

" a headscarf and which is described as a chcap, square, woolen scarfi, about 18"
square in size, having a browm squared pattern.

AWM said that she personally furnished HELEN with the CP dues for Rili-
INGTON and herself on the occasion of their first and second neetings in Washing-
ton. It is her belief that RHIINGTON probably contimied paying dues to HELEN
for avhile thereafter. She said their t otal payments in this connection ¢id not
exceed 3100, '

AMN was familiar with the name, IELEK JOHNSON, and stated that REITHG-
TON had probably suggested to IIELEN that she use the surname, JOHISON, as it was
embarrassing to have the unknown i[ELEH calling his office every two vweels or
more often. In any event, she stated that REZIHGTON and HELEN had worked this
cut between them. . .

A advised that all relations with HELEK had definitely terminated
when REMTNCTON entered the Havy in the carly spring of 194l and, @s a matter
of fact, they had tapered off to sonme extent as they had endeavored to discourage
HELFI1s visits somewhat earlier because the frequency of her trips to them had
become bothersome, also REINIGTC! had become more aware of what he was doing
and was afﬁiid of veing caught.

AT advised that she and REILGTON were well acquainted with BLRIIARD
and JOAIl RIDNGIT, vhom they voth lmnew to be CP memberse Sne explained that she
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first met BERYARD REDIOHT in 1938 or 1939 at the home of a mutual friend, CAROLA
ZIGROSSER, nickname "DUXY ZICGNOSSIR, who had aitended School of Journalisn with
REDIONT. AIT advised that CAROLA ZIGROSSIR was not a Commnist but travelled-
in what she described as an M"arty groun.' &ic stated that she liked REDIONT,
who was single and attractive; and she and DIITICTON had scen hinm again. She
recalled that-RIDi0IT was then in the Columbia School of Journalism and later .
received a GUGGEMIED! Fellowship. In conncction with this fellowship, he tried
to get into Russia to contimie his studies but failed and ended up in llexico
in the suwmer of 1939, She stated that REDLOIT was keeping compary with JOAN
ROTHONBERG and that JOAN had gone to Mexdco and married REDUCNT there. ANl
stated, to the best of her recollection, HJNGTON had met JOAN ROTIZNZZRG
prior to meeting RIILCNT.

All. contimied that they had rencwed their acquaintance with the RID-
EONTs in Washington, De. C. and adviscd that the REDLCITs came to Washington
sometime after the REZIINGTCls, and that DI2PARD REDLCIT was employed in the Cf-
Tice of Inter-imerican Affairs and by Columbia Zroadcasting System. She also
stated that fur one year during this perdod he was on editor of a paper in ller-
kimer, lléw York. AIl stated that in Washincton, D. Ce, the RIDICHTS had desired
to be affiliated with the local CP group but their efforts in this direction had
been unsatisfactory. She was under the impression that the REDLUCKHTs had attended
one or nore Party mectings in Washington, De C. il stated thal the ROUTIGTCNS
suggested that the REDIOITs might desire to be included in their arrangement
with UDIEN and believes she may have made this suggestion to the REILCITs who .
thought it over and decided to accepte Therealter, Al advised that arrange-
ments were mace by RELLIGICH for DIEIOIT to mect HLLEN. MM stated thal she
was not present at such neeting and only knows what was told to her by RITIGTON.
She understood that RIDIOIT did not mect with GCLGS, and she had a recollection
that the material wihich was availeble do REUVONT at that tine was of little
- value to MELXM and her principals.

As indicated, ANl described BERIARD and JCAN REILICHT as Party members.
She stated thai they visited with the RIDIOITs frequently and she vas particularly
friendly with JOAl, whom she described as a charming girl and a loyal, flexible
wife. She explained that JCAY was not nearly as ardent a Communist as BZULR
REDLOIT, but that she was a devoted wife and followed is leadership. Ghie re-
nembered that when RELICHT was in the llarines duving the war, she had talled
politics on a mumber of occasions with JOAL who was aware of the inconsistencies
of the Communists and the disadvantages of being a Communist; however, when he
returncd, sie again joined him in interest in the Party. She mentioned that
JCAM was very fanily conscious and doubted if she would be willing to furnish
any information reflecting on her husband or family. ALl nmentioned that JOAN
had told her, during discussions, that her brother, DCII ROTHEIBERG, George
Wzshington student and AVC mesber there, was also a Jommunist Party member.

AR advised that BEUMADD REDLCIT had gone to South Anerica in 1947
as a correspondent and rccalled that the 7. TU:Ilis hod roarize o oo from
him, ‘stating that he would return to Iicw Yoi.. in June, 1947. B5he stacid after
the ELIZADZIII ZLITLEY story became public in 1947, RIINGTCH had directed her
to mrite to RIDICHT, and she had 4med a letter at his direction for the pur-
pose of having IEDUCITYs story square with that of REIIIGTON, who had been
questioned by the FDlI. She staved RIEIINGICH worded ine letter very carefully,
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setting forth cdiscreetly his story that NELEH was a W reporter and how he had
met her and cone to furnish her the data as RIJIINGTON had claimed in his inter-
views with Agents. Al thought that when REDUICIT had next returned to New York
City,!REIiLGTON had gone to lew York to see him. :

—idly- advised that in April; 194k, RENINGTON had entcred the U.S. Havy
and she and her children had accorpanied hin to Boulder, Colo., where he was in
training as an intelligence officer and engaged in study at the Navy Russian
Language School. She stated that she and REIDNGTON still entertained Communist
ideas at this timc but found very fow people at Boulder with whom they could as-
sociate on a Party level. She stated that they did meet a couple people who were
leftist sympathizers. In this category,; she identified RUFUS and EUTH LATHEWSON
(ph) or MATHESON, mentioning that as late as last year, MATIEWSOMN had attended
school at the American - Russian Institute in Mew York City. She stated that
she did not know LATHEWS(ON to be a Party member but said they were real pinks who
adhered very closely to the Party line in their thinking and agreed inveriably
on foreign events. '

In response to a direct question, AMIT indicated that she remembered a
DAYEOID BAUIR who was also an associate at Boulder, Colorado. She said that he
was in training in the Russian Langucge School for a cormission in the Havy
Intellipence Service. She could not remember what BAUZR's occupation had been
in civilian life but was of the impression that whatever his business ngy have
been, he had been relatively unsuccessful. She said that her contact with BAUER
was limited to pcrhops three or four occasions. :

In generzl retrospect, Aldl stated that during the year previous to
REITOIGTCHi s entrance on duty with ihc Navy in fpril, 1944, she had begun to
have 2 change of heart in her atbitude toward Russia and the CP. She said that
for the first time in her life. she had begun to read anti-Russian literature.
She oolained that good Cormaunists never read anything waich is not pro-Soviet,
nro~Corrunist or which deviates in the slightest from the current Party line.
She said that, for example, in reading XNAVCIETO!'s boolk "I Chose Freedoa'™t a
year or two later and after RINIIGTOI's experience in BEurope; where he had op-
portunity to talk with Russians and with people who had lived in Russia, they
began to realize that Russia and Sovict economy was not as it had been represented
to then and that it was, in fact, undesirable.

She said that during the lattier neriod of -RIUINGTCNI's association with
ELIZARETI! BENTLEY, he cane to regret the position in vwhich he found himself and
made efforts within the limit:.:ions of his position to breal off the bond by
vhich he was held to BEITLEY and GOLOS. She said that after the war, they
found that they had breken completely with all former ideologies and interests
which paralleled those of Soviet Russia and can now say that their sympathies
since that time have been loyal to the United States.

AI'Y said that she advocated in 1947, vhen REGINGION was inberviewed
bty the FBI, that hc should zdmit his former Comminist activity and make a fresh
stert. Sig.osaid that TIUINGTCN found himscelf unzble to tale this position be-
cause he had for a numaber of jyears been maliing false statements on Civil Service
forms, concerning nembership in the CP, vhen making application for Federal
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erployment. lle fcared that he would be dismisscd from his job if he were to con-
foss thabt he had made false suatements in this respect. She said that REZTIGTON
was beginning to have con{idcnce too in his success at denying the various charges
against him as they Were made. She said that he became decper and deeper involved
as time past until he is now apparently in a position vhere he feels it is ab-
solutely impossible to change his storye. AIY said, however, that she c¢can swear
tnat since the Lermination of “their relationship with ELIZABETI! CIiTLEY, she and

- REZINGTON have been living and conducting themselves as loyal Americans with

no reservations in favor of the Corrmmists or Sovict Russia. She said that,

aside from perjuring himself and making f2lse statements concerning his pasi
jnterests and activities, he has served the best interests of the United States
in the various jobs he has had in the Govermente

At the same timc, AN advised that REINGTCN's mentality and makeup
are such that his own self-interest is the pararount consicderation at all times,
that he is obsessed with the idea that he is never wrong and that he would make
any decision and do anything vhich would serve his own personal interests best.
In fact, she stated that "he would sell the country down the river if it vas for
his personal benefit."

LIT mentioned that RE/INGTON definitely scparated from his family and
her and left home in January, 1947, and declared thal he was devious in this
manner also, as he told her that it was a sort of trial scparation and he wanted
to sec how it would work out, particularly, as it affected the children. She
stated he continued to.visit the children at her home on Sundays. These visits
continued regularly and REIDIGTICH was quite cordial in following this arrange-
mend, until a visit in Junc; 1947, vhen AN sugrested that it might be well
if he ¢id not comc o regularly. She stated that as a result of her rcmarks,
he had gone somevhal berserk and had zpproached her when her back was turned
and struck her in the ncck, after which he conbinucd to beat her rather severelye
As a result of the blows on her neck; she stated her ncans of locomotion were
affected for scveral days and that she had to go to bed- '

She remarked that the beating she received had occurred about the time
that RE'TIGTON was under investigation or shortly thercafter and probably follow-
ing the interview with him by FBI Agents. She stated that shc thought he was
in a very strained emotional condition at that time. In this regard, AN advised
that althourh RENDIGTOU never digplays great aaotion outwardly, he is a tense
individual and she thought somctiing nay have sngomed vhich czused him to react
as he did in beating her, as hc had never sbruck her before.

AlN! was questioncd concerning army DAPErs, correspondence, documents
or clippings which she micht have in her possession pervaining to thelr Com-
muist affiliation. She advised; however, that she did not have any such docu—-
mentary data and mentioncd that she and RIIINGTON had destroyed all such material
some years ago. AN stated that all papers siere destroyed because RITTHGTON
was apprehensive that the FBL might have occasion to go through his effects and
find papers accumulated in the course of their Commnist activitye
