In one statement the Governor charged that
since 1947 there had been 47 bombings in Alsbama of
Negro Lomes and churches but that the Federal Bureau
of Investigation, which had investigated every case,
had failed to come with a single solution.

The Governor intimated that these bombings
had very likely been commitied by persons with pro-
Negro sentiments who hoped through the "liberal™
press and networks to arouse hatred against white
persons in Alabama who are opposed 1o racial inte-
gration, He seid that no Negroes had been killed
and that personel injury end property damage hed
been slight. But that the integration foroces, °
through the publicity givem to the bombings, had
succeeded in attracting much sympathy and money to
their cause,

Governor Wellace al & intimated that the
F.B.I. in their investigations must have found
evidence of this duplicity on the pert of the pro-
Negro forces. He said that such evidence if eny
has not been brought to light because of embar-

ragsment 1t might bring tc the United States

Department of Justice and the Attorney General.
