MACK was appointed to thig
position by the mayor of Winston-Salem. The Model Cities
Program is Federally funded; however, the exact amount of
Federal funds available in the Winston-Salem, N.C., area is
unknown at the present time. Mrs. MACK does not hold a decision-
making position regarding how funds are spent within the program,
and there is no indication at this time of BPP efforts to subvert
the activities of the Model Cities Program or to control its
funds.

The Winston=-Salem BPP Chapter sponsored a Survival
Day Rally on 12/17/72 at Winston-Salem, North Carolina. LARRY
LITTLE, Head of the BPP, spoke to a crowd of approximately 700
persons about the opposition of the black people to the seemingly
growing instances when confrontations with police have resulted.
LITTLE spoke of dppression and obvious, intentional harassment
by the local police agencies. LITTLE stated that the BPP has
come a long way from guns to shoes and he expects greater things
in the days to come. LITTLE further advised that members of the
BPP would be running for local office in the Winston-Salem, N.C.,
area and urged those assembled to assist in the party's efforts
to obtain power for the people.

The following is a summary of BPP activities in the
Charlotte Division:

The Survival Day Rally sponsored by the Winston-Salem
BPP held on 12/17/72, was the grincipal activity of the party
during the month of December, 1972, The rally was held at Winston-
Salem, N.C., and was attended by approximately 700 persons, a
turn out weil above the anticipated figure. As a result, the
rally was very disorganized. Various items of clothing were giver
away free, approximately 250 sickle cell anemia shots were given
and almost 100 persons were registered to vote. Sources reported
how the party gave away almost everything it had at the rally and
is now broke again and in dire meed of funds. At the conclusion
of the rally, a brief slide show was presented by the Panthers
during which numerous photographs of the Winston-Salem area companing
the downtown renewal program of a new Federal Building, new city
hall, new bank building, etc., against the background of the
decaying ghetto. The Panthers attempted to dramatize the point
that the ruling class is spending all of the money for the ruling
class and nothing for the people who really need Kelp.

As previously indicated, JULIUS WHITE CORNELL, JR.,
returned to Winston-Salem, N.C., from Qakland, California, some-
time during the middle of December, 1972, CORNELL, who has
the title of Captain of Defense with the Winston-Salem Panthers,
was assisting the BPP in Oakland with the political campaign
in that city.

BPP member RANDOLPH JENNINGS remains in North Carolina
State Prison, Raleigh, North Carolina, following his conviction
on assault charges. JENNINGS is a member of the "High Point 3",
three BPP members from High Point, North Carolina, who were
convicted on this same charge. The other two Panthers have been
released on appeal bond., The Winston-Salem Chapter is continuing
in its efforts to raise enough money to cover JENNINGS' bond.

WADDELL was a member of the Winston Salem BPP for a short time
prior to his arrest for Armed Robbery in High Point, N, C.
On 1/20/72, WADDELL was convicted of Armed Robbery and sentenced
to 15-20 years imprisonment. WADDELL was confined to Central
Prison, Raleigh, N. C., following his conviction. On 6/13/72,
while confined to Central Prison, WADDELL died of a heart attack.
Subsequently, the BPP attempted to make an issue cf his death,
contending that WADDELL was in excellent health when he entered
prison and that his death was a result of the treatment he
received while in prison.
