ATHLETICS

Since 1946, when 5,122 boys and girls made up our basketball leagues,
this particuler sport has attracted greater numbers each year. The 194748
ssason supplied activity for 7,181 participants, and in 194849, we find
that 7,700 CYQ.ars on 408 teams comprise the largest organized basketball
league in the country.

Baseball diamonds in Steten Island, in Manhattan, and the Bronx, and in
the Wastchester and Upstate areas, provided s proving ground for 212
teams and 4,100 players.

Our older groups have evidenced & tremendous interest in bowling and
1060 participated in Westchester, Staten lsland, and the Bronx, for a most
successful ssason.

Devotees of the cinder paths wers atiracted to the number of approxi-
mately 4,000 in a saries of fiva major meets during 1947-48.

Golf tournaments wers arranged in Steten Island and Waesichester and
the winner of the Junior Staten lsland tournament represented this organi-
2ation in the Annual Nationel Caddies Tournament ot Ohio State University
campus, Columbus, Ohio.

Association Football and Roller Hockey proved to be of great interest
fo the hundreds of city boys who competed in these leagues.

Swimming meets offorded an excallent indoor activity for many youngsters
in ol areas.

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a number of chrnml'hon bouts won the ucond place trophy in the Golden
Gloves. In cooparation with the National Catholic Community Service, the
CYOQ extended this program to hospitalized veterans, Boring shows were staged

by our champions at Bronx Veterans Hospital and Halloran Hospital, Staten
Istand.

CULTURAL

Eech year participation in the CYO cultural program shows continued
progress. In 1948 slevan hundred boys and girls entered the Esssy Contest

and furned in some fine manuscripts on the subject—"ST. JOHN BAPTIST, SAINT
AND SCHOLAR."

Developmant of stage techniques was evidenced in the program in 1948
when seversl patishes entered the CYO One Act Play Coantest. These plays
were written and produced under the direction of the parith CYO moderators.

An average of fifty films weelly smbracing athletic, educational and
tomedy subjects was loaned to parish CYO units, by our Film Rental Library.

Photographic service was aiso available to individual groups.

RADIO

On October 1, 1947, the CYO begen developments in the field of radie.
Through the courtesy of Fordham Univenity's FM Station WFUY, the organi-
zation was allotted ait time for fifteen minutes a day, Monday through
Eriday, 4:45 fo 5:00 P.M.

News releases wers sent to ﬂn station twice a week. These consisted of

POLIO VICTIMS

Not all children are blessed with robust bodies and sound limbs. Each
year the dread polio germ strikes thousands of youngsters throughout the
country, The Catholic Youth Organization helps to bring happiness to
children afflicted with infantile paralysis by providing weekly swimming
classes at Theodore Roosevelt High School in the Bronx, and Curtis High
Séhool on Staten lsland. In 1948 & weekly average of ninety-five children

atended these classes. This is another CYO feafire service offered to the
community free of charge and regardless of race, color or creed.

THE CENTERS

In addition to the service rendered the 257 parochial units, the CYO
operates three siretegically located youth centers in Yonkers, Manhattan,
and Staten lsland. Truly these are streamlined boys' and girls’ clubs, open
every day, and serving the recreational needs of their respective communi-
ties. Each has its own particulsr features: Yonkers, a regulation swimming
pool, gymnasium and asuditorium; Manhattan, the last word in boxing and
game room equipment, and en ouhitanding community program for the
children of New York's lowsr west side; Staten Island, the hub of the
lsland's leisure time life, where children and adults of all age groups are
sfforded a diversified and well-rounded program of arts, crafts, sewing,
cooking, bowling, dances, educational features and every known form of
athletics. it is noteworthy that there was an average daily attendance of
1,100 boys and girls, young men and women, at the three centers in 1948,

CAMPING

Childhood memories are perhaps one of the few things in life that are
everlasting, and particularly to those youngsters who have had the oppor-
tunity of & vacation at camp. In 1948 twelve hundred boys and girle - of
all races and creeds — wars afforded two-week vecations ot the CYO camps
in Poskskill, |

The county directors in Yonkers, Staten Island, and Poughkeepsie, con-
ducted day camp programs for 878 boys and girls. These youngsters attended
the big league baseball games, swam at neighboring beaches and oudoor

swimming pools, participated in educational tours around New York, and
attended radio broadcasts and television shows, :
