grandmother had presemted him with e Liberty Bond, stating it to
be a8 token that the last World War was one waged for rightecusness
and it was her investment in hies future, made in the hope thet he
could live in e peaceful, free, and democratic world. After the
Treaty of Versailles, his grandmother stated to him that she had
been deluded, end that the treaty was one which would only lead
to more wars. He continued by stating the Govermment, in order
to pay the bond and its indebtedness, which is evidenced by the
bond, actually taxed him in order to pay the debt which was due
him.

During his talk, the senator stated that he was not
anti-British, that he greatly admired the British people for being
smart people, and he slways admired smart pecple. Ees sarcastically
outlined the role played by Great Eritain during the last war,
stating that that nation first requested America for money, which
was furnished; then they requested a small token army to boost the
morale of the allies, and a token ermy wes given, which wes followed
by the A.E,F. He stated we did this because the smart people in
Bnglend had told America it was fighting her war, He stated that
when the war was over and after many of the men sent over failed
to return, when America tried to collect her war debt, the amart
people of England characterized Americe as "Uncle Shylock.*

He then drew a parallel in present day events in
the Lend-Lease Bill and the transfer of bombers and ehips, and
stated that shortly the President was contemplating introducing a
bill authoriszing the smming of Americsn merchant ships. He stated
that prior to the last war, a bill authorizing the arming of mer-

A middle-
azed woman stalked down the aisle on the main floor of the audi-
torium to inspect the Indian at close range, steting she did not
believe he was a real Indian. There was no violence with this
incident, and the entire thing was greeted with laughter by the
audience,

In general, the sudience was very attentive and
receptive, and the applauded the speaker most loudly when he
referred to statements about keeping America out of the presernt
war and keeping American boys at home, #Although his saccusations
against the President of not ke epirg his 1940 campaign promises,
end his jests of WENDELL L. WILLKIE drew applause from the audience,
at no time wes there hissing or booing at the mention of the neme
of the President or that of WENDELL L., WILLKIE. Before, during,
and after ihe meeting, pamphlets and papers were passed out and
copies of two of them ere being atteched to this communicetion.

The Los Angeles press reports thet 11,000 persons were in sttendance
at the meeting.
