Chernov. He was tried in Yoscow, alonz with twenty other Soviet citizens and he was

sentenced to be shot. Paul Scheffer was ordered to leave the country. Ye returned to

Berlin and bezan working 1or Or. Goebpels, who in 1938 sent Scneffer to the United
States wnere he remained for three years reporting rezularly to Tr. Goebbels' news-
raper, Das Helch.

Vhen Nazi Germany declared war on the United States, Faul Scheffer was guiet
picked up by the FBI and internec as an enemy 2lizn.

The authors ask the question: Could such wholesale sabotage of agriculture,
as took place in the 3Soviet Union, take place in the United States?

They then state that regardless of how fantastic it might sound, such
diabolical sabotage was actually practised by German saboteurs in 1915 in the United
States of Amwerica.
