Now obviously not a single item of
this information which the union is
demanding isin “the books™ of the cor-

R . poration. What Reuther is insisting that

the company must reveal is not the rec-
ard—which is what is in “the books”
and also is what makes the request
appear so reasonable—but the com-
pany's detailed plans and predictiuns
for the future. Of course these plans
and predictions are written down some
place; they have to be in order for man-
agementto operale effeclively. Dut in
no sense are they “the books.”™ They
merely reflect management's hopes for
the future, and as such wil]l be changed
{from month to month as market and
production conditions become more or
less favorable.

In a word, then, Reuther's contention
that he wants to settle the wage issue on
the “arithmetic” of the company’s books
is eyewash, What he really wants is 1o
get away from ihe “arithmeiic.” or es-
iablished facts, and drive management
into a corner because of the optimistic
plans and predictions it has made for
the future.

That may be good union strategy, but
it is a mighty poor way to get produc-
tion started at this time. and certainly
it has nothing to do with what is in the
eompany’l "booh."
