“We can decide that in public
conveyances where each one of us
pays for a seat we will not look,ask-
ance at our neighbor no matter
what his race or religion.

A study of these documents shows a constant watering down

None of these rejected amendments embodied views which do no
command wide support pbroad among non-Communist and anti
Communist Parties In Western Europe and the non-Sovlet colonla
world. To study the amendments which were shelved is to see that

to the right of similar »Third Force” groups in Europe and Asia.
