I don't know what will de charged for the preparation of these photographs
by Mr. Gill, dut if 1t fs to be expensive, then the Divieicn ean prepare copies at
Weshington. Of course, another way of ascomplishing this result would be to request
police departments and ballistics experts to notify the nearest local office of the
Division when they come into possession of bullets fired from a machine gun, perhaps
furniehing the Divismion with a photograph whieh oould them be compared at Kansas City.
There cannot be 8¢ many mechine gun shootings. An additionsl advantage of this
method would be to furnish the Division with some slight information as to the extent
of possession of machine guns by criminals, the kind esmployed, and the use to which
they are put.

1 am ele¢ tranamitting herewith the letter of the Kansaes City 0ffice in
order that an answer may be prepared according to whatever decision is made. The
photogrephs, with the emception of the card designed to be circulated, will de re-
tained in the laboratory pending further instructions.
