He is endeavoring to do this through persons wham we
believe deaire to see these men apprehended, and whom we believe will fur-
nish information eoncerning them., Special Agent F. S, Smith is specially
assigned to this matter in the Muskogee area near which is Sallisaw, the
home of Floyd'e mother and most of his other relativea, Agent Smith is
constantly in toueh with people in Sallisaw, few though they be, who, we
believe, are desirous of seeing Floyd apprehended. These people, every time
a bit of information is obtained by them, contact Agent Snith, and leads are
being followed ocut constantly and other further contacts are developed in
this ecase.

He stated that Ralph Rowe, a Federul prisoner, held on &
charge of Harboring Underhill, had made complaint to the effect that he
had been miptreated by the County anthorities there. Casey t0ld me that
his investigation disclosed thet Rowe's claimmin this respect are without
merit, and he learned that Rowe is an obstreperous and recalcitrant priscner. .

Mr. Casey further stated that he learmed rm_Roy enness,
the Jailer at Guthrie, that probably some effortis were made same time ago
to deliver Rowe from the jail; that some saws were found cutside the jail
window one morning and that these saws were given t0 John Burnett, a Special
dgent of the Bock Island Railway of Oklaboma City, for purposes of examining
them for fingerprints. Mr. Casey further stated that probably the Sheriff’s
office at Guthrie would know the fdentity of the persons suspected of leav-
ing these saws, Mr. Casey furhished the foregoing information for such in-
vestigation es he considers it warrants by this Division,

l Agent F. S. Smith of this office interviewsd Roy Jenness, the
Jailer at Guthrie, who stated that on a date which he has forgotten, probab-
1y the latter part of May or the first of Jume, 1934, LorRJohnson came to
the County Jail at Guthrie about 5:30 or €:00 p. m. to visit his brother,

"Sleepy”, Johnson; that lon was driving an automobile and remarked that he

had not returned 1t; that Lon Johnson, while at the County Jail, talked to
“Sleepy" Johnson through the bars and was not obassrved to have been on any
other part of the premises; that the following morning a prisoner told him,
Jenneas, that there wers some saws lying just inside of the east window;
that he did not know how they got there, but they were unguestionadly slipped
in for the benefit of same prisoner in jail, but for wham he does not know;
that he took the sawa, three in mmmber, which were mpped in s plece of
paper with the ends sticking out; that he turned these saws over to John
Burnett, Special Agent of the nock Island Railroad, who happened to be at

the County Jail at the time, and who steted that he would have an examination
made of them to determine whether there were any fingerprints on them,

Jenness atated that he has no informetion as to who might have
left the saws thers, dut in view of the fact that Lon Johnson and "Sleespy™
Johnaon were associated with Ralph Bowe in harboring Wilbur Underhill, that
he merely suspected that Johnson might have left them there, and this i»
nothing more than & surmise on hia part.

Special Agept E. ¥. Bopp of thie office interviewed John H, Bur-
nett, Special Agent of the Bock Island Railroad, 21 East First Street, Okle-
homa City, at which time, he stated that he had overlooked having any examin-
ation of the saws made until several weeke after hs obtained them, and when
examination was made, there were no fingerprinta found on them.

The case as to Rowe and the Johnsons has been disposed of by
prosecutive action as is reflected in the report of Special Agent K, D
Deaderick of this office, dated July 26, 1934.

In view of the fact that this matter seems to consiet of @ mmber
of speculative surmises, it is not felt that further investigative action &s»
warranted and none will be instituted unless specifically instructed by the

Receipt is aokn’otlodged of your perscnal and confidential
lotter dated July 0, 1934 with its enclosures concerning certain
allegations made by Ma joryMeans of thelMissouri State Highway Patrol
as to irrsgularities on the part of Division persommel, I have reaéd

the enclosures carefully and have to report as follows concerning
the contacts made by Major Means with the Oklahoma City office:

Dear S8ir:

You will realize that @ number of months have elapsed since
the cccurrsnoces and that at that time I waa heavily bdurdened with the
Urschel kidnaping case and my recollection as to the incidents men-
tioned may not be entirely elear,

Aocording to my recollection, however, my first contact with
Ma jor Means was at Oklahama City im October, 1933, during the trial
of the Urschel kidnapers. I recall that Major Means acoumpanied by
one ¢r two of his men came into the Divisian office and ¥ajur Means -
stated that he had been asaigned specoifiocally to the capture of Charles
Arthur ("Pretty Boy")°Floyd and that he and hie men had coms to Okla-
hama for that specific purpose and were t© remain on the job until it
was accomplished. :Major Neans requested that ons or more agents de
assigned to work with him exclusively on the Floyd matter and I advis-
ed him tbhat such action on my part was impossible but that we would
render such aid as practiocable.
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Ho then atated that he was going to Hot Springs, Arkansas, and
wanted an agent to work with him over thers, I told him, according to
my best recollection, that I could not assign an agent for that purpose
but I would give him a letter to Agent Chipman, resident agent at Little
Rock, who would oooperate with him insofar as possible and insofar as
his other duties would permit., I 414 give Major Means a letter to Agent
Chipman introducing Meane and instrueting Chipman to render all the
assistance possible. I afterwards ascertained that shile Means and his
associates were at Hot Springs they were never able to contact Agent
Chipman who was on a road trip in the northeastern part of Arkansas and
I bad not instructed Agent Chimman to proceed to Hot Springs for the pur-
pose of oontacting Means,

T will frankly state that I 414 not like Means*® attitude at the
beginning as he eppeared to be somewhat miffed when I told him I could
not assign agents to work with him on that specifiec caso, es he sesmed
to think we should drop everything in order to assist him,

4s I recall it, I 414 pot hear anything more from Means for
some weeks when, as I now recall, I received a telegram from him from
Fort Smith requesting that I send an agent there immediately. I do not
remember the exact wording of this telegrem bdut presums it is to be
found in the files of the Oklahoma City office relative to the Eamme
case, Agent J.J.Perkins happened to be in Fort Smith, or vieinity, at
the time, or shortly thereafter, and in eoms way contacted Means and his
men., I do nmot kpow at this time whether i+t us on my instructions or
acoidental.

I &0 recall that Perkins afterwards advised mo that Means and
some of hies men were at Fort Smith on the Floyd case and that Means had
planted one of his men undercover ip same joint and, eccordirg to my
recollection, Perkins stated that this undercover operative of Means
was lying up with one of the women associates of Floyd or some of his
connections. I know that Perkins did repor:s to me verbally about assist-
ing Means and his men in watching the house where Floyd was suppoud to
call over a period of a week or ten days,

I also recall that Agent T, M. Birch and same other agent,
possibly Perkins or Accountant Stevens, contacted Meens or same of his
mon at Fort Smith and I believe at Muskogee, Oklahoma, Anyhow, I recall

that the egents, acting on informetiom furnished them by Means end wark-
ing with some stool pigeon whom he ‘had employed, made all preparaticne
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to conduct a raid from Muskogee, Oklahama, to a point nsar Sallisaw, Ok-
lahama, the hame meighborhood of Floyd, this informant of Means having
stated he would put Floyd on the spot on a oertain night, Agent Birch
and the other agent, or agents, together with sheriff's officers from
Muskogee, had concentrated there where they were to meet the informant at
8 o'clock at night, at which time he was to conduct them to the place,
they having previously sent him into the vicinity on the day before to
verify the presence of Floyd. However, on the night of the rendezvous
the informant failed to show up but came around the next day and reported
he had been eick and was unable to go,

I know that this affair disgruntled iAgent Birch very much -
because he had made a special trip from Fort Swmith, Arkansas, to Muskogee,
Oklehana, on Means® urging and, although I do not Jmow whether Birch said -
anything to Means eabout ite having been a wild gooss chaas, I 4o not
think I would bdlame him, under the ¢ircumstanses, if ba 414 say so.

This informant to whom I have just referred, or some other informant
employed by Means, complained to Agent Bireh that Means had not paid

him anything for his serviees. I am sure that Agent Birch will remember
all the details of this transaction, .

With respect to the alleged intoxisation of a Division agent at
Port Smith during the pericd referred to by Means, or at any other poriod, '
I have never heard any such report fram any other source, o -

With regard to Major Means' csamplaint tlhat the ects of Divisien
agents at Fort Omith exposed his undercover connections there and render-
sd useless his efforts, 1 would say, offhand, froam my knowledge of the
situation at Port Smith, that it was prodbably membars of the mriﬂ"l
foree or the police department sho caused the expose. 1 do kmow that -
oither Agent T.M,Birch or Agent J.J.Psrkins reported to ms verbdbally that
the chief of police at Fort Smith at that time when it was belisved that
Floyd was in or frequenting Port Smith, bad ¢alled his men in and instruot-
ed them that neither the City of Port Smith mor the State of Arkansas held
any warrante for or eomplaints against Pretty Boy Floyd; that it had been
reported that he was in the ¢ity or coming there frequently and that if =
any of the membars of the Fort Smith police department arrested or attempt-
ed to arreat Pretty Boy Floyd they would 4o so at thair om r:lslr and

without his baoking.

With further regard to Means' allegations that Divieion agents
oxposed his operations in Fort Smith, I will state that neither Agent
Perkins, Agent Bireh, or any other agent under my dire¢t supervision
was working undercovsr at Fort Smith but were there on a number of {n-
veatigations which were being conducted openly and above board,
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I tbink, on the whole, that Major Means is mostly disgruntled
with the Division on account of my actions in not sesing fit to assiga
a couple of agents to work speoifically and exolusively with him on the
Floyd case, and for which action I have no apologies to offer. He can -
not say that Division agents 41id not work with him beceuse I kmow that
Agent Perkins devoted a comsiderable portion of his time for a week or
ton days to the matter in which Noans was most interested, and I Imow that
Agent Birch also devoted consideresble ettention to assisting him at Port
Smith, Muskogee and vieinity. 1 think perhaps Means has complained to
S.4.C. Comroy that I would not belp him and it is noted in the letter
from ¥r. Brantley of the Oklahcma City offies to you, July 3, 1934, pege
two, paragraph three, that according to Agent Birch, Kajor Means cuamplain-
od to him that Conroy had endeavored to get all the information possible
from Neans but would not, in turn, furnish Means with all the information

he had.

Referring to the letter written by Means to the Eansas City office,
dated November 8, 19833, first paraegraph thereof, wherein he reports cer-
tain information concerning Wilbur Underhill, I will state that the Okla.
homa City office was in possesaion of that ormation at all timss and
had verified the purohase by Underhill of thefFord V-8 Four-door sedan,
Oklahoma license §#344 251, and we had been chasing this car up until the
~"night we killed Underhill at which time we took possession of the ear,

Meoans' assertion that he saw a Department of Justiece agent on the
spot watching the Cottnsr girl's home ie either a wilful misstatement or
a mistake because, so far as I know, ve pever had the Oottnsr place under .
specific observation,

The main troudle with ir. Means, in my opiniom, is that his
vanity has been hurt by the fact that he could not arrange for the
assignment of Division agents to work with him and, perhaps, under his

direction.

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Shortly after I assumed gharge or the
ision Office in Beptember, 1933, Lewis M.\Means called @ -
Office and made himself known to me. Incidentally, 1t might be moted that
Mr. Means is a Ceptein of the Missouri Btate Highway Patrol rethexr than -
& Major. The title of Major is one that he has in the Missouwri National
Guard., 4t the time of my meeting with Ceptain Means, he informed me in
a highly confidential manner that he had been assigned by the Governor
of Missouri to the sole task of apprehending Charles Arthur *Pretty Boy"

O Floyd, Apparently, be has informed numerous other persons of his task in
the eame manner.

The cause of the assignment of Captein Means to ¢
specific task was the deathe, &5 I reocall of S8arg coth and theySheriff
of Columbia, Missouri, The details regarding sams ‘somewhet vague to
me at the present time except that Floyd and Adem{Richetii are reputed

to have been the murderers. It seems that Floyd and Richetti, as supposed,
rob‘ned the bank in Missouri and to have been making their getawny. While
passing through Columbia, two men were stopped by SergeantBooth and the
Sheriff at shich tims Floyd end Richetti are alleged to have killed tham,
Captain Meens has 4iscussed in the past, the evidence he has seoured in .
connection with the murders. The evidence is guite weak, in my opinion,
notwithstanding the fact that Captain Means appears to believe that he has
a good case, On the other hand, of course, 1 realize that any evidence
egainst guch deaperados would tend to have a jury render a verdict of guilty.

Insofar as my personal relations with Captain keans are
concerned, I bave always ecooperated with him when same was within the
best interest of the Divislon. It ie¢ my understanding that my predecessor
st Kensag City, Special Agent in Charge B, E. Vetterli, has followed the
same course, After I knew Ceptaein Means detter, however, I becams ekeptical
of his sincerity ani, maturally, 4id not place a great deal of confidence
in him, It ie my opinion that he is highly secretive, temperemental, and
has a tendency to seek information of Division employees without reciprocat-
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. Insofar es the incident at Ft, 8nith is concerned, 1
distinctly rocall receiving soms information from en outside source to .
the effect that Oaptain Meen s hed been making statements which indiocat-
ed that he, Captain Means, would have captured Floyd et Ft. Smith, Ark-
ansas, during October bad it not have been for the activities of Bpecial
Agent J. J. Perkine of the Oklshoma City Office. 4t the very firet op-
portunity, I had Ceptain Means call at the office at mhich time I re-
quested him to give me detalled information regarding saeme. He was high-
ly evasive and would give me no direct answers., I became insistent and
informed Captain Means that it was his duty as an officer to report to
me any irregularities om the part of sny agents of this Division. I
told him very bluntly that indiscressions or irregularities on the part
of any agents of this .service would not be tolerated and that the Divi-
sion ghould be placed in & position where it ocould correct any of the
mistekes of its employees, It may be noted, however, that Captain Means
at no time even intimated that Agent Perkins hed indulged in any personal
indiscreasion, He just irntimaeted that lgent Perkina hed not handled
his investigation properly,

During the conference Iith Ceptain Meens, he intimated
that Agent Perkine hed gone into Pt, Smith, Arkansas, and had informed
local officials that he was looking for Floyd. I then informed Captain
Means that during the early moming of October 20, 1933, while passing
through ¥+, Smith, -Arkensas, by sautomobils from a point in Okleboma,
that I had taelked to Agent Perkins while eating breakfast, I related to
Captain Mcens what Agent Perkins hed told me which was &s follows: It
appears that Agent Perkins hsd arrived et Ft. Snith, Arkansas, on gener-
al essignrent, Immedistely after his arrival, be called at the Sheriff’s
office, Police Department, U, 8, Marshall's office, and United States
Attorney's office and advised these people that he was in the city and
available to perfarm any work which might be referred fo the Division,
That evening & matber of the local Police Department celled at Agent
Perkins® room at the Ward Hotel and informed Agent Perkins that the Chief
of Police at Ft. Smith, Arkansas, had {ssued instructions to his men to
the effect that any man who should endeavor to epprehend ¥loyd,would be
doing 80 on his own responsibility in view of the fact that there were
no warrants outstanding in F¢. Suith or in the State of Arkensas, Thie
police officer at that time gave Agent Perkins information which indicat-
od that Floyd and his wife and compeanions were in the city, Agent Perkins
immediately began an investigation to determine whether he might bring
about Floyd's spprehension. _

I explained to Ceptain Means during our conference that
Agent Perking was probably not aware of shat Captain Means and his men
were doing in Ft. Smith,end, therefore, any upset in Captain Means' plans which
might have come about through Agent Perkins' activities, could not have been
blamed on Agent Perkins, BShortly after this discussion the conference ended
at which tims Captain Meens stated that Agent Perkins probably was all right,
but that he, Captain Meens, juet 4id not like him personally,
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: About the only other information I have in my possession
regarding Captain Means' activities which would be of interest, relates to
a conversation which Captain Means had with Sheriff Thomss B.{Buh at
Kansas City during this past spring. It eppears that Captein Mesns
¢alled at the office of Sheriff Bash end asked for his eooperation, Dur-
ing the conversation, Cepteain Means, apparently, intimated that the mem-
bers of the Kansas City Office of the Division, including myself, were

- not trustworthy. BSheriff Bash became incensed and informed Ceptain Means
that under no eircumstances sould he cooperate with Captain Means and his
men unless the cooperation of the*Division Office at Eansas City was also
secured. He 'also told Captain Means in unmiatakable language, in his
characteristic way, that he 4id not appreciate his comments about me or
members of the Kansas City Office.in whom he had always placed great con~
fidence. . ,

Insofar es Colonel B, I-tCuteel. Superintendent of the
Btate Highway Patrol end other members of that orgenization are concern-
ed, I desire to advise that the relations between them and the Eesnsaas
City Office of the Division during my tenure as Speclal Agent in Charge
there, were always most cordial, .

Although I have met Captain Meane on a few other occasions
in addition %o those related above, there appears to have been nothing
specifically ococurred which would be of interest to the Division., In
" this letter, I have attempted to be as specific and as comprehensive as
ny memory will permit, In the event there is any further information
which the Division feels that I may bhave regarding this matter, I wuld
be pleased to receive further inquiry,

Msjor Means, who stated upon interview that he kmew of an instance
where a Division Agent was in an intoxicated condition at Fort -
Smith, Arkensas; that he did not, however, consider this act
serious as he knew of other actions on the part of Agents of the
Division which were of more serious character; that on one occasion
an Agent of the Division in an intoxicated condition, approached .
a representative of the Missowri Btate Highway Patrol who wes ) .
performing an official investigstion in an wmdercover capacity .
in such a way that the identity of the State Highway Patrolman
was made known and his usefulness destroyed; that Division rep-
resentatives had declined or had failed to eooperate with him
on various occasions; that a Division Agent picked up a street-
walker in his automobile and within ten minutes informed her of
his jdentity and comnection; that a Division representative drove
alang a highway firing hie revolver indiscriminately at and
other objects along the highway; that a Divisicn Agent wag conducting
an investigation looking ‘towards the apprehension of Pretly Boy -

OFloyd at & point within the territory covered by a troop of the
Uissouri State Righway Patrol, but did not edvise the Highway -
Patrol of his presence, the Agent stating that he hed specific

Complete inquiry into thé above charges has HRe]
been made through Special Agents in Charge R. B, Nathan, R. H. .. -
GOIﬂ.n’ E, E. Gonroy, mt h’ﬂnﬂq and D. 'o OAUG l:- ‘:-.;-4 et :
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Summsrizing the results of the inguiries,
it appears with reference to the Major's first charge that
former Speclal Agent J. Massey Edgar was probably in an intoxi-
cated condition at Fort Smith, Arkensas. Lemar Higgine of the
- Fort Smith Police Department stated that he never saw Agent
Edgar sober in Fort Smith, Arkansas, A. F. Adams, Speclal
Agent of the Frisco Railroad Company, Fort Smith, states he
had seen Edgar takea drink, but he had not seen him drunk, It
appears that at a March term of court at Texarkana, Arkansas,
Deputy Sheriff George H. Smith, while attending Federal Court,
became involved in e drunken altercation with a negro resulting
in his arrest. Edgar was ocoupying a room adjoining Smith
and evidently was drinking with him, Edgar was not arrested,
but went to the police station and secured Smith's relesace.
This occurrence 1s generally known to law enforcement officials,
those interviewed stating that Edger was not drunk. It may de
noted with reference to Edgar, that a number of people inter-
viewed state that they never saw Edgar in an intoxicated comdi-
tion or saw him take & drink. -

With further reference to the first allega-
tion of Major Means, it appears that Agent J, J. Perkins attended
8 rodeo at Fort Smith, Arkansas during the month of June, 1934
at which time he publicly indulged in the drinking of beer.

.This doea not appear to be the incident to which Major Means
refera. Lemar Higgins of the Fort Smith Police Department says
he smelled alcohol on Agent Perking' breath on tkis oceasiom,
but Perkins was not under the influence of liquor. D. B. Jackson,
Special Officer of the Frisco Railroad Compeny, saw a man later
identified as Perkine at the rodeo drinking large quantities of -
beer, but states Perkins was not drunk., Chief of Police Hugh
Commors stetes that Perkins was present at the rodeo drinking
beer, but was not drunk, '

Major Means! reference to actione of & more
serious character than the purporteddrunkenness evidently refere to
what he believes to have dbeen lack of cooperation on the part of
representatives of the Ddvision, It appears that Major Meens?

!
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allegations in this respect are absolutely umfounded eince the
explanations of the running out of various leads, perticularly
in the Pretty Boy Floyd case, which are furnished by the five
agents in charge above enumerated are substantisted by the
“investigative reporis which were submitted a considerable time

prior to Major Means' charges. It appears from the investiga-
tive file that every cooperation has been extended to Major
Meens, On one occaslon during the development of the Urschel
kidnaping case at Oklahoma City, Special Agent in Charge Blake
declined to place agents exclusively upon the Floyd case with
Major Means, but agents were assigned to work with him from
time to time on the development of all specific leads furnished
by him. It further appears that Majar Means was somewhat dis-
gruntled at Mr. Conroy's refusal to place mail covers in various
parts of the United Stetes in the Floyd case and furnish the
information obtained therefrom directly to Major Means without
the Diviaion's taking any action thereupon.

© _ Major Means' third allegation, namely that
& Speclal Agent of the Division in an intoxicsted conditiom
disclosed the identity of a State Highway Patrolman working
in an uvndercover capacity appears unfounded in that all of the
persone interviewed during the course of the inquiries conducted
in this matter stated that they had ebsolutely mo imowledge of
any such occurrence, While it appears that Major Means had
various State Bighway Patrolmen with him in Fort Smith, Arkansas,
working on the Floyd case, the identity of these officers was
kmowm to city police in Fort Smith and various persoms inter-
viewed state that if there was any disclosure of the identity
of these officers to people outaide of law enforcement ranks,
4t undoubtedly came from the Fort Smith Police Department.

As pointed out befere, Majaor Means® alle-
gations of lack of fooperation on the part of this Division
eppear absolutely ounded in view of the apparent development
of verious leads furnished by Major Means in commection with
the Pretty Boy Floyd case as indicated by the investigative
file in this matter.

¥ith reference to the allegation that a
Division Agent picked up & street-welker at Fort Smith, Arkansss
and disclosgd hig identity to her, interview was conducted with
one Billiefemes, a prostitute at Fort Smith, Arkansag, who
advisged t a month or so prior to the interview, she filled
an engagement at the Ward Hotel, at which time there was present

. & man of about 45-50 yeare.of age, welghing from 180-200 pounds,
who showed her a Colt.45 automatic pistol and revolver and told
her he was with the Governmment and was searching for Bill Harper.
Billie James reported this ocourremnce to the county officials,
Subsequently, this woman was interviewed by Agent Perkins, sho
was conducting inquiry to ascertain whether there had been any
violation of the Impersonation Statute. County officers were
with Agent Perkins at this time when he interviewed Billie
James. It appears, therefore, that this allegation of Major
Means as to improper conduct of Divislion Agents is ebsolutely
unfounded. I

All Division Agents interviewed in connection
with thie inquiry emphetically denled that they had ever driven
along promiscuously firing et birde or other objects, nor were
law enforcement officials or other people interviewed in this
matter able to furnish any information corroborating Majcr Means!
allegation, . :

-Ho corroboratien of Mesns' sllegation that a
Division Agent in conducting inquiries in the Pretty Boy Floyd
case in the territory covered by Major Means' troop of the Missouri
State Highway Patrol had specifie instructions *to stay away from
Means® could be obtained. This allegatian appears to me in the
1light of my informaticn of the method by which Divisiom investign-
tions are conducted to be ridiculous. _

CONCLUSIGR

With the exceptimm of the allegatioms of
drunkenness on the pert of a Division Agent at Fort Smith, Arkansas,
1t appears that Major Means' allegations are abeolutely unfounded.
From the nature of the information furnished by the people contacted,
it appears that former Agent J. Massey Edgar was intoxicated at
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Fort Smith, Arkansas, probably on several occasions. It is my
belief that Major Means is a temperamental, overbearing sort of
an individual who is prompted in these matters by a fear that

the Division may apprehend Pretty Boy Floyd without his assistance
or collabtoration, thus reflecting upon his ability since he has
been assigned by the Governar of Missouri to apprehend Floyd.

On February 22, 1934, Hajor Means ¢
Louis Division office and nquestod the assistance of that
office in connection with investigations then being made by
the Liisaouri State Highway FPatrol looking towards the appre-
hension of Charles Arthur Floyd, He stated that be had been
conducting conasiderabls undercover investigation in this cass
and as a result had compiled a lot of valuable information.
Ho pstated that he had been in the Kansas City Division office
a fow days prior to his visit in St. Louis dut that he had not
given that office all of the information which he possassed
inasmich as he preferred to furnish same to the St. Louis Div~
ision office. Hes inquired if the St. Louls office would cause
mail covers to be placed on various parties throughout the
United States and conduct investigations, furnishing him with
the information obtained., He requested that the St. Louis
office pnot furnish the information thus developed to the other
Division offices. He was, of course, advissd that it would de
necessary to furnish all information obtained to the Diviasion
and to the other interested offices, Whon this was fully ex-
plained to him he agreed to furniah the information in hisa
posssasion, The writer then spent three or four hours going
over his file and making notes therefrom. 4 memorandum for
the file was prepared and the information later incorporated
into report form. Major Meens exhibited fingerprint cards for
Bsul 1ird and Rose\Baird, which he epperently bad obtained
from the Georgetown, Kentucky Police Department, and he requested
the writer to have prepared for him, additional copieas of the
photographs of these two women, as well as photographic eoplea
of their signatures as they sppeared on these fingerprint cards,




The writer then prepared and furnished him, by letter, with
soveral eoples of the photographs and gignatures as requested,
and as 1 now recall, these photographs were prepared through
the use of the fingerprint gamera in the St. Louis Division
office. While these fingerprint cards were in the possession
of the St. Louis office, photographic copies of same were obd=-
tained for the Divieion's files and the originals were then
returned to Major Mesns by letter,

Whan Major Means first called at the St. Louis
office, he was considerably perturbed at the apparent lack
of cooperation that he had received from "a Divieion office”
during his undercover investigation on the Floyd cass and he
indicated that he referred to ths Oklahoma City office. In
discussing this with him in an effort to obtain details, it
developed that the Oklahoma City office was in the midst of
the Urachel Case and after soms discussion with him relative
to the desire of the Division to cooperate fully with him, he |
