This informant, who will be known as informant "C", stated
that about three months ago he was at Reserve, Catron County, New
Mexico, which is in one of the most remote portions,of that State,
and that he contacted an old acquat;.n}gnce named W.,DgJones who runs
a saloon at Reserve, N.M.; that Jonés, although not/ an outlaw, is not
at all friendly to officers and would pot revesl to an officer any in-
formation concerning a fugitive; but that owing to his prior-associa-
tion with Jones, the latter confidentially informed him that Floyd

and two other men had been in camp mear Reserve for somstime; that
one of these men came in occasionally to purchase whiskey from Jones.

The informant further advised that Jomes has two grown sons
who are rather wild and thet he gathered from scraps of information
picked up that Jones had also sent whiskey to the camp by one of his
sons., The informant stated that Jones is relieble emong his friends

Of course, he does not know whether Floyd and
his essociates are still in the locality and stated that he was
afraid to go back to Reserve for the purpose of making direct ine
quiry of Jones as the latter would immediately become suspicious,
particularly as to the reason for informants visit at this time,
Informant stated that he would immediately write a letter to Jones,
however, and invite him to attend the Elks reunion at Sante Fe where
. he would get him drunk and endeavor to secure further information,

I might state that the informant is now operating a seloon hime
gself and while he has beep @& booze runner and bootleggzer for many
years, he is one of that type of person %¥ho if willing to help you
will say so and if not will very frankly tell you so.

_This informent was advised he might earn $500 or §600 by putting
Floyd on the spot and atated that he was perfectly willing to help
us in the matter, provided his connection with the affajr wes kept
confidentiale He volunteered that if he could be certain of the
location of Floyd he would go to the camp and "haul him ocut by the
ear for the price offered."

Krowing the informant as I do and that he is truly fearless, 1
have considerable hope thatshe will develop information of value in
this case, I have to adviase, however, thet any contact with him will
have to be made through the writer or Agent Street as he will positive-
ly refuse to deal with anyone with whom he is not personelly acquainted.

The Elks reunion above referred to will take place on October 3,
4, and 5, and immedietely thereafter, I will again contact this inform-
ant to sees what information if any he haa developed, If he hns been un-
successful, I think arrangements should be made to place an undercover
man of suitable type at Reserve with a view t0 procuring further in-
formation from other sources., It might be that the confidential in-
formant now working out of the Oklahoma City Office on this case with
Agent Frenk Smith would be suitable for the purpose.
