Mr. Henderson steted that he could recognize the rhotogrephs of
the persons wheo occupied the apartment below his, and when the
plctures of Floyd enc¢ Richetti were shown to him, he immedietely
identified those individuals as the men who occupied the seid aparte
ment. Aecording to Mr. Henderson, at various times during the lete
hours of the night, he observed & Packerd Sedsn calling for the
individuals who occupied the said epartmert, mentioning that he
%as uneble to ascertain the license number of the Packerd., Nr.

block, Mr. Frenecis, that it was his belief the people who were
occupying the apartment just below him were gengsters, in view of
their peculier actions.

Mr. Henderson was egein requested to view the photographs
of subjects in this case and in other important kidnaping end ex-
tortion cases in this office, with & view to determining whether
the four men herein mentioned, who occupied one of the apeartments
in the said block ebout iwo monthd prior to the deperture of Floyd
and Richetti trom the city, were any of the subjects involved in
these metters. Mr., Henderson ipdiceted he was uneble to identify

the seid individuala.

Mr. George F. Francis, 245 Lafayette Ave., the owner
of the Amientus Apartments, upon interview, advised that these
tenants elways peid him in cash, which money was deposited in
the Grens Street Branch of the Liberty Benk of Buffalo. In re-
ference to the public utilities servinge these apertments, Nr.
Frencis steted that, altbouch the ges wes on a separate meter,
still, this was {ncluded in the rental of the apartment and he
peid for it, es the meter was in his namej thet only one electric
meter and one water meter were used throughout the spertment, and

these were also in the neame of the owner.

Continuing, Mr. Franeis stated that he knew no reason
why these individuals stopped at his apartment house; thet he
hed not asked them for references since they were from outside of
the state, and thet his suspicions were never eroused during their
stay there.
