The administration of justice in the federal
‘court trial of the men and women charged
with conspiracy in connection with the union
station massacre has been of such a character
as to strengthen faith in the law and to dis-
courage crime, The trial proceeded with dis-
patch, the government’s case against the ac-
cused was thorough and the verdict of guilty
against all six defendants was the natural and
expected outcome. A premonition of the re-
sult was the plea of guilty by one of the ac-

cused before the taking of testimony had

v At the outset, Judge Merrill E. Otis, presid-
ing in the case, issued the statement that the
trial must be ended within a week. It was
ended within a littie more than four days. The
procedure was deliberate, but marked by dis-
patch. Night sessions were held, including
New Year's eve. The entire conduct of the
trinl and the assembling of evidence In ad-
vance of it afforded s spectacle to hearten the
law-abiding citizen snd to reveal the possi-
bility of both the swiftness and certainty of
Justice. )

The result of the trial brings near to com-
pletion an accounting for all of those {nvolved,
directly and indirectly, in the terrible union
station crime. ©Of the eight persons named on
conspiracy charges, one has been released, one
entered the plea of guilty, and six were con-
victed, and one other, Adam Richettl, is now
in custody. Against three others there also
are pending in federal court charges of perjury
in connection with the grand jury's investiga-
tion of the massacre, But the two men be-
lieved to have been actual participants in the
station killings, Charles (Pretty Boy) Floyd
and Verne C. Miller, are dead, the former at
the hands of the law, the latter probably at
the hands of rival gangsters,

This is to advise that on the afternoon of Jenuery 3, 1934, I
intervieycd VivianQlzthis at the Jackson County jail, Kansas
City, Missouri, at which time, among other things, she informed
that shd had received information to the éffect that there had
been aMesk from Washington, relative to the confidentisl state-
ment vhich she hed furnished in this metter, end zlso concerning
‘he mekting which took place between her and myself at the Hotel
Curtis, Minneapolis, Minnesota on December 25, 1934, I pressed
her for the source of her information and she informed thet sometime
since Christmes, 1224, she had been in conversation with one
AttorneyyDavenport of Sioux Fells, South Dakote, relative to her
{nvolvemfnt in this matter. She asdvised that Davenport represent-
| e@ Mrs. Nerne Sankey at the time of her trial at Sioux Falls,
South Dekotz. She stated thet Davenport comnunicated by long-
distanée telephone with some high officiel of the Department in
Washington, D. C. and asked for data concerning the status of this
cese, particulerly insofar as it concerned Vivian Mathis. Accord-
ing to the Mathis women, Devenport was told to call back a short
time later on. He did this, and wzs told that ell of the defend-
ents in this me“ter, with the excepiion of Louis)Stacey hed fur-
nished signed stetements. He was also told thet Mrs. Mathis had
met me in the lobbty of the Hotel Curtls in Minne polis, Christmas
dey and that I had been covered by other agents mt the time of
this meeting. Mrs. Mathis did not know the identity of the person
vith whon Davenport talked, other than that he wzs & high official
of the Department, and that Davenport was personally acquainted

Tt should be stated thet Mrs. Mathis led me to believe that

the long-dictance telephone cells in qguestion had been placed
from Sioux Fa'ls, South Dakota to Washington, D. C. She re-
marked that more then $50.00 worth of calls were made. I believe
the period in question to have been during the week-end of Dec-
ember 29 and 30, 19324, inesmuch as this womsn told me that she

left Kansas City during the afternoon of December 29, end returned

at 10 P. M, December 30, 1934.

During this conversation, Mrs. Vivian Mathis alsoinformed thet
during the early afternoon of December 29, 19%4, she received
& telephone call at her room at the Phillips Hotel, Kansas City,
Missouri from Louis Stacey, during which he asked her to come
to a room, the number of which she did not furnish, in thejHotel
Pickwick, Kensas City, Missouri. krs. Mathis stated that ghe

You are advised that while in Kansas City, Missouri, I stopped

gt the Hotel Pickwick, and that I had previously mdvised Mrs.
Methis thet I would be registered at that hotel. At about 12:30
P. M. December £9, 1934, I returned to the hotel from the Federal
Building, and found a note in my room which was to the effect
thet I would receive a telephone call at 1 P, M.

T assumed this message wes from Mrs. Mathis. T waited in my Toom
until 1:30 P. M. but did not receive any telephone call. Sometime
between 1:45 P. M. and 2 P. ¥. I met Special Agent R. €. Suren who
knew of the message 1 had received, and he ingquired if Viviaen Mathis
hed communiceted with me. When I told him that she had not, he re-
merked that he had just seen her enter the hotel lobby from an
elevator, accompenied by a woman whom he assumed to be her sister,

Mrs. Draves.

On the night of Jamuary 3, 19335, I advised Speciel Agent in Charge

R. B. Nathan of my conversation with Vivien Msthis insofsr as it
related to United States Attorney Milligan. At that time he informed
me of certein informetion which had come to his attention, which
related to the alleged passing of a $¢500fbribe on the afternoon

of December 29, at the Hotel Pickwick. pgou will no doubt be

edvised of this matter by bhim.

T have discussed both of these matters with Assistant Director
Herold Nathan, Special Agent in Charge E. J. Connelley and Special
Agent in Charge D. M. Ladd, and have been advised by them to X
comminicete this date to you under personal and confidentlzl cover.

Both of these mafters are being submitted for your information.
