the record straight.

Robeson claims current controversy soncerning him originated
with PBig White Folks" who he describes as his persecutors and real
"Un~Americans." He shows contempt for these people and in turn expresse
concern for the Negro as well as the common people, i.e. working class,
foreign born, nationality groups, Jewish people, middle class
progressives, and people in arts and sciences. :

Robeson emphasizes his basic views have not changed for years.
He claims he volced friendly sentiment for Soviet Union and Afro-Asian
nations several years ago and has seen nc reason to change his views in
face of a cold war and “lMcCarthyism." He & leges his sentiment for
Soviet Union and Afro-Asian nations is founded in their support of
"eolonial liberation movement" as well as their support of the Negro
people throughout the world. He claims the Soviet Union in world affair
has been an important factor in this regard and cites as an example how
the Soviet Union blocked "Western Imperialists" from retaking the Suez
Canal from Egypt. Robeson charges that his warm feeling for the Soviet
Union has, according to Washington officials, made him a part of an
"international conspiracy." He emphatically denies ever having been
a part of an "international conspiracy” or knowing anyone who 1is.
(At no time des Robeson deny present or past CP membership). He
claims his refusal to testify before legislative commitiees is based
upon the unconstitutional nature of committee inguiries. He describes
the House Committee on Un-American Activities (HCUA) as the

With reference to his passport case, he charges that

State Department's refusal to grant him a passport is arbitrary.

He claims there is no evidence to support Government chargeés and
|alleges his passport refusal is based upon his concern for Negro
drights. In general, he attempts to put across point that his support

of Soviet Union and Afro-4sian poliey concerning colonial liberation

movement and racial equality has been misinterpreted as Un-American

activity. BHe frequently criticizes the State Department and A
United States Government concerning both domestiec and foreign policy

in this regard. He continuously emphasizes the alleged lack of racial

discrimination in Europem and Asian countries as contrasted to the

United States.

: At one point Robeson expresses his conviction in scientifie

socialism as an advancement to a higher stage of life and as being
superior to "capitalistic imperialism.® He does not elaborate further
on this matter; however, he does comment at one point about the "new
China” (Red China) in a favorable light and also emphasizes that the
"eomminists of the world denounce racism."

Roheson admits he has never hesitated to assoclate with
nonconformists and radicals, and in this regard points out his long
association with Ben Davis, current national CP funetionary. He points ¢
the mutual interest of himself and Davis in regard to the fight for
Negro freedom., He goes on to describe the Smith Act convictions as
unconstitutional and likewise denourices the Walter-McCarran Act.

The majority of Robeson's comments deal with his views
concerning Negro inequality in the United States. He denounces
segregation and its advocates. He proposes coordinated mass Negro actior
built around strong Negro leadership to cope with the current crisis.

He suggests a central fund, concerted Negro support of already existent
organizations such as National Assoclation for the Advancement of
Colored People, and the exertion of influence of the Negro in labor
unions. )

In concluding, Robeson compliments the Soviet Union-on the
launching of the Sputnik and describes it as a step toward world peace.

QLSERVATIONS

Robeson's book appears to be dirscted to the Kegro reasder
for whom 1t will undoubtedly have appeal. He atlempis to analyze the
world racial sitvation from the standpoint of the Negro and apparently
atterpts to ineite the Segro into a form of concerted sction for the
purpose of fighting for Negro equality. It would appear, however, that
Hobeson's sttempts to explain and Justify his political views, as
related to his discussion of the racial guestion, is obviously an
attempt to influence public opinion in the United States and abroad to
his favor for the purpose of influencing the State Department to issue

ghim & passport. It is noteworthy that Robeson evades any specifie
reference to the CF, USA, and fails 1o provide any argunent regarding
‘his alleged support of CP, US4, and front group causes other than his -
previcus association with the Council on Afrlcan Affairs.
