The devious progress of Robert F. Kennedy to
tle point where he ¢an hope to win the presidental
ncmination in 1968 started with the plans of an ambi-
t.ous father. Back in the early 1930’s Joseph Kennedy,
5t. was a heavy financial contributor and a st&rong
supporter of Franklin D. Roosevelt in his first try
for the presidency. Already a multi-millionaire,
Kennedy Sr. had an cbsessiom to establish the
Kennedy family as a political dynasty, much as
royalty was created in the past, by seizing power.

After Franklin D. Roosevelt ascended to the
highest office in the U.S. Government in 1933, Joseph
henncdy. Sr. was appointed to several government
positions, finally becoming Ambassador to Great
Britain in 1937. His oldest son, Joseph, Jr., was
originally selected for the political career which was
to ead in the White House. Joseph Jr. was sent to
the London School of Economics {Fabian Socialist)
wicre Harold Laeki made him his protege, taking
him to Moscow to introduce him to the important
Soviet leaders. Laski, a Fabian-Socialist leader,

Their wiretapping activities became
50 widespread that Congressmen, Senators, news-
napermen and many patriotic government employees
had reason to believe that their telephones were
tapped.

Not only did Bobby Kennedy know of the FBI
wiretaps which were used in national security and
major crime cases, but he also knew of the wide-
spread use of these practices by the Internal Reve-
aue Service, the Depariment of Health, Education
and Welfare, tha Treaswy Department, the Post
Otfice Department and other government sgencies
whose activities have beea brought to light by Sena-
tor Long’s Committee. In a frantic effort to preserve

In the
New York City area the telephone company has over
the years insisted that a letter be furnished to the
telephone company on each occasion when a special
telephone line is leased by the FBI. It is required
that such a lease arrangement be with the approval
of the Attorney General. In the past we have re-
stricted the utilization of leased lines in New York
City to situations involving telephone taps, all of
which have beea approved by the Attorney General....
We have not previously used leased linea in con-
nection with microphone surveillances..... If we
are permitted to use leased telephone lines as an
adjunct to our microphone surveillances (electronic
bugging), this type of coverage can be materially
extended both in security and major criminal cases.
Accordingly, your approval ef our ut:hzmg this
leased line arangement is requested...” This
