On November 2, 1903, a confidential source, who
has furnlshed reliable information in the past, furnished
information which indicated that Martin Luther King
contacted Clarence Jones on that date, King stated that he
would be in Washington, D. C., on November .6,-1963, for an
appearance at Howard University.. Jones mentioned that he
would—also-be in Washington on that date, and .he suggested—
that they should get together either before or after King's
appearance in order to dISEuss a number of ‘things-including-
a matter pertalning to “our friend.”

He indicated that if the
people were not receptive to this method, he would resort
to direct action by the end of the month.
