Every foreign intelligence agent had
suspectedit and ecery major mafioso had
known for sure, but last week director
Clarence Kelley made it official: the FBI,
he reported, has in the past made “sur-
reptitious entries” into various places.

Bugs: One top source said
last week that he never knew
of a case in which the FBI
planted a bug in an embassy;
if the code were cracked, no
bug would be needed any-
way and, besides, a diplo-
matic bug was almost sure to
be found. But break-ins
against organized-crime fig-

. ures and U.S. Communists
were almost always to plant
bugs. “They had bugs in mob
apartments all over New -
York,” said one government
investigator.

A break-in at a mob office
in Brooklyn, for example,
might employ only a lookout,
a driver for a getaway car and
a couple of agents. But a
break-in at a major embassy
or mission would require not
only a skilled team, but doz-
ens of agents to fan outacross

the city-and watch all of the 50 to 60
gersons known to have kevs to the
uilding. The agents who entered usual-
ly would take in sensitive camneras {capa-
ble oftaking pictures withouta flash) and
small copying machines that could he
folded into a suitcase. " They wouldn’t
read " said one FBI source.
“THey y everything in sight.”
nis would photograph the coding
machine from every possible angle, then
copy messages and replace the originals.
The idea was that the National Security
Agency would have intercepted incom-
ing coded messages and the FBI would

have decoded copies. That, plus the
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Csech defector slips coding machine to ‘glrhagemen’

Ehotographs, might enable the NSA to
break the code.

Two sources said that the FBI actually
smuggled out an entire coding machine
about fifteen years ago. Borrowing a
truck and uniforms from a garbage-
collection company, agents drove into
the vnrrl of the Czech thnec\ in Wach-

mgton and waited near an open window,

through which a Czech defector passed
not only the machine but nearly a truck-
load of files. “They were so excited that
they forgot to pick up the garbage,” said
one source. The next moming, the FBI
filmed the results from a hide-out. “One
of the funniest things you'd ever see,”

Category number 8, regarding the "identity of
all FBI personnel who took part in the entries, and any
person who approved or recommended such entry,” may be
answered by identifying (1) the Field Supervisor and
highest approving authority in the field office who to-
gether recommended the action to FBIHQ, (2) the FBIHQ
case supervisor and highest approving Bureau official
who together approved the activity for a field office,
(3) approval of the Attorney General on the appropriate
date, and (4) the identities of the Special Agents who
actually took part in the installation, or survey.

With respect to (1) and (2) in the foregoing
paragraph, Mr. Allen recognized that on some occasions
officials such as Relief Supervisors, Assistant Special
Agents in Charge, Night Supervisors, #1 Men, etc., would
approve field communications to FBIHQ recommending surveys
and installations, and subsequent FBIHQ authorizations to
the field. Where appropriate therefore, the identity of
the individual signing a communication, and for whom,
should be noted.

With respect to the identities of Special Agents
who took part in the actual survey and installation,
Mr. Allen was advised that FBIHQ and field office files
normally would not reveal this information. Mr. Allen
ingquired if the data might be obtained through recollection
of field office Special Agents assigned to the appropriate
areas of investigation. He was advised that in a number
of instances, the information might be obtained by this
method, although retirements, reassignments, and deaths
of Agent personnel would undoubtedly hinder the attempt.
Mr. Allen indicated the Bureau should make a reasonable
effort to secure the requested identities.

An additional area of question; namely, the
lack of any indication in FBIHQ and field office files
that a trespass or entry was committed during a survey
for microphone installation was brought to Mr. Allen’'s
attention. The matter was resolved in favor of indicating
where appropriate, in the Bureau's response to the
Department, that FBIHQ and field office files contain no
indication an entry was effected for the survey. Where
evidence exists to the contrary, the survey would be
treated as an entry.
