Intrigue Veils Case

All the mystery of Old World {n-
frigue was thrown about the case
by the delay in the announcement
of the death by the police, the a¢-
tion of the coroner, and the
charges made by Waldman and
the threats made on Kriviteky's
life as revealed by Dr. J. B. Mat-
thews, Investipator for the Dies
commitiee on un-American activi-
ties, who identified the body at the
District Morgue.

When Waldman arrived Iast
night fromm New York, he insisted
that hiz client was the victim
of the OGPU and revealed cir-
cumstances which led him to that
belief.
