Chicago. In addition, at the conclusion of that trial, Hoffman
was cited for contempt of court by the presiding trial Judge,
these contempt citations resulting from actions and statements
of Hoffoen in court during its course. Cn Sehrnnry 15,1979;
he was ordered incarcerated without bond in Cook County Jail,
Chicago, as a result of the above. -

On February 28, 1970, he was ordered admitted to
bond by the USCA, however, was instructed to advise the United
States Marshal, Chicago, of all travel outside th State of
his residence, and to secure permission of the USCA for all
