Despite the pledges by the regime
of the Argentine Colonels’ Lodg-
{GOU) 1to cooperate with the
United Nations, Argentina is teem-
ing with unmolested Nazi war crim-
inals,

Amoeng them is Count Karl von
Luxburg, chief of Nazi intelligence
in Argentina and a close associate of
Germany’s recent self-styled Fuch-
rer, Admiral Karl Doenitz. Another
is Richard Schrocder, one of th.

chicf assistants of German Lahar

Front leader Robert Ley.

Count von Luxburg, Germany's
Ambassador to Argentina during the
first World War, was expelled from
the country in 1916 for organizing




the ‘L‘L of Allicd ships. The
Count retv.aed to Argentina to be-
come chiel of German Intelligence.
He has maintained a  clandestine

broadcasting station on his “Quinta

de Martinez' estate.” From a build-
ing near the Retiro railway station,
he organized a system of signaling to
submarines with flags and lights.

Von Luxburg’s activitics resulted
in the loss of Allied lives and the
sinking of innumerable Allicd ships,
and Allied claims for his delivery to
them would be fully justified. As the
key Nazi in Argentina, he might cast
light on the Nazi nectwork in this
contincnt. .

Von Luxburg is also said to have
cooperated with Fritz Mandt, former
Austrian munitions magnate, and to
have put him in contact with the
Argentine gencrals. He is also re-
ported to have helped finance the
GOU coup d'etat in June, 1943, and
to have personally advised Victor
Paz Estenssoro, leader of the coup
in Bolivia in December, 1943,

Schrocder, chief of the German
Labor Front in Argentina in 1937
and 1938, went back to Germany to
work with Ley. On his reported re-
turn to Argentina, he is said to have
lIcft for the interior of the country
and is now believed to be in Cal-
amuchita in Cordoba province. This
town and La Falda arc considered
important centers of clandestine Naz
cells.

Admiral Karl Doen I
called Foreign Minister Count Lutz
Schwerin von Krosigk and Ley have

doposited ¢ ¥ -ble sums of
money in Argefia. over a period of
*ime through the “Banco Alcman
Transatlantico” (German  Transat-
lantic Bank), rcportedly under false
names. Two other Nazis, who have
also come to Argentina recently, are
the leading Gestapo men. Walter
Wilkening and Willy Scheckenbach.

Schroeder is reported to have ar-
rived in Argentina with ful] instruc-
tions to prepare hiding places for
ather Nazis in that country. The vast
territories of the provinces of Entre
Rios, Chaco and Misiones are said
to be idcal for harboring sought-for
Nazis and to be, actually, the head-
quarters of clandestine Nazi organ-
izations.

The Nazis in Misiones are re-
ported to be maintaining contacts in
Brazil and Paraguay and to control 2
systen of roadways known only to
them. General Calderon, who dis-
covered the extent of Nazi control
in Misiones, has been arrested and is
held incommunicado.

chemical called alloxan, the mystery
of that murderous and baffling dis-
ease, diabetes, is well on its way to-
ward ultimate solution. Diabetes kills
some 37,000 persons yearly, and its
victims are four times greater in
vnumber than those crippled by infan-
tile paralysis.

Alloxan is the “open sesame” to
the enigma of diabetes. With it, re-
scarchers have, for the first time, a
simple experimental method of giv-
ing diabetes to the usual laboratory
animals.

This means that doctors now have
a direct approach toward salving
some of the more complicated theo-
retical problems concerning diabetes,
It also means that they now have a
quick, easy way for testing different
diabetes remedies such as diets, medi-
cines and glandular extracts.

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WAGE FIGHT IN ARGENTINA

Strike by Business as Weapon Against Raise Ordered by Government

Effect on political line-ups
as Colonel Peron faces fest
in presidential election

A three-day strike of Argentine busi-
nessmen against their Government now
has offered somiething new in the way of
strikes. This was & strike of employers
against an order to increase wages, not a
strike of workers to force a wage increase.

What happened was this:

The Argentine Government, dominated
by a zroup of Anny coloneis fed by Coi.
Juan Peron, in December ordered employ-
ers to increase wages of all workers and to
pay cach worker a December bonus equal
to one month’s salary. Total increases in
pay ranged from 18 to 3315 per cent.

Profest. Businessmen immediately pro-
tested. Some of them complied with the
order, but most of them refused omn
grounds of illegality and inability to pay.
Businessmen ﬁnally bit upon a I.hree-day
il'-'luu.i'u“u with t’u:plu)cs L‘Uuuuulub to re-
ceive their regular pay, as a means of
showing their disapproval. Most businesses
and industries remained closed throughout
the three days; principal exceptions were
utilities, banks and some small shops.

Businessmen now have taken the decree
into court; they say it is unconstitutional
because the Argentine Congress did pot
approve it. There has been no Congress in
their country since 1943,

l.tnnntsh-h!v for the decree is laid at

the door of Colone! Peron. Earlier, as
Labor Mimster, be had backed fonnn.txon
of friendly labor unions and proposed a
decree to give workers 25 per cent of their
emplayers' profits. These actions were gen-
eraily interpreted as bids for labor backing
for his presidential hopes.

Col. Peron followed these moves by or-
ganizing the Labor Party, which now has
nominated him as its presidential candidate.

Support of a large share of Argentina’s
8,000,000 workers might enable Colonel
Peron to win the February 24 election
withoul coercion or manipulations. And
slthough he sometimes has used strong
methods, he is believed now to desire elec-
tion by ap overwhelming popular vole.

Colonel Peron counts on the support
of sederal elements:

The Army, on the whole, can be ex-
pected to back him. The colonels’ clique
