Hunter are believed to have lived in a cottage at Milam's Landing on
Leke Hamilton. On the latter date they rented a cottage &t Dyer's
Lending on Leke Earilton, which resort was operated by Mrs. A1 C. Dyer.
Karpis and Huntier iived at this cottage until October 4, 1935, when they
vecsted same, Kerpis using the name of Ed Perker, and Hunter using the
nzme of Herold King.

On June 28, 1925, Grace Goldstein moved her house of prostitu-
tion to the Hatterie Hotel. Thereafter, during the summer and fall of
1935, Alvin Kerpis and Fred Hunter were gluost daily visitors at the
Hutterie Eotel, where they would sometimes remain overnight. Karpis
and Hunter were then using & 1935 Hudson Coupe bearing Ohio license
pletes number H 372 M, which they purchesed on bugust 1, 1933, at Youngs-—
tcwn, Ohio.

On September 6, 1935, Sam Cooker was paroled from the Oklehoma
Stete Penitentiery. Coker hed known Alvin Kerpis for several years prior
to that time, heving been arrgsted vith Kerpis end Fred Berker at Tulsz,
Oklzhoma, on June 10, 1921. poker knew thet Alvin Kerpis and harry ¢
C=mpbell were wented by the Government for kidnaging Edward George
Bremer, but continued to live znd associzte with them.

On or about September 20, 1935, Sem Coker began living with
s and Huntuer st Dyer's Landing =nd he also frecuented the Hatterie

ilton Lett xnew thut Alvin Rarpis aad Heryy Campbell were

rzated by the Goverameat for the kidnaping of Bremer. He, neverthelcss,
vigited =znd ascocinted with these men at Hot Springs, Arkansas, during

Septanbor, 1335.

On October 3, 1935, ilvin Karpis left Dyer's Londing. Hunter
.na Coker vucated the cottage at Dyer's L:nding on the night of Ocvober
14, 1935, or the eurly moraing of Saturduy, Octcoer 5, 1925.

At 10:25 A.M., on Octoper 4, 1935, Cecil Brock, at the ré.uest
of Herbert Akers, sent & telcgram to the Bureau of Motor Vehicles, Colum~
bus, Ohio, re.uesting informztion regarding the registered o:mer of
1935 Ohio license plztes number H 372 M, which pletes were on the Hudson
Coupe being used by Kerpis, Hunter end Coker. Thet same day skers got
an answer from the Ohio State Bureau of lotor Vehicles thzt the above
plates were issued to E. F. Parker, 323 North Phelps Strest, Youngstowm,
| Ohio, for a particuler Hudson Coupe.
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On October 4, 1935, the day on which Akers wired the Ohlo
State Bureeu of Motor Vehicles concerning the license plstes H 372 M,
which leter proved to be the license plates on Kerpis' Hudson Coupe,
Special Agent R. C. Coulter interviewed hkers at Hot Springs in con-
nection with another matter, but Akers did not inform him of any
suspicions he may have had that Karpis was using & car cerrying the

above plates.

On October 5, 1935, the day after the cottege occupied by
Karpis, Hunter and Coker hzd been vacated, Akers wired the Youngstoim,
Ohio Police Depertment for informstion regarding E. F. Perker, 323
North Phelps Street in th-ot city, and also regarding the Hudson Coupe
which was purchzsed at Youngstown, Ohio.

Goldstein and Connie Morris on or about October 25, 1935 of the details

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On October 24, 1935 Grace Goldstein rented & house at 602 Third
Street in Hot Springs, Arkansas.

Herbert Akers first sdvised the Federsl Bureau of Investiga-
tion of the sssociation of Alvin Karpis with Grzce Goldstein and the
lassociation of Fred Hunter with Connie Morris, on lerch 28, 1936.
On March 30, 1936, Buresu pgents end U. S. Post Office In-
\Spectors raided the Woodcock home on Malvern Road end found thet the
place hzd been vacated.

" Malvern Road in the vicinity of the WOODCOCK home, GRACE GOLDSTEIN
stated that she frequently passed AKERS dlong this road when she was either

going toward Hot Springs or leaving town for the WOODCOCK home; that, at
times she would be alone and at other times KARPIS or ome or more of the
others would be with her. She could not recall any occasion when AKERS
came along as she or the others were entering or leaving the WOODCOCK
place, but she did state that her Green Buick Coupe and the Maroon Buick
Sedan of KARPIS were generally parked near the WOODCOCK house where they
could be seen by anyone passing along the Malvern Road.



This woman recalled that some days prior to Bureau agents arriving in
Hot Springs in March 1936, Post Office Inspector HAYNES, WENDT SMITH in
charge of the Kansas State Troopers and Trooper JOE ANDERSON came to Hot
Springs making inquiries about KARPIS and HUNTER and they contacted
various cab drivers in an effort to obtein information from the Hatterie -
: Hotel., She stated that she learned of these inquiries almost as soon as
- they were made but she refused to disclose the source of her information. -
She stated that JOE ANDERSON conducted an investigation to learn the ‘
identity of the woman who had waited around the airport in Hot Springs
in a green chevrolet coupe, which car also contained a large black doge
This woman stated that ANDERSON must have gotten the above information
concerning her somewhere in Ohio. She recalled that the cab driver
CECIL BROCK was contacted by the Post Office Inspectors and agreed to
to act 2s an informant and that BROCK got drunk and came to the Hatterie
Hotel end asked CONNIE MORRIS whether she wanted to make $18.,000.00 and .

Upon hearing this, GRACE GOLDSTEIN became very indignant
and stated thet her brother could not have had any connection with fese
bonds as KARPIS burned these bonds in her presence vhen they visited her
mother's plsce in Paris, Texas in the latter part of 1935, just prior to
Christmss time. GRACE GOLDSTEIN states that she cannot definitely state . -
what date it was that KARPIS burned the sbove bonds. (It is interesting

The general faocts
in the harboring case at Hot Springs in this file, and &
general narrative of the part eech individwl connected with
Alvingkarpis at Hot Springs, Arkmnsas, played in the gensral
conspiracy to harbor Karpis was discussed with Mr. Isgrig.
In connection with Grace Goldstein and Connie Morris, kr.
Isgrig was advised by Inspector Connelley of the events
surrounding the pick-up of GrecelGoldstein at Hot Springs on
April 26, 1936 and of subsequent' interviews had with her from
day to day up umtil and including April 30, 1936, at Little
Rock, Arkenses, and leter at Jackson, Mississippi. MNr. Isgrig
vas also advised that Kerpis was captured at New Orleans,
Louisiena on Nay 1, 1936 as a result of informetion obtained
from the vaerious interviews hed with the Goldstein women, in
that she provided information regarding the location of
FredCHunter's residence in New Orleans. Mr. Isgrig wes edviged
thet Grece Goldstein was told at that time that & definite
recomne.

During th;ééonferenoe the facts in the file
entitled "JEWNELL LeVERNEAGRAYSON, with eliases; MARGARET
JTHOXPSON, nee Margaret Jones - Victim; White Slave Traffic
Act", were discussed with Mr. Isgrig, end he stated that he
believed this waes a cleer cut case of commercialized prosti-
tution and thet Grace Goldstein should be prosecuted for the
transportetion of her niece, Margaret Thompson, from the
vicinity of Paris, Texes, to Hot Springs, Arkansas, during
October, 1936, B

In connection with the harboring of T. N. Norris
in the file of "HERBERT AKEES, with alias; et el; National
Liotor Vehicle Theft Act; Harboring of Fugitives", Xr. Isgrig
stated that in view of the confession made by Akers, he believed
Akers would probebly plead guilty to this charge.

Nr. Isgrig steted that the Grend Jury would
convene et Little Rock on iay 16, 1938; that he felt thet the
evidence against Chief of Police Josephrﬁakelin end former
Chief of Detectives Herbert Akers could/be stronger, but thet
the Government undoubtedly would have no difficulty in obteining
convictions against the other defendants if Grace Goldstein
would be willing to provide the information which she
undoubtedly has which connects Akers and Wakelin with Alvin
Kerpis. He suggested thet errangements probebly covld be made
to have Grace Goldstein taken into custody at Little Rock about
ten days prior to the convening of the Grand Jury at Little
Rock, in order that this woman might be brought before one of
the two U. S. Commissioners in Little Rock on the above White
Slave Traffic Act coese, and that in view of the threat mede by
Grace Goldstein to Bureau Agents against the lifed the victim,
¥argaret Thompson in the event the Thompson women testified,
end Grace Goldstein's bond set sufficiemtly high so that she
would be unabls to raise bail., _He stated further that there was
a_good possibility that the Goldstein wamen would tell the

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the Grand Jury, the possibility remaining that Grace Goldstein
Wm—ﬂm— ght be willing to testify before the G . Isgrig
state T the preparation of the indictments in the three
ebove mentioned cases would be handled by his first assistant,
Mr. Leon B. Catlett, and Mr. Isgrig indicated that he desired
that Special Agents John L. Medala and D. P. Sulliven be
available to aid in the preparation of these indictments.

Daily conferences between Assistant United States
Attorney Leon B. Catlett and Special Agents ¥adale and Sullivan
were thereafter held. Tentative indictments were drawn chaerging
Herbert Akers, Joseph Wakelin, (ecil Brock, Garnet# iloore, Grace
Goldstein, Connie Xorris, JohnyStover, Morris Loftis and Mrs.
Al C. Dyer as defendants. Alvin Xarpis end Fred Hunter are
nsmed in this indictment as co-conspirators but not defendants.
¥r. Catlett originally intended including Sem Coker &s &
defendant in this indictment, but in further discussions
jindicated that he could not see that the Government's case
would be strengthened by including Coker, inesmuch as Coker is
elready serving a long sentence in the Oklshome Stete Penitentiery
end en indictment for harboring is pending egeinst him in the
Clevelend District, and he could not see any good reecson for
including Coker as & defendant in this case.

An indictment was drewn in the file entitled
" JEWELL LaVERNE GRAYSON, with alieses; MARGAX:=T THOMPSON, nee
Kargaret Jones - Victim; Vihite Slave Traffic Act", charging
Grace Goldstein with the transportetion of her niece, Margaret
Thompson, from the vicinity of Paris, Texas, to Hot Springs,
Arkensas, during October, 1935, for immoral purposes.

In the file entitled "HERBERT AKERS, with alies;
et al; Nationel Xotor Vehicle Theft Act; Harboring of Fugitives",
a tentative indictment was drawn charging Herbert Akers as a
defendant for conspiring to parbor T. N.}Norris, and naming Norris,
Sem Stegel \{Eaynes, Goldie H.| Hairston and Alfred Jemb as
co-conspireltors, but not defendants. '

¥r. Isgrig and Mr. Catlett indicated that the
trials on all three of the above mentioned cases would be had
in the term of court beginning on or about June 1, 1938, end
thet they believed it advisable that Grace Goldstein be tried in
connection with the White Slave Traffic Act violetion first, with
the idea in mind that she possible would be desirous of testifying
for the Government in connection with the harboring of Alvin
Karpis .

Mr. Isgrig end Mr, Catlett indiceted that they
believed it desirable to try Herbert Akers in connection with
the harboring of T. N. Norris after the trial of Grace Goldstein
on the above White Slave Traffic Act violation, with the idea in
mind that Akers might be willing to deal with the Govermment in
the event he realized that he was facing & possible two year
sentence for conspiracy in the herboring of T. N. Norris, and an
additional two years in connection with the herboring of Alvin
Karpis. . ‘

In the various conferences had with Assistant
United Stetes Attormey Leon B. Catlett during the time the
tenmtative indictments in this case were being drawn, and after
the seme had been oompleted, the advisebility of omitting Grace
Goldstein and Connie Korris as defendants were discussed. 1In
these conversations it was mentioned that prosecution of Greace
Goldstein and Connie Morris in connection with the harboring of
Alvin Karpis might result in embarressment to the Department.
This matter wes also discussed with United States Attorney Fred
A. Isgrig, and he steted that he did recall thet et the time when
deportetion proceedings were instituted ageainst Anne Sege in the
Dillinger cese, he received the impression from newspeper reports
that the Department had "doubls-crossed"” this woman., He indiceted
thet he could see the possibility that the seme situation might
erise as to Crace Goldstein and Connie ¥orris., Mr. Isgrig stated
that he would teke this matter under advisement and would

render a definite opinion et a later date, prior to the

convening of the U. S. Grand Jury.

First Assistent United States Attormey Leon B.
Catlett stated thet in the event Grace Goldstein end Connie

Morris were not included as defendants, but only as co-conspirators,
he felt that this action would materially weaken the chences of
the Government to obtain successful prosecution against the other
defendants for harboring Alvin Karpis. He stated that even
though practically a1l necessary evidence would be admissable
whether Grace Goldstein and Connie Morris were nemed as defendents
or co-conspirators, nevertheless, as the Government hed an
