In view of the 1imited hendwriting specimen of Joe Adams in which
some portions of the letters are missing because of insufficient ink or other
reasons, it is suggested that 4f handwriting evidence 1s to be introduced in
Court additional specimens of Adams®! writing be obtained. These specimens
should be in ink written preferably on blank telegraph forms and should include
all of the writing on the telegram. Several such specimens should be obtained,
each one belng taken from the writer before he begins the mext specimen.

If testimony is desired the Bureau should be informed in ample time
for the preparation of charts.

The original Western Unlon telegram will be returned to the Jacksonville
Office within the next few days after photographic copies of the same have been
made for the Bureau's file.

Jess Doyle, after a gun battle with Special Agents of the | -w=-rweececseesca
Federal Bureau of Investigation, at Pittsburg, Kensas on February 7,
1935, proceeded to Girard, Kansas, where he surrendered to the Sheriff.,
He was later questioned by Special Agents of the Bureau, and under date
of February 15, 1935, in the Wyandotte County Jail, Kansas City, Kansas,
submitted a detailed statement furnishing information concerning the
Fort Scott Bank robbery which occurred on June 17, 1932, the Third
Northwestern Bank of Minneapolis robbery which occurred on December 16,
1932, and the Fairbury, Nebraska, Bank robbery which occurred on April 3,

1933.

In connection with the Third Northwestern Bank robbery, Doyle
admitted that the participents were Fred“Barker, "Doc™Barker, William
Yeaver, Avir? Karpis, Ve pzﬁll‘niller, LarryDDeVbl and himself, He stated =
that he and the Barker brothers and Alvin Karpis were living at either the
Twin Oaks or Three Oaks apartment in St. Paul, and that they had agreed
to meet at a garage in Minneapolis shortly before the robbery, and that
he drove them from the meeting place to the bank in a Lincoln sedan; that
he was wearing a chauffeur's cap at the time; that as this group entered
the bank, he drove the car several bundred feet down the street, and
shortly thereafter, observed DeVol leave the bank to act as a look-out.

A few minutes later, the others emerged from the bank, and simultaneously -
a squad car pulled up in front of DeVol. DeVol fired at the police in )
this car with a machine gun, and killed 2 of them. When the gang left

the bank, Doyle drove the car to where they were and Verne Miller re-

placed him in the driver's seat, and immediately drove away. As they

were making their getaway, the police succeeded in puncturing 2 of the
tires, and thereafter the gang was forced to abandon the car in a -

park in St. Paul. ,

Doyle, in his statement, mentions the fact that Harry Hull was
living with DeVol at the time, and after DeVol's arrest, notified the ?

other members of the gang, who, with the exception of Verne Miller, 1m-§
mediately left St. Paul, and drove to Reno, Nevada. Incicdentally, Hull
has previously furnished Special Agents of the Bureau with information
that an innocent party is presently serving a life sentence in the
Minnesota State Penitentiary at Stillwater, charged as a partlcipant in
this robbery.

Doyle's statement also describes the Fairbury, Nebraska, Bank
robbery in which he, the Barker brother, Karpis, Volney Davis, Earf“Christman,
Frank Nash, and Eddie Green participated.

Doyle states that at the time of the Bremer kidnaping, he was in
Commerce, Oklahoma, with Doris O'Conner, FEddie Green and Bessie Green,
where he read of the kidnaping in the newspapers. He furnishes additional
information which indicates that the Barker-Karpis gang committed the
kidnaping. Bessi een, when interviewed in St. Paul during April,

1934, advised that at the time of the Bremer kidnaping, she was in Wichits,
Kansas, where she read of it in the newspapers.

Doyle also furnished information concerning the Fort Scott Bank
robbery which occured on the day that he was released from the Kansas State
Penitentiary, June 17, 1932, but states that he did not participata in
this robbery himself.
