Paul Office in order to ascertain whether they had received
any similar information. The call wes not prompted by the
fect that Mr. Suydam had reported the information, but was
based solely on the fact thst possibly some law enforcement
official had, as & metter of fact, apprehended Ksrpis and
would endeavor to keep the inform:tion concerning his appre-
hension secret for & period of days, which might have proved
somewhat embarrassing to the Bureau.

I thought if St. Paul had this informetion
they would be sble to verify its accuracy through some of
their contacts. It also occurred to me that possibly addi-
tional inquiries would be made end that you would be in a
better position to respond to these inquiriles if & definite
statement was obtained from St. Paul denying the story.

Refersnce is made to my telephone conversations of
April 15 and 16 with Mr. Temm of the eau relative ¢to the sur-
veillance of Frank\Foster, aliass Frank\Frost, which has been
mainteined since Foster's return to New York from Miami, Florida,
about ten days ago.

There are attached hereto memoranda prepared by
Special Agents R. H. Emory and F. G. McGeary, who conducted the
surveillance last night, at which time Foster was lost in the
Pennsylvania station in New York after leaving the ticket window.

I am also attaching a memorandum of Special Agent D.
L. Ficholsm of this office who was sent to the Pemsylvania
station to handle the situation irmediately upon receipt of ad-
vice from the Agents concerning this matter.

It is believed that the attached memoranda adequately
reflect the activities of the two Agents conducting the surveillance
during which they lost Foster and the efforts which were subsequently
made to ascertein the time of his departure and his destination.

The Agents have advised that none of the members of his party had

eny baggage with them at the time of their departure from their

apartment, and that Foster bad no baggage at the time he entered the

stetion and went to the ticket window where he was last seen.

prepared by Agent Nicholson, it appears highly probable that Foster,
after leaving the ticket window in the Pennsylvania station, took the
8300 P, M. train to Philadelphia, Pa.

~ As & result of my conversation with the Agents rela-
tive to this matter, I am of the opinion that the surveillance pre-
sented no unusual difficulties and that it should have been an
easy matter for the Agents, after observing Foster at the ticket
window in the Pennsylvania station, to ascertain to what point his
ticket was purchased. Agent licGeary, who was handling this angle
of the surveillance, states thdt he proceeded immediately to the
window as soon as Foster left same and secured the information
from the ticket agent, which subsequently proved to be erroneous.
It may be that the ticket egent inadvertently furnished the incor-
rect information, and it is also posd ble that Agent McGeary 4id
not make the nature and purpose of his inquiry sufficiently clear
to the ticket agent, although there is no information available
from the ticket seller or Agent indicating that this was the case.
I am of the opinion that Agent McGeary was a little too cautious

and possibly remained at too great a distance while Foster was at
the ticket window and delayed his approach to the ticket window
too long efter Foster had left same, thus making it difficult to '
identify to the ticket agent the party in whom he was interested.

I have discussed this matter at length with the
Agents and have pointed out, for their future guidance and assistance,
the errors in judgment which I believe were committed in this par-
‘ticular surveillence which resulted in their losing Foster. The
Agents thoroughly realize the importance of such surveillances being
successfully conducted and the possible serious consequences which
might result from losing the subject of a surveillance at a time
when he might be preparing to meke the expscted contact.

In view of the above, I do not believe that the
incident warrants eny further administrative action.

I telephoned Mr. Connelley at the Cincinnatl Office and in-
formed him that I had just received a telephone call from Mr. Magee from
Gulfport, Mississippi, to the effect that he has just taken into custody
Harry*Sawyer and his wife.

1EMORANDUNM FOR ASSISTANT DIRECTOR NATHAN:

I am setting out herein the facts regarding certail mail
matter which was obtained by Agents of this office under my
irection from the Acting Postmaster et Reytown, Kissouri, the
mail having been recgived eddressed to "George Lawrencqjdarper,
Post Office Box 12, aytown, Llssouri“

During the course of the investigation looking to the
apprehension of Volney\Navis, badly wanted as & Fugitive in the
Premer kidneping case, Vit was determined, on or sbout February 4,
1935, that Davis had encaged the above Post Office Box at Raytown.
Prior to his apprehension on Februery 6, 1935, contact had been had
by Agents of this office with the Acting Postmaster, and his
cooperation in bringing about the apprehension of the Fugitive
had been enlisted. He had appeared entirely cooperative.

Subsequent to Davis' apprehension and escape fram the
custody of Agents of this office contact was maintained with the
Acting Postmaster, and on at least two occasions he communicated
with this office, advising that mail matter had been received
eddressed to Harper. He was aware of the fact that Harper was
en aliass used by a desperate fugitive and that we were extremely
interested in any possible leed as to his location,

Then advised by the Acting Postmaster that mail was at
he Post Office addrghsed to Harper, I instructed, on one occasion,
pecisl Agent R. P.¥Shanahan, and on another Special Agent V. I.

2Parry, to proceed Raytown and to determine whether the mall was
of any value, obtaining it if egreeable to the Postmaster. Five
pieces of mail were obtained by LAgent Shenahen and one by Agent
Parry, end they were brought to me at the Kensas City Office.

Inasruch as this office was extremely desirous of bring-
ing about the location and apprehension of this Fugitive, I, in
my eegerness to follow out every possible lead, overlooked the
strict requirement ageinst obtaining or examining mail matter of
this character, and endeavored to find in the maill any leads of value
in the cese. - This action wes taken by me rether then by eny of the
Agents assigned to the Kansas City Office. I was certain, under the
circumstences, that Volney Davis would never cell for this mail at

Raytown, he knowing that we were aware of his identity as a renter
of the Post Cffice Box, end my purpose in securing fue mall as. /.

For
this purpose, such specimens should be prepared by causing Adems to write on forms
similer to the epplicetions or et least on a narrow piece of paper with & line
similar to that in the form. The signature should be repeated a number of times,
and after each is mede it should be removed so that he may not copy his previous
writings,
