Mr. Connelley telephoned from Louisville, Kentucky, in regard to
the surveillance and investigation being conducted there in the above case.
He stated that Agent Dill, in an undercover conversation witly¥err, one of
the men under surveillance, had ascertained that Kerr and the others had not
been successful in their negotiations to open a dog track, and that the only
reason for their remaining in Louisville was the fact that they have their
rooa rent paid in advance on the apartment in which they are reslding. Kerr
, indicated that he and his partners would leave Louisville possibly within the
\ next day or two, and would return to Chicago.

Mr. Connelley said that the last address they have on these men
in Chicsgo is an address written on an old insurance receipt, and he under-
stands that the building at this address has been destroyed by fire; that
o in view of this, we do not know the address to which these men are going in
Chicsgo. Hovever, he said that he 1s going to leave four or five men down
there to take care of the situation in case the men leave, and ascertain
on what highway they are traveling; that as soon as this information is
ascertained, it will be transmitted to the Chicago Office; that if it appears
impossible for the Chicago Office to pick the men up on the outskirts of
Chicago, the men from Louisville will follow them on into Chicogo. He said
that the men will be traveling in two cars, snd the Agents also will be in
