ere you trying to do bawl me out. You fellows got me in this trouble and
now I got all of you in the palm of my hand"; then Fred Barker winked at
Edne Murrey and Slim and put his arms around Moran's shoulders end said -

) "Never mind, Doc, you are & 1little tight - what you need is a boat ride";
that Dr. Moren accompanied by Fred and Slim left the Casino Club eand Edna
Murrey observed them drive awgy in Fred Barker's Ford sedan, She never
saw Moran after that.

¥ith regard to the death of John Hamilton, Edna Murrey furnished
the following interesting information. &he stated that on April 24, 1934,
while living in Aurora, Illinois, Volney Davis told her to go over and
live with Bill Veaver and Myrtle Eaton for a few days; that on April 25,
1924, Volney came to see her at Veaver's place and informed her that he was
very busy at the house and that it was possible she would have to remain
away for several deys; that on the marning of April 27, 19%4, Davis picked
her up at Veaver's place and enroute to her apartment told her that John
Hamilton had been brought there and that he was more or less forced upon
him, Volney Davis, by Elmer Farmer; that Hamilton died the night before and
was buried in an empty lot a few miles from Aurora, Illinois; that Hamilton
had been wounded in & running gun battle with the police at South St. Paul
and that the boys could not secure any medical aid for him; that they
attexzpted to get Dr. Moran to give him medical treatment but were unable to
locate Moran; thet Hamilton was in such bad condition after he was brought
to Aurora that there appeared to be no further hope for him and for this

eason, they discontinued their efforts to secure & doctar.

Volney told Edna that upon Farmer's request, he proceeded to the

a Food Inn on the night of April 24, 1934 and there met Dillinger,
Van Meter, Doc Barker, Harry Campbell and Elmer Farmer; thet Hamilton was
lying on the back seat of Elmer Farmer's car, which was parked in the rear
yerd of the tavern; that they transferred Hamilton from Farmer's automobile
into his, Davis', Buick sedan and that he, Davis, together with Dillinger

d Van Meter, brought Hamilton to Aurora, where he died on the night of
April 26, 1934. Edna Murray stated that she found her apartment extremely
untidy, there being blood stains on the bed clothing which was strewn about
the room end that she found a spade and shovel, together with more soiled
clothing, in the bedroom closet. &he stated that when she returned to the
apartment on Fridey morning, April 27, 1954, John Dillinger and Homer
Van leter were there, as were Doc Barker, Harry~Campbell and Volney Davis.
DMlldnger and Van Meter remained with Davis and Murray until the morning of
April 29, 1934, when Devis proceeded to Chicago and obtained a "hot® car
from Flmer Farmer and turned it over to Dillinger and Ven Meter, in order
that they could make a getaway. On several occasions Mr. Burkel, the owner
of the Davis apartment, made efforts to secure entrance therein, but was at
all times denied.

Edna Murray, stated that during these few days it was frequently
diecussed that Loui®Ternocky, of Fox River Grove, Illinois, possibly
informed the police of the Dillinger gang's presence at Little Bohemia;
that they also believed Cernocky put Frank Rash on the spot at Hot Springs,
Arkengae, as he knew of Nash's wheresboute - in fact, according to Edna
Murrey, Cernocky knew of Frenk Rash's exact whereabouts at all times and
that they were very friendly.

Mr. Kleinkauf, of the Director's office, called me at
9:30 P.M. on October 25, 1935, stating that the United Press had
advised the Director's office that the police of three states had
been converging on Miami, Oklehoma, that Ksrpis had been wounded in
a gun battle, had escaped, had been treated by a doctor, and had
been identified through such treatment and hed been captured.

At 9:50 P.M., October 25, 1935, I telephonically communicated
¥ith Dwight Brantley, Agent in Charge at Oklehoms City. He advised that
he had peard nothing, but would get in touch with the United Press and
call me back.

At 10:20 P.M., October 25, 1935, Mr. Brantley called me
back, stating that he had got in touch with Sam Hare, United Press
correspondent &t Oklehoms City; that Hare got the story at Miami and
figured it was & "washout" so he didn't mention it to Brantley, btut
he did give it to his Division Point at Kanses City, Missouri, and
they evidently shot it all over the country.

Mr. Brantley advised he called the deputy sheriff at Miami,
Oklehoms, in the ebsence of the sheriff, and he advised that on Octo-
ber 24, 1935 one Williams of Oklahoms City was on his way to Spring-
field, Missouri, when he saw three men driving a green Ford automobile
neer Chelsea, betveen Tulsa and Miami, Oklshoma; that these persons
were driving about 70 miles an hour, and that he thought one of them
wag Karpis.
