MZMORANDUM RE BREKID:

WILLIAM BRYAN BOLTON was born at !‘ranklin,
}llinoil, on March 3, 1893, the son of Williem L. Bolton, &
carpenter, and Ella Bolton, nee Kane, His father died in
March, 1935, and his mother, who is a paralytic, resides
with ber son George, a carpenter and cabinet maker at Virden,
I11linois, and Henry, a farmer, Virden, Illinois. He has a
sister, lirs. lMae McKinney, wife of a coal miner, residing
at Virden. Eis uncle, Merion Kane, was Chief of Police at
Virden, Illinois, for 20 years. He resides with his son Wil-
bur, who 1s employed in a drug astore at Virden,

BOLTON attended grade school at Virden, Ill.,
and upon graduation worked for his father as an apprentice
carpenter. Until May 11, 1917 when he enlisted in the U. 8,
Navy at Springfield, Illinois, he served at the Great lLakes
Naval Training Station, on the USS Bscruit, the USS Bridge-
port, an smmnition ship, and the ta 011via, & transport.
He was honorsbly discharged from- lhvy on August 12, 1919,
end six days later was married at Virden, Illinois, to Veva
Freeman of Thayer, Illinois,

T s He ongaged in the restsurent business for .

6 or 8 months after his discharge from the Navy at Virden,Ill.,
but closed the restaurant when the coal minss shut down and

his health became bad dy reason of tuberculosis contracted
while in the Navy. He worked for a cement concern for a month
or so snd then obtained employment in a gambling house in
Springfield, Illinois, where he romained for about ons year, .
His health failed completely and he went to Albuquergue and
entered the Albuquerque Sanatorium, where he stayed for 6 or

27 months. While there he made application for compensation by
reason of service cmneote& disability, which was allowed.

He returned to Virden, Illinois, and sngaged
in no occupation whatsoever, and lived on his total disability
compensation until 1925 when he went into the automobile rental
business in parinership with Frank Diaz, 416 South 4th Street,

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until 1928 when the business failed and he s0ld out. He ree
turned to Thayer and remained about 6§ months, at which time
George Zelgler, who had stored his car in the garage operated
by BOLTON et Springfisld, and whom he knew as a bootlegger,
obtained a job for him with the Van Clark Motor Company, 5028
W 22nd St., Chicago, where he was paid $25.00 per week as a
floor salesman, until this company went out of buainess about
January, 1929.

While in Chicego during this period he lived
with his family at the home of George Zeigler. After the Van
Clark Motor Company went out of business, Zeigler sent him to
his lodge at Couderoy, Wisconsin, to do carpenter repair work
on ths lodge, where he was so employed for two months, and then
returned to Chicago; that about this tims the express holdup
at Toledo, Ohio, ocourred in which Zeigler was involved, and
Zeigler fearing that BOLTON may be picked up and questioned by

He stayed at Trinidad and at El Paso, Texas,
for three years, engaged in no occupation whatscever, due to
the condition of his health. Zeigler sent for him in 1932 and
he went to Couderoy, Wisconsin, where he remained at Zeigler's
lodge to meet such prospective purchasers as might be sent there
and did sell this lodge during August or September, 1932, to
Zdward O'Bare; that he then moved to Elmhurst, Illinois, and
received t150.00 to $200.00 per month from Zeigler until May,
1933, when this allowance was discontinued.
