His parole was revoked by Oklahoma authorities
on February 27, 1956. Accordingly, no prosecution on a harboring charge is
being entered ageinst him but he has been returned to the Oklahoma State
authorities by reason of violation of his parale.

On May 8, 1956 Mr. Walter Barlow, Special Assistant to the Attarney

General, telephonically advised me that he had received a commmication from

Bart 2w~Riley, counsel fordfhans antwfandall, informing that it was the in-
tention of the defense to move for a tinuance of s case when it came on
to be heard on May 25, 1956, He stated that lcox, a Congressman fyom

Miami, Florida, will sit in on the defense of Randall and Adams and that in
view of the fact that Congress will not have adjourned by May 25, 1836, they
will move for a continuance. He also stated that Riley takes the position
that in view of the fact the Government has already asked for two continuances,
which have been granted, it will be no more than right now for the Court to
grant the defense at least one continuance. Mr. Barlow stated that if a con-
tinuance i1s granted he will insist that the motions to suppress statements
made by Adams and Riley be continued until it is definitely determined first
who the Court will be who will sit on the trial of this case and that the
motions should not be heard until this matter is brought on for trial.

I noted that this house is a 'two story red brick house located
on the right hand side of the street as a person is going toward the bus-
iness district and has several steps leading up to a smell porch' as the
house thet Doc Barker frequented while in Toledo was described in the report
that I meiled back to the office last night.

"Before leaving Toledo, Hollis advised me thzf"ﬁ_:;lgn had learned
that a woman who operates a house of prostitution at 114 Nebraska Street
was acquainted with Doc Barker; that Doc frequented this particular house
on several occasions while in Toledo last summer but that she had not seen

He does not re-
call ever having received or seen the photograph of Charles Carroll nor
does he recall ever having received the criminal record of Charles Carroll
or what became of it if it was received gt the Noonan agency.

"Noonan stated, with reference to the pay envelopes, that in
June end July, 1934, he was working on a case in Cleveland which involved
most of the breweries in the city. It was a matter which had to be handled
with the greatest discretion and Noonan decided that it would be inad-
visgble to handle the matter from his own office. He therefore went to
the manager of the Carter Hotel and arranged with the manager there to
rent a suite of rooms for the purpose of establishing an office in the
bhotel., He had a privete telephone installed and brought in a brand new
typewriter and a sufficient supply of stationery, scratch pads and pay
envelopes with which to operate an office end evoid the necessity of going
back and forth to his own office. Cook was house detective at the Car-
ter Hotel st the time and, as Noonan had twin beds in one room, it was
arranged that Noonan end Cookwuld stay in the suite of rooms which Noo-
nan rented. Due to some favors which Noonemn had done for the Carter Hotel,
it was possible for him to rent this suite at a ridiculously low figure
and as long as the rooms remained in Noonan's name, the low rate would

continue.

"The brewery cases wound themselves up the e%revv part of July
and Noonan was going to vacate the rooms. However, Art Hebebrad (who

is connected in the"&g'!’ ard Club) knew that Noonen had these rooms and
knew that Noonen was getting them very cheap. Hebebrand told Noonan

that, as long as Noonan was getting the rooms so cheaply, Hebebrand would
like to teke over the suite if Noonan was through with it and use it for
entertainment purposes. Noonan informed him that that would be satis-
factory as long as Hebebrend paid the bills. Cook moved into a room across
the hall and Hebebrand took over the Noonan suite. At the time Noonen
moved out he did not think to move out the stationery, pay envelopes, etc.

"Hebebrand continued to occupy the rooms in which he threw a
lot of perties until .Noonan decided that the arrangement was not satis-
factory and he prevailed upon Eebebrand to have the account transferred
to hie (Hebebrend's) neme.
