Confirming my telephone call on June 3, 1936, to Mr. Mc-
Intire, of the Bureau, you are advised that at the conclusion of
the Government's case a motion by defense attorneys for a directed
verdict es to the conspiracy indictment egainst nyrtlﬂ" ton was
upheld by Judge Louie W. Strum.

In ennounc ing his decision, Judge Strum called attentiom

_ to the fact that there was no evidence of any persons being involved

during the period named in the indictment except the defendant and
Weaver. It is noted thet the indictment charged that the conspiracy
existed from spproximately January 23, 1935. The Judge stated that
it was his belief that the erime of harboring requires the active
cooperation of two persomns for the commission of the substantive of-
fense, end that in line with decisions of the Supreme gourt a con-
spiracy charge will not lie against those two persoms.

In his ergument on this motion Assistant United States At-
tomey William A. Paisley called attention to the Gebardi case, and
maintained that under that decision it would seem that a conspiracy
to violate the harboring statute could be charged as to the two per-
sons involved. However, Judge Strum held that the situation existing
in .this case was similar to situations in other cases decided by the
Suprome court to the effect as indicated above.

of them. I know of no value that these cartridges may
be to the Buresu and therefore, suggest that we be
authorized to destroy these cartridges.

The informant from which thess
guns were secured informed me that they were buried
T sometime after the raid on the property near Hot
Springs and I believe the condition of the guns will
bear this out. The guns ere being forwerded in their
original condition, with the exception that for
identification purposes, A. l%nzel, vho {s under con-
tract with this office for the inspection and repair
of firearms, in my presence and at my direction,
stenciled on esach of these machine guns my initials
on the trigger plate just back of the rear grip. The
fifty-round drum was also marked with the astencil for
identification with my initials just under the serial
number and on the clip my initials were scratched on
the bottom for the ssme purposs. Ko attempt was made
to 6lean the guns up, as it was felt that the Buream
might wish to determine from the eondition of the guns
the possible length of time they had been buried,
