Charles 0.\Long, informant of this Office, who azsisted
in the apprekbensiop of Williem Elmek Mead, advised that a william
\Grier o?\proar, who clains to be a Special Investigator for the
Department of Justice, pessed through Chicago about July 15, 1936
and visited with bis, Long's,foster-sieter, a MaryYsallagher, whom
be, Grier, had kncwn when attending High School with Ler at Lawrence
or Bledin, Kebraska.

Lorg states that Grier told his sister that he knew she had
a brotLer named CharlaslLong who wes a notorious)eonfidence man, and
who the Goverument Age: : were watchLing very closely; that he, Long,
had workeld with Willism Elmer Meed, who was recently appreLended,
end that they had "clesned up™ nearly : million dollars in the last
year or 80; that Grier also advised her to tell Iong to "dig severel
ditckes tehind himself and not to get into eany trouble as the Govern-
ment would prosecute him on the first opportunity®.

Long obteined the informztion from his sister that wWilliam
Grier received a degree in lew from Creighton Univereity, Omaha,
Ketreska about 1931 or 1922 epd hed bsen down in South Carolina;
from there hed gone to California and was on his way dback to
Weshington, D. C. when he visited with her.

Long requested that his sister not te contacted as prior to
rece{ving the above informetion from Grier she never knew that he,
lLong, »as a former confidence man, which he has subsequently denied

Speciel Agent S. K. McKee telephoned me from Cleveland

with reference to the setup there in Cleveland. EHe saic thAt he had a-
r“talk with Mr. Connelley st New York relative to the situation in

Clevelsnd, and ir. Connelley is of the orinion that rather than making

~.raids on the varicus hous-s of prostitution there st this tine, it would

te well to set copies of var10u5‘¥uce\surveys msde by th ;gieve‘an ealth
Clinic which show the extent of prostitution in Clevelan e locetion
.of the varicus houses, and use these surveys as the basis for the general

T ~investigation. MNr. McKee said they are writing in to the Bureeu for

authority to plece a couple of telephone tsps, one 'n the largest house
of prostitution in Clevelend, and the other on the tele hcne of the
perscn who is supposed to be the "big shot® in the slot machine racket
in Clevelend. ¥hile th:zse tsps are running, they are going to make
observetions in the vicinity of possibly 40 or 50 of the houses of
prostitution, anc ascertain cefinitely that they are running as houses
of prostitution before they &are reiced.

In connection with the Investigation there, Mr. McKee
seid thet they would like to heve a couple of Buicks. He ssid that of
the e tomobiles assigned to the Cleveland Office, ore is the emergency
cer, ~nd the others are Hudsons, scme of which are undergoing repeirs.
I tolc Mr. M¥cFee to get in touch with the Pittsburgh Office and see if
Mr. Shive.s can spare two of his Buicks. I told him that Shivers would
have to send one Bulck in any event, but that if he could not converiently
spare two, he, McKee, should get in touch with the Detroit Office to get
this automobile. If the Detroit Office can not spare 1t, he should get
in touch with tke Indienepolis Office. Mr. McKee said they are slso going
to need the\dial recording dachine which is now in the possession of the
Pittsburgh Office, end I told him thst this machine can be brought over
in the sutomobile which is brought from Pittsburgh :

In connection with the tranSportation of the autcmoblles
from the various offices to Clevelsnd, Mr. McKee seid thet sirce he woulc
not particulerly need 211 of the men asslgned to the speciel squad until
the teleplone tsps are placed, he coulc send his men after the sutomcbiles
snd thus not cripple the offices from which the automobiles are obteined
any more than possible.

Be continued that they vanted to request authority to
hire eitiier a Ford or a Chevrolet at the local Hudson dealer. I granted
this authority, but cautioned Mr. McKee to be careful with the car
and see that it is not lost.

SUMVARY OF SURVEY DATED JANUARY 9-17, 1928

This third survey of commercislized prostitution oondie
tions in Cleveland was made during the second wesek of Japuary, 15284
All places reported upon in Octoder, 1927, were rechecked; and ia addie
tion, many Cew resorts were discovered,

In eomparing the present sopnditions with the findings im
October, 1927, it may readily be seen thzt tke vice situastion im
Clevelend today is consideradly worse,

The October survey showed 35 resorts operating as houses of
prostitution; 29 of these places were found to be flagrently operate
ing, and of which 28 were ocolored and one white, The 6 that were found
clcsed bad discontinued operating for wvarious voluntery rezsonss The
{nformation obtained indicated that the local autbhorities lad not deea
responsible for these discontinuan “se

In addition to the 29 places previoualy reported upon, and
found operating Suring this survey, 34 aew resorts ware located, of
which 28 were flagrantly ppereted and § clandestinely; and of .
thess 24 Bars eolored (flagrent)e

Most of thsse places are oo.Jucted by Negro prcstitutess

The mainm sourece of attraction of the Negro prostitutes is
the pervert practices which they offere These women do mot hesitate
to describe in unmistakadle terms the most revolting and &egrading
pervert acts which they are willing to perform for sums ranging from
1 to $2¢

Some of these women admitted having eome to Cleveland from
Detroit because they had heard of the more favorabls prostitutiom
eonditfons to be found here, When questioned about police vigilanoe,
such enswers as "We sce pone of them,™; They pass "hrough, but don't
botler us much® and "It's easy to0 work here™ were received,

After seeing these prostitutes operating day after day and
¢bserving new pleces opening almost daily, one cennot Question the ae-
curacy of tte remarks of the prostitutes, as given sbove,

The parlor house or drothel situstion is scmewhat differenmt,
This type of resort is scaitsred quite generally throughout the resi-
dential pection which lles saet of 14th, to 106th Streat, from St,
Clair to Woodland Avenue; and in most casea {s clandestinaely conducted,

The patrons of these placea are usuelly men kmown to the
zadans or inmates, or brought or sent by taxicad chauffeurs, delldoys
in hotels, or other third parties who aid or edet in the practice of
prostitutione

These parlor houses usually bardor from two to four iazates
whoss prices range from $3 to $10, |

Perversion is not practiced as much in ithase places as it
13 in the chenjpor resortse

In Octoder, 1927, 15 such resorts were inv:.:tigated, During
t:s January recheck, thsse and two additional ones were reported upone
Among the 17 visited, one was flagrantly :yndnated, 10 clandestinely,
and 8 werse found t0 be not operating, having removed to parts unknown
on acocount of eomplaints of neighbors, 2 wsre .alocatad at new addresses

luxurious quarters; and one, which was formerly a parlor houss, was
rented by two prostitutes who now conduct the premises as a house
of prostitution, '

The madams and iamates of these places did not hesitate
to state that the police do not {aterfere with them, provided cutward
decency is maintained and that thers are no doisterous carryings one

Most of the resorts of this type serve irtoxicants et prices
ranging from 26 to 75 cents pe¥ &rink, In some of them the inmates
share in the revemue derived from this source, whereas in others they
&o ”t. »

The hotsl situation 1s about the 2ame es in Octoder, Five
of the 7 reported upon were operating much more flagrantly with prostie
tutes, In two {natances the menagements had augmented the numder of
residential prostitutes becauae of a larze convention; as & result,
the two places were deing run im true perlor-house #yle, In the two
hotels {n whie¢h no violations were found during this survey, the manage=
ment of one had changed, and the other bhad no restdent proatitutes, In
aidition to the 7 hotels originally reported upon in October, at least
15 others were visited, but no wviolations were odserved,

Among the proaspective go-betweens, a score Or more were
intsrviewsd, The majority sugcestsd plac@o previously visited and
sight of fered pew resortse '

Bellboys, other hotel employees, taxicad chauffsurs, etes,
when approachsd, were only too eager to act in the capacity of goe
botwoonse From the higharepriced reasorts these go-betweens receive
a psrcsatage of the ocustomsera' spendings; dut ss to the ¢kh::per places
the go-betwoens depend entirely upon the generosity of the prospective
custoner for a liberel tip, HNone of the go~dsiwoens asked any Ques~
tions shich might de oonstrued to mean that they were seeking the
1dentification of the potential cuatomer,

Of the 9 maasage _arlors favestigated, & were previously
reported upon and 5 new cnes wore located, all of which were Operated
by white persons, FYour of those reported on {a Octoder and one new
resort were found to 2 operating flagrantly; two of tho new ones
were :unning elandestinely, end twc dre found to bde respectadle, The
7 operating 11legally, advertise from day %o day under the Bsauty Tarlor
Classification of the Clev-land Plsin Dealer,

In some of thesc ~28lled massage parlc: . sexual intare
course or perversion oould be had; in others only “local treatments®
(1, ee zmaturbation)e Kone of the persons sounested with these
reosorts hesitated to sdmit the true character of the places,
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The Domntown retmil business ares betwesa Putno Square
and 22nd Street, froz Superior to Prospest Avemues, had more than
its quota of disorderly botels, Theae $ncluded both thoss whieh
catered exelusively to the business of prostitution, and thes ones
fn which the bellboys and other employees provided resideat or aon~
residant prostitutes on request of male patrons,

The vast Ne rter, whieh extends roughly from 9th
to 56th Street detween Cont;';f and Orangs Avenuss, and in itz mogt

thickly populated area seores of flagrantly eonduoted brothels,
Colered prostitutes stood ia doorways or sat at windows, and called
or tapped, and im many instances implored white passersdy to enter
their hovel-like reaorts wherein all sorts of sexual perversion were
offered at prices rangiag fram $§1 to §2. '

Thte mid and uptown repidly detsriorating residential and
socondary business econters, fram 55th te 107th Streets detween ’
Iexington and Carnasgie Avemies, had more or less scattéred white
resortss These Placos were mesinly clandestinely c¢onfucted, They
included private dwellings givem exclusively to the dusinsas of
prostitution and apartments ia large and saell aparitmeant bouses, many
of which ware allsged to bave more disorderly teaants than respectadle
ones, '

Throughout the pe-iod 6cvered by the ten investigations, the
surveys ¢leerly indfcated that eonditions remained practicelly the
same, Here and there a few colored resorts were closed, only to have
naw o. s spriag wp in the immedfate neighdorhood, ’

Some of the resorts operated dy white persons were proceeded
against dy the authorities, and fuvarisbly the opsretors resumed Busie
ness at aev eddresses, usually not far fron the old place of sctivity,
Reaort keepsrs and prostitutes repeatedly stated that spasnodic raids
by the police had oocturred, They termed these reids as "spring olean-
{ng" end "knockoffs before elestioa to fmke & good showing®, all of
which they admitied Bad been anticipated by the resort operatorse
The cocasional spurts of law or{ .cement 414 mot discoursge nor serioualy
{neconvenience the violatorse Ascording to their statemsnts, wuch raids
were 150ked upon as "temporery wWsiness set backs®™, the financial losses
favolved being sasily retrieved {n the tims elapsing betwsen reids.

As a result, many of the b :e resorts eontiaued to operate, ia somne
{natances with the same proastitutes., ZEven along the streats, as well
es in some hotel lobbies, the same street-walking prostitutes were en-
ecountered tizs end again, Ths addressss reported r:, datedly during
the past surveys show that a majority of the resorts were in :ontiguous
ope:ation throughout the past three and ona-gamarter yearse
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Each day and night the streets were obssrved for street
walkers, In the down-town section of the eity am occasional prosti-
tute was found; ususlly she operatad very cautiously iz selecting -
the type of man t0o accost,

On wpper Buclid Avenus in the maighborhood of 77th Street
and vieinity, seven or eight street walkers were seen nightly; they
usually e¢onfined their approaches t¢ men {n aatomodiles who ocruise
adout for ths purpose of picking up prostitutes or eharity girls,

: The white street walkers apparently are the omly onss who
fear the police, They admittsd that if thay wers fortunate enough
to kave trade sent to their homes, they would not run the risk of
arreat, es the vice aquad apperently tries to keop some of the siresets
fres of street-soliciting prostitutes,

To my mind the situation in Clsveland is steadily gettimg
worse, Ipnformation secured im Detroit tended to ind{ecate that the
police are Joing offective work im repreasing prostitutiocn there;
Toledo was said to de {n the throes of another viee elean up; and
with the laxity of law éaforcemont 8¢ apparent in Claveland, it
seens deyond reasonable Joubt that that eity is bound to receive
many of the prostitutes from these two peardy communities,

Since July, 1927, t#n sarveys of eommercialized prostitution
eonditions Bave been made in Cleveland, Ohio, Es 2 was of saven days'
duratfon, which length of time was ample t0 secure an impression eof
geaeral conditionsy On acocount of the great size of $the efty, a do-
tailed study of all aeighborhoods would have required ¢onsideradly more
time than was availadls for the purposs,

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It may, therefore, bs assumed that with this eontimuity eof
opsrations, the owners of thelr agents, or both, must have gnilty
kpowledge of the activities of thelir &isorderly tenantse - -

During this last survey, resort keepsrs and prostitutes
stated that the nsw Chief of Police instituted s elean wp as soon
as e had taken office, and that his raids lasted for soms five
wosks, but finslly, it was said, they had &iminiasbed greatly ia
pumber. Some of the resort keepsrs stated that the Chief had been
saversly oritieized dy the local mewspapers for his aotivities
againazt vice when the e¢ity was deing overrun by racketeers whe
oormitted major erimes which went unsolved, When guestioned, warious
underworld charecters stated that a resort keepsr or a prostitute have
vory little to fear from the police, provided they 4o mot engage ia
window or 8oorway solieiting, or oporate s0 flagrantly as to {nvoke
complaints from thelr neighborse

The results of the raids surely indicated mo substantial
faprovemsent as regards commercialized prostitution., lbst of the
same Tresorts weres found still t0 de opesrating, & majority of tham as
flagrantly as aver before,

It may be assumed that white resorts, opsrsting flagrently,
would {mzediately invite ocompleints from ¢itizen neighbors and so
attract attention from the police, and as a result very fow white
places apparently were oonducted flagrantly, But the oolored resorts
could mot operete more flagrantly, operly or boldly than was found to
be tre case. One malams paid, "I've never Aad any troudble with the
polize, and I'fe tsen here for tes years." Another one said she had
dasn operating there for over 20 years and had nover come im oontact
with the anthorities, She 2aid that im the event of s raid sr arrest,
a econviction meant pothing more than 2 smell finse

Among the colored prostitu‘ss the smount of perversion of-
forsd was startling, It = ap; rsut that they oare utilizing this
typs of lmmoral aet to stiuilate business, and 1a very ;lain and wae
uistakable terms, they ropsatedly dsscribed the various types of sex~
val perversion in shich they w.re willing to indulge. I¢ zeemod that
the eolored prostitutes dsalt almost exslusively with w » trade.
Colored men wore not acoosted, whorcas amy white man, as s00n as he
came within hailing distance of a resort, was attracted by loud window
tapping and o2lling, many tines simultansously from doth :ides of the
streot,

The various phases of prostitution eacountered &during this
survey, have been classified, as follows:

Each one of the 45 prospsctive govbetwsens interviewsd of-
fered to aid tlLs investigator in ons way or another t¢c socure & prostie
tute, S0m® of a3z demanded s sort of oursory ideatification, whereas
a majority read.iy and promptly voluntesred pertinsat {aformation as
to the immodiate whareabouts of prostitutes or resorts, whea the ine
tsntions of the {nvestigator were iatimated to them, Of tlhese 48
prospects, only 7 were reported upon {a detail dacause the other 38
suggested prostitutes or places alresldy known adout or reported, The
7 included 5 bollboys (2 white, S eolored) and 2 white taxicad chauf-
feurs; O operated in a semi-flagrant manner, that is, they &1& mot
volunteer the information watil they knsw that the intarviewsr was
seaking a prostitute, and 2 ogerated im a semi-clandestiaze menner, tm
that they demandied @ sort of cursory identification, The 7 recommended
£ brothels (Class H resorts) and 3 hotels (Class D)e

A brot 2l ownar admitted that when oustomers wers sent to her
by hotel bBellboys or brought by tariead chauffeurs, sbe gave them $2
for each eustomers This, of course, was indirectly paid dy the patron,
inasnuch as the price quoted to such eustomers alwaye included an sxtra
fee of $2 for the go-betweene

CLASS D: This elass embraces dbuilldings, 1icensed by city
ordizance as hotels, wherein prc.iitutas may reside and practice im-
moral acts, or where rooms may be rented to prostitutes and their mmle
customers for {mmoral pu _0ses, Or where prostitutes from outside are
pormittsd to visit male guests in thelr rowmse

The hotel situation in Clavelend during this last survey
was found $0 be sudstantially the same as in all previous investiga-
tions, Thers were in all 16 hotels virited, all of which had been
previously r:por’ 1 upon; 4 of the 16 wsre found still :ot catering
to prostitution; end 12, one of which kad y. :viously Desn found %0
be respectadls, were involved im oztering to prost{iiution in One way
or another by either hardorimg prostitutes, or pemittiag them to fro-
quent the rooms of male gueste, or renting roums to transient oouples
for fmmorsl purposes. The 12 operated in a osmi-flagrent mannsr, and
of the total of 15 prostitutes interviewed in them, 2 offered sexual
interoourse only, and 13 tandered ssxual tntercourse or perversion, at

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CLASS X: Embraces individual prostitutes operating in one
or two=family dwellings, flats or apartment houses without the siper-
vision of a madan, , _ . -

Laat Tebruary, 65 Class E resorts were reporhd upon. Dure
ing this last survey 50 of tLem (2 white, 48 ocolored) were revisited,
Of that nuamber, 26 (2 white, 24 colored) were found to de still operat-
ing, and 24 colored were found to be closeds In a few instances the
reasons for the elosures were attridbuted to police activities, but ia
most of the cases the investigator was unadle to obtain receons other
ttan that the former occupant had mcved t0 parts urknown, In additiom
there were 19 mew colored places discovered, In all, 45 (2 white, 43
colored) places were found to de opsrating; 44 (1 white, 45 colored)
operated flagrently and 1 whito resort was bdeing oconducted semi-clan-

In these 45 places there were {nterviewed a total of S1
(2 white, 49 colored) prostitutes, of which 18 {2 white, 1€ ecolored)
offered sexual intercourse only and 33 colored tendered sexusl intere
courss or perversion, at prices as follows: 495 colored gquoted §1 to
$2; and 2 white prostitutes seked 33 and $5, respectively,

CLASS G: This class in¢ludes message parlors which adver-
tise in the locel newspapars, where the operators, under the guise of
therajeutic treatments, offered various forme of immoralitye

An appreciable imprc weent was noted in the*mssagq parlor
pituation, One of the most effective means of reducing this type or
phase of prostitution, hes been to demy the operators of such "massage
perlors® the right to advertise im l:cel newspapers, The legitimate
massage parlor operators of Cleveland were allsged to have informed
the newspapers that many of the so-called massage parlors, whose ad-
verti saments they had been accepting and publishing {a the Fsreonal
end Bsauty classifieat! 3, ware mothing more than resorts wherein
prostitution or other f...us ol fmeoi>1ity were being pra ‘iced, As

a result, the’Cleveland Pleiz :aler refused to accept advertisements
tor such "perlors®, unless the operators were duly licensed Tasseusss,
Two of the maszage parlor operators stated to the investigator that
they had “sen ‘onied the right to advertise im the newspapers, Ome
other st=ted that a police officer attached to the police pre~inet in
which her resort wss located, bad called upon der and informed har
that in order to give a massege, the operator suld have to Be licensed;
but e also informed her that it was mot nececsary to have a license %o
*give body rdse® However, she said skte :ald dsen advised to "get ria®
of one of ber operators who, she admitted, practiced sexual intercourse
and perversione




The dally press cerrield advertisements of four massage
parlors, each of which waas {nvestigated and found to be legitimately
conduocted,

The five parlors which hed been previously reported as op=-
ereting {llegitimately, were also refrvestigated, Two were found to°
be still operating illegally, and three hed moveds Two of these
three were said to bave been forced out by the police, and the other
one had 4iascontinued on account of lack of businesse The two found
20 be operating admitted that their petronage had decreased consider-
ably since being denied the right to advertise in the local newspapers;
they said that it wes only posaidle for them to continue operating de-
cause they had an established ¢lientele, In both i{nstances, 1llegitie
mate treatmonts werse offered, Ome operator temlered sexual interocourse
or a locel treatment (mesturbation), and the other offered local treate
ment only, at prices ranging from $2 to §S.

C1ASS H: Xmbraces resorts operating with proatitute-imtu
supervised by 2 madam or other oporator,

The results of this last survey seccmed t0 show only a slight
fnprovement in this class of prostitution resorts in Cleveland, Ia
February, 1930, there were reported 16 (5 white, 7 ecolored) such places,
Upon investigation, 2 white resorts were found to be still operating;

2 white ones had been closed by police ectivity; and 12 (5 white, 7
colored) had discontinued their operaztions for reasons which the ipe
vestigator was unable to ascertain, In addition, ¢ (3 white, 1 colored)
rew places wers found to be opsratinge

Of the total of 6 places found to bs operating, 1 eolored
res..-t was being rlegrantly oonducted and 5 white ones were operated

During the oourse of this survey the mainm {uoroughfares and
edjoining stroets were kept under daily observation, and many of the
same prostitutes who had been noticed soliciting time and agein were

Sevoral massage parlors listed im the Classified Telephone
Directory were visited, All wers apparently rec:psctadly conducted, so
far as prostitution was eoncerned and when the resorts that bhad advertised
wore mentioned, the operators stated that thsy had been driven ocut eof
busineas by the SBtate Board of Examiners, and the nawspapers.

The prostitution resort, frequently referrcd to 2s a drothel,

Prices in sll have ®een drastically reduced, Like other
phases of proatitution they have desn affected by the depressed bdusiness

conditions,

A rather startling trond was d{sccvered iun thet soms resorts
hardored both white and rolured inmates, a condition seldom found in

most cities,

Like the Class E places above dsscribed, theae resortis wers
flagrantly eoiducted, and instead of ettracting the manual lsdoring
type of trade as they did in the paet, their wain patronage now appears
to be younger men of the "white collar® classe

Thirty-three such places were found and investigated; 23
oceupied privats dwellings, 3 flats, 5 stores, and 2 epartaantse

Of the 33 resorts (14 white, 2 3olored, 17 mixed), 29 (10 white,

This division embraces a 8aily odservation of ths streets
in respoct to the pressnce and aotivity of street-walking prostitutes.

It was found that the downtown business area was frequented
by some street walkers, dbut a larger number were obssrved in the mid-
town sactiom.

An ac¢curate app-aisal of strest conditions can not be made
because, 8uring 8 of the 7 days, it either rained or smowed, Eowever,
17 (white) atreet solieitations were recorded, end 23 (white) accostings
obsorvad. All were flagrantly conducted, )

Seventesn prostitites wsre iaterviswed, 5 offered saxual
intercourse only and 12 sexual {intercourse or perversion at $2,00

and #3.00.

CONCLUSION

teraed odious, a better perspective of local conditions would perhaps
be had 1f it were said that more flagrant prostitution violations cam
be observed in Ulsveland in one day than in Buffalo in seven, Detroit
ia seven, Chicago in fourteen, or IJsw York City _. thirty days.

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SLUMS - A CITY'S MOST EXPENSIVE LUXURY

One small section of slum area in Cleveland in which the commnity invested over
$5,000,000 in publioc and seml-public buildings produces a tax-rate income of $226,000,
It costs the city, ocounty, and Board of Education $1,367,000 to render such direet
services as good municipal housekeeping and education require, Thus, this area shows
a net cost to the taxpayer of $1,132,000 annuelly == & loss of well over a million
dollars a year, Private funds increase this ocost to $1,747,000 a yecar —— a total
approaching two million dollars & year.

When fire protection in a residential suburd costs $.63 per 1,000 dollars of
appraised value of land and buildings, $60 seems too large for a section of slum
erea, When police protection costs $4 per family in a suburdban city, $58 seems high.

Since only 6,244 families live in the area, each family is being subsidized to
the extent of over $333 per year by tax funds and private funds., And yet these fame= -
ilies have no right to be content., They should demand more == a decent environmemt
in which to live, They live in "cast-me~down" dwellings which in the heyday of high
rents oost them over $26 per family per month.

They suffer from crime == over £1 per cent of Greater Cleveland's murders dure
ing the past 12 years were committed in this tiny section with an area of only 0.56°
per cent of the area of Greater Cleveland and a population of but 2.1 per cent of
the population of Cleveland, Lakewood, Cleveland Heights, East Cleveland and Shaker
Heights., Among them were not necessarily the murderers. The murderers may have
lived in the fine residential suburbs, but the murders were committed in the section,
It provided an ideal place to ocommit a murder, with its dark alleys, tumbled-down
buildings, junk yards, and other obstacles to psace and order,

They suffer from vice =-- over 26 per cent of the houses of prostitution located
in eight under-cover surveys made in this community during the past few years flour=-
ished in this area, Doubtless, the residents do not patronize the prostitutegs «=
they lack the funds., (A mep showing the distribution of the patrons geographically
would be interesting.)

They suffer from delinquency =- more than 6 per cent of the boys brought into
Juvenile Court lived in this area, & rate three times the average for the entire
commuinity. Only 89 boys appear in Juvenile Court per 1,000 boys 10-17 years of age
in the comminity, 307 in this area.

They have illegitimate births -- 10 per cent of the mothers giving birth to an
illegitimate ochiid lived in the area,

They have large numbers of deaths from tuberoulosls =- nearly 12 per cent of
all during a four=-year period.

They suffer most from unemployment «= 6.6 per cent of the jobless lived in the
area in April, 1930, as compared with 2.2 per cent of the gainful workers. They had
many jobless in January, 1931, 120 per 100 families,

These people need relief —— food, clothing, and shelter. As many as 8.0 per
cent of all relief families in 1932 were in this seotion where 1.9 per ocent of all
families live., Over half of the 6,244 families were om relief in 1932,

They need help -- a decent place to live, in & lscent env!
opportunities for all. &olun o e
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They affect the lives and happiness of others besides themselves, The children's .
nurse or the cook suffering from a venereal disease or from tuberculosis affects others
than herself, They ride in public conveyances with us. They work in our offices and
plants. They work even in our homes. Their health and welfare affects ours,

It is one thing to read a murder story or to see one scoreened, and another thing
to be in the midst of a murder, It is one thing to know that there is suoch a thing
as commercialized prostitution, and another thing to live in & neighborhood which
reeks with it,

It is one thing to educate the youth at a ocost renging between $1,000 and $2,000,
to provide schools, churches, and other publio or seml-public buildings with a ocap=
ital cost of over $6,000,000 and it is mnother thing to raise good citirens in an
area with frequent murders, flagrant prostitution, end all the other things with which
erime and vice are associated,

With fewer and fewer available living quarters, or rather "existing" quarters,
in the section and with more and more unfavorable soocial oconditions, the present pop=
ulation must scatter, The process is already well under way. == Further progress
along these lines means lower property values in these other seoctions, ruined investe
ments, and a reduced tax duplicate,

No single map can delimit a slum area within any Amerlican oity. The area at
best is difficult to define., The followlng pages of maps in ocombination provide a
means of delimiting such areas. The last map shows the Cleveland five=ocity area di=
vided into 14 eoonomic areas based on monthly rental of rented homes and value of
owned homes, Where people have to live in such houses a8 can be rented for $10 to
$15 a month, they ocertainly do not have free choice and are forced to live in most
undesirable neighborhoods,.

The geographical distribution of crime as indicated by murders is not uniform
as shown on the first overlay,

The geographical distribution of vioe as indicated by houses of prostitutiomn
is olosely related to the distribution of orime as shown on the second overlay,

The geographiocal distribution of delinquency as indicated by boys appearing in
Juvenile Court shows a broader coverage,

The geographical distribution of deaths from tuberoulosis indioates the unhealthy
oondition of the people.

Thus, ¢lum areas are definod and delimited., When defined and delimited, they
may be eradicated, |

Distinguished foreign housing experts have recently told Americans ~= more speo=
ifiocally Clevelanders == what they have done under similar oiroumstances, Would it
not be well for Cleveland to act now! So ocostly a sore, festering in the center of
any community has enormous potential dangers,

The Federal government has for :ionths been about to spend some 39;000,000 in
low=-cost housing in Cleveland. Will this program now be accelerated?
