CHICAGO, ILL., April 27.—A sup-
pressed warrant charging William
E. Vidler, 34, an ex-convict, and
several unnamed men with con-
spiracy to possess mony obtained
as ransom from Edward Bremer,
St. Paul banker, was issued tonight
by United States Commissioner Ed-
win K Walker.

The warrant was suppressed be-
cause the government did not wish
to reveal the identity of the other
men named in the conspiracy. It
was issued after a& series of con-
ferences attended by Commissioner
Walker, United BStates Attorney
Dwight H. Green, the latter’s as-
sistant, Leo Hassenauer, and sev-
ere! agents from the Department
‘of Justice.

Federal agents said Vidler had
